CONDITION OF TRADE.

The Qutlook for the Balance of
the Year Is Rosy.

Continued Gain in Bank Clearings—Collec-
tions Improving — Money in Steady De-
mand—Boots and Shoes Higher.

* Things look encouraging. Trade is sterdily In-
creasing, and no complaints of dull times are
now heard. Our local bank clearings last week
were $17,250,928, agalnst $14,704,094 for the
same week In 1889, We are now ouly about
$6,000,000 behind 1589, and if we keep up the
rate or gain of the past two or three weeks we
will be abreast of last yea®s business by Sep-
tember 1st. The most gratifying reports are re-
ceived from the fruit districts. Grain and pro
duce are bringing good returns, and, taken all in
all, the outlook I8 rosy.

Colleetions are improving. Money 1s In good
demaud, aud in suflicient supply to meet ihe ln-
quiry without enhaucement of rates,

THE CEREAL MARKET.

Cereals are not particularly active just now.
Corn Is lower under heavy arrivals, Oals are
steady, but quiet., Feed barley is in steady de-
mand, and firm. Old brewing barley is actively
loquired for. Rye is dull,

Bran and midalings ate higher than {or
months, and are marked up every day or so.

Flour is in fair demand aud steady. Wheat is
quiet at about last week’s prices. The exports of
wheat and flour reduced to a wheat basis in July
were 945,000 centals, agaiust 1,173,860 centals
in July, 1889. Of the country’s crops a Wash-
ington telegram says:

There Is a reduction in the condition of all cereals
repo. 1to the statistician of the Department of
Agriculture. The decline from the 1st of July to
the 1st of August is from 9.31 to 7.33 in corn, from
94.4 to 853.2 in spr.ng wheat, from 81.6 to 70.1 in
oats, and from 83.3 to 82.8 in barley. The condi-
tion of potatoes is reduced from 91.7to 77.4. A
fall of twenty points indicates the disaster which
has Lefullen the corn crop within thirty days. The
cause is the abnormal high temperature of the cen-
tral maize districts, with an insufficiency of rainfall,
The returns of drought, which cover a broad area,
and the severity of the effects, have been more
general and depressing than the Signal Service
record of temperature appears to indicate. One
factor in the blightinug of vegetation evidently is
the hot winds that scorched the lower basin of the
Missouri and Ohio valleys.

Good bay is firm, being in moderate supply,
while comuon descriptions are abuundaut and
pot over active. Beans are nuseitled. Some
dealers claim as high as §3 for whites while
othiers give lower prices.

More grapes will be
dried this year than ever before, aud growe:s
bope that tuis will help the market for wine
grapes,

Wool is moving off more freely at steady prices.

Hops are very iirm, and the tendency is still

uuward. The English and German crops
are uot In the ULest condition, hence the
markets all over the worla are strong.

New Yoirk and Pacific Coast crops look finely.
Jo Wastington 21 cents has been refused, aud
solle growers now ask 25 cents per pound.

Live hogs are higher. Beef aud multon are
abundant aud unchanged.

GROCERIES AND PROVISIONS,

Groceries show few chauges this week, Sugar
1s in fair demand, but the geueral tone is ove of
easluess, as the total erop of raw sugar through-
outl the world will, it Is estimated, exceed that of
last vear by 850,000 tons. The Americau Re-
tinery has reduced its prices 1ge per pound.

Coflee is moderately active and unchanged.
Fluctuations at New Yoik nave not materially
attected this market. The Government estimate
ol the Javan crop, issued May 31st, shows a
large d: ficlency for 1890. At the close of Jan-
uasy the crop was estimated at 188,000 piculs,
agaiust 526,770 piculs for the corresponding
aate in 1839, whiie at the close of May It was
figured at 171,510 piculs, against 537,430 piculs
a year before.
~ Rice is somewhat easler, owing to a falling off
in the demand.

Hams continue to tend upward
with sirong Western markels,
show no change.

Almost ali brands of starch controlled by the
combination have been advancea “4c¢ per pound
for the various Kionds of packages.

Cauned frults and vegetables continue stiff.
As to peaches ana apricots, most canners still
decline to name quotations, The demand for all
fruits for the East is sharper tbau ever before,
and the canners cannot possibly satisly the de-
Imand at reasonable prices. Canned tomatoes
for future delivery are agaln higler.

Ratber more trade in Alaskan salmon is re-
ported. The Columbia River pack 1s now esti-
mated by the Astorlan at 429,300 cases, agaiust
au output of 321,314 cases in 15889,

MISCELLANEOUS.

Dealers in dry goods repo:t more activity. Re-
ceipts bave been large of late and the inaulry
shows sigus of improvement. Tue lmport trade
of New York Is veiry large, amountiug lu July to
$14,215,000, er more than $1,000,000 larger
tban in July, 1889, The imports for the first
seven months of 1890 were §92,936,700, against
§81,723,000 during the game time {n 1889, The
1mports for the past two or three moulhbs have
been a little lu excess of the demaund, so that
there bas been a shight accumulation in bonded
warehouse.

Tobacco and cigars continue quiet.

In metals there are butl few chauges, lron Is
nominal and dull. Lead is rather higher in all
positions. Tin plate is firm. Pig tin Is weak at
a fractional decline. Quicksliver Is unsetiled
and dull. The receipts at this port during the
first seven mouths of the year were 6957 flusks,
against 9483 during the same period ln 1889 and
15,930 m 1888. The exporis during the seven

ALONG THE RAIL

A New Departure in Utilizing
Empty Cars.

At a recent consuliation of the traffic
managers of the Unicn Pacific at O{nnh&
the question of a reduction of the mileage
expense of hauling empty refrigerater cars
from the Missouri River to the Pacific Coast
was discussed at length.

It was decided to adopt the plan proposefl
by Assistant General Traffic Manager Y.
A. N. Kee. By this scheme the empty cars
on the west-bound tiip will be utilized in
effectively redncing the expense accounts,
instead of hauling them 3000 miles empty,
for which the road receives no revenue.
Tne cars will be filled up with shelves on
each side, so as to hold three tiers of terra
cotta jars, each having an air-tight cover,
to which is attached a tongue reaching
nearly to the bottom of the vessel.

By an ingenious electrical contrivance
convected with the wheels of the car, these
tongues are made to oscillate and revolve
alternately. Just prior to leaving Omaha
the cars are stored with ice and each jar
filied about two-thirds full of the very best
cream,

The long trip across the continent and
the electrical appliance, combined with the
motion of the car, will churn the eream to
butter, and upon arriving at Oakland the
butterwilk is drawn off, leaving the finest
of butter ready for the tabie. .Itisintended
to commence this service August 15th by
equipping four cars, and should the service
prov e a success, weekly trains will be run
from Omaba, furnishing us the very bpst
creamery butter at a price only a fraction
higher than the cost of the home product.

While the company does not expect to
make a large profit, they hope to reduce, in
a slight degree, the expense of hauling
emply cars wesiward, and at the same time,
in a novel and comparatively inexpeusive
way, to advertise the route.

The last issue of the Railway Age cob-
tains an article on railway accidents 1in
Great Britain. Scme interesting statistics
are turnisbed which show a remarkable de-
gree of suuliarity in cause and efieclt L0
those occurring on American roads, which
we are sometimes disposed to argue masea
worse record for railway management than
those o1 any other country:

On British roads, for the three months ending
Maich 31s1, there were 30 collisions, causing 7
deatus and 100 cases of wjury, 6 derailments, 4
failures of machinery, 181 fallures of tires, 74
fallures of axies and 4 failuies of couplings,
these also causing a number of deaths and -
Jurivs. Accidents to Uains caused the death of
Y persous aud injury to 105, and by other than
Liain accidents 130 passengers were Killed and
210 Ipjured—a very serious record. Some of

M ayor FPond Examining the Grade of
Seventh Avenue.

Mayor Pond, Adolph Sutro and Herman

DEATH HIS FATE.

A Chinese Mortally Wounded by
Highbinders.

Murderons Assault by Two Highbinder Assas-
8ins on a Domestic—'' That Is the
Man! Assanlt Him!”

The Chinesg highbinders settled one of
their many difficulties yesterday morning
n Chinatown. The settiement was in ac-
cord with highbinder traditions, and will
result in the death of the victim. Wo
You, a domestic at 51614 Dupont street,
was shot through the vitals and mortally
wounded by an assassin of a rival society
to his, and shortly afterward You was
lying in the }{qceiviug Hospital awaiting
death. He made the following dying state-
ment: "

Believing that I am about to die, 1 make this
my statement in regard to my injuries. My name
iIs Wo You, my age is 27 years and by occupa-
tion 1 am a cook. I covk on Dupont street, at
5}0112. and was on my way to work at 8:80
0’clock this morning, and was chased iuto a
butcner-shop on the west side of Dupont street,
vear Clay, by three Chinamen. I was shot by Ng
Hoy just before getting into the butcher-shop.
As_l was entering, the people lnside pushea me,
saying, “If you are fighting, don’t come in here.”
As 1 got outside the door Ng Hoy shot. 1 then
turped aund ran into the buicher-shop, not know-
lng at that moment that I had been sbot. On
getting luto the shop I feit the pain, and on
examining my person I founa that I was shot.
Ouve shot was fired. I had no weapon upoa me.
I do not know thie names of the otber Chinamen.
I never had uuy previous tiouble with Ng Hoy,
but kuew him Lo speak to him: on the sireet.

‘“ THAT 1S THE MAN.”

_I kuow of no reason why be should assault me,
Ng lloy was urged by otiier Chinese standing by
1o assault me, aud the names of those Known to
me are Ow Yen Woon, President of thie Suey Ong
Soclely, and Check Woon Gep, interpreter of the
Suey Oug Society. Yes, that is the man, Check
Woon Gep, who urged the three Chinese Lo as-
sault me by saying to them, “*Assault him! As-
sablt bim!” meaning me. Yes, that is one of the
nmen.who chased me uto the buteher-shop, and
he had a pistol In bis hard (polnting to a China-
man, _\\‘uo says lus name is Chin Nom).

Chin Nom was arrested and lodged in the
City Prison. Check Woon Gep entered the
hospital as the wounded Chinese was finish-
ing his statement, and upon being recog-
nized as one of the men who urged on the
assassins, was also placed under arrest for
assault to murder.

5 A DELIBERATE CRIME.,

The murderous highbinder has so far
eluded the police, who know very little
about the facts leading up to the crime.
Nor will the Moogolian eye-witnesses to
the shooting tell what they saw or know of
the tragedy. We You was smoking a cigar
contentedly at 8:30 o’clock in the morning
when walking along Clay street, near Du-
})out. to his work. Two men stepped in

ront of him from places of concealment,
and one of them deliberately raised You’s
blouse, placed the muzzle of a Jarge re-
volver against his abdomen nnd. sent a
buliet through his entrails. The vietim of
the murderous assault ran along Dupont
street to Sacramento and sank down ex-
hausted in a shirt store.

A teleplione message to the police station
took two officers to the scene of the shoot-
ing. A Chinese, who said he had seen the
shooting, peointed out another Chinese as
Ng Hoy, the man who shot You. At the
City Prison the suspected Chinese gave the
name of Chin Now, and said he was wholly
innocent of the charge.

CHOPPED OFF HIS OWN FOOT.
Desperate Measures Resorted To by an
Unlucky Wood-Cutter.

A singular instance of fortitude and en-
durance was that exhibited by Hermann
Loebnitz, a worthy German living a short
distance from this place, and who recently
was the victim of a peculiar accident, says
a Middletown (Miss.) special to the Phila-
delphia Times. Some months since Loeb-
nitz purchased for farming purposes a tract
of land of which several acres had never
been cleared, and with the energy and
thrift of his nation attempted the task of
cutting away the timber and removing it
without aid. With this intention he had
for several days shouldered his ax, and
with a lunch-basket gone to the woods,
about a quarter of a mile from his dwelling.

On the morning of his accident he com-
menced his work by cutting down a large
tree, which in falling was caught aud sup-
ported by the branciies of another closé by.
Loebnitz elimbed this in order to cut away
the limbs which upheld the first, having
carried his ax up with him tied by a cord to
his waist. He succeeded in breaking away
oune of the supporting branches, and the
tree fell a short distance, but in its fall
hurled the unbappy man downward. His
foot being caught, however, between the
trunk and limbs of the two trees, he did
not reach the earth, but hung suspended,
head downward, in the air.

He remained thus for some time, crying
for help and endeavoring to free himself,
but the pain of his crushed foot, imprisoned
as he was, and the discomfort of his posi-
tion growing insupportable, and despairing
of any help arriving, he grew desperate,
and, succeeding in swinging himself up-
right for a few minutes, with desperation
seized his ax and with a stroke or two cut
his foot off just above the ankle, Then be-
gan a painful descent under what were per-
haps the most remarkable circumstances
under which such a thing was ever accom-
plished.

When down he reached his hat, and, fill-
ing it with earth, mess and leaves, beund it
to the bleeding stump, then crawled home,
slowly and painfully dragging his leg after
him. It was not until he was within a few
rods of his home that he was perceived by
his wife and children, who then assisted
him to the house. He was placed in Dbed
and Dr. Renshaw of this place sent for, who
tied up the severed arteries, and who says
that Loebnitz’s powers of endurance were
beyond anything in his experience, for, in
spite of his dreadful sufferings, the man
remained qnite sensible and calm through
it all, though the mere shock of such a thing
was enough to kill him.
