STATE CONTROLLER.

Nominations for State Controller were
then asked for, and Conklin of Inyo nomi-
nated E. P. Colgan of Sonoma, which was
seconded by Judge Waymire of Alameda.

The name of J. B. Fuller of Marysville
was presented to the convention by Greely
of Yuba, and Luce of San Diego pleaded for
bhim.

Pillsbury of San Franciseo, Moorehouse
of Santa Clara and Bennett of Tulare sec-
onded ihe nomination of Hanscomb, while
Bruner of >dacramento made an eloquent
appeal in behalf of Colgan, as did alsu Hea-
cock of Santa Barbara. When the first bal-
lot was taken Colgan bad received 258, Ful-
ler 208 and Hanscomb 211 votes. A second
ballot was called and resulted in the elee-
tion of Colgan, the name of Fuller being
withdrawn and Los Angeles changing 63
votes to Colzaun.

BTATE TREASURER.

When the convention reassembled at 2
o’clock, Chairman Campbell, immediately
after rapping for order, recognized Heacock
of Santa Barbara, who nominated for State
Treasvrer Levi Redeliffe of San Luis
Obispo. Louttit of San Joaquin followed
in a short speech, naming J. R. MeDonald
of Stanislaus, *“a piopeer merchant and
farmer.,”” He asked that the six great
counties of the San Joaquin Valley be given
this recognition, Bothgentlemen appeared
by request before the convention, and were
loudly cheered. A ballot was then taken,
ued resvited in 342 for McDonald and 333
for Redcliffe.

ATTORNEY-GENERAL.

Nominations for Attorper-General were
then called for. Davis San Francisco
presented the name of George D. Collios of
the San Fraucisco bar., A young man, he
said, who was born in California twenty-
eight yeurs ago, and fought his way up to
an honorable place from poverty and ob-
scurity. Moorehouse of Santa Clara named
for the same place W. H. H. Hart of San
Francisco, and made a brief but eloguent
appeal on behalf of that gentieman. E. C.
Hart of Sacramento was placed in nomina-
tion lv&' Manning of Mendocino, and was
seconded by Jones of Sacramento. The
latter service was performed for W. H. IL
Hart by C. M. Sktortridge of Santa Clara,
while Solinsky of Calaveras seconded the
nemination of Collins. The gentiemen were
invited before the convention, and when a
ballot was taken it was anuounced as fol-
lows: W. H. H. Hurt 351, E. C. Hart 264,
and Collins 61.

REICHART RENOMINATED.

Samuel Shortridge named for Sur-
veyor-General the incumbent, Theodore
teichert, a man, he said, who at the last
election was the only Republican who had
received a prajority in San Francisco and
wkose record was unimpeachabie as a man
and an official. Adawms of San Luis Obispo
and Coonbs of Napa seconded the nomina-
tion and the latter, when he took the stand,
was given u magnificent reception. He was
cheered heartily for several minutes,
Sweeney then presented the name of J. M.
Gleaves of the same county, and arged that
the romination be given to the north.
Wlen e roll was called iv was found so

overwhelmingly in favor of Reichert that
Gleaves was withdrawn and Reichert’s
nominalion was made unanimous.

AN EXCITING TIME.

The first real contest of the day then oc-
curred, when the Chairman announced that
nominations for Clerk of the Supreme
Court were in order, and the eonvention
witnessed the first general excitement since
the nomination of Colonel Markham yves-
terday. There were four candidates in the
field for Clerk of the Suyreme Court;
Raisch and Wolfe of San Francisco, Brown
of Solano, and Overacher of Alameda. As
soon as the nominating speeches were con-
cluded, the roll-call was ordered, and bal-
loting commenced. When the call was
completed, and before the result was an-

- nounced it was seen from the unofficial tally

that Wolfe, Raisch¥®and Brown had made a
close race, with Overacher not far behind
them, but none had received a majority.

A scene then followed, almost similar to
that which attended the gubernatorial
nomination of yesterday. One of the San
Francisco delegation commenced the pro-
ceedings by announcing a change in its
vote 1n favor of Brown. The Secretary
was hardly able to note the change when
three or four other delegations were shout-
ing similar changes in favor of Brown. The
Secretary noted the changes as long as it
was possible to do so, but presently the ex-
citement became intense, and the Chuair-
men of a dozen delegations stood on their
chairs or rushed up to the Speaker’s desk
and shouted for recognition so that they
could announce further changes.

ANOTHER BREAK.

In vain the Chairman rapped for order,
and cried out so that his voice could be
heard above the noise and confusion in the
chamber that he weula recognize no one
until all the delezates had taken their seats
and preserved order. It was very evident
that enough votes were being thrown to
Brown to give him the nomination in a few
minutes; but presently another stamneds
was started by half a dozen delegations
changiug their votes from Raisch to Wolfe.
Tuis only increased the excitement, as the
contest narrowed down between Wolfe and
Brown, and there was the wildest kind of
a scene when the Chairman of the Los
Angeles delegation, which had given about
thirty votes for Wolfe at first, announced
that the whole delegation of sixty-three
membei. would cast tneir votes for Wolfe.

RAISCH WITHDRAWS.

The Chairman had partially succeeded in
restoring order, so that the changes could
be noted, when A. J. Raisch stepped on the

platform and announced that he would
withdraw from the contest in favor of
Wolfe. Then the stampede was started

again, both for Wolfe and Brown. Finally
confusion became so great that cries for an-
other roil-call were heard from every part
of the chamber. Emphatic protests were
made against this, particularly by the
friends of Brown, who believed that the
stampede would, in a few minutes more,
result in a victory for him. The Chairman,
however, pounded on his desk for order and
d:ﬁ'ctcd the Secretfary to take another roli-
call.

ANOTHER ROLL-CALL.

During tue first half of the call Wolfa
maintained the lead, and when San Fran-
cisco was reached a large majority of the
delegates from that city, which had pre-
vionsly voted for Rauch, threw their votes
to Wolfe, and it looked as if he would win:
but a moment later Santa Clara gave her
twenty-three votes to Brown, and several
other g¢ounties with large delegations, in-
cluding Santa Cruz and Solano, supported
Brown and put Lim in the lead. By the
time the last few counties had been
*hied, Brown had received a majority of
the whole number of votes, and the nomi-
iaation was made unanimous.

SCHOOL SUPERINTENDENT.

After the nomnation of Brown it was
supposed that the convention wounld be able
to conclude its business in another hour
without further confusion, as the only nom-
inations to be disposed of were Superin-
tendent of Public Schools and the two
Congressmen-at-large, the last two offices
beiug saljeet to the new Congreseional ap-
portionment to be fixed under the recent

I'e

census. For Superintendent of Public
Schonls two canaidates were placed
in nomination, Ira G. Hoitt, the in-

cumbent, and J. W. Anderson, Superin-

tendent of Schools in San Francisco. Both

candidates were warmly supvorted by the

delegates wha placed them
HOITT MAKES A SI'ELCIH.

A ballot was about to be taken when Mr.
Hoitt walked up beside the Chairman and
said he desired to address tlie convention.
He was received with cheers, and com-
menced hjs speechh by saying that he had
tried to do his duty during the last four
years and had nothing to apologize for. He
then said that he haa been told that the
only charge that could be made against him
was that his connection with school-book
pubiishers had been too intimate. In order
to refute this charge he said he had been
given a telegram to-day which had been
sent to one of the delegates, who decided
not to have his name mentioned in connec-
tion with the matter.

A POINT OF ORDER.

Mr. Hoitt produced the telegram and was
about to read it when Judge Blanchard of
El Dorado raised the point of order that a
candidate had no right to bring matters of
this kind into the convention, and he de-
sired the Chair to request Mr. Hoitt not to
read the telegram, no matter what it con-
tained. Elwood DBruner of Sacramento,
who was acting as Chairman at the time,
sustained the point of order.

The convention was beginning to show
signs of another outburst of excitement,
which grew to larger proportions when
Charles M. Shortridge of San Jose, who

was sitting near the platform, said he de-
sired to say a few words in Mr. Hoitt’s be-
half.

THE TELEGRAM READ.

Some protests were heard, but Shortridge
took the telegram from Mr. Hoitt’s haund,
stood on a chair and said that as long as
the delegates would not hear Mr. Hoitt
tbhey should hear him. He then read the
telegram, which was from San Francisco
and was signed W. B. Baneroft, who is
connected with a book-publishing irm. The
telegramn stated, “Elect Anderson and de-
feat Hoitt.”

Tne reading seemed to act like = fire-
brand and a perfect storm of depuncition
broke from every part of the chamber.
Reuben H. Lloyd of San Francisco arose in
front of the Chairman’s desk and made a
very vigorous speech, denouncing the
means which he deeclared Mr. Hoitt had
adopted to secure the nomination and in-
jure his opponent. He said it was plain to
any one that the purpose of the telegram
was to give the impression that if Mr. An-
derson was elected Superintendent of Pub-
lic Selivo!s*he would be controlled by the
book ring and hLe desired to make an em-
phatic protest against any such underhand
means to injure a worthy candidate.

CHEERS FOR ANDERSON,

The whole convention apparently agreed
with Mr, Lloyd, for through this speech he
was applavded in every part of the hall.
The excitement seemed to have reached the
highest point of any time during the whole
convention, and when, as Mr. Lloyd con-
cluded, Mr. Anderson stepped on the plat-
form beside the Chairman, the convention
seemed to be possessed of an enthusiasm

for him that knew mno bounds. Almost
every delegate in the room was
upon his feet shouting, cheering

and waving- his hat or handkerchief, and
the general uproar extended to the gallery.
After a few moments of this confusion Mr.
Anderson spoke briefly, and said that the
only credentials he had to present was an
experience of forty years as a school-
teacher, There were delegales in the con-
vention who had been his pupils, and to-
day they had raised their voices in behalf
of the old man. He had always endeavored
to do his dutv, and he was ready to submit
to the verdict of the convention.

HOITT WITHDRAWN.

The applause which followed Mr. Ander-
son’s speech continued revoral minutes, and
then there were generazl cries for a rell-cail,
Drury Melone of San Francisco put au end
to proceedings by aununouncing that on be-
half of Mr. Hoitt he withdrew the nomina-
tion of that gentleman aud moved that An-
derson be mwpominated by acclimation.
There was anotner outburst of applause as
the convention adopted this motion.

MORROW FOE CONGRESSMAN.

H. C. Dibblee of San Francisco then
placed flon. W, W. Morrew in nomination
for Congressman-at-large and the nomina-
tion was made by acclamation amid the
cheers of the delegates.

J. C. Campbell, Chairman of the conven-
tion, was nominated as the second Congress-
man-at-large by H. V. Morehouse and his
nomination was also made by acelamation
with the same show of enthusiasm.

Ex-Senator A. P. Williams next intro-
duced a resolution declaring that the con-
vention received with sorrow the uncalled-
for attack made last night upon Associate
Justice Charles N. Fox and expressing con-
fidence in _the integrity and ability of the
Justice. Williams moved that the resolu-
tion be adopted, but a chorus of noes was
the response, and the convention directed
that it be referred ‘o the Committee on
Resolutions.

This conciuded the business of the eon-
vention, with the exception of the selec-
tion of a State Ceutral Committee, Dele-
gates from various counties recommended
the names of committeemen to the conven-
tion, and their appointments were promptly

in nominarion. |
|

made. It was then 6:15 o’clock, and a mo-
tion that the convention adjourn sine die
was carried, and the last cheer was given
for the ticket which had just been com-
pleted.

THE CONGRESSMEN.

George Blanchard and Joseph McKenna Nom-~

inated in the Second and Third Districts.

SACRAMENTO, Aug. 14.—The First Con-
gressional District Convention, which
failed to made a nomination this afternoon,
held another session this evening. The
names of W. W. Kellogg of Plumas and
Edward Sweeney of Shasta were presented
for the Congressional nomination, but both
declined to serve, and the convention ad-
journed to meet in San Francisco on Au-
gust 23d.

SECOND DISTRICT.

When the Second Congressional District
Convention met this morning, Jobhn F.
Kidder of Nevada was elected Chairman
and Levinsky of San Joaquin Secretary.
When nominations were called for, John
Egan of Amador arose and nemipated
George Blanchard of El Dorado. The
speaker paid Blanchard a glowing tribute,
and when he finished, amidst applause,
George A. Huzhes of Nevada moved that it
be made by acclamation, The wmotion pre-
iv:ulcd and Blanchard was deciared the nom-
nee.

SAcrAMENTO, Aug. 14.—The convention
of the First Railroad District convened in
the Assembly Chamber this morning to
nominate & candidate for Railroad Commis-
sioner. The convention was organized by
the election of J. F. Ellison of Tehama
County, Chairman, and J. M. Manning of
Mendceino, Secretary. Several motions to
adjourn until the afternoon, because of the
Third Congressional Convention being
called for the same hour, were cried down,
and, on motion, nominations were called
for. El!wood Bruner of Sacramento nomi-
nated Williamn Beckman of the same county
In a few complimentary words. Carothers
of Mendocino seconded the nomination,
pledging the ten vot®s of his county to
Beckman. Fred Tuttle of Placer County
placed in nomination F. M. Fulweiler of
that county.

THE BATTLE AT BLUE ROCK.

How Ezeta Reouted ths Guatemalans and
Liberal Salvadoriauns.

CuINGO (Guatemala), July 20.—The fight
at Blue Rock proves to have been more se-
rious than was first reported. It seems
some 2000 Guatemalan troops came to
the assistance of the Liberal force of the
Salvador trcops and the regular troops of
General Ezeta drove them back and scat-
tered them, capturing eight pieces of artil-
lery. The defeated troops returned to
Jutiapa with their ammunition exhausted.
The pickets of the Guatemalan troops were
fired upon at Contepque, about six miles
from here, this morniug. Although war
has not yet been declared a big fight is ex-
pected daily, as this is the only point
which Ezeta and his army ean enter
Guatemala, and there are 35500 troops
here, 1840 more at Contepque and 3000 scat-
tered along the frontier east from here.
The force here is under command of Gen-
eral Cuyetano and Captain B. Emile. A
French artillery engineer is second in com-
mand. There are twenty-four pieces of ar-
tillery here_ which were bronght over 130
miles of mountain roads by Captain Emile.
He had to use 450 mules besides oxen to get
the guns over one hiil. The troops are in
good condition and well armed. Work on
the trench is being pushed rapidly.

Army Encampment.

Complimentary Banquet Tendered to
Delegates and Guests.

Election of Officers of the Ladies of the
Grand Army—The United States

BostoN, Aug. 14.—The Grand Army En-
campment was called to order at 11 o’clock.

Past Commander-in-chief Merrill bpre-
sented the report of the Pension Com-
mittee, which was adopted with a vote of
thanks.

General Sherman then, in a feeling ad-
dress, presented a Deautiful candelabra
clock and mantel ornaments to Comrade
Warner, who eloquently respondeds

The report of the Pension Committee de-
tails the wopxt of its members in securing
and aiding pénsion legislation in Congress,
and its successful efforts in regard to the
Disability Pension Bill that became a law
July 27th. *“This- law,” says the report,
*“while not in the precise form of the bill
presentied by the committee, preserves the
most important features thereon, and it is
the most liberal pension measure ever
passed by a legislative body in the world,
and will place upon the rolls all survivors
of the war whose conditious of health are
not practically perfect.””

A delegation on behalf of the National
Encampment Committee of the Woman’s
Relief Corps was then presented, and after
an exchange of courtesies retired.

The Committee on Changes in Rules pre-
sented a report, recommending various
cieoges.  The minority report favors
adoupting a resolution providing for a sub-
stitution of the old ritual for the present
one. The report was adopted. The eom-
mittee reported adversely on the proposi-
tion to change the rules so that hereafter
Past Department Commanders shall not be
entitled to seats in the National Encamp-
ment. This was adopted and a recess
taken.

CLOBING SESSION.

At the afternoon session resolutions were
adopted revoicing the removal of General
Grant’s remains from Riverside to Arling-
ton, provided it was in accordance with
Mrs. Grant’s wishes; thanking Congress
for passing and the President for approv-
ing the pension laws, aund favoring the
exemption of veterans from examination in
civil service.

BURNING WHISKY.

An Extensive Distillery and Pork-Packing
Establishment Dzstroyed.

" LovisvILLE, Aug. 14 —Twenty-five thou-

sand barrels of burning whisky at the Ken-

tucky Distillery to-day caused one of the

most disastrous fires that has ever visited

Louisville. A rough estimate placed the

total loss at fully $800,000. The flames
caught from a lamp to a leaking whisky-
barrel.

Uniform Bill of Lading Am-nded.

Cnicaco, August 14.—Shippers through-
out the United States have gained a victory
over the railroads in secwring a modifica-
tion of the uniform bill of lading. The con-
cession made by carriers consists in striking
out the words *not negotiable,” against
which the chief complaint was made. Ata
meeting of the Joint Ccmmittee of the
Trunk Line and Central Traffic Associa-
tion and representatives of the lake and
rail lines, which was held in this city to-
day, the subject was fully discussed in the
light of objections raised by the commercial
organizations of the country. Some threat-
ened to discontinue the use of the new bill
of lading unless it were adopted by all the
lines, as shippers were now discriminating
in favor of the Grand Trunk, Wabash and
four lake lines that refused to adoptitin
its present form. Chairman Blanchard of
the Central Traffic Association strongly
recommended that the words ‘‘not nego-
tiable ” be stricken out. The recommenda=
tion was unanimously concurred in,and thus
amended the bill of lading was adogted by
all the lines, to take effect September 1st.
Representatives of the Grand Truuvk and
Wabash accepted this new form, as also
did all the lake lines. No action was taken
in regard to other objections that had been
urged against the bill of lading, but a per-
manent committee on the uniform bill of
Jading was instructed tco take them up at
the earliest possible day. This practically
settles the fight over the uniform bill of
lading. The amendment makes it nego-
tiable paper, and bankers will no longer re-
fuse to advance money on it
