The assault on Editor Bentley had its
origin, it seem*, in events that occurred
some mouths ago growing out of a dispute
between Professor E. C. Frazier, the princi-
pal ol the Central School at Azusa, and Miss
Griftin, one of his teiKhers. The trouble
finallyculminated incharges against Frazier
being filed witlithe County Superintendent
of Schools. They accuse him of favoritism
and undue familiarity with girls in the
schi'Ol. Tie Superintendent of Schools re-
ferred the charges to tlie Hoard of Kduca-
tiou, but a? they were not eworn to they
have ui't been iuve^igated.

()n July lifitli the Azusa News published
an article rehearsing the accusation against
Fmzier. This caused much feelinc, and a
week a;:o a party composed of seven pupils
or former pupils of Frazier proceeded to
Bentl-y's house at night, called him out,

covered him with revolvers, and forced
him to kneel down and swear he would
never again publish any attacks on Frazier,
Postnmster I'lapp or Editor Jeffreys.'

Bentlt'Y was then tarred from the waist
up and feathers were applied to the tar.
Tlif lam then lelt him and lie went to a
\u25a0eigu bur's nnd bad tho unpleasant coating
removed as well as could be done. The
matter was kept very quiet and the facts
only leaked out when tlie warrants were
issued a day or two a«o. Officers are look-
ing for two other buys charged wltU being
iv the party.

This
time Baldwin landed in the paddock, near
where tlie start was made.

The grand stand
at 2 o'clock was literally full of people.
The number of carriages ran up into the
hundreds, nnd the upper balcony of the
club-house was packed full.

Errors by Hilland Speer Save the Colonels

From a Whitewash.

Stockton Again Defeated by the Senators.

Arrival of Robinson's Three New
Hen From tbe East.

When the last man had been put out In
yesterday's eaiue at Emeryville nine men
dropped to the ground in prayerful at-
titude and bioathed a silent thanksgiving.
They were the Friscos. They had
won a game and were grateful to the
goddess of fortune for the favor bestowed
upon them. And such a gamo itwas to
win. Itwas tooclose tobe comfortable and
a little break at certain stages of the play
would have relegated Finn's men to a lower
position in the percentage column. For
seven innings the Colonels strove to make
the circuit of the bases, but Loolabaugh's
pitching and the splenuid support accorded
him kept them down to the zero mark. For
seven innings Frisco played perfect ball,
the outfield getting everything that came
within the foul lines with the exception of
two littlehits. But the break came in the
eighth when Spcer find the substitute cen-

The Hop.Grnwm to Commence Picking
Mfiiuiay

—
A New llulel.

The hop-growers will begin picking on
Monday, the 18ih inst. They are iv good
spirits, the yield promises well, both as to
quantity aud quality, and the prospect is
good for profitable prices. A few of our
producers have already contracted their
crops at 20 ceuts per pound.

Ata meeting of the Hop-growers' Asso-
ciation .recently held here resolutions were
adopted recommending the State associa-
tion to use all honorable means to have the
tax on bop bales reduced from 7 cents to :!%
cents. Also to li.t the price to pay for pick-
ing at a rate per hundred pounds, which is
understood to bo liberal. The policy of pay-
ing liberal prices for picking when throwers
can afford to always results iv having the
picking done by white laiior. This year
it is expected that very few hops will be
picked by Chinese here, and it is ex-
pected that men, women aud children liv-
ing in town of all classes, nges and condi-
tions willbe found in the bop-fields during
the next month, thus keeping the inuuey
paid for picking inour midst, which is quite
an item to the prosperity of the valley, as
Itamouuts to thousands of dollars.

Gas works are about to be erected forsup-
plying the town with light. Heretofore we
have depended upon light produced from
gasuliue und coal oil.

When the news of Markham's nomina-
tion reached here some little, surprise was
expressed as it was generally supposed it
would be Morrow, he being the choice of
the majority here.
