BODIES RECOVERED.

Lake Springs Vietims.

SAN MATEO, Aug. 18.—Continuous search was
maiotained all last night by a crew of thirly
employes of the Spring Valley Water Company
aud friends of the unrortunate victims of Sun-
day’s drowning accident to recover the bodies of
the two men, Albert Lawrence and Sylvester
Quinu. The Jake was draggad without success,
and whiie the crew was prepariog to explode a
quantity of dynamite the bodies were caught in
grappling hooks and landed on shore at 2 o'clock
this morniug, after which the bodies of Miss Me-
Namata aud Miss Garl were removed to the
home of the former’s paients and the remalns of
Lawrence aud Quino (o tbeir respective homes,
Coroner Crowe aud his deputy, R. L. Mattingly,

were on the sceue soou aller Lhe ac eut and
began preparatious for an Inquest, A jury was
summoned and sworn preparatory to the re-
moval of the bodies, after which au adjournment
was taken uutil 8 o’cloek this morning. Depuly
Corouer Mattingly held ao nquest before the
following jury: 1. M. Edwards, John G. Moore,
E. H. Browun, Johin Gainor, Michael Casey, H.
Eng, Fred 1| r, James Deuaby, Thomas
togers, J. J. Ca

Ihe first witness to make a statement was J.
J. Casey, which was as follows: *“A few minutes

betore the aceident I rode around a beund In the
road leadiug to tbe dam and noticed a whitebhall
boat sailing down the laKe, and when about nalf
the lengib of the luke It twined and cam: back.
Another bend 1n the road prevented a furt her
view of the boat until a few moments later, when
1 saw the four strugglhing victims wilth the up-
turned poat in tbe midst of them. A young lady
and gentleman, whom I subsequeuntly learned 10
be Miss Garl and Mr. Quinn, sank almost im-
mediately. Mr. Lawreuce was engaged In place
log Miss MeNamara ou the boat, which be did
three times, shie failing or jumping off eacli lime,
until inally the frantic girl grasped him around
ti:e neck, and with uplified nands tiey sank out
of sigur.”

H. Eng testified as follows: “I was at work

An alarm was given by several wor.iea sbout-
fng and running about wildly. At tirst 1 paid no

R Proposition Advanced by the
Knights of Labor,

Correspondence Between Powderly and
Superintendent Webb.

A Crisis In the Strike Likely to Be Reached
To-Day—Eforts to Ralse the
Freight Blockade.

Bpeclal Dispatches to THE MORNING CALL.

New Yorx, Aug. 18.—Webb, Third Vice-
President of the New York Central Rail-
road, said at 10 o’clock this morning in re-
ply to a reporter that everything was in
good shape to-day. *I think,” he added,
“that we have seen the worst of the trouble
at Albany.”

A. W. Wright, a member of the General
Executive Board of the Knights of Labor,
arrived in New York this morning from
Canada and completed the querum of the
board. W right and Holland this morning
salled on Webb with a letter from Pow-
derly.

CORRESPONDENCE BETWEEN
AND WEBB.

The corres pondence between Vice-Presi-
dent Webb of the New York Central and
Grand Master Workman Powderly was
made public to-night. On August 16th
Powderly addressed a letter to Webb, say-
ing that he had been investigating the
cause of the Central strike, and asking for
an interview on Monday tc discuss the
question of arbitrating the differences
which existed between the New York Cen-
tral and its Kniglits of Labor employes.
Webb, in reply, granted an interview, but
at the same time wished that the matter be
presented to him in writing. Powderly
replied next day, saying that he had been
calied away from the city, and that he was
obliged to commit to paper what he would
rather discuss in person. He says:

THE DISCHARGED EMPLOYES.

I I am correctly informed, old and faltbful
enmiployes of the New York Ceuntral have been
sutnmarily dismissed from the service of the cown-
pany because they weie aciive members of the
Kuights of Labor. Itisrepresented 1o me that
up Lo the time of tneir discharge they were [alile
ful to the luterests of the company, and not one
word of discredit stauds agaiust the indastrial
record of acy of those who were discharged prior
10 August 8, 18V0. Tbart, in brief, 18 the state-
ment ot the men. The frequency of dismissals
left little room tor doubt in the nnds of the men
that they were all in danger of discharge at a mo-

went’s uotice, and heuce the stitke. The whole

of Labor because they aie such. Ir it
can be shown that these 1men  were

INTERESTS INVOLVED.

The interests of the publie, the Interests of the
owners of the company you represent, and Lhe
rieut of men to orgauzs for seil-proteciion are
all iuvolved in this conte-t. The policy of the
Kuigbts of Luabor is to work pracetully in the
line of education and legislative reform. 1tis
not the policy of the justitution, no matter what
its euewmwies may say, lo enter basitlly upon a
stiike, ihe present strike may be pointed (o In
refutation of that jast assertion, but untll an luves-
tigation inlo the cause or causes is had that must
1emaln a disputed questicn. Hundreds of cases
tbat bave been peacefully and quietly adjusted
turough the Interveulion of tue Koignts of
Labor, although not Leralded broadcast as they
wouid bave been had they ended In strikes,
prove that our ain is to avold strikes ratber than
precipiiate them. Tbe lulerests of the public
requiie that the frelght aud passenger trafe
sbould work smoothly.

Whelher tuey
siruck wisely 1o this case Is yet lo be detei-
mined. Who is to determiue? You may feel
tnal you are right, and the men may fvel that
they are right. oth are partisaus, aud if ao -
partial verdict is to be reacned, impartial men
must arrive at it by bearing both sides and then
judgiug.

ARBITRATION DESIRED.

The men are williug to submit the case to such
arbitration and will ot be unreaxounable. Wil
you conseut to do Lhe same? If you will agree
to submit this matier to arbitration, we can meet
and arrange detalls and agiee as o how Lhe par-
ties may be selecied. The pewspapers report that
you are refusiug to admit that arbitration can
enler into the settiement of the trouble, but your
letter leaas mwe to belleve that you were iisquoted,
and 1 still hope for a speedy lennivation of the
striie through abiitration.

VICE-PRESIDENT WEBB'S REPLY.

To this communication from Powderly
Vice-President Webb replied as foliows:

Replying 1 bave to say that no one of the per-
gous discharged from tuis company vrior W
August 8th and referred 1o in your communica-
tion was discharged because he was a member of
your order. The lmmediate superiors of each of
the said persons reported 1o the Division Super-
lutendent or Superintendent of Motive Power,
who investigaled each case prior Lo their dis-
charge, and the facis of such discharge having
been reported to the management of the company
they were further luvestigated and the action of
the Division Superintendest or Superinteudent
of Molive Power fully approved. The posi-
tion of ihe central manigement of this company
do wpot deem 1t consisient with its continuance
and prosperity In  business and with the
discharge of the dulies it owes o the people Lo
submit the propriety of its action in the dis-
charge of any of its employes to aruitration. 1

Grand Master Sweeny of the Switch-
men’s Ald Association, Chief Conductor
Howard of the Brotherhood of Railway
Conductors, Grand Master Wilkeson and
Grand Vice-President Morrissey of the
Brotherhood of Railway Trainmen, and
Chief Frank Sergeant, head of the Broth-
erhood ot Firemen, constituting the Execu-
tive Qomum.tee of the Supreme Council of
the Federation of Railway Brotherhoods,
left for New York to-night.

¢ Genevieve’” Draws a Large
Crowd to the Tivoli.

An Entertaining Performance, D:spite Cuts
Gunter's “Two 'Nights in Rome” — No
Changes at the Other Houses.

There was another change at the Bush-
street Theater last evening, when Mr, J. R,
Grismer presented Archibald C. Gunter’s
melodrama in four acts, entitled ‘‘Two
Nights in Rome.””

It is really doing Miss Loyola O’Con-
por an injustice to cast her for such an
arduous and difficult part as Antonia, a
Corsican, a sort of Stephanie de Mohrivart,
It was easily - to be seen from
her first entrance that she was over-
weighted. It needed an actress of
Miss Jeffreys-Lewis’ powers to do jus-
tice to it. It is really the leading role in the
play, but the lady engaged in its interpreta-
tion failed to give it the praminence it
should have received. The actress is notto
be blamed. She did her best under the cir-
cumstances. We understand that Mr.
Grismer appeared in the same play some
years ago in this city. In the Bush-street
revival he takes the leading role,Gerald Mas-
sey, a young English artist, who afterward
becomes Sir Gerald Clinton. It gives a
leading man a fine opportunity. The gen-
tleman who assumes the charaeter has to
contend with a natural defect that often
militates against his acting—an unsymp-
thetic voice. Some of his scenes with
Pheebe Davies suffered greatly on this ac-
count. Of the other gentlemen in the cast
Mr. Scott Cooper and Mr, Julius Kahn are
perhaps most entitled to mention. *“Two
Niguts in Rome” will be repeated during
the week.

WHY GEOKGE DIDN'T COME.

Papn Wales Was Afraid Some American
Belle Would Captivate Him.

Tt is positively asserted by an English-
man of eminent official consideration in
this country that the failure of Prince
George of Wales to visit Newport was the
result of a direct prohibition from his
father. 1t may be remembered that some
years ago a story got into print according
to which it was proposed to marry one of
the young Princes to an American heiress.
The report was absurd upon its face, but it
traveled and kept persistently alive.

Probably no one in America be'ieved it,
but in England it aroused a perfect howl of
indignation. The idea that-wives for the
Princes could not be found at home set the
lighter-witted Britons, who will swallow
any fable to the discredit of America, fairly
crazy, especially if he came directly upon
the marriages of a number of titled or so-
cially prominent Englishmen with Ameri-
cans of money, to the desolation of a good
many English_girls without that desirable
commodity. So violent did the expression
of popular opinion on the subject become
that the court found it actually expedient
to authorize what amounted to an official
denial of it in order to secure its own peace
of mind.

It is to avold another such explosion, says
this authority, that an interdict was placed
by the Prince of Wales upon his son’s ac-
ceptance of the wild burrah of hospitsji-
ties with which the loyal Americans of
Newport proposed to receive him. It was
not turo'tr that some American girl would

capture the Prince and elope with him, but
it was anticipated that the mere fact of his
accepting these American attentions wonld
give the anti-American party in England
an excuse for a new and annoying outbreak
against the court, and arouse the opposi-
tion party in the colonies to vindictive fury.
—N. X. World.

He keeps bees for pleasure, and
the bees, for their pleasure or otherwise,
often sting him. e now, however, be-
lieves himself sting-proof. The tiny wound
that used to produce severe pain in former
days causes now **only a Jittle pleasurable
sensation,” He is still unfortified against
the wasp, Stung by one of those formida-
ble insects a short time ago, Dr. O’Neill’s
fried had sufferings acute and prolonged.
* But it might be,” says Dr. O’Neill, **that
after a few repetitions the sting of the wasp
might cease in him to produce its stinging
effects.,” So he has suggested to his friend
that “for the sake of science he should take
the matter up and thoroughly investigate
it, in order that he might discover whether
he could not also fortify himself against
the pain caused by the sting of the wasp.
This, says the doctor, with whoss disap-
pointment the public will no doubt sympa-
thize, the friend “declined to do, his thirst
for science not being sufficiently great to
induce him to have any further intercourse
with the wasp if he could help it.”’—Lon-
don Daily News.

Upon the platform of this
tower the ores are placed, and thus they
are conveyed to the vessel—the pyramidal
car, whose wheels are always under water,
