It ought to be feasible
for the Central Americans to make an end
of these awbitious aspirants once and for-
ever.

Writers on Central America ascribe its
backwardness to the inert character of its
people and to the ease with which their sim-
ple wants are satisfied, almost without labor.
This flaw in thie national character has its
share of mischief to account for. But the
chief reason why Central America, with its
magnificent soil and its wide range of
climate, lies dormant while all the rest of
the world is advancing is the chronic war-
fare which prevails in that part of the con-
tinent. It keeps every one poor, prevents
the laborer from eogaging in agriculture
and deters the man of means from in-
vesting in enterprises which may be confis-
cated or destroyed in a eivil broil. There
can be no prosperity in Central America
uutil there is permanent peace, and the
only possible guarantee of permanent
peace i3 union.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

The decision of the United States Circult Court
in Ohio In the suit Instituted by the Interstate
Commerce Commission against the Baltimore and
Obio Railroad Company, on the ground that to
sell tickets In groups of ten to theatrical com-

pauny or other persons was a violation of the in-
terstate commerce law has attracted consider-
able attention in legisiative and railroad circles.
The court beld that the common carriers of the
Urnited States are not impaired in their privileges
and powers by the Interstate Commerce Act and
that it ts not in the faculty of the commission to
restriect them from making such rates as they
may see fit for the proper conduct of their busi-
ness. They may classily, scale and alter their
charges as they please, provided only those
charges may be just and reasonable. The com-
mission has persistently held that there should
be no discrimination as to persons or places; the
court maintains that It 1s not unjust discrimina-
tion to exercise the diserimination which all
merchants recognize betweén wholesale and re-
tail dealers.

The House Committee on Milltary Affalrs has
reported as a substitute for the bill establishing
a military post on the Yukou River a measure
appropriating $100,000 for a survey of the in-
terior of Alaska. The Secretary of War, who
tavors the substitute, has outlined a programme
to be followed io the event of she bill being
passed by Cougress and aporoved by the Presi-
dent. The proposed expedition is to be com-
manded by an army oflicer of some experience in
Alaskan affairs, and his foree will be composed
of volunteer army officers, botanists, geologists,
mineralogists and a detacbment of enlisted men,
It is proposed to start our early in the spring.
A light-draught steamer will convey the expe-
dition to the Yukon, and a smaller steamer and
boats will be utilized in the work on the river
and its tribntaries. It is believed the good re-
sults of such an expedition will many tlmes ex-
ceed the sum appropriated to prosecute the
work. The interior of Alaska Is ricl In resources
of which tittle Is at preseat Knowu.

This has been the most prosperous year for
fruit growers and shippers in the history of Cali-
fornia. Not very many years ago it was the
fashion in the East to belittle California fruit. Its
size and handsome appearance were at first ad-
mitted, but it was clatmed that in point of flavor
it had to yield to the products of other sectlons,
Now, the California grower obiains the highest
prices, in some instances the result of improved
varieties, but generally owing to greater skill 1n
preparing his fruit for markei and landing 1t in
the l'n( in pwrime condition. The Boston Jour-
nal, in ecommenting upon the situation, declares:
“There can be no question that California com-
petizion is zoing to be an inereasingly formidable
factor for Eastern fruli-growers to reckon with.”

The House River and Harbor Committes has
refused to concur in the Senate amendmsnts to
the River and Harbor Appropriation Bill, and
o arrange
between the two Houses. The
Senate made quite a number ol amendments to
the measure, and largely increased the agyre-
gate amount of the appropriations. Among the
eading changes were the fpsertion of items of
82,500,000 for the entrance to Galveston Har-
bor, $000,000 for new locks and approaclies at
St. Marys Falls, Mich., and substitute provisious
for the improvement of the Mississippl and Mis-
souri rivers.

Tle torpedo-boat Cushing has been showing
the people of Boston what she can do.

THE ALARM OF THE “EXAMINER.”

[From the San Francisco Bulletin, August 20th.]

About the rottenest thing in this city in
the shape of a newspaper is the Eraminer.
It is never engaged really in what may be
called newspaper business. It has tried its
bhand in running an intelligence office and
failed. Its latest exploit is a lottery as dis-
tinctly illegal as that of Louisiana. But
while these may be regarded as its special
ventures, it is in league with Buckley and
the worst elements in our society. It has
aided in foisting on the city the closest pav-
ing monopoly that has ever been contrived.
The general effect of its operations in this
line has been to run up the price of the
“ poultice”” eight cents per foot. The city
is in for a loss of millions under this head.

There is no scheme intended to gouge the
public or individuals in which this pre-
tended journal does not appear to have a
hand. It was heading some time ago for
the valuable school lot on the corner of
Market and Fifth streets. With Buckley
practically as the seller, there was a chance
for a big turn. Nothing but its dense igno-
rance stood in the way of the accomplish-
ment of the deal. When something
unusually bad takes place politically, its
denunciation of the wrong-doers is as soft
as gentle zephyrs. The most comical
thing observable about it is its hesitating
and mild rebukes of the Boss. 1t columns
will be searched in vain for a noble or even
a decent sentiment,

This Democratic organ is steeped to the
eyes in every political villainy that is go-
ing on. No steady purpose has ever been
exhibited by it but in looking out for the
interest of the Hearsts. The Democratic
utterances of this Democratic exponent are
wholly devoid of Democracy. 1ts brazen
untruthfulness has passed into a proverb.
People who have any respect for themselves
are ashamed to be seen reading it in public.
It is not too muszh to say that it is not ad-
nmitted into any decent household. It has
sunk a colossal fortune in its vain efforts to
buy a subseription list and force itsell on
the publie.

That paper is nothing more than the
sereen behind which all sorts of jobs, finan-
cial, political and monopolistie, are put up.
When to these tendencies are added its bad
morals and its obscenity, the public will be
wble to form a good opinion of what the
Eraminer really is. There is no originality
about it even in its evil ways. It borrows
most of its ineffective tricks to gain a cireu-
lation from the New York World. 1t is
published for all there is “in it.”” Itisto
real-estate grabbing, to monopolies and jobs
that it is devoted, and not to the dissemina-
tion of information. Its purposeis to hood-
wink and despoil, rather than advance the
public welfare. Nobody who has any stake
in this town can encourage it without in-
jury to himself and his pmspects.

1t is quite natural that a newspaper of
this nature should view with dismay the
possible doubling of the ejrculation of the
Bulletin in this ci?. Self-seeking journal-
ism cannot do a great deal of public in-
jury when its schemes and plots are ex-
posed to the public gaze. 1t is only when
its poison is allowed to fester and spread
that it can do any harm. To comfort itself
in its mortal agony the FEraminer has
evolved the pretended law that newspavers
do not increase in circulation by reducing
the price. It bas probably reached this
queer conclusion by a feverish examination
of its own books. But we incline to the
opinion that newspapers are subject to the
general rules observable in other forms of
activity. A reduction in price, without
any ln\wrn.g of the standard, will always
increase sales of newspapers as well as of
dry goods.

KILLED LY A FLY.

A Case Unps lrnllehd in the History of
Medica! Science.

Mrs. Anna Deatty, who lived with her
family 1n Bay View, died a most horrible
death at Milwaukee on the evening of the
12th of August.

Since
that time Mrs. Beatty had been suffering
1n a manner-almost indeseribable, and the
doctors say a similar case 18 unknown to
medical seience. It is stated that soon
after she was taken sick maggots were dis-
covered in her nose and throat, and for sey-
eral days Mrs, Beatty had been unable to
swallow anything like food. Her death
was the cause of having been literally eaten
up by maggots. She died in the greatest
agony, and her afifliction was a puzzle to the
doctors. Upon examination of the body it
was found that the partition of her nose
was gone, a hole had been eaten through
the roof of the mouth, the soft palate had
disappeared and the throat was frightfully
eaten.—Cincinnati Enquirer.
