Fine Large Fresh Fish Selling for Three
“Bits”” Apiece.

The war between the fishermen on the

Sacramento River and the cannerymen still

ties of salmon are brought to this city ev
day and sold at ruinous prices. Yesterday
while housewives were paying 10 and 125 |
cents a pound for salmen in the markets |
they could have gone te the Fishermen’s
Wharf and purchased all they wanted for
less than a ceut a pound.

Io the afternoon ten or twelve boat-loads
of large salmon that had been caught in the
morning were exposed for sale. Some
weighed as high as forty pounds, ana they
were sold cleaned at a uniform price of 35
cents each. A colored man made money by
selling gunny sacks at 5 cents each to wrap
the fish in.

A fisherman told a CALL reporter that
the rich fishermen were mostly Greeks and

that they bad formed a combipation or
union and agreed not to sell to the can-
neries below a certain figznre. If a man

MATHEW AND PARNELL,

Rev. T. Mathew Ta!ks of Their Labors
for Homanity.

“Father Matbew and Parnell” was the
subject of a lecture last evening at Irv-
ing Hall, by Rev. T. Mathew, O. S. F. C.,
of Cork, [reland. The lecture was the first
of a series to be delivered in this city and
other parts of the United States for the
benefit of the National Memorial Church of
the Very Rev. Theobald Mathew, the great
temperance advocate of Cork. The speaker
dwelt at length upon the life and work of
the subject of his address, and the great
good to mankind resulting from a life of
ceaseless devotion to principle. During
the cholera scourge in Ireland in 1832, and
the dark days of 1547, when famine’s skele-
ton hand fell cold upon the Emerald Isle,
this noble man, forgetting seif-interest and

danger, went forth to minister to the
wants of sufiering humanity. We
first hear of him In the cause of

temperance in 1538. In 1349 he came to the
hospitable shores of America and was
everywhere received with distinguished
lionors.

In closing his remarks with reference to
Parnell the speaker said: What shall I say
of Parnell that you do not already know ?
Is he not known and honored wherever the
pame of liberty is dear? I[s he not known
as the ehampion of Irish liberty all over the
world 2 He has been accused by the hire-
lings of the English Government of being an
assassin, and how have the charges been
proven? His labors have not been in vain,
and I believe the day is not far distant
when the Irish people will see a realization
of their long cherished hopes—home rule
for the land they love. It must come, for
Euglish tyranny can not much longer with-
stand the tide of opinion that is beating
against it.

A STOLEN BOY’S RETURN,

Experiences of a Youth Who Was Taken
Away by Gypsies.

Five years ago little Johnny Hale, then a
lad only 8 years old, was stolen from his
home near Marion, Ind., by a band of gyp-
sies, says a Laporte dispatch to the Cleve-
land Leader. The distracted parents, nearly
crazed with grief, spent several years try-
ing to find some trace of their missing boy,
but gave up the search, mourning him for
dead. The lad became attachied to his
gypsy friends and followed them on their
pilgrimage through the Western States.

Hale stopped at the residence of a farmer
named Joseph Weikel, living near Elkhart,
His clothes were ragged and he had the ap-
vearance of a boy tramp. He told Mr,
Veikel that the gvpsies with whom he had
been making his home had mistreated him
and that he had run away, hoping to find
his way home to his father and mothern
‘I'he parents at darion were telegraphed to,
and the boy mourned as dead for five long
years is to be restored to them.

More Chinese Captured.

“Doec” Rickards, Chinese interpreter of
the Custom-house, yesterday afternoon
received a letter from Captain Schell, the
Chinese inspector at Nogales, Ariz., on the
dividing line between the United States
and Mexico, stating that he had captured
twelve Chinese who were trying to eross
into the United States. Captain Schell
states that there are few Chinese now in
Nogales,

TWICE JUGGED,

A Mate Acquitted of One Charge Is Ar-
rested on Another,

The hearing of First Mate W. B. Taylor
of the ship St. Paul, who was charged with
insuberdination on the high seas, was re-
sumed before Commissioner Sawyer yester-
day, at 2 o’clock. No new facts were de-
veloped in the testimony yesterday other
than the story brought out the day before.
Captain Ford was recalled and so was Mate
Taylor. The re-examination of both tended
to show that while the conduct of the mate
was unjustifiable, he was guilty of no direct
refusal to obey orders.

Commissioner Sawyer lectured Mate Tay-
lor on the heinousness of his general con-
duct, but dismissed the case against himon
the ground that the specific charge of in-
subordination was net proved. Taylor was
immediately rearrested on the charge of
beating the sailor, Sydney Jones, on the
high seas.

SEA AND SHORE.

Captain McLean of the Mary Ellen
Files His Protest,

Arrival of the Oceanic With a Large Number
of Chinese—A Millionaire’s Son Going
in the £hip Buteshire,

Captain Daniel McLean of the British
sealing schconer Mary Ellen, the news of
whose running on a reef off Unga Island,
Alaska, was published exclusively in THE
CaLL on Wednesday, delivered his papers
to the British Consul and filed his official
protest with the agent of the vessel, A. P.
Lorentzen, yesterday.

It was generally supposed that Captains
Daniel and Alexander McLean were the
owners of the vessel, but it is not the case,
for in November last before the schooner
left this port she was sold to Morris Moss,
a fur dealer of Victoria, B. C. Captain
McLean did not know if there was any in-
surance on her or not.

HOW SHE WAS WRECKED.

Captain McLean, whko was one of the first
private seal hunters to enter the Behring
Sea, having gone there eleven years ago as
master ot Handy’s sealer, the San Diego, in
his oflicial protest says: We left San
Francisco on 27th December, 1589, engaged
in sealing up the coast, and arrived at Vic-
toria on March 20th, 1890. We left there
April 2d, aud proceeded on a sealing cruise
in the North Pacific Ocean. We had asue-
cessful trip and called at various stations
for water, ete., on the way. On July 28th
we arrived off Unega 1sland,

While enteriug the harbor of Sand Point
on the evening of that day, I made Ranger
Island, steered south for Sand Point Har-
bor to clear the reefs. I had a man on the
look-out, and the lead was kept going all
the time. About 11:30 o’clock the schooner
struck on Unga Reef and lodged fast. The
night was dark and foggy aud a nasty sea
was running through the straits.

SHE KEELED OVER.

When the schooner struck it was high
water, and as the tide fell she keeled over
to port in a bad condition. All sails were
lowered and furled. At daylight 1 got the
boats out and the crew 2ot our catch of 951
skins ashore. The vessel laid on the
weather siae of the reef and exposed to the
sea. I senta messenger ashore to Captain
O’Brien, Lynde & Hough'’s agent at Sand
Point, and asked bhim to appoint a Board of
Survey to examine the vessel, Ile ap-
winted Thomas Levine, an old Master
Muriner, Mate Pendleton and W. H. An-
derson. The vessel’s keel was split, there
was a hole in her garboard streak, and the
surveyors condemned her. I tried my
utmost to get her off, but was unsuccessful,
apd so 1 sold her as she lay at auction—
hull, guns, boats and outfit—to the highest
bidder. 1 paid off the crew, their wages
amounting to about $4000.

with me and gave them to the British Con-
sul. The vessel, after great difficulty, was
got off and tewporarily repaired, and, I be-
lieve, is now on her way down to this port
to get a permanent eaptain,
STEAMER FROM CHINA.

The Occidental and Oriental Company’s
steamer Oceanic arrived in port at 2 o’elock
yesterday afternoon, after a passages of
2214 days from Hong-Kong, 13 days 20
hours from Yokobhama.

FEDERATED TRADES.

Report of Labor Troubles Cabled
From Australia.

Eight-Hour Committee Reorganized—Efforts
of Dry-Goods and Boct and Shoe Clerks
for Eariy Closing.

The Federated Trades met last night, A.
Fuhrman presiding.

The foldlowing communications were read
and referred to proper committees:

From Union 304, carpenters and joiners, giv-
ing notice of its decision to join the federation.

From E. Holiensieln of Healdsburg, stating
that bigher wages had been granted to hop-
pickers there, and asking that io case of short-
age of white help a few car-loads be seut up
rrom this city.

TROUBLE IN PORTLAND BREWERIES.

From Johun O'Brien of the Federated Trades
Assembly of Portland, Oregon, stating that the

roprietors of the City Brewery and United
glules Brewery, at that city, had refused to
unlonize their brewers, and recommended with-
drawal of patronage.

From Samuel Gompers, President American
Federatlon of Labor, refusing the request to re-
call the charter to the Mustetan’s Union In this
city, and insisting upon some prool of wrong-
doing before taking action as desired.

From the Federated Trades’ Assembly at Port-
laud, Oregon, reporting $500 net receipts from
the picnic for the benefit of the San Fraucisco
wron-melders, and the arrangement of another
picnie in ald of the locked-out and evieted coal-
miners at Wellington, B. C.

L. N. Ahrens presented his credentlials
from the Cigar-makers’ International Un-
ion, No. 228, vice A. A, Puilo, resigned.
Ahrens and Frank Dolan of the Pattern-
makers’ Association were initiated.

The following cablegram from the Syd-
ney Federation of Labor was read and re-
ferred to the Executive Committee:

Acute struggle between capital and labor.
Australia seeks support, EDWARDS.

The Eight-hour Committee reported in-
different attendance at its meetings. On
motion the names of members absent at
the last meeting were stricken from the
committee. The vacancies on the commit-
tee were filled as follows: Harrison, Me-
Sloy, Dolan, Ahrens, Ehlers, Deckard and
Willis.

The Labor-day Committee reported that
a band of twelve pieces had been engaged
for the pall in the evening, and that forty
performers had already volunteered for the
literary exercises.

The Committee on Wellington Coal Mine
Strike advised the engaging of two men for
a few days to follow the coal delivery
wagons and discover where Dunsmuir’s
agents are and report to the committee.
Favorable action in the matter was taken
by the council.

‘I'he President reported that the commit-
tee sent to the San Jose Convention to have
a ballot reform plank inserted in the Dem-
ocratie platform was successful.

POLITICAL INTRIGUES.

A motion to extend a vote of thanks to
the Committee on Platform and Resolutions
at the San Juse Convention for adopting a
reform ballot plapk in the Democratic plat-
form was carried after a lively discussion.
Several members addressed the meeting
upon the unconstitutionality of the pro-
ceeding.

The Commitiee of Council on Labor day
reported having engaged a band of twelve
pieces for the parade.

The Willow and Cane Workers’ Union
reported having changed its name to the
Rattan-workers’ Union.

Thomas MeSloy, for the retail dry-goods
clerks, urged the necessity of requesting
the purchasing public of San Francisco to
discontinue shopping after 6 o’clock in the
evening, that the working hours of the
clerks may be reduced from fourteen to
ten hours a day.

The brewery workmen reported having
donated $100 to the striking iron-molders,
and the box-sawyers reported having do-
nated $20 to the striking coal-miners in
British Columbia.

The Cooks’” and Waiters’ Union requested
that the Organization Cominittee wait upon
the provrietors of the Southern Pacific,
Barker’'s and new Metropolitan restaurants
and endeavor to unionize those places. The
request was granted.

IN FEAR OF BOSSES.

The Mill Carpenters reported that their
President, M. G. Shove, has been discharged
from Hanson’s because he belonged to the
union. They feared the bosses wished to
destroy the union. The matter was referred
to the Executive Committee

The Retail Shoe Clerks advocated work-
ivg shorter hours, and reported that a com-
mittee had visited five stores between the
hours of 7and 9 o’clock recently and saw
ouly two pairs of shoes sold in that time.

The Coast Seamen reported having do-
nated £100 to the striking coal-miners in
British Columbia.

It was announced that the report that the
White Labor League Shoe-makers has re-
scinded the order ot boycott on P. F. Nolan
& Co, was incorrect, as no such order had
existed.

President Fuhrman gave notice that at
next wmeeting he would move to place a boy-
cott on the beer made by the two breweries
in Portland which refused to unionize.

F. M. McBee aud H. A. Deckelman, of the
Barbers” 8-u’clock Closing League, pre-
sented their credentials and were initiated.

The request of the coopers for indorse-
ment of their walk-out of R. Armstrong’s
shop was re-referred to the Executive Com-
mittee, with full power to act, and the
meeting adjourned.

CREATED A FUND.

Orphans Cared for in the WIII of the
Late Herrman Behrendt.

The will of the late Herrman Behrendt
was filed for probate yesterday. ‘Ihe value
of the estate is not stated. The bequests
are as follows: Casper Behrendt of Los
Angeles, a brother, $500; Wolf Behrendt, a
brother, $1000; Julius Becker of New York,
a nephew, $100; Congregation Sherith Is-
rael, $500, to keep in order deceased’s burial
plot; and Trustees Hebrew Orphan Asylum
£5000 in trust, the interest of that amount
to be paid to the widow, Rachael Becker
Bebrendt, during her life. Afterward the
85000 is to create the ** Herrman Behrendt
Fund,” the interest of which sum is to be
placed each year to the credit of the most
proficient boy inmate of the asylum and
paid over to him as a stake upon his quit-
ting the institution, each year’s interest to
go to a separate boy.

The residue is left to the widow, who is a
daughter of Behr Becker of Konigsberg,
Prussia, with instructions that she receive
it **irrespective of any possibie legality or
illegaliiy, validity or invalidity of their
marriage outside the Jewish law.”
