The new liouse in course of erection for
Grace Baptist Church. Philadelphia, is of.
stone, 107x150 teet, willseat 4210, and cost,
furnished, about $200,000.

During the summer months many pastors
have placeu their Sunday eveuing prayer

service in the bauds of the young people of
the Christian Endeavor Society, and often
with the best results.

In Cleveland, Ohio, the Congregational
churches have increased from three in 1800

to thirteen in 189 >.
Judge A. Green lias presented to the

church, Tenafly, X. J., Rev. V. 13. Carroll,
pastor, a stone manse as a memorial to his
Wife, itis to cost about 825,000.

The General Board of the Domestic and
Foreign Missionary Society of the diocese
of Nova Scotia lias reported contributions
for the past year of 881,315. This is a groat
increase over previous offerings.

There are more than fiftyCongregational
churches in Southern California. Many of
them have over 100 members. The First
Church in Los Angeles has a membership
of 427, of which li. G. Uutchins, D.D., is
pastor.

The centenary of the introduction of
Methodism in Boston is to be celebrated
next fall. The Rev. Hugh I'rice Hughes of
London lias been invited to participate in
the exercises.

Atthe jubilee of the Baptist mission in
Denmark, held in Copenhagen, it was re-
Ported that 0000 iv all have been baptized,
and there are now 2700 members in the
churches. Allthe Protestant missions in
Europe lose many oftheir best members by
emigration to America.

In a lew days work will be begun on a
new addition to St. Xavier College, Cincin-
nati, Ohio. This is rendered necessary by
the great increase iv the number of its
Students.

ihe Redemptorist Fathers, who have
within the past month gone to Portland,
Oregon, have already begun their good
work. They have opened a temporary
church and willsoon begin the building of
a permanent home and church.

St. Patrick's Cathedral, New York, is to
have chimes of lifteen bells, weighing about
30,000 pounds, They are the giltof several
persons liviuc invarious parts of that city
and tin- country, as well as in other coun-
tries. Each bell will be inscribed with the
name of the giver.

The German Catholics of Seattle, Wash.,
are preparing to build a church, and the
people cf the Sclav nationalities ore pre-
paring to follow suit. Father Simonik, a
Sclav priest from Moravia, is now ivcharge
of tie;mans and Poles.

A cording to information received from a
reliable source, the difficulties which had
arisen between the Vatican and Portugal
about the application of the concordate are
now completely settled.

A costly rosary has been presented to
Mrs. William O'Brien by the children of the
Presentation Convent, Cashel, Ireland. It
was accompanied by au illuminated address
engrossed by it pupil.

The Vatican architects are giving atten-
tion to the dome of St. Peter's ivHome, and
say that no reliance need be placed in the
talk about its serious cracking. Beyond
some ordinary repairing, the dome stands
perfect to-day.

The Belgian Catholic Congress on Social
Questions willmeet this year at Liege un-
der the presidency of tlie Bishop, M u-
signor Dontreloux. Catholics of other
ctjUfitries willbe invited to attend and the
i-.A'l subject tor discussion will be inter-
national legislation on the labor Question.
The pieceding congresses held at Liege
have already borne good fruit in the reform
of the labor laws by the Belgian Parlia-
ment.

Tin-: HEBREW FAITH.
The Jews in Great Britain are taking

Steps to show their regard for Cardinal
Manning. he acting chief rabbi, Sir Julian
Goldsmidt, Sir John Simon, Mr. C. G. Mou-
tefiore and other eminent Jews have formed
themselves into a committee with the ob-
ject of presenting Cardinal Manning with
an illuminated address of congratulation on
his silver jubilee, ana incommemoration of
his Eminence's efforts on behalf of the per-
secuted Jews in I.ussia.

Rev. Dr. Falk Vidaver was re-elected last
Sunday as. minister of the Congregation
Sberith-lsrael.

During the last year nearly 2,000,000 marks
were spent by the Rhenish-Westphalian
Society fertile conversion Of the Jews, aud
one Jew was baptized.

Sir Julian Goldsuiid, whose second daugh-
ter, Edith, was married recently, lias six
others left, who have these nuscriptnral
names: Tuerese, Grace, Nora, Marguerite,
Beatrice and .Maud.

Herr yon Gftssler, Piussian Minister of
Public Instruction, paid a visit to the Jew-
ish School at Hechingen. The incident is
noteworthy inasmuch as it was the first
time that a Minister of Education in Prus-
sia has inspected a Jewish school.

An example of religious tolerance has
been given by the Human Catholic com-
munity at lieichenhall. A Jew belonging
to another town died there suddenly, and as
there is no Jewish congregation inReicheu-
hall the body was placed in a Catholic
chapel, from winch every religious emblem
had been removed, until it could be con-
veyed elsewhere for burial.

A meeting of the Executive Committee of

the San Francisco World's Fair Association
will be held next Tuesday to arrange for
transportation and accommodation of dele-
gates to the convention iv Metropolitan
Ilallon September llth next. A. fe. llalii-
die and David Kerr were appointed dele-
gates yesterday. The attendance at the
convention i*. likely to be reduced by the
refusal of the Southern l'acitic to give halt-
fare rates. Only one anil one-third rates
have been secured it present, but a com
mittee appointed for that purpose willen-
deavor to secure a quarter reduction.

HAKD ON MERCHANTS.
San .1,,. c'- New Street-Obstruction Law

Under I-ire-

David i.iiialdo and F. A. Taylor, two
prominent business men of San Jose, were
before tlie Supreme Court yesterday on
writs of habeas corpus, whicb were sued
out to test the validity of the new .San Jose
street-obstruction ordinance, under which
the two gentlemen had been arrested and
fined $10.

The merchants of San Jose are, with two
exceptions, said to be a unit inopposing
the ordinance, and have combined to resist
it. In1881 the city of San Jose passed an
ordinance prohibiting merchants from ex-hibiting their wares on the sidewalk. The
law remained a dead letter until last June,
when the Council passed an amendatory or-
dinal! providing for the punishment of
any person violating the first.

An effort to enforce the new ordinance
resulted in tlie arrest of liinaldo and Tay-
lor. Tho validity of the law was argued
against yesterday by H. V. Morehouse be-
fore the Supreme Court, which took the
matter uuder advisement.

__ Runaway nnd

SriveH Children From Injury.
A group of happy children were romping

on the pavement at the corner of Halsted
and Washington streets, Chicago, recently.
Down Washington street came a runaway
team of horses drawing one of Aldrioli's
bigbakery wagons. The runaways left the
road and, to the horror if the spectators

lock to the sidewalk aod came dashing

down toward the babies playing on the
walk. Another moment and lite spirited
animals would have trod the littleones un-
der foot. The children, stupefied with
fright, stood still. Just then Officer Paul-
son ol the Desplaines-street -Station, who
was at the crossing, saw the danger the
little ones were in. He ran at the top of
his speed, caught one of the horses by the
bit, and, exerting his strength, pulled the
horse's head downward. He was thrown
down, dragged several feet, and his uni-
form torn and bedraggled, but he hung on
and finally succeeded in stopping the run-
aways. Hut for his bravery several of the
children would have been seriously, ifnot
fatally injured. The officer's action was
loudly applauded by several hundred spec-
lators.—Herald.

THE TRAINMEN.
All Are Beady for a Conference

This Morning.

There were no new developments yester-
day in the Southern Pacific trainmen's
case. The brakemen held a meeting in the
afternoon, and it is understood that a
schedule has at last been agreed upon.
Their demands willbe considered by Gene-
ral Superintendent Fillmore this morning
at 9 o'clock.

The officials at Fourth and Townsend
streets do not believe thero will be any
strike, but railroad men outside of the
Southern Pacific are confident that the com-
pany willnot listen to any talk of increas-
ing .the pay of trainmen, in viewing the
hard winter and one or two unprofitable
ventures which the company has recently
indulged in. They are equally confident
that the men are in nest and willmake
trouble in the event of a refusal.

The conductors on freight, not employed
on the western division, wish itunderstood
that they arc not asking for an increase
of pay and have no grievances whatever,
notwithstanding statements published in a
morning paper to the contrary, ln the
same account it was also staled that the
matter was in the .hands of a General
Grievance Committee, representing con-
ductors, brakemen, switchmen aud baggage-
men. Both officers and employes deny tnis
statement, affirming that the organizations
are acting independently of one another,
each order presenting the demands of its
members without advice from or confer-
ence with members of other orders. From
first to last, said one of the Grievance
Committee yesterday, the account referred
to is a most" unskillful distortion of tacts,
and misrepresents both the railroad com-
pany and its servants.

STUKKT YVOKK.

The Committee of the Board of Super-
rigors Ajrafo nt Work.

That portion of the municipal machine
commonly called the Board of Supervisors

was set in motion again yesterday morning
by a meeting of the Street Committee.
During the customary summer vacation
that the Supervisors never forget to take,
that particular department of the city gov-
ernment has been as quiet and free from
suspicion as an undertaker's establishment.
Now the scene is changing; the hum and
hubbub of the great machine is again
heard, aud the committee-room is tliecenter
of renewed activity.

The first thing done was to award to A.
E. Buckman the contract fir grading
Eureka street, between Nineteenth and
Twentieth, for $3300, that contractor beiug
the lowest bidder.

The following petitions were recom-
mended favorably: P. W. Foster, to re-
move a building on Nineteenth street, be-
tween Foisom and Howard: Joseph Nel-
son, to remove a building on Lyon street,
between Sutter and Bush; Cornelius Dono-
van, to remove a building from 210 Austin
street; G. 11. Umbsen, to repair a wooden
sidewalk at 309 Sixth street.

C. C. Butler's protest against the exten-
sion of Post street was set aside.

Street Superintendent Ash worth's com-
munications, recommending the acceptance
of Geary street, from Buchanan to Web-
ster; Post, from Octavia to Lacuna, and
the crossings of Foisom and Seventeenth,
and Harrison and Tenth, will receive a
favorable report to the board.

Superintendent Ashworth's request that
further action be suspended on the follow-
ing street work willalso receive favorable
mention to the board: The sewer in Lom-
bard and Franklin streets; the paving of
Larkin, from Union to Filbert; of Jackson,
from Hyde to Leavenworth ;of Fillmore,
from Filbert to Greenwich, and the cross-
ing of Page and Laguna.

C. D. Vincent's request for an extension
of time 100 days on his contract to grade
Steiner street, from Fulton to Hayes, will
be recommended favorably to the board.

Superintendent Ashworth recommended
that plank sidewalks be constructed on
Montgomery avenue, between Green and
Union streets; on Green, between -Mont-
gomery avenue and Powell, and on Stock-
ton, between Green and Union. The com-
mittee indorsed these projects.

The followingrecommendations for street
work made by Superintendent Ashworth
were also indorsed by the committee. That
a plank sidewalk be constructed at the cor-
ner of Lapldge and Nineteenth streets; a

rick sewer in the crossing of Spear and
Howard ;plank sidewalks on the earner of
Bartlett and Twentieth; that the ciossiug
of Frankliu and Broadway be recraded;
brick sewer in the crossing of Twenty-
lourth and Chattanooga; pipe-sewer in
Chattanooga, from Twenty-fourth to Jer-
sey; also in Minnesota, between Solano
and Butte; pave Franklin, between Broad-
way and Valiejo.

Mr. Ashworth's request that no bids be
received for the construction of sewers in
Octavia street, from Greenwich to Lom-
bard, and inGough, from Filbert to Green-
wich, was granted.

The proposition to pave Kentucky street,
from Fourth to Denmark, was put over for
future consideration. The lowest bid re-
ceived for the work was frum CL). Vin-
cent, for (200,000, and the committee
thought this altogether too high.

W. T. GAKKATT'S ESTATE.

Partial Distribution Secured by tlie Elder. Son.

The petition of William T. Garratt Jr.
for a portion of his share of his late father's
estate was again before Judge Coffey yes-
terday. The Court signed a decree which
directed that upon receiving from the young
man a bond of indemnity against any possi-
ble creditors, the widow and executrix,
Mrs. Anna G. Garratt. pay over to Mm one-
liaifof tbe rents collected by lier from the
property at 513 and 619 Market street, for
the seven months that have elapsed since the
elder Garratt'sdeath. The one-half amounts
to about $2500. She was also directed to
let the heir intoabsolute possession of an un-
divided one-half of the property itself, and
itwas decreed that lie was aud is owuur-iu-
fee of such one-half interest.

The guardian of the other son of de-
ceased, MiltonI). Garratt, has petitioned

for not only the oilier undivided half of the
Market-street property with its accrued
revenues, but also an undivided one-third
of the improved real property at the north-
west corner ofFremont and JNatonia streets,
75x137:6 feet, the site of the Garratt lirass
and Machine Works. This petition willbe
beard on September 2d next.

UNLUCKY MANHEIM.

Indictments for Forgery Keep TilingUp
Against dim.

The Grand Jury presented another In-
dictment yesterday against S. S. Maubeini,
charging him with forgery. This makes
three similar charges against him. The
last case was discovered in a peculiar way.
Manheiin forged a check for $75 on New-
mark &Co., and on the strength of itbor-
rowed $15 of Charles Kittelberger, promis-
ing to go with the latter to the bank on the
following day and draw the money. He
failed to put inan appearance and Kittel-
berger saw nothing more of him until one
day he happened to be In Judge Van iiey-
uegom's court, and there recognized bis
handsome debtor in the prisoner's dock,
waiting to answer one of the first-found
indictments. The recognition was mutual,
and calling Kittelberger over to the dock
Manlieim begged him, "for God's sake,"
not to say any Hung about the matter; that
he would surely settle ina few days. Kit-
telberger, however, did not heed the ap-
peal, and told the Graud Jury all about the

A CORPSE IN MIDAIR.
Dragged From tlio Sea Over

Point Lobos Cliff.

A dead man's body, mangled outjof all
human semblance, decomposed, with a few
tattered rags clinging to the trunk aud
limbs, was discovered Thursday evening
tossing about upon the breakers ofPoint

'
Lobos. The Morgue officials were informed
of the ghastly discovery and drove to the
place later, but were unable to take the
body from where it lay upou the sands after
beiug rescued from the waves.

A second attempt was made yesterday
morning by the Coroner's deputies, who
nad armed themselves with long ropes to
haul the unknown dead to the summit of
the rock above the cove. A man named
Charles Welch reached the almost inac-
cessible place beneath the beetling reck
and made tlie corpse fast to a rope. Then
five men began to heave on the lino. They
had tbo body within ten feet of the top of
the clill when it slipped from the rope and
pitched headlong to tbe bottom, a distance
of fully100 feet. A second effort was suc-
cessful, resulting in its being hauled to the
top, where the Morgue wagou was ivreadi-
ness to receive it.

Apparently tbe drowned man was middle-
aged, but it was all guess work attempting
to describe his possible appearance inlite,
for his features are beyond recognition and
his clothing is inshreds.:;N'or was anything
found on him by which he might be identi-
fied. He had been in the sea for weeks.

REFEREE'S REPORT.
Distribution to Minors Contrary

to the Will.

The report of Referee Timothy J. Lyons
on questions arising in the settlement of
the estate of the late J Maria Agnes Eck-
liardt has been confirmed by Judge Levy.
Itinvolved the settlement of the final, ac-
count of,the executors, filed six months
ago, the application of the daughter of de-
ceased, now Mrs. Louisa B. Henderson, to
modify a decree of partial distribution
made in December last, and the question
whether the minor legatees of the deceased
can be awarded their legacies before com-
ing of age, against the provisions of the
will.
ltwas urged against the executors that

they had expended much more money than
was necessary to a prudent management of
the improved real estate at 1415, 1417, 1419
and 1427 California street, between Hyde
and Larkin;that they bad exceeded their
powers and been extravagant in making
repairs. The referee found that the ex-
penditures on the property at 1415 amounted
to 22 per cent of the gross rents; that the
expense of the property at 1417 was 20 per
cent of the year's rents; at 1419 there was
1-Vi Per cent expended, and on the remain-
ing house 2 per cent. But, high as this
average percentage seems to be, itwas fully
warranted by the circumstances as testified
to by witnesses. The law declares that
executors and administrators must keep all
buildings under their control in "good
leuantable repair."

In this case the referee states the action
of the executors was not only ingood faith,
but involved much more care, labor and
management than are usual, and more,
perhaps, than the law exacts. But the best
proof of wise, management is found in the
rentals received from the property. Three
of the houses aud lots are inventoried to-
gether and appraised at 818,000. The rents
therefrom for sixty-nine mouths amounted
to 8 percent per annum net. The other
house and lot were appraised at $4000 and
the rents for seventy-two mouths were 13J6per cent net.

The referee discusses the law on commis-
sions of executors, which provides that
"where the property of the estate is dis-
tributed in kind, and involves no labor be-
yond the custody and distribution of the
same, the commissions shall bo computed
on all the estate above the value of $20,000
at one-half rates." He doubts if this can
ever apply to real estate, especially im-
proved realty, and he asks that if all real
estate, even improved, does uot involve
some labor, beyond its mere custody and
distribution. The words "in kind" tech-
nically can only comprehend personal prop-
erty, nnd when can itbo said that personal
property "involves no labor beyond the
custody and distribution?" The words
might be construed as referring to special
kinds of personality, such as money inbank, and bonds, and the referee thinks
tliey should not be given any broader con-
struction. -.•;.'\u25a0

lv tho opinion of Mr. Lyons, the full
statutory commissions must be awarded.
The executors in this estate ouly charged
commissions on 537,508, making their com-
pensation 51447, whereas they are entitled
to commissions upon all the estate ac-
c.iuitied lor, which would give them
$1622 47.

Questioning the legality of a distribution
now of the children's share of this estate,
when the will of deceased says in express
words, "to be distributed to them as they
respectively attain majority," tbe referee
observes that heirs and devisees are in-
vested with the title at the moment of tile
death ol the testator or intestate, subject to
administration. Our distribution statutes
are mandatory and peremptory. Upon a
final settlement of accounts tho residue of
the estate must be distributed, for the Su-
preme Court has declared, in the Estate of
I'lilchett (51 Cal. Reports), that there can
be no postponement of a distribution of an
estate until a minor heir shall have attained
majority.

Tho finding of the referee is that the
share of the children may be distributed to
them now.

THE CITY'S PATIENTS.

Annual Reports of City Physician and
I'olice Surgeon.

City Physician Yeamans in hijannual
report filed yesterday says that the County
Jail is in as good condition, from a sanitary
standpoint, as itcau be in its present loca-
tion, vr— \u25a0\u25a0\u25a0-.

The Twenty- sixth -street Hospital, he
says, needs a better water supply. Ifa fire
should break out under present circum-
stances the building could not be saved.
The institution now has but seven inmates,
six of whom are lepers.

At the Receiving Hospital 741 indigents
and 652 jailprisoners have been treated dur-
ing the year.

The annual report of Police Surgeon
Williams, which accompanies the above-
mentioned report, states that 4362 patients
were received during the year, 50" of whom
died and 5 were brought in dead. Of the
whole number 7-2 were sent to the City
Prison and 393 to the City aud Couuty Hos-
pital. There were 2«3 cases of alcoholism,
11of delirium tremens and 47 of insanity.
Thero were 01 gunshot-wound cases, "J of la
grippe and 98 of sprained ankles. Seventy-
nine weie wounded over the eye, 161 were
hurt in the fingers and 184 in the hand.
