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MORE PRECINCT
APPOINTMENTS.

Election Commissioners Canvass

the Boards.

On* Kan Perjures Himself, bat Is Detected
ted Hakes Himself Scarce— The Staffed

BoU Exposed to tin Public.

The remarkable feature of the Election
Commissioners' meeting yesterday after-
noon was the appearance of the gang in at-
tendance. Respectable citizens, who shrink
from politics because they are dirty, should
have looked in upon tne scene. Itwould
have taught them a lesson. Not that their
reasons would have failed of verification,
but It would have shown what their
neglect has cost, and why the municipal
and State governments are so corrupt.
Ifthere is a penitentiary or reformatory

on the face of the earth that can turn out a
harder looking lot than the ward-strikers
who answered the summons of the Com-
missioners yesterday, no one knows where
it is. Uncouth, coarse, Illiterate, brute-
featured, low and loud spoken, begrimed
and besotted, foul-mouthed, blear-eyed,
opium and disease wrecked— these and more
were written on the faces of the great ma-
jority, and these are the precious lambs
that the authorities are selecting to control
the destiny of a half million people.
Itwas the original intention that only

two of the Commissioners should meet to
canvass the names, but for fear that some
important pointmight necessitate a vote of
the board it was thought best that the can-
vass be made by the entire commission.

CALLING TnE BOIX.
The first name called was George Hughes,

appointed in the First Precinct of the
Twenty-ninth District Some one said he
had not recovered from the late San Jose
Convention, so he was passed temporarily.

William J. Hawkins was excused at his
own request, because unable to attend to
the duties of the office.

J. Messenger of the Second Precinct,
Twenty-ninth District, was also absent,
and Mr.Strother proposed that his case go
over until Monday for investigation.

These continuances threatened to become
chronic and alarmed Registrar Smiley. He
said there were 1860 names to canvass, and
at the rate matters were going they never
would get through. The board seemed to
concur, and Messenger* uauie was dropped.

Joseph Faaan of 336 lSusli street, named
in the Second Precinct of the Twenty-ninth
District, appeared to answer a challenge
that he did not live in his stable on Hush
street. Mr. Fagan swore that he did sleep
in the oflice In the stable, lie is registered
from that address.

James button of the Fifth Precinct of the
Twenty-ninth District was called because
his name did not appear on the assessment
roll. Itwas found that he nad been as-
sessed in the name of Sutter.

Thomas Howard of the Seventh Precinct
of the Twenty-ninth District was challenged

on the ground that lie was not on the as-
sessment roll.

A SERIOUS CIIAKC.E.
Howard swore that he was, and the Res-

istrar presently accused him of swearing to
a lie.

Strother suggested that there was no
proof of that accusation, whereupon ouo of
the clerks was immediately dispatched to
the Auditor's office to ascertain the facts.

Howard evidently began to suspect that
he had pushed his head into a noose, and
lest it should draw up to uncomfortable
closeness he began to look around anxiously
for a chance to retreat. Gradually he edged
toward the door, and taking advantage of a
moment when the attention of all was di-
rected to the front desk, he shied out tiie
front door and disappeared.

*

When the clerk returned and reported no
such name as Thomas Howard on the assess-
ment roll, Thomas Howard was now here to

-be fotind. His uame was called, but the
only response was the pointed remark from
somebody in the rear of the room,
"Skipped!"

Mr. Strother took in the situation at a
glance and moved to strike Howard's name
off the list

Registrar Smiley declared lie would swear
out a warrant for Howard's arrest on the
ground of perjury. •

rLUJUHY AND FOBOBBT.
Another protracted wrangle resulted

over the name of Thomas King, named in
the Ninth Precinct of the Thirtieth Dis-
trict. It was the appearance of King's
name on the supplemental assessment-roll
that caused Registrar Smiley to make the
charge that the rolls had been stuffed.
Kiuk's name was inserted after he learned
of his appointment, and a clerk iv the As-
sessor's office had done it. Mr. Smiley
said further that in connection with this
matter be would not only make t..e charge
ot perjury but of forgery. He could prove
that Clerk L.A. Buckley of the Assessor's
office had interlined King's name after the
supplemental roll had been signed by the
Assessor and the City and County At
torney. \u25a0

Mr. Buckley appeared to deny the charge
against him and was highly incensed to
think that any one would presume to assail
his "carackter." About a half-dozen limes
after the case had been disposed of he in-
terrupted the proceedings with a demand
that his acts be investigated. He could not
afford to let it charge against bis "carack-
ter" pass unchallenged. ';;;

P. Noble was named in place of J. Mu-
cowsky for the Eighth Product of the
Thirty-first District.

The name of Hubert Ash as Inspector in
the Tenth Precinct of the Thirty-first Dis-
trict was withdrawn by Mr. O'Brien and B.
F. Cuinmings submitted.

Thomas Krnealy, 4 Salinas place, was also
challenged by the Bextstrar, but ho proved
that he was eligible, as did Moses Englesof
the Tenth Precinct of the Thirty-first Dis-
trict.

But an Indictment Prevents "1lien i:«-
--cape From Justice.

HORACE F. PAGE
DIES SUDDENLY.

His Admirable Career in Public
and Private Life.

He Stirred Well in Congress in the Interests

of the Pacific Coast, and Hia Htmory
Will Be Honored.

Ex-Congressman Horace F. Page died
suddenly yesterday morning at 11:30
o'clock in the Strathmore House, Larkin
street. His wife and younger daughter
were present with him during his last
11:011. r-nts. lie leaves a widow and four
children.

He served in the Lower House ol Con-
gress four terms, representing what was
called the Second District. Eight or ten
years ago he retired from public lifeand
has since been successfully practicing law
in Washington. D. C, from which place ho
returned to this city about three weeks ago.

His political career was appreciated by
the people of this Coast, for whose inter-
ests ho was always a clever aud faithful
woiker. He held the position <)f Chairman

of the House Committee on Commerce, ho
pushed the first Chinese Exclusion Bill
through the House and he aided much in
securing appropriations for this Coast.

His public life was admirable, his private
life was none the less so. He was burn in
Oilcans Couuty, N. V., on October 20, 18:13.
When 20 years of age he became a resident
of California. His first venture wns in op-
erating a saw-mill near Colfr.x. From that
he turned to mining, alter which he moved
to 1".:\u25a0\u25a0\u25a0(\u25a0 1ville and there established n line
of stago coaches connecting the principal
towns of El Dorado, Placet and Sacramento
counties. Atl'lacerville he married Miss
jane Wnlters.

Always a straight Republican, be was
drawn into political life by being nomi-
nated for the Slate Senate, and was de-
feated in the contest.

Afterward he was elected to Congress on
the ltepublican ticket in 1878 to represent
the becond Congressional District, and
served in the Forty-third, Forty-fourth,
Forty-fifth and Forty-sixth Congresses.

Inisso he again was a candidate for Con-
gress, but was defeated by James 11. Budd
of Stockton. He had more experience in
Congress than any other I{ni>resentative
elected fron> this State, having been elected
to that oftii-e four times. His majority in
1872 was 984; in 1875, 1470; inIb7li, 4«99, and
in 1879li5U'J.

The plan which Kearney swore that Gon-
zales proposed was for Kearney to induce
Johnson to go with Johnson on a fishing
trip to Lake Clmbot. While there Johnson
was to be induced to drink from a bottle
containing whisky aud morphine. When
the morphine began to take effect Kearney,
according to the pn posed murder, was to
push Johnson into the lake and drown him.

After the Grand Jury had investigated
the case itwas found to have originated in
Kearney's imagination, and instead of find-
ing an indictment against Dr. Gnnzales, he
(Kearney) was indicted for perjury.

The point made by Mr. Ferral was that a
proposal to killis not a felony, hence the
Grand Jury could tiave nn jurisdiction over
itor any offense collateral to it.

Judge Murphy thought lie would study
on the case awhile before disposing of it,so
continued the hearing until next week.
