His distress was grievous npon this winter's
dav.

Report of the Ship Indian Empire
From Hambaurg.

The Largest Schooner Afloat — Changes of
Captains of Coasting Vessels—A Whale
Stranded on the Beach.

Only one deep water ship arrived in port
yesterday, and that was the British ship
Indian Empire, Captain Watson, which
made the passage from Hamburg in 148
days. The captain réports that the vessel
sailed from Coxhaven on March 29th, and
erossed the equator April 28th, in longitude
26° 23 *west.

On May 7th, when in latitude 10° south,
longitude 29° west, she was run into by the
ship County ef Roxbury, bound to Caleutta.
Both vesseis were on the port tack. We had
our spanker-boom and wheel-house carried
away, several plates and frames broken, and
received other slight damage.

From latitude 29° south to St. John's
Point, Staten Island, had a succession of
heavy westerly gales, during which we
stove in the topgallant bulwarks and port
life-boat. DPussed Staten Island June 14th,
aud bad fine weather off the Cape. Crossed
the equator in the Pacific July 18th; had no
northeast trades. From latitude 35° to
longitude 155° west, had north-northwest
winds to port.

The Governor Ames, the largest schooner
afloat, which got into considerable trouble
on her first voyage, as reported in this col-
umn some time ago, 1s now at Philadelphia
discharging a cargo of 2519 tous of ice. She
has carried 2983 tons oi coal, and on one
trip to South Awmerica carriea the largest
cargo of lumber ever takeu in one vessel,
1,846,000 feet. Her dimensions are: Length
over all 265, on keel 232, bkam 50 and depth
of hola 21 feet.
