AFFAIRS IH HAWAII.

On Saturday the Alameda willbe due at
this port with advices from Honolulu to
24th. According to Admiral Brown, we
ma] look for exciting news. A counter
revolution Is being batched, and at any mo-
ment KingKalakaua miv.tear the constitu-
tion of 1887 to pieces, and unfurl the native
banner, inscribed with his old shibboleth,
"Hawaii for the HawaiiansP'

When the new constitution was adopted,
inJuly, 1887, judicious observers perceived
that It contained in itself the germ of

.trouhle. By providing both a property aud
an educational qualification for the use of
the suffrage, it disfranchised the great bulk
of the Kanakas and conferred a practical
monopoly of power upon the whites, who
constitute less than a fourth of the popula-
tion. Such discrimination can sometimes
be maintained for long periods of time,
whet, the disfranchised masses are kept in
ignorance and deprived of arms and mili-
tary organization. Ettt the revolutionists
of 1887 did not dare to close the schools,
nor did they forbid the Kanakas the pos-
session of arms. They were engrossed with
plans to fetter the Km,;, and to concentrate
political power in the Legislature, which
they reckoned to control. They did in ef-
fect reduce KingKalakaua to the condition
of a puppet; but, with inconceivable short-
sightedness, they ignored the danger of a
coalition between the monarch whom they
were degrading and the natives whom they
were stripping of power. That coalition,
according to Admiral Brown, has now been
substantially effected. The whites, who are
chiefly American, English and German
merchants, are on one side, and the natives,

with their King at their head, on the other.
Itneed hardly be pointed out that the pre-
ponderance of numbers is with the latter,
and, if the Admiral's judgment is to be
trusted, it is not absolutely certain that the
whites enjoy a monopoly of intelligence.

The presence of three American ships-of-
war in the harbor of Honolulu willdispel
any fears of serious consequences to our
countrymen incase of a collision. But there
will,none the less, be considerable anxiety
felt until things are settled. The situation
willrevive the old discussions over the dis-
position of the islands, and over the ques-
tion whether we ought to have the right to
interfere.
.The events of the next few days may

bring up questions of the highest "import.
Ifthere is reason to believe that any Euro-
pean power lies back of the revolutionary• movement we are now bidden to expect, our
action should not only be vigorous but also
prompt. Itis tbe part of prudence to an-

'
ticipate attack, where itis clearly intended;
itis much easier to prevent a hostile occu-
pation than to induce the occupant to va-
cate after he has once gained a foothold. •'

IKON MINING.

-The Xew York World says: "Last Jan-
uary the Metropolitan Iron and Land Com-
pany paid a cash dividend of 26 per cent,

on April21st Itpaid another dividend of 12
per cent and onMay Ist a stock dividend of
25 per cent. Iron mine stock has been
enormously profitable." |These dividend re-
ports are advanced as :reasons why iron
should be admitted free of duty. Looking
over the large list of iron mines now being
worked one is found that is paying large

dividends. But nothing Is said of others
which ipay Ino '_ dividends \at all, or of
others' which payIlow rates of interest on
the money invested. Iron mining is, inre-
spect ,to risk, much

like gold and silver

mining. Some mines pay and others; do
not. One man gets rich mining and others
fail toearn acomfortable living. Ironmin-
ing has no' such attractive possibilities' as
gold mining. In early days in California a
miner with a kitof tools costing less than
$20 lias .taken all • the ;way from £100 to
$2000 or $3000 out of the ground in a single'
day. But even in those days the average

was low. Alltbe gold taken out in a given j
time would not pay all the men engaged in
mining the rates of wages iron-molders are
now paid at our principal iron works.'; The
ironmine always costs considerable money

-
whether eventually itpays or not. Ifthere
were no jpossibility lof large profits |there

wouldibe ismall inducement for capitalists
to Invest money Iniron mines.

MALCONTENTS.

A weekly journal of Republican pro-
clivities asserts that Colonel Markbam was
not the choice of the Republican State
Convention. The idea thrown out is that
the Morrow delegates were infants in poli-
tics and were cowed by the more confident
bearing of the friends of Markliam. All
this is very silly. The most experienced
Republican politicians in the city were in
charge of the Morrow forces. They were
veterans inpolitical management, but were
not quite equal to the task of making their
delegates count twice when the roll was

called. It is a fact beyond dispute that
Markham 'had his own Congressional dis-
trict practically solid and that he went into
the convention with forty votes from Mor-
row's district. He had votes in adjoining
counties which, so far as sectional consid-
erations are concerned, would naturally

have voted for Morrow. There was no

time in the three days preceding the con-
vention when Markliam was not in the
lead, though there were a few hours tbe
day before the convention met when Mor-
row seemed to be gaining. The weekly
journal of Republican proclivities backs up
its view of the relative strength of the two
candidates by an extract from a weekly of
Democratic proclivities. The two weeklies
seem to run in one groove, the purpose of
both being to do Markham as much injury

as possible.

SHOUT OIL.AN LINES.

The story that the Lord Mayor of Lon-

don, the Dominion Minister of Public
Works, the Commissioner of Canada in En-
gland, and other high aud mighty person-
ages have combined to build a railroad from
Quebec to a point ou the coast of Labrador,
there to connect witha line of steamers to

sail to Milford Haven in Wales, the entire
trip to consume not over three days and a
half, may safely be pronouueed a roorback
of the finest water.

The distance from Quebec to Cape St.
Charles, whichis to be the western terminus
of the new steamship line, and the eastern
terminus of the railroad, is much nearer
806 than eighty miles as the dispatches state.
The country between these two points is
one of the most difficult and forbidding in
the world. The course of the St. Lawrence
from Quebec to the Straits of Belle Isle is
nearly due northeast. Each flood tide pours
into the estuary a stream of icy water which
makes the climate arctic. From the main
range of the Laurentian Mountains count-
less spurs run south to the river, breaking
up the surface of the earth so that it has
been difficult to maintain ordinary high
roads and communication from the river-
side villages is mainly kept up by boats.
The idea of building n railroad through

such a country would only have occurred to
a madman. As to the Atlantic terminus,
St. Charles Bay, there are only a few weeks
in each year when an ocean steamer could
make a landing there; it is generally
blocked by ice; the tremendous sea which
breaks on the rocks when itblows fromthe
northeast warns mariners to give that in-
hospitable shore a wide bcrtli.

The most feasible scheme for shortening
the voyage between the Atlantic States
and England was advocated twelve or fif-
teen years ago by Austin Corbin. His
western terminus was to be at or near
Montauk Point, on Long Island, to which
point passengers were to be conveyed from
New York by swift trains ou the Long
Island Railroad. His eastern terminus
was to be Milford Haven, in Wales, a sea-
port which has no bar and in which there
is a uniform depth nf water of from fifteen
to twenty fathoms. Ue proposed to run
10.000-ton steamers. But the scheme never
got beyond the stage of a project, mainly
because the owners of ocean steamship
lines did not care to desert a port where, in
case of necessity, they could always fillup
their ships with odds and ends of freight.
This was a difficulty which Corbin with nil
his knowledge and all his shrewdness had
not foreseen. lie was like some people
who are occasionally heard from on this
Coast. Ue figured on the map that from
Montana" to MilfordHaven the distance is
much less than from New York to Liver-
pool, just as some of our friends keep on
figuring that a line from Vancouver or
Tacoma to Yokohama is shorter than a
line from San Francisco to the same point;
and he therefore reasoned, as our friends
in the north reason, that the shorter line
would supersede the longer. The reason-

ing is based upon the notion that distance
is everything, which it is not. It is not- profitable to run a vessel to a port where
she will have to fill up with ballast and
where there is no market for the goods she
may bring. Itpays better to make a longer
run to iport where she can always get

some paying freight and where some price;
or other cm be realized for any surplus
cargo she may have on hand.

CONFERENCE COMMITTEE'S RXPOBX*
The Conference Committee on Irrigation

Sites has reported in favor of repealing so
much of the act of 1888 as invalidated en-
tries made ingood faith on lands which are
now or may be hereafter classed as irriga-
ble. Itreserves from entry reservoir sites
heretofore located or selected. This will
satisfy those who honestly located on lands
subject to irrigation, and who have been
unable to perfect their title inconsequence
of the sweeping provisions of the act of
13*8, and at tbe same time it will measur-
ably protect seme reservoir sites from being
monopolized by land-grabbers. !The object
of the act of 1888 was to prevent syndicates

or corporations from acquiring title to spots
on which irrigation reservoirs and ditches
must hereafter be located. It went too far,
and denied title to settlers on any lands
which may hereafter be fertilized by irrgia-
tiou;the error has now been corrected.

Whether an act framed on the lines of
the Conference Committee's report willde-
feat the acquisition by syndicates of sec-
tions of land which may hereafter be re-

quired for use as reservoirs is not quite
certain. The language of the report is
vague, to say the least. No one can say for
certain what lands will be needed for the
storage of water, and as the appropriation
for irrigation surveys has been stricken out
and the whole amount appropriated for
topographical surveys west of the one hun-
dredth parallel is only one-half of 8320,000,
or $100,000, it willbe some time before the
public can form a definite idea of the area
or the location of such lands.
Itis unfortunate that the Senatorial Com-

mittee on Irrigation could not agree with
the Topographical Bureau on the best plan
for prosecuting the work. The personal
controversy between Major J Powell and
Senator Stewart appears to have set back
the work of reclaiming the deseit for at
least two and possibly for more years.

GAINING GROUND.

An Ottawa dispatch |says that the senti-
ment in favor of extending Canada's com-
mercial relations with the United States is
gaining ground. Itis not surprising that it
should be. .Canada has much to gain from
closer commercial relations with the United
States and nothing to lose. Any treaty by
which such closer relations were secured
would Diovide fur a continuance of the
present policy of the United States inre-
spect to the boundary privilege. In fact, in
proportion as the United States shows a
disposition to change its policy to one of
exclusion, Canada may be expected' to in-
cline, toward more intimate . relations.
While the most friendly feeling exists
between the two countries, there is a grow-
ing sentiment in the United States that
Canada has not reciprocated as she might
the many.' friendly, acts of the American
Government. '. Possibly the best way to es-
tablish a claim to the friendship of Canada
would be to adopt a policyof simple justice,
with no favors asked or received.

In this marshy
ground, eternally damp, the cholera has existed
in a permanent state for centuries, appearing
each year in different degrees of intensity. ItIs
necessary, however, in order that the Illness
pass to mankind, that It should have a con-
ductor which. transmits it direct. : This con-
ductor is nearly always man, and it lias been
round that Mussulman pilgrims have been tbe
chief propagators.

Itnow appears that the Itussian ukase against
tbe Jews was never promulgated, M. de Glers
having been warned that if It were issued the

financially and politically. The Czar heeded tbe
warning of tbe money klugs, whose threat
stayed the hand of persecution.

A CUoTLY EDITORIAL.
Pay Director Williams Wants 850,000

From tlio Examiner.
W. W. Williams, Pay Director at the

Mare Island Navy-yard, has brought suit
against W. R. Hearst, proprietor of the
Examiner, for libel, which lie claims has
damaged his reputation to iho extent of
£50,000.

The action is based upon an editorial
which appeared in the Examiner on July
31, 1890. Itwas headed "Tush the Trial"
and treated of the McCndden exposures at
the Mare Island Navy-yard.

Tbe complaint recites the editorial at
length, but appears to base the cause of
action chiefly upon the followingparagraph :

Tne imprisonment or McCudden would strike
terror to the whoie Mare Island ring, Uow
wiile-viieid that ring Is the Examiner's recent
dispatches liave indicated, fay Director Will-
lams, appointed General i-tore-keeper last July,
and just removed, ls Indebted to McCudden (or
signing Ins bond for $25,000. On- of the
officei's clerks Is the fraudulent coutractot's
book-keeper. The Fay Director's cliiel clerk Is
a graduate fiom these same books. Anolher of
McC'udaeu's former employes was appointed to
a position iiiHie Mare Island storehouse by the
accommodating Williams. All these matters
will probably be Illuminated by ibe department
Investigation; but to clinch the thing there ls
ne did the object lesson of a striped suit.
