DAYVIS CENSURED.

The Census Department Says He De-
Iays the Count.

Census Supervisor Davis yesterday re-
ceived the following telegram from Super-
intendent of the Census Porter: ‘‘Returns
not yet received for the Mount St. Joseph
Infant Asylum. September is nearly here
and your district is still incomplete. You
stand almost alone and the failure to com-
plete your work on time is delaying the offi-
cial count of the population. Reply imme-
diately and definitely.” 3

In reply to the above telegram Supervisor
Davis sent the following:

“Mouwnt St. Joseph Infant Asylum was
taken by district enumerator of distriet 288,
as specianl enumerator refused to act. Ev-
ery ianstitution in this Supervisor’s distriet
bas been reported in fuil, either by special
or district enumerators, and returns daily
forwarded to your office.” :

Mr. Davis, speaking of the above tele-
gram, said: *“I do not understand how
the clerks in the Census Department came
to overlook the returns for this institution,
which were long ago forwarded. It is not
usual for the department to be careless
aboutanything. As an instance of the ex-
treme care with which it does its work, I
might mention a little bill for telegraphing
which I forwarded some time ago. in-
curred an expense of $1 65 for telegraphing.
I made out a voucher in dua form for that
amount and forwarded it to Washington.
A few days ago I received a draft on the
Sub-Treasury for 67.cents in payment of
the claim. The other 98 cents were dis-
allowed, as being in excess of Gavernment
rates. Of course, I lose the 98 cents.”

“How many of the enumerators have
been paid ?”

**None at all. The department has not
got around to that yet. My ofiice is daily
besieged by impecunious and importunate
enumerators, many of whom I bave re-
lieved from my private purse.” .

Relic of the Bowers Trial.
