HARBOR COMMISSIONERS,

toadway to Narrow-Gauge Ferry—FPav-

ing the Water Front.

W. D. English presided over the meeting
of the Board of Harbor Commissioners
yesterday with all of his old time grace,
and exhibited no traces of the wear and
tear of the exciting political contest
through which he had just passed.

After passing several unimportant bills
the board ordered the Engineer to build a
roadway of plank from the Narrow-Guage
Ferry Slip, across the sand filling back of
Section 8 B of the sea-wall, and over to the
paved portion of East street. This is done
to give the patrons of. the Narrow-Guage
ferry better facilities in geing back and
forth until the sand filling has settled suffi-
ciently to allow it to be paved.

The board also ordered the Engineer to
prepare plans and specifications for the
paving of that portion of the water front
thoroughfare just back of Section 7 of the
sea-wall. 1t is the intention to have this
paving all completed beiore the rainy
season sets in. It is desirable to postpone
the work until the last possible moment, so
the ground may settle all it will; but the
work cannot be done after the rainy season
sets in.

FEDEEAL SUPERVISORS.

Men of Proper Caliber Reluctant to Serve
at KElections.

Nathaniel Holland, the United States
Supervisor of Elections, has so far received
seyeral hundred applications for the offices
of Deputy Supervisors of Electtvns during
the coming Congressional election. Con-
siderable difficulty isexperienced in getting
men of the proper qualifications and char-
acter to appiy for the place. Applicants
must be American citizens, able to read
and write the English language and fair
penten,

The pay is 5 a day for each day of actual
service not to exceed ten days. In com-
puting the time one day isallowed for mak-
ing out the returns. At a Congressional
election Federal Supervisors take prece-
dence of State election officials,

—
A New Three-Masted Schooner.

The new three-masted schooner G. W,
Watson, which was recently lauached from
Bendixsen’s ship-yard, came down from
Port Costa last evening and docked at
Folsom No. 2. She was built for A. Rowe
and others in the coast lumber trade. Her
dimensions are: Length over all 150 feet,
on keel 157:6, beam 36, depth of hold 12;
Zruss tonnage 452, net 430. She has a carry-
ing capacity of 60,000 feet of lumber, and
cost completed $34,000, Captain Olsen, for-
merly of the schooner Marion, is in com-
mand.

Sealskins from Alagka.

The steamer Ardgo, Captain Thomas, ar-
rived in port last evening after a passage of
nine days from Oonalaska. She brought
down 20,995 sealskins for the North Ameri-
can Trading Company, the successors of
the Alaska Commercial Company. The
captain said that there had been no disas-
ters up in Alaska while he was there, and
he had no report to make,

Muate Taylor Held.

Mate Taylor of the American ship St.
Paul was exasmined before Commissioner
Sawyer yesterday on the charge of assault-
ing and beating the sailor Sydney Jones on
the high seas and held for trial. Itis un-
derstood that several other charges will-be
placed against him.

TWO PRESIDENTS.

Native Sons Decide That They
Have Been Unjust.

President Alexander Montgomery of the
Pioncers to Preside Also—Regatta
Course Decided Upon,

Last night the matter of a President of the
Day for September 9th came up before
the Literary Committee. Everybody who
had come in contact with the Pioneers was
invited to give his opinion of what should
be done. 7The representatives of the press
were also invited to appear before the com-
mittee while in executive session to tell
what they knew of the feeling existing
among the Pioneers. The result was that
the preponderance of opinion showed that
the making of Grand President Miller the
President of the Day was doing the Pioneers
an injustice.

To cap the climax, a letter was received
from Henry B. Russ of the Conference
Committee, in which he stated that the
Pioneers would be satisfied if President
A, Montgomery was invited, with Grand
President Miller, to preside at the exer-
cises. The matter was then referred to the
Conference Committee to break to Grand
President Miller the news, aud make ar-
rangements on that score.

LITERARY EXERCISES.

The Literary Committee also met last
night to fill out the programme and receive
bids for a lithograph programme for the
literary exercises.

REGATTA.

A meeting of the Regatta Committee and
three of the representatives of yacht clubs
was held last night at the headquarters.

It was decided to award $555 In prizes
and trophies. Outside yachts, that is, those
not members of any elub, will be awarded
$155 in three prizes of §75, $50 and $30 each.
Fishing smacks will ecome in for $175 in five
prizes, divided proportionately, and white-
balls will bave a like amount, providing
fifteen entries are made. There must be
five entries ot the outside yachts, twenty
of the fishing smacks and fifteen of the
whitehalls.

Six classes of yachts of recognized yacht
clubs will be awarded two trophies.

A flag will be presented to the vessel
waking the fastest corrected time over the
middle-channel course of twenty miles,
1Three-fourths of a minute to each foot will
be allowed on mean measurement between
the over-all and water-line measursments.

The regatta wiil commence at 12:30
o’clock in the afternoon, September 8th,
and may be best viewed from Telegraph
and Russian hilis, where the entire course
can be viewed. Each yacht will bave a
distinctive number and will be tabulated
for reference on printed slips.

Piper Brothers have donated three stake-
boats for the regatta.

MRS. DUNBAR’S BODY FUUND.

It Was Carefully Laid Out With Fiowers
in the Hair.

Crowds of villagers and a few reporters
stood in the pouring raio on the Dunbar
farm at Connecticut Farms yesterday morn-
ing awaiting the arrival of the Union
County officials who were to exhume the
body of Mrs. Mary Dunbar, who was buried
on July 2d, by her eccentric husband, says
the New York Sun of the 19th inst.” Every-
body visited the garden and gazed at the
row separating the corn and tomatoes, for
there it was that the old man said he made
the midnight burial. There was nothing to
indicate that the soil had been recently dis-
turbed, and epeculation as to the position
of the body v = idle. County Detective
Keron, and Corcuers Miller and Donovan
arrived at 10 o’clock, and after consulting
Dunbar’s diagram they soon unearthed the
body from between the tomato plants and
the rows of corn. A number of full-grown
tomato plants and two hilis of corn had
been reset by Dunbar over the remains of
his wife, and had he not given explicit
directions for finding the grave the mystery
would not have been solved as easily as it
was., The body was buried two feet below
the surface and was wrapped in a rubber
blanket. The old man had carefully com-
posed the limbs, clothed the corpse neatly,
and put a bunch of flowers in her hair.

“*This does not look like the work of a
murderer,” was the verdict of one of the

by-standers when the blanket was removed
from the decomposed corpse. The condi-
tion of the body was such that it was diffi-
cult to tell whether violence had been used,
but there was no visible evidence of it
After-casnally looking at ¢iie body the Cor-
oners removed it i{o Elizabeth, where an
autopsy will be made to ascertain if poison
was used. Dunbar showed no surprise
when he was informed that his wife’s body
was found. He said: * I gave Mr. Keron
the right location.” - Then he said that the
grave marked a spot where he had passed
many happy days with his wife and where
they had agreed that they would be laid
away together.

“ I hope that they will put her back therg
when they have finished the examination.

It is not at all likely that they will, how-
ever, for in Union County, as elsewhere,
there is a prejudice against burying human
beings in tomato patches and leveling down
their graves. The body was taken to the
Morgue and a jury was impaneled. The
inquest will begin this morning, and Dun-
bar will be permitted to make a voluntary
statement if he wishes todo so, .

In telling Prosecutor Wilson, County
Physician Westcott and Detective Keron,
this evening, the story of his wife’s burlal,
he said:

“I laid her out as tenderly as a woman,
put flowers in her hair and robed her in her
best dress. Then, wrapping the rubber
sheet about her, I carried her in my arms
to her narrow bed. 1 covered her up with
earth. Few and short were the prayers I
said, and 1 left her alene in her glory.

Tears filled his eyes as he concluded his
recital, and his voice became husky with
emotion. He said his wife was 65 years old.
Mrs. Dunbar will be reinterred to-morrow
morning at Fairmount Cewetery, Newark.

East Oakland Park and Boule-
vard Assured.

Dedication of the Chabot W&man’- Home~Two
Prominent Men Buried—Alamela
Strest Improyements.

On Mo_nday night the City Council, after
transacting street and other business, took
up the two ordinances with reference to the
East Oakland water park—the one fixing
the boundaries of Lake Merritt, and the
other outlining by metes and bounds the
150-foot ‘boulevard around the lake—and,
after discussion, finally passed them.
Mr. Wakefield did not think the
adjacent property-owners were conceding
euo'ugh in the boundaries as fixed by the
ordinances. He thought the city took too
much off the lake, and did not receive
enough land outside to compensate it
for the additional territory that would be
added to the adjacent property or to its in-
creased valuation.

The West Oakland
Park ordinance, to include 180 acres of the
marsh, will probably come up tor final pass-
age at the next regular meeting of the
Council.
