rierrucclnrs Seir-I>efeniie Scheme Mot
Successful.

Ailolph Pierruccini, who has been on
trial for murder, in Judge Van Keynesom's
court, for two days past, te>tilied in his own
belialf yesterday forenoon. He said lie had
been in this ci'y for about a year and
gambling was his vocation.
