Reported Disaffection Among the

Saiuoan Islanders.

Special Correspondence of The Call.

AriA(Samoa?, Ang. 12.— Action has been
taken here recently by Consular represen-
tatives uf America, Great Briialn anJ Ger-
many, to <iuell the dbquielu.de growing out
of apparent efforts of the former' Kiue
Matasifa to regain his lost power. The
Consuls have issued a proclamation warn-
ing the disconrentc 1Datives against forming
any intrigues to place Mataafa in power,
and declaring that Malletoß had been
recognized as Kingof Samoa by tho three
potters, and that any Samoan villages thit
ohould rebel against him would be severely
punished.

IHE ISLAXDEKS WAIISED.

This proclamation, signed by tha three
Consuls, was printed In the Sampan lang-

uage and distributed throughout the
islands. United Stated Consul-General
Sewall went at one-; to tlie island
of Eavaii on the uian-of-war Mohi-
can and called a meeting of the
chiefs of the surrounding ;districts.

The chiefs aasnred Mr. Sewall that they ac-
knowledged ilalietoa as Kin«and that tlicybail
nointeution vi doing anything wouldcause
trouble onthe islands. Mr.SewaU expressed
hiuseiJ as satisfied, but warned the chiefs that
any encouragement to daaffected peraooa
would be severely pnnished.

also visited Savaii and gavo the chiefs similar
warning. These -.i^iis are believed to have re-
sulted m m eh good, though a number of,
natives are rei>orted to be still in a state of un-
rest.
