Mayor Pond said that he would not vote

for any man whom tlie Regutrax character-
ized as inelisible. The Democratic County

inniittee conlil investicate tlie character
of the Republicans, and if they found
them wauting they would he removed.

J. H. Zerniansky, who has charge of the
Democratic Registration IJurea\i, accused
Mr. Smiley of finding fault only with the
Deuiociatic clerks. 'i'o his certain knowl-
edae there were many disreputabte charac-
ters ninmiK the Republican avpoiutees, aud
he thought they too should be removed.

Mr. Stn iher suggested that accredited
representatives ot both parties should con-
fer ami weed out tbe objectinnable charac-
ters fruin both Il«ts, but the board decided
that it was th« Registrar's duty to attend to
matters ot that nature.

The remainder of the session, upward of
three hours, wns consumed in the examina-
tion of appointees ol whom there was the
least bit of doubt.

Generally peaking they were a pretty de-
cent appearing set ol young man. Those
against whom the slightest objection was
raised were promptly scratched off ihe list,
and the worlr. ol eXamination moved along
with niparatively little friciioo. The
names of those who di'l not appear after
haying been smmnoneAi three times wore
uid-ie dropped.

KM--W HIM OF OLD.

When th« name ot William Collins was
called tlse Registrar raised an objection to him
on account of his past recrd a> a member of
a precinct board. At the election of 1888
Collins assisted the cunt in the Second Pre-
cinct of the Thirty-third Di-trict, and when
tbe recount was made during l>r. O'Don-
nell's contest, itwas found tint Mayor Pond
had been credited with about thirty votes
more than he re. eived. \u25a0

Mayor Toud said if it was true that Collins
assisted iv that count lie should not be al-
lowed to serve acain. The case was referred
to the -stiar lor investigation.

Of the long list examined it was only occa-
sionally t at a name was dropped, becatis- it
was fnund tnat he had been assessed in red
ink, t!iat is, arbitrarily assessed so as tv
qualify him f r service onprecinct boards.

After the iMnies bad all been canvassed.
Registrar Siui ey made a loud call for \V. J.
Fitzgerald. Itwas Mr. Fitzgerald wlm ap-
peared before tie Commissioners at oue of
the recent disgraceful sessions and pro-
tested against the emiilownent in the
Registrar's oQice of John C. Feeney, who he
said was a perjurer and an all-round dis-
reputable character. Two years ago he sail
Feeuey registered under the name of Hiirry
Elmore; but worse still, he was an "opium
liend" aud a dive actor.

FKKHZY KKTAINKD.
Mr. Smiley set about iuvestijatine the

case. lie found that Feeney wan ready to
answer all tlm chargfs made, and therefore
Fitzgerald was sent for. Again and a third
time he was bummoned, but failed to put in

in appearance, liutvwlhstandine lih hail
boastlully identified liimsrlf as the ertti-

tendent of the Santa Cruz Bituminous Uoek
Company, and was ready to put Ms reputa-
tionaßainit anybody's at any time.

Mr.Mnilry»aid he had found Mr,Feeney
to lie one of the most reliable and compe-
tent clerks in bis office, and unless his loud-
mouthed accuser would come forward lite
a mail and sustain his accusations lie hoped
the board would (ttilDun thpui.

Tiie charges again-t .Mr. Feeney were or-
dered ili^miased, and the board adjourned
to meet acoin on Tiic-!'lny morning.

After tlie ui»etinK adjourned Mayor Pond
was surrounded by several liieiids who
wanted to BU>ren tli.-ir congratulations.
In expressini; himself about tliu work of
the Democratic committee iv selecting citi-
zens fur th<-precinct boaids, he. s >id he was
thoroughly disgusted with it.

"Now look at those lists," he said. "I'm
pretty well a miiiW in this city, and yet
out of all thus" 300 names Idon't suppose I
know three. Itdoes seem tv me that good
responsible citizens who are belter known
to the public could have been chosen for
this work."

Another of the Few Survivors of
Thai Expedition Dead.

San Bp.vito (Cal.), Aug. no.—E. J. Breeo,
aged 57 years, died to-day. The deceased was a
member of the ill-fated Dunner party, who
crossed the Sierras Iv1547. He leaves a widow
aud six sons ami was tue owoer of several large
ranches lire aud at Hliig9 City. He was a
brother of Superior Judito J. X. Breeu of mil
cuuuty.

Tlielr
C itlleand wamniH weie buried and lost, mid llie
wliole paily left wlllibut lilllufood and ncarcely
any ulieiter 10 pass a wluier iiithat wild reglou.
After aliiisuliiin alone for sin v..-,k- in the luipe
of cro9«l[ii; the suimuif, It was found lmpositlilo
for all to pioceed. A party of eight men, livewomen and two ludlans, equipped will)extem-
porized btiow-sboes, and supplied with nil ihe
provisions that could be spared, were dispatched
to reacli route m-uieiiK-ut la CaliKiruia »ii,u
assistance could be obtained. In lets than a
week after leaving camp, the provisions ot this
parly were exhausted, wliilelUe tetrl'jlecouiii-

lion ofllie country prevented their Iraveling
more tliiin a mile or two e;ich d.iy.' On the
seventli day three of the party died from cold
and hunger, and a snow-storm burled tlie survi-
vors so deeply that Ittook them ihirty-slxhours.
In tlieir wieiched condition, to extricate them-
selv.s, three inuie of tlit-m tieilshiuK in the
ellort. The nine survivors h.ivinc been tour clnys
without food, the horrible suggestion pioented
ttselt ol eHiluß the dead bi.Jies of their late com-
panions. Alter eating lie greater portion of one
body, the tlfsij of anoiuer wa? cut oil and packed
as a supply lor the fuiure and they started on
ihelr w»y ouce more. Ina few days this siipplv
of Cesli was coniunied and lliev were again con-
fronted uy sianrallon, wheu they foitunatcly
killed a oeer, which su*laiuea ihem for v lew
days. When this was gone they became so ex-
hausted from wandeilaK throuch the loo<e, drift-
Ing'snow thai, almost omly, denlh putan end to
the suhVrinKs uf one, whose boily luinlslieu food
lor the otlieis. lv less than n mouth after
leavlue e:nii|j only live rpinuiiirdalive; of these,
four weie unable to proceed. One, wllli
almost BUpeihuiu;iu resolution, ihananed to drag
himself across the summit. Bud reached a hunl-
ei'scamp on tbe Bear River, where h9 was
kindly treated, aud tits lour companions prompt-
ly rescued from their perilous positlou. In-
tbriuation of ihe comlliiou of the pany in the
niouutaiiii was sent to General Sutler al Ins
foil ou the Sacramento, who at once dispatched
a parly ol men occusiomed 10 mountain, llle witn

a iiiiniWr ol mules lailen wlllifond aud clothlug
fur their rellel. A< It wa.« over 100 milen from
the foil to tli Truckee, and the travel over the
mountains diliicult aud slow. It was the l!)th
ot February ere Ihe reselling party n ached
ihe ueaiest compauy of the sufleiei'9.
\vlien found, ten of iln111 were beyond all human
aid. Nut being able to brine; aloiiK the whole of
them, Ibe reliif party left a good suuply of pro-
vision* wl.ii the men, aud brouyht away all of
the women and mo«t of 1tie children. Asecond
\u25a0 eiief party reached tho litKe ontbcl<uof March,
aud stalled with Hie seventeen KUivivoraleft by
the first parly, but a heavy fall of snow ren-
dered Itimpossible for the mules to carry them.
Allthe adults weie. tuerefore, left Ina sheltered
place, anil only the children were taken 10 the
foil. A few days later another party was scut
a;tcr those who had been leit ou the road; when
found, iluee were dead— the survivors had kept
ilieinselves alive by eallug the bodies.
Tiie Domier paity was not discovered until
Apill,by a couipauy sent to their relief by citi-
zens of San l-'riiucitco. Mrs. Donuer, who Is
lepresented to be a ladyol relinemeut and great
1ersonal beauty, had been dead but a few hours
when the party reached their camp. I>onuer
was oue of tlie lirst who died. Twenty-twool
the females aud most of the children were saved;
iwemy-sixmen, tight women snii three ciilldreu
perished. The people of San l-'rauclsco maile

liberal provision for the son and ilttuehter of
Donuer who were rescued. A contribution was
raised, aud the 100-varn lot, Ho. 39,
at the southeast coiner of Folsom
aud second - slieets, was piircliased In
their name. This lot at tlie preseut lime (186S)

said 10 br MillliviiiKlv San Fiauci>co. Doe of
the femnle survivors of this fearful tragedy was
Ibe liisl white woman who settled in Marysvllle

She subsequently married Mr.Uharles Covilland,
one ot the. founders of Marysville, and rusiiled
theie until September, 1807, when she died at
the early age ot 86, leaving a number 01 chll-
iiicu and gieatly beloved by nil who had the
pleasure ot her acquaintance. Hiram O.Miller,
another of Hie survivors, settled in Santa Clara
County, where be died 111 October, 1607.
