The candidate se-
lected is general j one of many whose
qualification.' for the nice are nearly equal.
Iv very many cases the man does cot get
the nomination whose fitness for it was
most apparent. In selecting Colonel Mark-
ham the Republicans did not intend tn as-
sert that he is the only mau in the State
fit fur the office of Governor. They did
mean to say that he is well equipped, aud
that ids personal and political character is
such that he mignt fairly be made the
standard-bearer of the party in the coming
campaign.! Butneither Mr. Markham, Mr.
Morrow, Mr. Cbipman. Mr. Shippee nor
other prominent aspirant can be said to
bave had a claim to the nomination. Per-
sonal fitness beina secured, availability has
much to do with the selection. The south-
ern counties cannot be admitted to have
had a claim to the nomination. Itwas
simply deemed expedient, as the southern
counties presented a fit aspirant, that the
Domination should be given to them, It
might have gone to the north or the cen-
tral counties, but, all things considered, i:
was deemed the wiser policy to give it to
the south. A good many men in a party
have what political workers call "claims"
to an < ftice, hut only one in a hundred gets
the office.

(ill; AS CLERKS.

Sir. "Robert V. Porter, Commissioner of
the Census, has made the men so mad by
his figures that lie not unnaturally pro-
poses to make friends among the women.
He publishes a statement that women are
better adapted for such clerical work as the
enumeration of the people than the male
sex. lie says :_.at the average number of
persons counted by his female clerks was

MOO families, or 117,950 individuals, wliile
the average number counted by bis male
clerks was only 6587 families, or 32.935 indi-
viduals. In other words, the women did
50 per cent more work than the men for
the same money. This is a point worth
considering.

There aro in the United States thousands
of men employed in cleiical work as
cashiers, book-keepers, ami clerks of vari-
ous classes. How* many there were when
the census of 1880 was taken it is "difficultto
ascertain from the ponderous volumes which
contain the results of that enumeration, but
the aggregate must foot up in the hundreds
of thousands, if it dees not reach seven
figures. There are might] establishments in
this city which employ a clerical force ex-
ceeding ono hundred persons, to say noth-
ing of the railroad and of the Government
offices; and every merchant must have from
half a dozen loa dozen persons performing
sei vices which require* nothing but atten-
tion, accuracy, fidelity and a good hand-
writing. What is true of ban Francisco is
tiue of all the oilier large cities. An army
of men earn their daily bread by doiug
clerical work for others.

N w, ifitis a fuel that women are the su-
periors of men in diligence when employed
in a clerical capacity, itfollows that sooner
or later lhey willsupersede men as clerks.
The change is going on before our eyes.
Many of the cashiers in retail stores in this
city are females. They are chosen for such
posts because, as a rule, they are at least as
accuiate and as faithful as young men, and
also, we fear, in too many instances, be-
cause they command smaller salaries.
Women made tbeir way into merchants'
offices first as type-writers. It was soon
discovered thai a bright girlcould keep a
set of books as correctly and as neatly as
her brother, and from the date of that dis-
covery women began to fillclerical positions
in merchants' countlne-houses. They are
now to be found in some of our largest
wholesale houses, in banks, insurance com-
panies, and even inlawyers' offices, where
they till responsible positions apparently
to the satisfaction of their employers.
There is no pro-pect thai they will lose the
ground they have conquered, while the
prospect of their extending their conquests
in the field of clerical work is very bright
indeed. The example of Fiance, where
almost all the book-keepers and cashiers are
women, points the way.

That the revolution which pppears to lie in
progress will have the effect \u25a0\u25a0! reducing the
demand foryoung men for clerical positions
i,probable. Every reform works injury to
some \u25a0 \u25a0lie. Hut iithe young men's field is
narrowed by the extension of their sisters'. nunitii s, the ultimate effect will be that
a smaller number ofyouths willlook to cler-
ical work as a calling, and a larger number
vsill aire some special mechanical or pro-
fessional knowledge for the purpose of earn-
ing their bread. And this will be a gain all
round. The boy who tries to gain his living

withno knowledge except that Which he ac-
quis sat school is not really fitted for the
battle of life, iii- is too ignorant to get on.
Be can donothing which gives him a valid
cluini . ii society for a living. He is worse off
than he shoemaker or the carpenter. It is
only when lie possesses some special knowl-
edge of his own that he can feel sure of. his

power toearn his bread. Knowledge, be it
of law, or of niedii-me. or of mechanics, or of
agriculture, or of any o:.e of a dozen arts

and sciences, commands money everywhere:
the yonth who possesses it can snap his
fingers at the world.
Ifthe gradual substitution of girls for boys

ilclerical po-itions, while .'. swells the num-
ber of young women who are not compelled
to marry for ahome, leads to au extension
of technical education among young men,

the change will be a benefit inevery -way.

NO CONFLICT.

The Washington special to the New York
Times, reviewing the effects of Mr. Blame
Waterville speech upon the Kepubliean
leaders, magnifies the differences ofopinion
between Mr. Blame and other leaders on
the tariff question. There is nothing in
Blame's speech as reported, which would
prevent him, ifhe were a member of Con-
gress, from voting for the McKinley bill
when it comes up for final passage. Mr.
Blame has made no attack upon the pur-
pose of the McKinley bill. He has uot sug-
gested a reduction of the duties en such
foreign products as come in con.petition
with American product-. The McKinley
hillmakes no attempt to create a market for
American products, wliile admitting free
certain foreign products, which, under
existing conditions, we largely import. Mr.
Blame suggests that the free admission of
such products mightbe made a kiudof lever
to open the markets of the countries from
which such goods will be received to
the products ofAmerican farms and Ameri-
can mills. The Call would have pre-
fetred to see Mr.Blame make a suggestion
that the present duties on sugar should be
continued until the exp-rjAntof beet sugar
production has been fairly tried. That in-
dustry is practically but two or three years
old. The conditions under which it is now-
prosecuted are so different from those which
have prevailed that past experience goes for
nothing. The difference between the exports
of the United States to the countries soutli
of us aud our imports from them would
largely disappear should the beet-sugar in-
dustry fulfillits present promise. But the
Democrats will certainly be disappointed in
any expectations ofa split in the Kepubli-
can party ou the tariff question. The main
issue is a tariff for revenue, which is but lit-
tle better than free trade, and the protective
policy under which the country lias made
such marvelous progress in the last thirty
years.

FRENCH WINES.

AParis journal lives under the impression
that the best classes in the United States
would protest against any tariff revision
that would exclude or greatly increase the
cost of French luxuries, including French
wines. Without doubt then: are Americans
who do nut think tliey have dined unless
bottles bearing French labels have adorned
their table, but this class is not sufficiently
numerous todictate the American policy in
regulating trade between nations. It is
possible that the McKinley bill would
have been matured if the French Govern-
ment had not prohibited the sile of Ameri-
can pork in France, but the fact of prohibi-
tion would be a justification, if one were
needed, of -.in increase in the duties on
French luxuries. It would be difficult to
mention any product of France that does
not fiud a good substitute iv some kind of
American products. :French champagne is
superior to California champagne, but the
number of Americans who habitually drink
French' wines of any kind is small. Then-
are articles of French manufacture which
perhaps are not equaled in elegance and
finish by likearticles from American mills,
but in most cases the difference is largely Im-
aginative. Dealers in imported articles are
constantly assuring : their customers; that
native goods are lacking in something which
the foieign articles possess. But Ifanything
should happen toshut om the foreign articles,
American purchasers would be surprised to
find how -good -a substitute American mills
could produce. While there- may still be a
desirable exchange .of products between

France and the United States, it will be
better for France not to run away -with the
idea that French luxuries are indispensable

to our happiness.

THE A3IEKICAN MARKETS.

ALondon correspondent represents Chann-
cey Depew as saying: "Ican hardly tellyou
of the terror that prevails in France and Ger-
many about the passage of the McKinley
bill. Tills terror has broken through the
officialcrust of the upper classes, and soaked
wellinto the people of tliemainifacturingdis-
triets." The McKinley billproposes a rateof
tariff duties that willenable American manu-
facturers to do much of the work now done
in Europe. Such is the object of the bill,
and the terror whichMr.Depew describes in-
dicates a belief on the part of foreign manu-
facturers that it will accomplish its object.
While holding to a considerable extent mar-
kets so valuable to them, France anilGer-
many began some years ago a waron Amer-
ican "products. They wanted to get their fine
goods into the American market, but were
unwilling to take American coarse products
in return. Doth France and Germany de-
scended to the dodge of officially declaring
that the importation of American pork was
prohibited on account of d'si-iisc. If they
had put a prohibitive duty on pork Ameri-
cans would have had nothing to say. We
could have replied to that aiguinent by sub-
jecting certain articles which formthe bulk
of French and German exportatlons to duties
that would have kept them out of our mar-
ket. But France and Germany want our
market and their own too. The passage of
the McKinley bill will bring them to their
senses. IfCongress had passed such a billas
isnow before itwhen Minister Sargent rep-
resented to the American Government the
true nature of the German interdict of Amer-
ican pork it would have impressed European
statesmen withsome respect. We have now
at the bead of the Government a more
thorough American than we had when Sar-
gent was permitted to resign because Bis-
marck made his official residence in Berlin
unpleasant. We have also a Congress which
does not frame measures with an especial

view to our industrial competitors across the
Atlantic. Under these changed conditions it
is I'l-'tycertain that a tariff bill willnot be
thrown aside because European nations do
not like some of itsprovisions.

KILLED HIS SON.

Joseph Klll-im-in llurlß n r»lr of Shenrs
Willi Terrible Results.

A Martin-street tailor threw a pair of
heavy shears at a disobedient sou, and as a
result he is a prisoner at the Sixth Precinct
Police Station, and the boy is dead. He in-
tended simply to enipha.ize his commands,
but the missile was hurled withdeadly effect,
and a moment's action caused by hasty tem-

per may be regretted for a lifetime. The
unfortunate affair occurred at Joseph Klit/.-
man'a tailor-shop, on Martin street. The
building is his residence also, but a large
room in the rear has been set apart as a
sewing-room. A Leader reporter learned
from Klitzman that the trouble arose at 2:30
o'clock yesterday afternoon. He told the
boy to do some work, but the latter insisted
that he should be permitted to play. The
probability is that he desired to practice
with a violin of which be was very fond.
Klitzman was inbad humor and the boy's
conduct threw him into a rage. He reached
over to the table and picking up apair of
heavy shears by the points threw them at bis
son. The shears skipped along over the
top of the table, and the boy jumped to get
out of the way, but he was too late and the
sharp point penetrated his left side. The
shears were a foot in length and weighed
neatly a pound. Even then it was not
thought that the boy was badly hurt, and
no attention was paid to bim when he
sought solitude in another part of the
house. About an hour later, Klitzman's
relatives say, one of the working girls
found Frank sitting on a bench covered
with blood. She gave the alarm and Dr.
Cook was summoned, He found thai au
artery had been severed and that the
shears had penetrated the left lung. The
boy bad lost a great quantity of blood, and
there was small hope of saving his life.
Later, Dr. limits was called, Itis said that
when the physician had succeeded in
staunching the external flow of blood
there were indications of internal heiuorr-
hage.

About 7 o'clock last evening the boy sud-
denly brightened up, his pulse became reg-
ular aud there was a glimmer of hope.
He wis given only a brief respite, however,
ami soon lie began to sink rapidly. His
deatli occurred about 7:45 o'clock, and was
probably due to the gnat loss of blood.

When Klitzman found that his son was
badly injured his anger quickly gave way
to remorse and be was almost beside him-
self with grief.

She left
the room temporarily, but had only gone a
few steps ben the shrieks of her boy brought
her hurriedly back to the room. She
pushed the door open and was horrified to
see him enveloped in Haines. His cries
brought many of the guests to the room,
and one. of them succeeded in extinguishing
the dailies by throwing a coat over the un-
fortunate boy. .-'•- v*

His mother was terror-stricken at the
sight, but when the flames were put out re-
covered tier composure sufficiently to enable
Dr. Armstrong to make an examination of
the poor boy's badly charred body. Deep
furrows were burned into the flesh at sev-
eral points, and on the right side the fire had
eaten its way almost iuto the lung. The
hoy's suffering was of the most excruciating
kind, and no antidote, however powerful,
had any effect inameliorating it, and after a
night of terrible agony death came as a wel-
come relief to him. The cause of the sad
affair was a lighted candle, which fell
against the boy's clothes while he was unty-
ing his shoes.

FRANCHISE WANTEI

A Petition to Build a New Cable Route
in Orsss View*

J. XX. Hartzell, Behrend Joost and XV. F.
Thomas filed a petition with the Board of
Supervisors yesterday asking for a street
railroad franchise for fifty years along _____
following 'route: Commencing at the cor-
ner of Steuart and Market streets, thence
along Steuart to Harrison, thence to Stanley
place, to Bryant street, to Eighth street,
along Eighth to Harrison, thence to Four-
teenth, to Guerrero, to San Jo*.e avenue, to
Thirtieth, toChenery, tothe old San Jose
nail, to Broad street in the town of Ocean
View, along and upon Broad street to Cap-
ital street, to Sagamore, to Orizaba, to Kail-
road avenue, to Arch street, thence across
the Southern Pacific railway track to the
county line; also commencing at the corner
of Guerrero and Eighteenth streets, along
Eighteenth to Folsom avenue, to Casella
avenue, thence to Turk Lane road, thence
to Ashbury street, thence to Frederick
Street) thence to Stanyan street.

The petitioners agree to expend §50,000 on
the road withinone year if they are granted
the franchise. They also agree to pay into
the City Treasury 2 per cent of the annual
gross receipts, to build cither. a cable or
electric road, to buy and manufacture all
their material in California and to transport
passengers for cents.
