QUAY ATTACKED.

Unosual Proceedings in the
House,

Kennedy of Ohio Denounces the Semator
for His Silence.

The Clayton-Breckinridge Contest Calls Out
Strong Language From a Repub-
lican Member.

Special Dispatches to THE MORNING CALL.

WaAsniNGToN, Sept. 3.—This morning
during the absence of the Speaker, on mo-
tion of Cannon of Illinois, Burrows of Mich-
igan was elected Speaker pro tem of the
House, aud took the chair amid applause
from both sides.

Mausur of Missouri reported a resolution
authorizing a sub-committee of the Com-
mittee on Territories to proceed to Arizona
and New Mexico and inquire into the social,
educational, financial and moral conditions
existing in those Territories, and to report
whetner they are prepared for Statehood,
also to visit Utah and inquire into the ex-
tent of celestial marriages in that Territory.

Buchanan objected to its consideration.

The House then proceeded to the consider-
ation cf the Clayton-Breckinridge case.

Bergen resunied his argument in favor of
unseating Dreckinridge., After depicling
thbe assassination Clayton he ecriticized
Breckinridge for not resigning his seat and
there¢by disowning the advantage he had
gained from the murder. He had not done
so, but be had stood by those who had stocd
by him at the death. Was Breckinridge a
party to the conspitacy which ended in the
tragedy? He trusted not. He was almost
ready to say he believed not. He would
feel very sad to make any statement on this
floor as terrible as that, but it had been in
Breckinridge’'s power io save the life of
Clayton. Had he done it? It was said he
had. He (Bergen) trusted that he had, but
the gentleman evaded saying so.

Crisp of Georgia said the whole majority
report was founded upon suspicion ani not
upon proof. There had been one ballet-box
stolen, but giving Clayton every vote cun-
tained therein, there would have been bpo
change in the prima facie case. A certifi-
cate had been given to Breckinridge long be-
fore the assassination of Clayton. Crisp
then gave notice that he would, at the
prover time, move to recommit the pending
resolutions with instructions to the Commit-
tee on Elections to ascertain whether Breck-
inridge or Clayton received a majority of
the votes cast at the election.

Lacey of Iowa replied to Crisp acd crit-
icized the minority report.

Quthwaite of Olio argued in support of
the sitting member retaining s seat.

Kelley of Kansas spoke in favor of the
majority report and Kennedy of Ohio drew
from the details of the Clayton-Breckin-
ridge case the conclusien that a Federal
election law should be enacted. He re-
flectcd severely upon the Senators who had
been oprosed to the Lodge Bill. For himself,
confident in the doctrines of the Republican
party and fully committed to the princi-
ples of that party, Le must forever dissent
from the cowardly surrender which hauls
down the flerz and strikes the colors of the

Republican party to defeat the foe.
Coutinuing, be eaid: “That the Elee-
tion Bill was kiled by Republicans,

or pretended Republicans, is true, without
fair treatment the biil which the House of
Representatives said imperatively was de-
manded for the preservation of its own honor
and for its safety and stability and for the
protection of the whole country against
outrage and intimidation and violence
15 deliberately put aside without a hearing
and witifout an Ul'{‘()l‘!lllti()‘ forconsideration.
When before in all the past history of legis-
lation has one House of Congress deliber-
ately put upon another the mark of its
derision and contempt. The considaration
of this measure was demanded by every
sense of dec:ney apd honor, It was de-
wanded by the House of Representatives,
that its floor might be purged of those who
are enabled to enter by reason of viclence
apd murder. The Senate of the United
States will learn there i3 a bar of public
opinion, and that at that bar it is now being
tried. The cloak of Senatorial courtesy has
become a stench in the nostrils and a by-
word in the meuths of all bonest citizens of
the land. It makes acloak behind which
ignorant and arrogant wealth can purchase
its way to power and then hide its
cowardiy head Dehind the shameless
yrotection of Senatorial silence, It seems to
¢ a cloak that shall cover up from the pub-
lic gaze of an outraged preople, infamies
which demand an investgation and which
merit the punishwent of broken laws and
viclated statutes. It means a cloak behind
which petty party bickerings may barter
away a party’s principles and play the dema-
gogue in the face of the people. It means a
cloak behind which pretenued fairness hides
its dishonest bead whilein secretit is trading
and trafficking in the rights and liberties of
the people. 1t means a cloak under which
not only the timid, but the cowardly poli-
tician ean cover up his tracks and be either
foul or fair as necessity demands. The hour
for Senatorial courtesy has passed. The ox-
team of Senatorial progress must give way
to the motor of a more enlightened and
progressive and determined age. Let the
old and threadbare cleak of Senatorial
courtesy be hung up with the sickle and
flail of bygone days.

Referring to the betrayal of Christ by
Judas, Kennedy said: *It was ineet and
fitting that Judas should be paid 30 marks
of silver; it was still part of the eternal fit-
ness of things that, having been guiity of
the basest crime ot all centuries, he should
go out and bang himself. History is repeat-
ing itself. 'The great party of the republie,
baving lived for thirty-five years, never yet
assisted in riveting the shackles on a human
being, and now, when it was to be expected
it would redeem its pledges and be faitbful
to its history, it is about to prove false, and
its oft-repeated promises are not to Le re-
deemed. It comes victorious from every
field, and if it fails now it finds in its
vwn party those who are faithless
to the trust reposed in them. If it is to be
crucified, 1t is oniy because its chesen lead-
ers have chosen to bargain away its princi-
ples for the tricks and petty schiemes of pol-
iticians. Judas Iscariot of 2000 years ago is
to find a counterpart 1n the Judas Iscariot of
to-day. The Judas who took thirty pieces
of silver and went and hanged himself has
lett an example for the Mait Quays that is
well worthy of their imitation. Some time
since I stood in my place on this floor and
denounced a Senator because, when rharge;i
with corruption and branded with infamy,
he did not arise in his seat and demand an
investigation and inquiry that should estab-
lish the purity of bis actions and his per-
sonal honor. One other occupying a high
p ace in the councils of the party to which
1 belong has suffered himself month in and
mounth out to be charged with crimes and
misdemeanors for which, if guilty, he should
have been condemned under the laws of his
State  and had meted out to him
the fullest measures of its punishment.
Tnis man. is a Republican. Shall 1
now remain silent? 1Is 1t- just and honest
to remain in my seat silent because one who
is azused of crimes and refuses to seek for
vindication is a Republican, and that Re-

ublican a recognized leader of my party?
Neither decency nor honor would permit me
todo so. 1do not know whether the charges
made against the Cnairman of the Republi-
can National Committee are true or false,
but 1 do kuow they have been made by jour-
nals of character and standing again and
again, and 1 do know that in the face of
these charges Mait Quay has remained
silent and neither sought nor attempted to
seek an opportunity to vindicate himself of
them. Ido know that as a great Republican
leader Lie owed it to the greut party, at whose
bead he was, either to brand them as in-
to prove their {falsity, or
he owed to that party to stund aside
from its leadership. He bas not done
either, and for this I denounce him. The
Republican party cannot afford to follow
the lead of a branded criminal.

THE SENATE.

Call’s Reso'ution Demanding Redress for the
Killing of Barrundia.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 3.—This morning
Call offered a resolution, which was referred
to the Committee on Foreign Relations, de-
claring that the murder of General Barrun-
dia on the steamer Acapuleco by the author-
ities of Guatemala, while he was under the
protection of the flag of the United States,
is an insult to the people of the United
States and demands prompt action for re-
dress,

Edmunds addressed the Seunate. lie re-
ferred to the asseition 1 Vauce's speech
lust evening that the farmer bore ail tue
burden of customs duties, while he lad no
benelit from them. Edmunds went on to
wenticn miea, tobaceo, rice, pitel, tar auvd
turpentine, the tax on which benefits the
farmers of Noith Carolina. Vance declared
for evervthing on the free list except rice,
on which the cduty is reduced. Coming to
thie question of reciprocity, Edmands re-
called the history and cited the practical
operation as injuricus to the United States
of the Canadian reciprocity treaty of 1854.
He opposed the placing of sugar on the free
list, and as to reciprocity with Central and
South America, said the demand of the
country for such commodities did not de-
pend as much upon numbers as upon the
state of its sociely, its wealth and i civili-
zation. When he looked at any Central
American or South American State he
thought, speaking with reserve and con-
servatism, that any one  hundred
average people in North Ameriea had,
during the past year consumed more of the
merchandise, food ind clothing that go to
wake up the cemfort and luxury and happi-
ness of mankind than any one thousand
average people in the Central or South
American States, ‘Therefore the expecta-
tion of the United States being able to dis-
pose of the large increase of its products
there, was,in his opinion, cne of the greatest
illusions that brilliznt men or sober states-
men had fallen into. He did not mean by
this, however, that he was willing and glad
to try it on the plan of receiving any of the
productsof those countries which the United
States did not produce, and giving to them
products which they did not produce.

Morgan addressed the Senate in support
of the amendment heretofore proposed by
him as a subsitute for Aldrich's reciprocity
amevdment. 1t provides for a duty of 3 per
cent »d valorem on corn,wheat, rye, barley,
vats, hay, straw, potatoes, cotton, live do-
mestic animals, and on asses, mules and
horses, and that when any such articles are
exported a premium of 3 per cent shall be
paid on their value to the owner. -

Voorbies addressed the Senate. Most of
his speech was devoted to a vivid and pie-
turesque denunciation of the McKinley bill.

Address of Speaker Reed Be-
- fore a Boston Audience.

Policy of Democrats in the House of
Representatives Criticized.

The Expenditures of the Government About
to Approach Receipts and Taxation
to Be Reduced.

Bosrox, Sept. 3.—Speaker Reed addressed
a large audience te-night at Faneuil Hall,
In the course of his speech he said in pait:

It Is amazing to notice the history of the House
of Representatives and Congress (o see how in
detail is ecarried out this princliple—tbat when
things are to be done the Republican party does
them. ‘The great stiuggle which has been made
by the Democrats in the House of Representae
tives for years has been not to be economical in
the expenditures of Government money,
but to cut down the sum total
of appropriations. Tley have been striving in
every way to pile up a swiplus, not meiely by
taxation, but by parsimouny in their action in the
expenditure of money. So long as they could
point 10 the clogging of busiuess, which results
from thie storing of mouney i the treasury, they
seemed happy, but now they are busily engaged
iu showing that the surplus has disappeared.
They are unable to Le contented, elther with
a surplus or without one. There 1s not doubt
but wbat the expenditures of the Govern-
ment are about to approach the receipts,
but any man would make a mistake If he
believed it was in any way the result of extra-
vagauce or carelessness with public money.

$60,000,000 in addition thereto.

This
action is eriticized by the strikers, who say
the committee exceed its authority.

‘I'he trouble in the union arose from the
discontent of radicals with the actlon of the
council in allowing men to go to work for
such besses as accepted unicn conditions.
The radicals insisted on an all-around strike,
while the conservatives, who were in a ma-
jority, insisted their plan was best and that
it could be followed by a general strike
next spring, if necessary, to bring the re-
maining besses into line. President O’Con-
nell, of the council, was also President of
Union No. 1, and when attacked by the
radicals last night resigned that position and
to-day resigned the presidency of the coun-
cil. Notwitlistanding the fact that Union
No. 1 sent new and radical delegates into the
council, the conservative policy was again
indorsed this afternoon.

NEw Yonrk, Sept. 3.—Before the State

Stevens tola
him he had better get out of the Knights or
it might cost him his bread and butter.

BuFFaAvLo, Sept. 3.—The News says that a
large meeting of strikers was held at East
Buffalo last night and the strike was for-
mally declared off. ‘This morning the
strikers flocked to the Esst Buffalo yards
and dozens asked for reinstatement, but they
were refused their old positions by Mr. Ma-
loney, who said he had strict orders not to
take any of the men back.

Probable Action of Congress on
the Tariff.

Blaine's Reciprocity Scheme Likely to Re-
ceive Scant Courtesy.

An Adjournment Assured by the First of
October — Production of Beet
Smgar In Nebraska.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 3.—The Evening Star
says: Congress has reached the beginning
of the end. Itis a foregone conclusion that
the Finance Committee’s amendment as a
substitute for the Blaine reciprocity proposi-
tion will be adopted by the Senate. The
majority of the Ways and Means Commit-
tee, recognizing this, have been considering
the matter and have so far advanced toward
an understanding that it is probable they
will not be long in reaching an agreement
when the matter gets into conference. The
popular favor with which Mr. Biaine’s
reciprocity suggestion was received has
compelled the leaders in both Houses to
yield, but in so doing they are discrediting
the plan as much as possible.

They are pursing their lips and saying:
“ Ol raciprocity is a good thing if it were
only practicable. We’ll try a little of it
where it will do no harm.”” Mr. Sherman’s
criticism of the Hale amendment yesterday
was a whack at Mr. Blaine over the shounld-
ers of Mr. Hale, and this morning Mr.
Edmunds gotin his blow at the Plumed
Knight by the suggestion that it was a very
pretty theory, but as impracticable and de-
lusive a thing as ever occurred to a brilliant
man or sober statesman.

The amendment will go through thus dis-
credited, and in the House the men who
had to abandon the idea of reading Blaine
from the party will ease their feelings by
slurring at his plan, and then adopting a
little of it. Having decided on this course,
they are counting on an adjournment be-
tween the 21st and 25th of this month.

It is believed now that there will not be
much discussion on the Tariff Bill in the
House after it comes from the Senate.
Urged by their desire to get home, the Sen-
ators are now not about to indulge their
feeling of resentment on account of the
failure of the Elections Bill and the injec-
tion of the reciprocity question into their
Tariff Bill, but will swallow their indigna-
tion with a few gulps and get away as soon
as possible.

The Tariff Bill will probably be sent to
the conference very soon after it reaches
the House, and there the members, al-
ready having bhad the questions that will
then arise under their individual cousidera-
tion, the matter is promised to be speedily
disposed of, and Congress will probably be
in shape to adjourn by the 1st of October.

NEW YORK, Sept. 3.—Congressman Me-
Kinley, in an interview here yesterday, said
he thinks Congress will adjourn about Octo-
ber 1st. He is confident a tariff bill will be

passed.

BEET SUGAR.

Senator Manderson S8ays Nebraska Will Rival
Califernia in Production.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 3. —An interview
with Senator Manderson furnishes the
paiticulars concerning the extent to which
Nebraska hopes to rival California in the
production of beet sugar. Manderson says
that Nebraska sugar beets preduce about 19
per cent by saccharine matter, as against 15
per cent of the German article. Three
thousand acres are now under cultivation
for use in the Grand Island Sugar Factory.
1his, in spite of the dvought, will yield fif-
teen tons of beets to the acre. "I think
that there is every prospect that within a
few years beet sugar enough will be pro-
duced in the United States 1o supply the en-
tire demand for home consumption.” Man-
derson also calls attention to the fact that
our sngar importations from Germany have
increased three-fold within the last fiseal
year. During the year ended June 3, 1889,
we imported 200,000,000 pounds from the
German Empire. During the last fiscal year
the importations from the same source ex-
ceeded 600,000,000 pounds, He says that he
introduced bhis amenament yesterday in re-
sponse to suggestions by Nebraska beet-
sugar men, who stated the ehange would
give them the little protection they asked
in Dbetter torm than that prorosed by the
original Aldrich amendment to the McKin-
ley bill

THE SUGAR SCHEDULE.

Provisions of the Substitute to Ba Offered by
Senator Gibson.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 3.—The substitute
for the sugar schedule of the tariff, to be pro-
posed by Senator Gibson, provides for levy-
ing the following duties on all sugars not
above No. 13: Syrups and molasses, testing
by the polariscope not above 75° 7-10 of 1
cent per pound ; for every additional degree,
2.100 of 1 cent; all sugars between No. 13
and Ne. 17, 133 cents per pound;: between
No. 16 and No. 20, 1% cents per pound;
above No. 20, 2 cents per pound; molasses
testing above 56° 4 cents per gallon. Pro-
vided, that if ang expori duty be laid on
sugar or molasses by any country from which
it may Le imported, such sugar or molasses
shall be subject to a duty as now provided
by law. Sugar candy and all confectionery
made wholly or in part of sugar, valued at
12 cents or less a pound, and refined sugars,
tinctured, colored, or in any way adulterated,
5 cents per pound. All other confectionery
50 per cent ad valorem. Giucose 3 of a cent

per pound.

THE CONDUCTUR’S LOT.

It Looks Like an Easy Job,
Watches Lots of Thinga.

The average conductor in a railway ecar
takes your ticket and punches it two or
three times anywhers in the general endeavor
to make queer little holesinit. No: sothe
conductor of a Pennsylvania company’s
train. Every long-distance ticket issued by
the Pennsylvania road has numbers stamped
on it, indicating where it should be punched
Each conduector, as the traveler is handed on
from one to the other, punches in a new
place with a different kind of punch. Each
of these punches is registered with the con-
ductor’s name, so that, when the ticket is
finally taken up and turned in full of queer
holes, the railroad man at the end of the
road can tell exactly through whose hands
the traveler has passed.

If the conductor punches in the wron
place, or fails to punch, this is registere
against him. The knowleige of this con-
stant check tends to make him eareful to get
all the tickets and to punch them properly.
Altegether the conductor is a pretly busy
man. After his trip is over he has two
hours of solid work sorting out tickets, val-
ancing those over his division and making
up his cash accounts.

On the suburban roads these conductors’
accounts are footed up every day for every
train, so that the company knows every day
just how much each train hasearned the day

efore. Of counrse, all this means hard work
for the conduetor.—N. Y. World.
