1 INK AND SHERMAN".

Senator Sherman rather sharply criticized
the reciprocity amendment of Senator Bale
to the Tariff Bill, aid if the amendment
was correctly defined by the Ohio Senator,
his criticism was as Just as sharp. Sherman
said that Bale's amendment "authorized
the President of the United States, without
further legislation, to declare the ports of
the United States free and open to all
products of any nation of the American
hemisphere upon which no export duties
are imposed." Itis not surprising that so
experienced a legislator as Senator Sherman
should oppose such an amendment. Senator
Hale defended bis amendment on the ground
that it had not been carefully drawn,
but was simply intended to propose the
principle of reciprocity. The principle of
reciprocity, as Mr. Blame has defined it,
lies in the selection of certain articles of
foreign products from the mass of foreign
products and the admission of the products
selected free of duty upon the agreement of
certain nations to admit certnin selected
American products either free or at reduced
rates. lii Mr. Blame's Waterville speech
lie did not propose to apply the doctrine of
reciprocity indiscriminately to all the prod-

ucts of the nations with which he might
enter into reciprocal trade relations. For
example, we might r.dmit suaar free from
certain South American countries and re-
fuse to admit wool free. The object to be
kept in view in all cases is the welfare of
our own country. We may admit on special

-terms such products as will not injuriously
affect our own industries and refuse toadmit
on similar terms those which would. The
reply of Senator. Sherman to Senator Hale
indicates the weak point of the reciprocity
idea. Sherman thinks that if we are t.
have reciprocity with any people itshould
be with Canada. But Mr. Sherman did not
show how reciprocity with Canada would
benefit this country. The general opinion is
that itwould not. Canada certainly offers
no market for American products corre-
sponding ln magnitude to that this country
can offer to Canadian products. While Mr.
Blame's reciprocity proposition is entitled, to careful consideration, itwillinany event
be attended :with difficulties.!Trade rela-
tions with nations with which we refuse to
enter into reciprocal arrangements may be
sacrificed. The "favored nation clause"
which enters intomost modern treaties may
work to neutralize the value of special privi-
leges. Itshould be Iremembered, also, that
inentering into special trade arrangements
withany country, Jwe expose ourselves to*
competition from, countries withwhich we
have :'\u25a0 no such arrangements. European

manufacturers may establish their Indus,

tries in a country with which we have re-
ciprocal trade relations and thus flood the
American market with goods at lower rates
of duty than we impose on the prodiC's of
European mills.

FUNDING ISSUES.

Our Democratic contemporaries think
they could make better headway, in the
present campaign if the Republicans would
discuss national issues more and local
issues less. 'They imagine that it would be
easier tocreate a prejudice against tho Fed-
eral Election Billthan toexplain now Buck-
ley's candidate for Governor can be a better
Governor than Buckley himself would be.
When nominations to Congress are made
national issues willbe discussed to some ex-
tent, but the urgent business Republicans
have on hand is to take the State and city

out of Buckley's control. The Federal Elec-
tion Billwillkeep. The tariff is in a fair
way to be dispos dof at the present session
of Congress. National affairs are in such
good hands that people in this distant State
can, without neglect of other duties, devote
their energies to the overthrow of t-i^.iii
who controlled the last session of the Cali-
fornia Ligislature.

THE Tll)liOF IJI.IIIOKAIIOX,

Itappears from the returns of the Immi-
gration Department at New York that the
influxof Europeans is again on the Increase,
but that the immigrants come from the south
instead of the north cf Europe. There is a
a heavy falling (IV in the immigration from
Gieat Britain, Germany and Scandinavia,
and a still larger increase in the arrivals
from Austria, Hungary and Italy. An in-
crease is also noted in the immigration from
Kussia, chiefly from Russian Poland.

Untilquite lately there was substantially
no immigration of people from Southern
Europe to tnis country. During the sixty-

seven years from IS2O to 18SU inclusive, the
total number of immigrants who arrived here
from ..ii.trc-llini_.ary was only 278,000, and
from Italy 227,000, as against 5,688,000 from
die British Isles and 4,1.0,1..- from Ger-
many. The pressure ofpopulation in South-
ern Europe was not so keenly felt as in the
north, and the means of immigration were
not so handy. Now Northern Europe
seems to have relieved itself of a sufficient
proportion of its surplus to leave elbow-
room for the people who stayed at home,
and lines oilsteamers from Trieste and Ital-
ian porta have enabled the Italians and Aus-
trians to make llieir way to New York at
small expense and without extraordinary
delay, InItaly, and probably to some ex-
tent in i-Hungary likewise, ithas been
the policy of the Governments to encourage
emigration to the United States in order to
relieve the labor markets. This will not go
on long. lliere is no great surplus of popu-
lation in Southern Europe; a very moderate
outflow will cause a scarcity of labor, and
then the Governments will try as hard to
keep their people at home as Bismarck did
in Germany four or five years ago. Spain is
already taking energetic measures to cheek
the emigration of Spanish agriculturists to
the Argentine Republic.

The Eastern papers are not pleased at the
advent of Huns and Poles and Russians and
Italians, who are generally ignorant ofour
language. Those the. papers urge are poor ma-
terial to make citizens of. They object especi-
ally to the arrival of colonies of Russian and
Polish Jews. But there appears to be no
prospect that newspaper articles willcheck
the influx of the human tide. Population
will always flow frcm countries where itis
in excess to countries where it is sparse. It
would be better, probably, if these Czechs
and Croats and Calabriar.s who are being
dumped by the thousand on the New York
docks were men of our race, speaking our
tongue and imbued with a capacity to com-
prebend our institutions. Put if they are
not, this country will have to make the best
cf them, such as they are, unless a time
should come

—
if which there is no present

prospect— that Congress should put a stop to
such immigration.

The law as it stands requires the Immigra-
tion Commission of New York to examine
every immigrant when he lands. Ifhe be
found to he permanently diseased, blind,
crippled, lunatic or a pauper, the ship which
brought him is bound to give a bond, that
be will not put the State to expense for his
sui it, or to tako him back. In fact, a
number of persons whoare apparently un-
able to earn a living are sent back every
week, though the law is not rigidlyenforced.

mi;-SCHOOLS AMI tui_ library.

The controversy which occurred at the
Tuesday meeting of the Trustees of the Free
Public Library should attract public notice.
Twenty-three High School teachers begged
the board to allow e_.„i teacher to draw
from the library nt one time ten bor._s rela-
ting to the subjects which tliey teach, for
use iiithe class-rooms. The application was
indorsed by Mr/Bishop and Mr. O'Connor,
but failed to command a majority vote of
the Trustees, and wasconsequently defeated.

On the general proposition that the Free
Library should, as far as consistent with its
general usefulness, be placed at the service
of the teachers of tlie common schools, there
willhe no difference of opinion. The books
cannot be put to better use than in aiding
the "course of instruction at the schools,
But whether each teacher should be allowed
ten books at the same time, and should be
allowed to keep them so long as the subjects
of which they treat are being taught in the
schools, must depend on the capacity of the
library, and the drain upon its resources
which the new rule would cause. There aie
in the Free Library, at the present time,

about 0,000 books, exclusive of pamphlets
and duplicates. There are in the common
schools about 838 teachers, exclusive of
principal* without classes. To supply each
of tliese 808 with ten books would lake out
of the library 8380 books, and the withdrawal
wouldpractically be permanent. Moreover,
in a large proportion of cases, the teachers
would all ask for the same books, which
would quire ilie purchase by the library
Trustees of some 800 duplicates of popular
and standard text-books. This would seem
on the face of it to be diverting the library
from its innnal purpose. The object sought
would be better attained by increasing the
libraries attached to the sehco's.

Trustee Taylor, who opposed the teachers'
application, argued that the library was es-
tablished for the uso of the people at large,
aud not for scholars or teachers in the com-
mon schools only. That is tlie view which
the public will probably take on the Ques-
tion. The Public Library was established
for the use of nil, mid no one class, however
worthy, can claim more than its share. It
would not he fair to deny to the mechanic,
or the professional man, or the college
student, the use of im i-riant text-books,
because school-teachers bad taken them out
for their purposes. Itis not.'is if the schools
were ia pecuniary straits. The School De-
partment has plenty of money ;if the books
are needed by the schools let tbem be bo.'gtit

THE VALPARAISO l-IOT.

The riot at Valparaiso reminds the reader
of the old stories of battles in Spanish
America, in which the belligerents fought
all day with unexampled fury, and when
nightfall camo the list ot casualties
amounted to one drummer-boy wounded in
the back. The tale reads like a scene from
an opera bonff.*. .':._.

lt seems that the stevedores demanded
pay in coiu instead of paper. Th? discount
on tlie taper is small; there is less than
twenty-five million dollars of itin circula-
tion, and the amount is being steadily di-
minished. But the stevedores wanted silver
dollars, and, as the ship-owners did not
have them, a street row ensued, '. the ;Cus-
tom-house was closed, and business ceased.
Then, by way of helping the merchants to
get silver, the rioters wrecked a few
-factories, plundered stores, sacked the
bakeries and killed workmen who refused
to join them. On this the troops were
called out. What ensued Is best told in the
language of the dispatch: "The officer in
command asked tbe ilunderers to with-
draw; as they did not do so, the soldiers
withdrew." . Tj'XTA.*

It appears
thai the guardians and the disturbers of
tbe peace went on hacking each other with
swords until nightfall, when _iGeneral
Valdivieso loomed up witha battery of :ar-
tiller., and the mob took refuge "indrink-
ing-shops.".,

UnIIORIAL NOTES.

The celebration of the twentieth anniversary

of the surrender of Napoleon at Sedan marks
the rapid flightof time. The two leading char-

ters hi that memorable event, Emperor William
and Ivapoleon 111, together with many of tnose
who participated in tlie stirring campaign of
1870, have ln turn capitulated to a foe more in-
vincible, who spares neither the rich and power-
ful nor the poor and lowly. Another -genera-

tion .supplies the leading characters, but still
some of the fairest valleys of Europe are peopled
by vast armies. The tramp, iramp of invading
legions has given place to mimic wars less costly,

it Is true, but the militaryburdens have become
so onerous that many believe the crisis cannot

be much longer avert"d. Will it result In an-
other sanguinary war or dlsbandment and the
blessings ot loug wished for peace?

The Venezuelan Claims Commission, created
by the last Congress, has finished its labors,

the result ot winch caused surprise In some
quarters. When the commission ol 1808 an-
nounced awards in twenty-four cases amounting

to neaily 53,000,000, Venezuela paid 15
per cent of Uie amount aud bled a protest, lt
was charged that members of that commission
bad accepted the offices of attorney to some of
the claimants.' The new commission reviewed
these claims and of the twenty-four allowed
then only eight have been recognized by the
Commissioners who made nominal awards In
lour oilier cases, the total amount allowed being

(986,000 against £3,000,000 in1808.

Congressman MeKinley expresses the belief
lhat Congress willadjourn about the lst ot Octo-
ber. Itts also repoited that at a recent confer-
ence or the Republican leaders the conclusion
was reached that an adjournment could be taken
about the 25th of September. The impression
prevailed that the TariffBUIand oilierImportant
measures would be out of the way before that
lime and (hat tbe remaining legislation could be
safely left tillnext session. A great deal of valu-
able lime lias been so far frittered away by the
filibustering tactics of the ohstiiiclioulsts, but
nevertheless much good work has been accom-
plished. -

The Southern War Claims Bill as passed by
the House disposes ot a large number of claims
against tho Government for supplies taken and
used by Hie Union forces. The awards made by

the Court of Claims, and embodied lathe bill,
aggregate $r>30,000. The claims pending before
ilie court aggregate nearly 510,000,000, but 11 is
believed this amount willbe reduced to £5,000,-
--000. The passage of this bill will penult

claims" Enloe to take a vacation, for lie has
beeu continually clamoring tor the consideration
of the hill.

Treasury statistics show that during tbe past
year the balance of trade was Inour favor,tbe
imports of merchandise having reached $79,.,-
--071,719, and Hie exports -.800,015,507, the ad-
vantage In our favor reaching 164,9-3,788.
Whereas in ihe previous year the balance of
trade against us inmerchandise was $8,101,040.
This shows that In the past year the United
Slates profited by $73,045,423 more than in the
previous year.

Senatorial eloquence costs Hits country a good
round turn. Itis estimated that so far the tariff
debate has taken up 1100 pages of the Con-
gressional Record. The official reporter calcu-
lates that the Democrats have occupied about
two-thuds of the lime since the bill has beeu
under discussion.
