His Office Clerks.

C.J. Wsodbury," President of the Wood-
bury Oil Company, at 123 California street,
was arrested by the United States Marshal
yesterday on an .indictment found against
himby the Federal Grand Jury, in whichhe
is cliaiged with opening and reading letters
belonging toother people. ,;

Woodbury, aspires, to social 'leadership
in Oakland, and lias obtained imore or less
recognition in local literary circles as a man
of literary attainments.

In Woodbury's office, at 123 California
street, are J. P. S. Smith, D. M. Blank, Eu-
gene Ensign aud a man named Nunan.
When the mail came to the office in the
morning itis charged that Woodbury would
open every letter addressed to these gentle-
men by means of a wet blotter ora lead-pen-
cil. Alter he had read the letters he would
seal them up agaiu and hand them to the
persons to whom they were addressed.

Both Mr. Smith and Mr. Blank aver that
they have received their letters still wet
from the opening process, and that when
-Woodbury had been taxed with opening
them he had said,

The gentlemen in the office determined to

put it stop to ihe matter, and the next morn-
ing when their letters were handed them
Mr. Smith look one of his and examined it.
