A MYSTERIOUS CASE.
A Consumptive Dies With a Bullet

Wound in His Breast.

Itis necessary to add another to the list of
mysterious cases which have recently oc-
curred in this city and concerning which it
is not only difficult but practically impossi-
ble to form any theory.

This is the case of a man who has been ill
with consumption for tho past year, and
who returned to the city about a month ago
in a very weak condition, and who became
gradually so low that it was impossible for
him to get out of bed;so it was only a ques-
tion of a few days before he would die, and
yesterday he was found witha pistol wound
in the breast, which is said to have existed
since Monday last, but with no blood stains
upou him, no powder marks, and no
weapon of any description. What is known
of the case is its follows:

Yesterday afternoon at 4:30 o'clock Dr.L.
W. Newell of 050 Howard street came to the
Morgue aud reported to Coroner Eaton that
a patient of his named Martin 11. Donahue,
residing at 443 Miuna street, had died shortly
before noun yesterday and before dying had
confessed that he had shot himself in the
upper part of the chest on Monday last. An
examination disclosed a pistol-snot wound.
Dr. Newell said liehad been attending the
deceased for upward of a year past, who
had been suffering from consumption, aud
who had returued from the country about a
month ago, since which time he had been
gradually sinking; that he was called in to
see Donahue about iior lio'clock yesterday
morning, at which time he made the con-
fession above stated. Deputy Coroner Mag-
uer went to the house of the deceased aud
found him to lie iva very emaciated condi-
tion with tlio wound described, but whether
he died from the effects of the disease or the
wound he could not determine. A post-
mortem examination willbe had.

Dr. Newell was visited by a Call re-
porter last evening and asked about the
particulars of tho case. He maintained an
air of mystery and sild the family did not
wish to have the matter talked aboul, but

cross-questioning elicited the Information
that Donahue had confessed to him that he
had shot liimsell on Monday last, but that
lie had given no reason for it. He admitted
that there were no powder marks and no
blond stains, and added that the man could
only have lived a lew days longer at best,
and that he was suffering no pain from his
disease.

Mis. Donahue, the widow ofthe deceased,
was at ber home and made the statement
that she knew nothing about the matter
other than that her husband had confessed
to the doctor in her presence yesterday
morning that he had shut himself acciden-
tally while toying with a pistol. She said
she had been bis only and constant attendant
since his return from the country a month
age, and that she bad not known lie was

shot until he made the statement to the
doctor. .She maintained that she had seen
no bio' d aud had found no pistol.

Father Heslin, of St. Patrick's Parish, was
next interviewed, and admitted tiiat lie had
attended tiie deceased frequently during the
past month, and knew he was going to die.
He said lie had beeu out riding yesterday
morning, and upon returning, about 11
o'clock, concluded to step in and see Mr.
Douahue. He found him in a dying condi-
tion, and at once administered the riles of
the Catholic Church to him, soon after which
lie passed away. He was surprised and its-

tonished to learn that the deceased had shot
himself, and said he had not heard of it
before.

The post-mortem examination which will
be held to-day, itis hoped, will throw some
light ion the subject 'lhe deceased was a
member of the firm of Ridey &Donahue,
saloon-keepers, of 156 Steuart street.

SHOT HIS FIANCEE.
The Cowardly Act or au Iiim.-isl._iil Con-

fidence Man.
SUMMIT (Pa.), Aug. 27.—James Harold

Sawyer, a >ouug Englishman, made a cow-
ardly attempt to lake the life of Miss Marie
Elliott at her father's handsome residence
near this place on Monday evening.

He was her affianced, and she bad just told
him she could no longer receive bis attentions.
He suddenly drew a six-shooter and fired two
shots at her, one of which grazed the lady's
chetk and carried away a portion ofher ear.

Miss Elliott and her father met Sawyer in
Europe. He was, to all appearances, a man
of means and refinement, He became at-
tached to them, and was unusually kind and
courteous. He offered lo accompany them
home, and on lhe third day of the voyage he
proposed to Miss Elliott and was accepted.

On account of Mr. Elliott's health a mar-
riage then was out of the question. On
their arrival in New York Sawyer remained
with tin-in for two months. He ihen went to
Chicago. The most affectionate letters were
exchanged and the wedding was to have
taken place In October.

.Mis- Elliott said : "Myfather then began
to realize the importance of the step Iwas
about lo take, lie thought it proper to see
what Mr. Sawyer was doing iv Chicago, and
unknown to him he started for thai city.

"He learned that Sawyer was a profes-
sional gambler, a confidence man and a fre-
quenter of the worst dens in that city. He
was also traveling der an assumed name."
Iwas shocked and 1 immediately wrote

Sawyer, breaking our engagement. On re-
ceipt of this letter be made a peremptory
demand for a fuller explanation and the
names of his accusers. To this 1 made no
reply.

"Last evening my father, in response to
the bell, opened the dew and was handed
Sawyer »card. Sawyer said justice to him-
self demanded a few minutes' interview with
me. On a promise that it would be brief
aud lhe last, be was admitted. We met in
the pallor, while my lather went into an ad-
joining room. Sawyer demanded to know
who lis accusers were. 1 told him 1 had
most convincing proof of his duplicity."

He grew violent aud declared that unless
Irevealed the names of his accusers we
would loth die together. Instantly he drew
the revolver and litid. My lather rushed
into the room and grappled with him, but
he struck him a violent blow on the head,
knocking him down. Sawyer then escaped.—

A resolution was read from the Cigar-

makers' Union asking the federation to ap-
pointa committee of five to investigate the
newspaper charges against W. A. Bushnell
and E. W. Thurinan. These two parties,

members of the Typographical Union, also
connected with the Co-operative Shirt-mak-
ers' establishment, have been accused of em-

ploying Chinese inconnection with the latter
concern. The followingcommittee was ap-
pointed: Thomas Finnerty of the Coast
Seamen's Union, C. J. Boyle of the Cigar-

makers' Union, J. F. Mullinof the Boot and
Shoe Makers' White Labor League, E. L.
Smith of the Coopers' Union, J. Kreub of
the Tanners' and Curriers' Union.

E.W. Thurinan, in behalf of the Legislative
Committee, reported that he had just re-

ceived another communication from J. D.
Huffman, Secretary of Pomona Giange, in-
forming the com mittee that -he, incompany
witha committee from the grangers, would
be in this city on Sunday next for a confer-
ence. This meeting is to aid in the promul-
gation among the laboring classes au I the
farmers of the Australian ballot system.

Charles Grambarth, President of the La-
bor-day Committee, reported that the total
receipts at Woodward's Gardens on Labor
day was $1804. The expenses had not been
fullyreported, but it was thought the net
proceeds would be about $900.

Referring to the Wellington coal mine
strike M.McGlynn said that Dunsmuir was
now in town, and recommended that the
Wellington Boycott Committee, incompany
with Johu W. Williams, President of the
Retail Grocers' Association, call upon him
and attempt another conference ivrelation
to the siiike. lthas been stated that Duns-
muir said his men struck for seven hours,
which is known to be false. Itwas sug-
gested that Mr. Williams, as leader of the
Grocers' Association, might be able to pre-
vail upon the American Sugar Refinery to
cease using Wellington coal.

Thomas Finnerty gave notice that in one
week he would move tohave a boycott lev-
ied on the Williams and National Brew-
eries, because ihey both persist in using
Wellington coal.

The Coopers' Union submitted a commu-
nication relating its difficulties with Arm-
strong, at 227 Main street, and renewing its
appeal to the federation for aid.
5. Delegate McKay, from the Coast Sea-
men's Union, submitted a resolution con-
demning the Kansas City Journal for sup-
plying non-union printers to the oilices in
Las Angeles, where the union printers are
at present striking. The resolution recom-
mended that the federation do all ln its
power to exterminate that journal. The
Committee on .
