Accoidlug to the State law It willbe lawful to
killquail on the lOlh of September, but the
bun ivisoi.of Mario County have passed a local
law which prohibits the killingolquail until the
Ist of October. -

Hunters who have in titer years been accus-
tomed to shoot over the grounds, the property of
Mr.J'arbeco, In Maun County, willbe saved con.
slderable aiiiiovanco this year by ,Brat inquiring
of the owuei of the property fora permitbefore
euieriug upon Iheestate.

Mr. l.irirefii has sufleied very much In the
past by Hie loss of several valuable cattle which
Had been wounded by reckless quail-liuulers.
The property Is wluiineasy reach of San Itafael
and Sun Francisco and as a result Ithas been
exieusively patronized by all classes of hunters,
especially mi Sundays.

Theie are mauv useful accomplishments
which may easily be taught, some of which are
not mentioned lvany work on dog-breaking with
winch 1 am familiar. Fancy tricks should not

be ti.ught a setter for many reasons, chief among
whichIs the fact Unit they have quite enough lo
acquire Inbecoming perfect in field-work.

Never permit your dog to rear up against your-
self or other person. If he does so, and is of a
timid disposition, step smartly upon his bind
toes and at the same lime mildlyrebuke him.
A few such lessons will put an end 10 tbe prac-
tice. IInot timid, eentle punishment will pre-
vent ItIt accompanied witha command "down"
ina threatening tone.

Never penult your dog to ran upon the streets
unaccompanied by yourself. It uubiokeu the
labor of breaking willbe quadrupled— ifbroken
Itinjures his usefulness. Having acquired ihe
"stieet tricks," as belore staled, he may gener-
ally be set down as worthless. Punish him
whenever you hud him away from home. A set-
ter or pointer which has been allowed to habit-
uallyrun upon the streets can usually be recog-
nized by the ctiirish manner he bus acquired of
carrying his tail curled over his back. Never
purchase one of this kind, no mallei what the
Inducements held out.

Never loan your dog under any circumstances.
-

This practice has ruined many valuable ani-
mals.

Uo not permit him to play with or obey com-
mands fromany other than yourself.

Never hunt your dog with another until thor-
oughly btuken unless Willihis brace-male; even
this latter is ofdoubtful utility.

Uuder uo circumstances permit another sports-
man to accompany you to the held until your
dug or brace of dogs is thoroughly obedient and

stanch.
.Never repeat a command, ifthe sportsman

orders the uog a half dozen times to "charge,"
"letch," etc., be only obeys when he sees hi to
do so. Kulorce Instant obedience when satisfied
he hears and understands you.

Keinember that shouting and Intempeiate
flogging may cause your dog to blink his game.

When in or out ot the held never permit him
to cross a fence in advance of yourself. The
leasun lor the rule is that lie willnever leave the
field In which you set him to work unless by
your order, iv shooting in standing corn, high
grass or weeds, and lv dense covert, nothing is
mote common than to lose your dog while lie is
pointing game. Ifhe bas beeu taught us 1sug-
gest, instead of shouting yourself hoarse or
blowingyour whistle until your face resembles a
toy balloon, go to work quietly ana seek him;
you willsurely find him In the field with your-
self, perhaps within a dozen paces of the snot
wheie you last saw him, punning probably, and
you will thereby avoid tne necessity, and the
evils resulting therefrom, of calling him oft his
points or Inducing him to Hush the birds. 1in-
vaiiably break my dogs thus, and strongly urge
young spoilsmen to do so. Ifyou observe him
approach a fence, wall or oilier means of 10-
--closure, evincing a disposition to cross It, call
out distinctly beware feuce, or 'ware fence, and
eulorce strict obedience.

-
While out exeicising my young dogs Iocca-

sionally drop my handkerchief or glove and en-
courage them to reslote it to me. They soon
learn what Is wanted, and Instances are re-
corded where this has been ihe means of finding
lost property, without which sportsmen would
have be' 11 seriously embarrassed. Such discip-
line as last suggested cannot Injure a dog, but
will rather have the effect to increase bis effi-
ciency as aretriever.

A STRANG DREAM.

How a Painter Was Rescued From

a Lifeof Dissipation.

The recent death of Charley Rivers, the
widely-known painter of this city, lias re-
vived the story of a lemarkable dream of
hi* that used to be current amoug bis inti-
mate friends. For many years in his life
Rivers was given to habits of conviviality,
and often drank too much. Upon these oc-
casions the kindly attentions which he usu-
ally paid to his wife was changed to a rude-
ness of behavior that shocked her relations.

When the old gentleman was seized with
his last illness Rivers' conduit became more
reprehensible.

Chicago was so given up to carousing that
in the evening, when he boarded the trainon the Pittsburg, Fort Wayne and Chicago
Railway for a five hours' ride home, he was
very much under the influence of liquor.

As he used to tell the story himself, he atonce fell into a troubled sleep and ina vis-
ion became the unwilling companion of his
aged father-in-law. As he first saw the old
man he seemed to be in an anxious frame of
mind, beckoned to him ina worried way and
would not be satisfied until his son-in-law
signified his willingness to accompany him in
the direction of a dark grove, toward which
the old gentleman pointed. Rivers all at
once was overcome with an ungovernable
thirst (nothing strange in this, one would
say and feeling certain they would find at
least a spring ivtins cool place, hastened to
joinhis relative and relieve 1 is great anx-
iety. As soon as the t»o had reached the
woods, to different spots the trees seemed to
part, and long lonium of fire leaped up
through the op?n spaces thus formed.

Rivers was insanely eager to drink

Rising and falling with the waves
was the ghastly head of his wife, showing
where it had been severed, as if by one
deadly stroke of some sharp-edged Instru-
ment.

I
was shot through the arm and through both
legs in the same battle, breaking the bones,
but none ot these clips hurt half as much as
the bullet that did not hit me. In fact,
while my right leg become suddenly be-numbed, Idid not suspect till half an hour
afterward that a bullet had gone through
my left leg, too. The boys discovered"it
when they were carrying me off. Ithad not
pained me In the least. ididn't know itwas touched."
