Republican Interests in the Campaign—An-
other Flag Raised—An Affray
at Midway.

The Republicans are beginning to take
an interest in the loeal campaign, The
county convention will meet at Germania
Hall in one week to nominate a county
ticket, also Senators from the Sixteenth
and Eighteenth Senatorial districts and six
Assemblymen., The primaries will be held
on Saturday next, between the hours of 1
and 5 o’clock. The Second, Third and
Fourth wards will be the liveliest in the
contests for delegates between certain can-
didates. In the Second the contest is over
the Sheriff’s office principally, and in the
Third and Fourth the Superintendeney of
Public Schools and Recordership. In the
Seventh a lively contest will take place
over the Judgeship of the Superior Court
between A. B. Hunt and Police Judge F.
W. Henshaw. Itis generaily believed that
W. E. Greene and E. M. Gibson, at present
Judges, will be renominated.

PROHIBITIONISTS IN THE LEAD,

The Alameda;County Prohibitionists have
taken the lead in the campaign and nomi-
nated a full ticket. For State Senators,
J. W. Crawford was nominated for the Six-
teenth Distriect and W. H. Robinson for the
Eighteenth. For the Assembly from five
of the six districts, comprising the Fifty-
first and Fifty-sixth, T. B. Russell, 1. L.
Hierlihy, Thomas Walker, J. F. Polk,
William Crowhurst. The Fifty-third Dis-
trict nomination was referred to the County
Central Committee, as was also the nomi-
nations for Judges of the Superior Court.
For Sheriff, P. Hayes was nominated; Re-
corder, M. L. Gregg: Treasurer, H. L.
Ross: Assessor, Rev. C. H. Loumiss; Tax-
Collector, A. H. Tratben; Auditor, A. J.

Jargner; County Clerk, W. Wilkinson;
District Attorney, W. H. Chapman; Public
Administrator, H. B. Land ; Superintendent
of Schools, Professor S. Meads.

Thoe Republicans and the Democrats of
the Fourth Congressional District are
watching each other closely, and the latter
seem determined to make no move until the
former Lhave shown their hand by naming a
candidate for Congressional honors. The
Republicans, however, will probably meet
in convention in a few days and open the
ball by choosing a successor to Mr, Morrow.
This would have been done beiore, but
since the latter gentleman’s declination the
party has been quictly casting about for an
available man, and now one has been
found, it is believed, in the person of Gen-
eral J. K. Cutting, It is understood, at
least, that he has been decided upon, and it
is well-nigh assured that he will be nomi-
nated. This is the result of careful consid-
eration on the part of party managers, and
it is known that the merchants have ex-
pressed their willingness to give him their
earnest support. It may now be regarded
as reasonably certain that Mr. Lloyd will
call the convention together again in a few
days, and when he does it is safe to assume
that General Cutting will be chosen,

So far as the Democrats are concerned it is
impossible, of course, to make any prediction
as to their aetion. The naming of acan-
didate lies entirely with DBuckley, who
geldom deigns to announce his intentions in
advance. The general belief is that he will
kindly permit Judge Ferral to make the race
again, soas to allow him, it possible, to re-
deem the laurels which he lost in 1888, The
Judge is said to be making a vigorous fight
for the nomipation, but what is meant by
this is hardly clear, for the only thing neces-
sary is to secure the sanction of the **boss,”
and without this any struggle would be in
vain,

It is just possible that Buckley may turn
the cold shoulder upon the Judge and
nominate some new man, or elsegive the
imperial sanction to the candidacy of Fleet
F. Strother, who is said to be willing to try
for almost anything in sight.

The ** new-man " theory grows out of the
fact that the boss has allowed it to be whis-
peied abroad that he favors mjection of new
life into the party by the nomination ot men
comparatively unknown in politics as less
vulnerable than those who have besmirelied
themselves by doing his bidding in days gone

by, Like worn-out cart-horses he would
turn his faithful henchmen out to die
on the common and turn the political

pastures over to a new and youuger genera-
tion. At least, this is what the gossips are
saying, but it remains to be seen how far he
can atford to abandon his faithful servants.

’I‘!xe first championship tournament of the
Pacific _States Lawn-tennis Association
opened in the magnificent tennis-court of
the Hotel Rafael, San Rafael, yesterday,
and will close this afternoon.
