SEA AND SHORE.

Famishing Sailors en Board the
Bark Eleetra.

Steamers That Were Bar-Bourd at Ccos Bay.
A Number of Vessels Arrive From
Aleska—Rapid Passage Made.

The bark Electra, Captain Swanson,
whieh was reported on Thursday evening as
being ten miles north of J‘oiqtlleyvs flying
signals of distress, arrived in port at an
early hour yesterday morring in tow of the
tng Sea Queen, which went up after her.
The bark is from Nushagak, Alaska, and
made the trip down in tweniy-five days,
bringing 29,000 cases of salmon for the
Nushagak Canning Company.

When « CALL reporter boarded the bark
yesterday he was informed that she bad
been in sight of Point Reyes for seven days.
She entered the bight, north of the 10int,
and there was boarded by Captain W. L.
Lock, who has charge of the s‘ation at Point
Reves, and who pulled out ten miles in a
small boat.

As soon as he found that the bark was
short of provisious he at once pulled back to
the station and telegraphed down that the
bark was in distress, and then the tugs Sea
Queen and Relief went to her assistance,
The Sea Queen, Captain Lockyer, bad a
start of twenty minutes on the Relief, and
though the latter caught on her somewhat
on the trip, she arrived first and passed out a
tow-line to the bark.

The crew of the Electra hailed the arrival
of the tug with delizht, for they were nearly
famished. The vessel was in no danger, and
the news of her being in distress was ouly
sent down by Captain Lock because he
knew the crew was short of provisions. The
captain of the Electra also reports that on
st 1st one of his crew named Siivert
Johansen was drowned while hunting in
the Nushagak River. Johansen was a na-
tive of Bergen, Norway, and 24 years of age.

WERE BAR-BOUND AT COOS BAY.

"The three steamers of the Oregon Coal
and Navigation Company’s line, the Ajax,
Arago and Arcata, arrived in port yesterday
from Cuos Bay, with passengers and cargoes
of coal.

WHOLESALE POISONING.

Thirty-two Thousand Pounds of Dead
Fish Taken From Fox River.

Thirty-two thousand pounds of dead fish
were taken from Fox River, near -North
Aurora, recently. The river presented an
unusual spectacle, every available ineh of
water being covered by dead minnows, pike
and bass. The cause of this fearful mortal-
ity emanated from the glucose works at
North Aurora. All the refuse matter from
these works is thrown into the river, poison-
ing the water wherever it penetrates, and
yesterday the attention of the State Fish
Commission was called to the wholesale de-
struction. A thorough investigation was
made along the river from Batavia to
Geneva and only four dead fish were found.
This made the evidence against the glucose
factories conclusive, and a further examin-
ation of the refuse matter where the dead
fish were found brought the guilt home to the
Pode Manufacturing Company. Commis-
sioner Buck was ordered to call on the com-
pany to presentthe report of the commission
on the cause of the wholesale poisoning.
The Commissioner placed the matter before
the company in a strong light and notified
them that they must start pumping that
matter from the river immediately. If they
failed to carry out the order of the com-
raission they would be held to the Grand
Jury. There were 5000 minnows, from three
to four inchies long, hauled out of the river.
The reinainder were pike, pickerel and bass
from four to six pounds each.—Chicago
Herald.
