
BACK AGAIN
AT THEIR WORK.

A Short Strike of Central Pacific
Switchmen.

Bonthorn Pacific Officials Arrange a Schedule
Of Wages Which Will B- Sub-

mitted to Trainmen To- Day.

At 1 o'clock on Friday morning twenty-
five switchmen employed in the Central Pa-
cific freight-yards, at Fourth and Townsendstreets, blew out their lanterns, quit work,
went home, and decided to call their maneu-
vers a strike.

Yesterday afternoon at 2:30 o'clock twenty
of the number gathered around Superinten-
dent A. 1). Wilder, in the Fourth-street
yard, informed him that they had been-mis-
led, that they were sorry for what they had
done, that they w uld never do so again,
that they had never been in favor of strikes,
that they clearly discerned their mistake,
and desired to return to work.
. After hearing their stary, Mr. Wilder read
them a short lecture on strikes, drawn from
twenty-five years' experience in railroading,
forgave, them the trouble ihey had given the

"ctffliiany, themselves and the freight-ship-
pers, ami sent them heme, with instructions
to change their clothes and co to work at
once. The other live have been discharged.
The trouble was occasioned by the discharge
inWednesday night of Walter Phemister, a
foreman of one of the switch-engines, who,
vviih three of his crew, was found ina state
of intoxication whie en duty.

The other yardmen asked that the dis-. charged men be reinstated, and upon the re-
fusal of the officials to comply with their
demand, and without laying the matter be-
fore the Switchmen's Mutual Aid Soeietvor
an. society whatever,' they deeded to tike
the matter into their own hands aid sirike.

OAKLAND**!*-l-'ILI.THE BREACH.
This yard is a part of the Western Divis-

\u25a0 ion, and Superintendent Wilder promptly
scut men from Oakland to tike ihe place* of
those who refused to work. Freight traffic
was not seriously inconvenienced, though
the yard work could not he as speedily per-
formed by strangers as by those Who knew
every switch ami spur inthe yard.

Everything was moving in the regular or-
der at the yard yesterday, and wueu the
men who bad quit work appeared and asked
to be taken back their case looked hopeless
in the extreme. They explained to Super-
intendent Wilder that they bad left their
work for fear of being brand d as "scabs,"

•a_d having their nan..-- g iacross the conti-
nent on freight-cars with this odium at-
tached.

He, understanding their position, and be-
lieving they had been influenced in their ac-
tions by professional strikers, allowed them to
resume work. Pin mister, tne discharged fore-
man, is an old offender, and several years ago
was discharged from the employ of ihe com-
pany for being drunk and blackballed,
which, without tire influence of some official,
precluded the possibility of his again enter-
ing ihe railroad service. He went toSuper-
intendent Wilder, told a tale of renewed
ambitionand reform, which enlisted inhis
behalf the sympathies of that official, who

I
had the blackball raised and gave the man
employment in the _au Fraucisco yard.
About a month ago lie was again int.xi ated
on duty and the offense was overlooked.

On Wednesday night he was drunk again
and while iv that condition made some mis-
take in making uu a train, lor which offense
be was discharged by Yardmaster Dillon.
Mr. Wilder says that he is a good man when
sober, but seldom allows business to inter-
fere withsprees.

ITEMS FROM
SEA AND SHORE.

A New Departure in Bringing

Coal to This Port.

Quick Dispatch Made in Discharging the

Steamer Arago— Trip of the Willie

Eoseufeld to Liverpool.

The steel tag Collis, which was built at
the Union Iron Works in this city, and
which has recently been plying on the waters
ofPuget Sound, arrived in port yesterday
afternoon, having In tow the barge Ludlow,
laden with 1000 tons of South Prairie coal,
consigned to Thomas Pedler, the agent of
the coal company.

The Collis is commanded by Captain Ran-
dall, one of the best-known tug captains on
the coast, who was for many years incom-
mand of various boats of the "red-stack",

line in this city, but left here about two
years ago in command of the tin. Sea Lion,
which went up to, and is now plying, on
the sound. Randall, who is the father of
young Captain Clem Randall of the -"red
stacks," left the Sea Lion about eight

months ago and took charge of the Collis,
which is named after Collis P. Huntington.
The tug made the trip down from Tacoma
in 0_ days, via Port Townsend 5% days,
very good time, iijJ-ed, considering her
heavy tow.

SO.TIKTIIIXGNEW OX TIIKCOAST.

This towing down of a barge laden with
coal Is quite a departure on the Pacific Coast
and, as J. Homer Flitch says, is liable to

revolutionize the industry, though on the
Eastern coast barges carrying from 500 to
-000 tons are constantly employed carrying
coal long distances. A. _i. Simpson &Co.
inaugurated the business on this Coast.
There is no doubt that ere long many other
vessels willbe engaged in the industry, and
that the local sliip-builders willhave consid-
erable orders to build barges for the busi-
ness.
Itis learned that aft.r the Ludlow is dis-

charged the Collis willtow her to Port Har-
ford, where she willload a cargo of bitumi-
nous rock for Tacoma. Acontract has beeu
entered into by the owners of the Ludlow
to carry 0000 tons of bituminous rock from
Port Harford to Tacoma. So far the only
yes-el that has left there witha load of rock
Is the schooner Signal. --she took 635 tons
and received as freight Si 50 per ton. She
arrived at Port Orford, and put in there
weather-bound a week ago, and lay t'lere
three days. Her arrival at her destination
bus not vet been telegraphed.

The barge Ludlow was formerly the bark
Emerald, well known on this coast anil
owned by Pope & Talbot. About a year
ago she was burned to the deck up north
and was then razed and transformed into a
barge. She has two derricks for the pur-
pose of hoisting cargo in and out.

HAD QUICK DISPATCH.

The Oregon Coal and Navigation Com-
pany's steamers Ajax, Areata and Arago,
which ad arrived from Coos Kay on Friday.
are having quick dispatch. The Ajax, Cap-
tain Donaldson, arrived at 8 o'clock on Fri-
day morning and, after discharging 700 tons
of io.li, left for Coos Bay at 1o'clock yes-

terday afternoon with seventy-five tons of
freight and a large list of passengers.

The steamer Aiago, Captain Thomas,
came inon Friday with700 tons of coal. She
bad to wait for the Aj x at the dock ami
commenced discharging at 7 o'clock yester-
day morning. At 0:30 o'clock last evening
she was all cut, and shortly afterward left
for Coos Uay. This discharging is said to
be the quickest ever done on the front, as
300 tons is considered quite a big day's
work.

The steamer Areata. Captain Marshall,
brought down 430 tons of coal ami went to
Oakland to discharge. She will finish dis-
charging to-morrow morning and then leave
at once tor Coos Bay. The three steamers
were bar-bound at Coos Bar, partly on ac-
count, as Captain Nelson stat.'S, of the dense
fog that has recently prevailed there nnd the
forest tires, which have covered the whole
country with smoke.

Mrs. Coffey's Case Against the Youtip
Men's Institute.

Additional counsel has been employed by
the defendant and a counter proceeding in-
itiated in the case of Mrs. Mary Coffey vs.
the Young Men's Institute, in which the
plaintiff's attorneys are moving the Supreme
Court to dismiss the apneal taken by the
institute from Superior Judge liege's de-
cision.

Admitting that they did not file their
transcript on appeal within forty days from
tho date of qualification of their bondsmen,
tney contend that time does not run against
them because Judge Hoge refused to settle
their statement on motion for a new trial.
Accordingly they have obtained an order
from the Supreme Court directing Judge
Hoge to either settle the statement or show
cause on the 2'2t\ iust.

A WEALTH
OF FLOWERS.

The Floral Treasures of ILe
Meadow and Wayside.

Beme Practical Suggestions— How an Attrac-
tive Flower Bid May Belaid Oat and

Kept at Very Little Expense.

I.&I-RITIIthe recent likingfor old fash-
-tf-_^_ 'ons "** furniture and dress has
SMjB-fc-l conic a liking, pretended or real,
for old-fashioned flowers. Then naturally
follows a taste for the simple wildflowers
of the woods, meadows and wayside. Happy
they who can discern and appreciate the
native grace and beauty of these wayside
darlings, unspoiled and untouched by the
fashion and false taste of the delists and
g:ird-_4f£s. For such, a world of floral
wealth and loveliness is all before them.
None so poor that tliey cannot have and en-
joy.

For her who lives in the country Cor on
the edge of a town there is

"
all Elysium in

a 'plat. of ground," says the Philadelphia
Times. She need not be dependent on the
seedsmen, florists orgreenhouses, for coun-
try neighbors are proverbially free-handed
in giving seeds end slips. So her borders
may be gay with the bright-eyed coreopsis,
the royal iris, or fleur-de-lis, or golden col-
umbine. The hollyhocks will flaunt their
painted cups, the carnations willcontribute
their vividhues, besides their breath of spicy
sweetness, iiuikin_ odorous the air;the blue
larkspurs willsurely win their welcome by
the purity and intensity of their hue, and the
tall while day-lily willlend her beauty mid
fragrance to the scene.

Then the old-fashioned garden willhardly
be complete without its clump ofbergamot,
ot ribbon-grass and Southern wood. This
last brings to mind the long, drowsy after-
noons in tire little church on the bill and the
old woman in a sun-bonnet who always
brought withher a huge bunch of it, which
she persistently sniffed at through the whole
of the service, when she was not linking it

miller the noses of those whosat by her.
Sweet Williams, too, there must be and

sweet pease. These last are so easily culti-
vated that any one for a few cents' worth of
seed may have a mass of delicate hue and
fragrance all tiie summer long. Larkspurs
are easily grown, too, from seedling plants;
and those who have but a

"
handkerchief

garden," or one no larger than an ancient
Lacouian epistle, willdo well to raise no
more than these two last-named flowers.
The vases in the house willbe kept fullof
bloom aud scent, and there will be enough
and to spare for less fortunate fiiciids and
neighbors.

Do in. make the mistake of crowding too
many flowers Into a bed or border. Bather
let a lew be disposed so as to form masses of
color. This will contribute to the artistic
effect of the whole. Avoid, on the other
hand, the stiff, artificial mounds in solid
bands of color, or wheels within wheels, or
stats, or crescents, which have been com-
mon for some lime past in suburban front
yards, and are to be seen at the ways
railroad stations. Such puerilities might
well come under LordBacon's animadver-
sion,

"
They be but toyes ;you may see as

good sights many times in tartes." Sir
William Temple, too, iv his essay on gar-
dens, though not always quite consistent
wilhhimself, holds that in making a garden,
as iv many other things, we should follow
nature.

Now who lias ever seen ferns, violets,
hepiiticus, anemones, Quaker ladies or dan-
delions inset mathematical lines or figure.'.
Have a care then to dispose of your flowers
so that they may present an irregular mass
Of solid color, or a gradation of color, i. c., a
-shading in one tone of color iroui light to
dark, as may be done with pinks, ranging
from the delicate white on through the pinks
arid lighter reds to the vividhues of the car-
nations. The marigolds, too, so popular this
summer aud last, will afford a lively har-
mony io yellows from tlio pale lemon color
up to the deepest orange.

The same rule holds good in the arrange-
ment of flowers in vases. The vase should
lead up to or intensify the hue of the flower.
But a bunch of buttercups ina blue Bohe-
mian glass bowl and note the effect, or a
mass of blue larkspurs in a blue cloisonne
vase. Metal vases, brass or silver, seem to
have the effect nf making the flowers placed
in them more transparent ivtexture. Try a
bunch of La France roses or pink orchids in
a silver vase.

But for the floral adornment of the house
what shall we do that have not so much as
a "handkerchief garden" to call our own?
Ifwe are wise we willdo as our English
sisters do; put on our stout boots and short
frocks and go Into the outlying country.
There we shall see the creamy white cymes
of the elder Bower covering the old fence-
corners with their fragrant beauty. When
we get home we will put these masses of
delicate bloom into tie old blue china salad
bowl, or. if there is a silver bowl to spare,
'twillbut enhance their loveliness.

A little further along the road we shall find
quantities of the brilliant yellow cornflower
or thimble weed; and we can gather by the
wayside handfiilsoftbo toadflax or "butter-
and-eggs," with their variegated hues of
orange aid canary color. These wo will
put into that pale yellow jar brought home
titer ither nay.

And ah! in that field do but see the tall
stalks of cornflower and chicory, each with
its own peculiar blue. These we willar-
range in a jar of cloudy blue, the same in tone
of color but uioro subdued; 'and while we
look and admire and enjoy their beauty we
can read Keats' sonnet on blue.

Alittle later in the season we will come
here again and hear awßy the dainty whit'
corymbs of Hie wild enrnit. Queen Anne's
lace, or "fairy parasols," as the children
call them. Ifthey were but seen Ina con-
servatory they would not lack for admira-
tion of their delicate beauty. Then, too,
there willbe great purple stars of inteusest
hue, and the great wave oi color produced
by the heliopsis, or ox-eye, and the many
varieties of golden-rod. And perchance we
may findin hat wood yonder a few spikes
of cardinal flower. What a blaze aod glory
of color.

In the meantime, Instead of reveling in
the future, let us secure a dozen of pond
lilies from the creek close at hand, aud on
reaching homo we willlet them display the
beauty of their lithe, long, green stems in a
shallow celery dish of clear cut glass.

The procession of the (lowers through the
spring, summer and autumn would make a
pretty floral calendar. The writer, being in
town so far all summer, marked llie days in
her calendar and said softly to herself, with
a sigh ofregret: "To-day the blood root is
Inbloom; to-day the slope south of the old
school-house is fair with the spring beauty
in blossom ;to-day the dogwood is out in
flower."

Taking a hint from the method pursued by
the Agricultural Department in Washing-
ton, she planted some seeds in water, and
was rewarded by having a healthy climbing
vine lor one of her windows. She under-
stands now very well the absorbing interest
nnd tender solicitude of the Prisoner of
Fenestrella for the fate of his pieciola.- ItIs said that the curious canary-bird vine,
with i:s graceful foliage and delicate yellow-
fringed blossoms, will grow in tins way.
At tiny rate, this willdo wellin a window-
box ina sunny corner. Be sure to plant in
the window-box two or three varieties of
ipomea, or morning glory. To have a bloom
nt night as well, have among them the con-
volvulus bona mix.

InIndia it is believed that a visit to this
plant when blooming ends in a happy mar-
riage (a word to the wise, etc.).

: Then what a brave show of color rewards
one for setting out the nasturtiums. They
go through the whole gamut of yellow,
orange and red. This llower should have
been dedicated to Mars. There are the
shield-shaped leaves, the trumpet-shaped
flowers, ruddy incolors, altogether martlnl-
like. The tropoeoleum major is a noble
vine,"but -perhaps- for a window-box the
minor willbe better. The first time you go
to the country get a few rootsof the partridge
vine to put in your box. Ittakes kindly to
cultivation and its waxy flowers, glossy
green leaves and bright \u25a0 red berries will
amply repay you.

it willbe shaded by other plants. :In an-
other shady corner, perhaps, you may coax a
few hardy ferns, the polypody and asplon-
ium eburnum, to grow over a few miniature
rocks placed there for them. ...--\u25a0:
Ifyou cau get nothing elso plant parsley

in your window-box. The crisp green leaves
willhave a cool, refreshing look, besides,
they willafford a pretty garnish for the
table.

SOAKED WITH BLOOD.
The Clothing That Vtns.tVornby Isaac

.:'\u25a0 Snwtoll. _
The result of the analysis of the stains'

found on 'Isaac Sawtell's clothing, which
was recently completed by Professor E. S.
Wood ofHarvard University, is the strong-
est clincher the prosecution lias secured in
the line of new evidence against Isaac Saw-
tell, says a Dover (S. .-11.) special to the
Boston Herald. Itdisposes nt once of the
"Jack" theory in the accused man's a!le_t"i
confession or statement, and leaves little
room fordoubt that Isaac killed his brother.

The result of the analysis is that the
stains on bis garments were caused by
arterial blood, cud that there was a much
greater quantity on the clothing than the
external examination, made at the time of
the discovery, seemed to indicate. Isaac's
undergarments and overcoat were lite ally
covered with blood. As (or his pantaloons,
jacket and vest, the prosecution willshow at
the trial lhat those lie wore the day Hiram
was killed have never been seen since, and
that the accused man must have disposed of
tbem in the same manner ithat , he did
Hiram's bead and clothing and the shovel.
Not only was blood found on Isaac's cloth-
ing and on the carriage cushions, but on the
pickax] whi. li was found in the woods les3
than two months ago, as stated exclusively
in the Herald. The handle of the inn le-
nient hud a number of dark brown 'spots,
which even the exposure to all sons of
weather and the incursions of time failedto
efface. Professor Wood has also ascertained
that these stains were caused ny arterial
blood, inall probability from the bony of
the same perron as the blood found on
Isaac's garments.
