
TURNING OUT
TO MEET MARKHAM

Entlinsiastic Opening of the Re-
publican Campaign.

A Ma-fnlflcent Exception Given to the Ntxt
Governor— Over Three Thousand in At-

tendance at the Meeting.

Fully 3500 people crowded into Odd Fel-
lows' Hall last night to be present at the
opening of the campaign by the Republi-
cans, aud hundreds more, unable to effect
an entrance, were compelled to turn re-
luctantly away.

Every seat in the auditorium was occu-
pied and every available foot of standing
room was taken up by those eager to catch a
glimpse of the next Governor and to listen
to the speeches. In the galleries were
many ladies who took the liveliest interest
in the proceedings, and evinced fully as
much enthusiasm as their sterner male es-
corts.

A more representative audience It would
have been hard to gather, and a glance over
the sea offaces was sufficient to convince
the beholder that the best citizens of Kan
Francisco were out in force.

A number of Democrats were In-attend-
Jj frtrce, and while the meeting was in progress
Tom Ciunie sat in the back room of asmall
groggery across the way surrounded by a
number of Buckley's lambs.
'. Before 8 o'clock the hall was packed, and
at fifteen minutes after that hour 142 mem-
bers of the Executive Committee, of which
Mike Dunn is President, marched down the
aisles with floating banners and preceded
by a brass band. They were loudly cheered.

MARKHAM AI-PEAKS.
Afew minutes later Colonel M.r;ham,
mine on the arm of Irwin C. Stump,

Chairman of the Republican Stnte CentralCommittee, appeared upoli the platform, and
the moment he was recognized the great
audience arose to its feet and cheer after
cheer went up from 3000 lusty throats. It
was a splendid ovation and when Colonel
Markham bowed his acknowledgments there
was a renewal of the cheers and a fran'ic
Waving of hats and banners. In the mean-
time the Vice-Presidents filed in and were
seated upon the stage with George 11. San-
derson, who wns to act as President of the
evening.

At the mention of Colonel Markham's
name a hurricane of applause swept through
the as-euib age, and long after the Southern
champion had arisen anu stood bowing right
and left the tumult continued. Itwas a
magnificent reception and one to be proud
of. Colonel Markham fullyappreciated the
great compliment, and when he began his
speech his voice faltered at first and his eye
moistened with emotion. He spoke as fol-
lows:

COLONEL MAKKHAII'SSPEECH.
Mr. Chairman, Ladies and Gentlemen and

Fellow Republicans: It affords me much
plensure to meet you hereto-night. Though
a stranger to many of you,Ihave a feeling
that lam among friends; that a large ma-
jorityifthis vast audience are Republicans,
and as sucn extend to me this kindgreeting.
This demonstration and this manifestation
of interest ..re not personal in their charac-
ter. They are due to your zeal as true Re-
publicans, and to the deep interest you take
in the success of the Republican party and
in the welfare of this great State.
Icome before you as a business man,

bringing withme such natural qualifications
a-» 1 possess, together with such knowledge
and experience of public and private affairs
as have been acquired from boyhood to tbe
present time. Inave always been a Repub-
lican, and Sealed my devotion to the Repub-
lican party by casting my first vote for
Abraham Lincoln while a young soldier iv

the Union army in front of Atlanta.
NOT A POLITICIAN-.

Ihave never been a candidate for office
but once before in m**life. Iwas elected to
Congress from the Sixth Congressional Dis-
trict, but Istated to my friends at that time
that. Ishould not be a candidate for re-
election ;that Iwould represent them one
term and would' endeavor to accomplish
what they desired in legislation. Hundreds
in this State know the pressure thai was
brought to bear upon me to accept a second'
term, but 1refused, not because Idid not
enjoy my work in Congress, forIdid, but
the wound 1 received in the war rendered it
iii.tiir.-r-ible for me to live iv the East with-
out much suffering. No one ever received
kn.der treatment at the hands of his con-
stituents than 1always received from both
parlies in the Sixth Congressional District.
And ri-tht here, my friends, 1desire to say
that whether Ibe elected or defeated this
willbe my la»t political candidacy.

While my iri-nds have admonished me
that such a statement might not be wise, I
have to answer them that if1were not sin-
cere that might In- true, but that if Iam
boiiestin my positron it might as \vllbe
stated now as at any future trine. Feeling
in mat way,X believe, if elected, X can the
better perform the duties of the office of
(ioveruor ol this State Impartially ami with
an honest determination to do that which
willbe forthe best interests of the whole
Slate. Gentlemen, Ipledge you my word of
honor that 1have not nor did Iever pos-
sess one spark nf political ambition, and
that being true, the fact of my election or
dv-f' at willnot affect my personal political'
ambition one way or the other. Cut, my
friends, do not misunderstand me. So man
ever occupied the exalted position of Re-
publican nominee «for Governor of Cali-
fornia who possessed akeener sense of the
grave responsibilities resting upon him than

self. Ho greater honor could be con-
ferred upon auy of our citizens than has
been conferred upon me. And with this
honor came the accompanying respon-ibill-

• ties, which naturally cause a thoughtful
I man to study himself closely and carefully'

to ihe end that he may be able to fulfil! the
promises made on his behalf by bis ardent
supporters and justify the indorsement he
lias received at the hands of the party.

and prosperous farms, villages and cities
dotting its surface from Oregon to the Mexi-
can line, and a vast diversity of interests,
and containing a large population of intelli-
gent, energetic, industrious people, who, by
their fidelityto their respective localities and
their devotion to the whole Slate, have
given to California her proud name aud
placed her upon that high pinnacle of state-

The Constitution of the State of
California places In the hands of the Execu-
tive a great and unusual power which may-
be exercised for good oreviL Andifelected
1 now proini-e the tax-payers of the State of
California that this rower willbe exer-

cised whenever, inmy judgment, appropria-
tion bills are presented for my approval
which, in my opinion, are extravagant or
unnecessary. Iam a business man and re-
gard this matter of taxation from a business
standpoint. IfIam elected Governor Ishall
conduct the administration of this State as a
business man should conduct a well-regu-
lated busine-s.

THE FIFTY-CENT LIMIT.

conducted upon a basis of taxation not to
exceed 00 cents upon $100 of valuation.
AndInow pledge jo.i that if 1 am elected
Governor Iwillapprove no appropriations
which shall exceed rat amount, except in
case of wm or some other extraordinary
contingency, an.l Ibelieve that the govern-
ment ought to be run for even less.
Itrust that it willnot be con-idered ego-

tistic when 1 state that Ibelieve that, if
elected, Ishall be able to render material
service to this State in an important direc-
tion. There is no State in the Union which
presents to the General Government so many
important enterprises upon which it can
legitimately expend its money as does the
.-state of California. Our const defenses
should be provided for; our rivers and har-
bors should be extensively improved ;our
navy-yard and our public buildings, as well
Uf many other enterprises, including pro-
tection to our orchard and vineyard inter-
ests, should receive prompt and substantial
assistance from the General Government. I
am confident that my experience as a mem-
ber of Congress and my acquaintance with
the prominent members of both parlies in
Congress and with the present administra-
tion will be of some benefit to the State ;
especially if to these considerations shall be
added the powerful Influence of Executive
of this State.

Comparatively few fullyappreciate what
the delegation from California Ins accom-
plished for this State since 1884, as a result
of their intelligent and judicious work.
While oilier men may have more noted
statesmen the Congressional ;delegation
fromno other State lias accomplished what
that of California has accomplished ill the
way of public improvements during that
time.

States, and not sanctioned by any consider-

for the reasons Ihave given Ishall be fur
California, one and indivisible, the best and
brightest star In the galaxy of the Union.

Notwithstanding that tins is and always
lias been my position, it has been stated—
probably owing to the fact that Ilive in
Southern California— that Iam infavor of
Stale division. And owing to the fact that
IliveinI'asidenn it has been stated lhatI
am a prohibitionist. Now, Ido live in
Southern Colifornia; Ido live in Pasadena,
iiiiriIfeel a just pride in my own section of
the State and in the beautiful city where I
have my home. lint 1have never been a

ouist or a prohibitionist. There is as
much truth in the one statement as in the
nihil, ami there is not a word of truth in
either, The man does not live who ever
heard me say a word that would warrant
tin- assertion. _

Mr. Chairman and fellow Republicans,
whether the Republican party acted wisely
Ingiving me this nomination, and whether
Iacted wisely in accepting it, time alone
can tell. But let that he as itmay. Ithas
been given to me and Ihave accepted it,
and tun now on my way over the Stale to
meet the voters and tell them some of the
tiling:.Ihave repeated to yon here to-night;
and in addition to thai 1 shall tell them that
Ihave my wur-piiinl on, and if my health
holds out shall camp on the battle-field till
the sun goes down on the day ofelection.

Gentlenieu, my best judgment is that the

Republican party was never in better shape
or more determined to win than at the pres-
ent time. There is every incentive for suc-
cess and every promise of victory. The
battle-cry is for intelligent, economical and

that this is the first gun of the campaign,
lie was merely mistaken. The first gun
was fired a few days ago when Maine gave
the li-to that plank in the Democratic plat-

form by re-electing Reed. [Cheers.] lie
may be• Czar, but his neighbors inMaine
evidently think that he is ri-ht.

"Ifyou willbe patient with me for a lit-
tle time, Iwill tell you why Ipropose to
vote for this ticket Iam not of those who
wear the collar of any party so tightly
about my uect. that 1 will go with them
right or wrong, but Ican vote this whole
ticket withau easy conscience.
"Iam a young man, and Imay have an

ambition myself to hold the high office of
Governor of California, but so long as there!
isleft with us one of those grand old heroes
who bore our flag to victory when ruthless
and disloyal bands strove to pluck from it a
star, 1 willsay that it belongs to him, if he
be faithful and deserving. Irecall an inci-
dent of the late war, when a young soldier
serving with Sherman in South Carolina
us a color-bearer fell shot through tbe
hips, The army passed on, leaving him
where he fell among the dead and dying.
Soon their shouts proclaimed a victory won,
ami that gallant young soldier raised his
poor,' wounded body ami dragged himself
along that the flag might be borne to the
front That soldier boy was Colonel Mark-
ham." [Cheers].

The speaker then referred to the mag-
nificent victory won by Colonel Markham
over Del Valle when he ran for Congress in
the Sixth District

BUCKLEY AND POXD,

Continuing, he said: "Another and more
potent reason forvoting for Markham is to
be found in the story of the San Jose con-
vention that nominated Pond. Iwas there
and saw bow itwas dune, and yet Ihad a
Democratic friend coolly inform me a few
days ago that there was nothing
in it. Why did a certain well-known
man steal from Mr. Pond's headquarters in
the dead hours of night and go to Buckley?
Book at the vote and answer me that Un
the first ballot he receive! 190 votes from the
country, 011 the second ballot 19- and "ii the
third lii;. A gain of six in two ballots, and
yet the country nominated him. Why was
it that during the roll-call a mysterious
messenger went through the convention
whispering to the delegates that San Fran-
cisco was solid for Pond ? Was it because
they feared he would not bo nominated
otherwise ? Itwould look so, would itnot?

"Andnow the Democrats are pointing at
the Republicans and saving, 'Look at your
Governor,' anil the Republicans in turn
are saying, 'Look at your Legislature.'
This much wecan say at least, that we di
set our Governor aside at Sacramento, but
the Democrats didn't set Buckley's legis-
lature aside at Sun Jose.

CALIFORNIA'S ADMISSION*.
"When Ithink of the magnificent cele-

bration in this citya few days ago, and all
that itmeans, 1am not oblivious to the fact
that the Democrats opposed the admission
of our State, because we were not willing
that slavery should be forever unknown in
this imperial domain."

In closing the speaker referred to the his-
tory of the Republican party, and of the in-
consistency ot the Democrats in advocating
the Australian ballot, for California and op-
posing at the same time the Lodge bill..He said lhat if the former, and he pre-
sumed it would, could stop fraudulent voting
on the part of Buckley's "heelers" in Sun
Francisco, there was not a Republican in
California indecent enough 10 oppose it.

Tbe meeting was then adjourned amid
three cheers fur Markham and Reddick.

IMPERSONATION.

Eight Thousand Dollars Ileal.zed
by a Forgery,

The Scheme Has Been Maturing Wilhont Sus-

picion Since March Last—Description
of the Clever Swindler.

One of the cleverest swindles that has
been perpetrated in this cityfor years came
to light yesterday. A woman, who repre-
sented herself to .be Miss Emma L. Dick,
succeeded after months of negotiating in
obtaining a loan of .8000 from Thomas
Crane on Wednesday last, giving as security

a forged mortgage on an improved 50-vara
lot on the coiner of Ellis and Franklin
streets.

Inthe latter part of March last, itappears
that a finelydressed woman called upon J.
E. Wells, a real estate broker, then at 3-3
Kearny, and now at 310 Kearny street, and
introduced herself as Miss Emma L.Dick,
niece of S. W. Dick, the deceased capitalist.
With her was an older woman wlion she in-
troduced as a Mrs. Whitman. The sup-
posed Miss Dick explained her errand by
stating that she desired to sell the above-
described property for 53_,000. Ithad been
left to her, she further explained, by her
uncle, S. W. Dick, whodied four years ago.

After giving directions to the broker she
departed, aud did not call forsome days.

A LOAM OF SSOOO.
He told her that he could not realize

f35,000 for tho property, and the woman
told him to try longer, nud left the property
in his hands for several months. Mean-
while she called a dozen times or more, and,
finding she could not have her price, said
she had decided to borrow $8000 on it. The
agent said he thought he could secure the
loan, aud asked for an abstract of title. In-
stead of providing this, the woman told
him to have the title searched, and Simpson
&Millar were employed to do it, finding the
title perfect.

Wells then went canvassing for theCmoney.
After making several applications he found
J. T, Little, who, as agent for Crane, agreed
to let him have tliomoney at 6 per cent. The
mortgage was drawn and placed on file lata
on Saturday afternoon. feunday, .Monday
and Tuesday being legal holidays the fact
that the mortgage had been placid on record
was not published, but it came ivthe ab-
breviate of re-ords on Thursday last.

The first discovery of the mortgage was
made by Mr. Burke of Madison &Burke,
who noticed it while reading over tlio record
on Wednesday. De knew.Miss Dick well
and also knew that she was in no need of
money, as she possesses a valuable estate
and lias a large balance with him. lie called
upon her nt her residence on Fair Oaks
street and she satisfied him that she had uot
mortgaged any of bet property.

TIIECAT OUT OK THE BAG.
Suspecting that some fraud had been per-,

petrated they both called upon Crane and
he exclaimed the moment he was introduced
in trie real Miss link that she was not the
woman to whom he had made the loan.
Then itwas that they were brought to the
full consciousness that they had been out-
rageously Imposed upon.
