J¥EARLY every man is better than he
N"\ is judged. Human depravity has to

9% Y find 1ts ehicf argument in individual
cases. As arace, as a nation, as a commu-
nity, mankind is a great success. The man
who doubts this statement will bear wateh-
ing.

In the year of 1862 we were in camp at
Fairfax Court-house, one of those half-baked
settlements which were so commonly found
in the South at the end of the war.

* Yon see,” he continued, **you New kn-
gland Yanks can always be spo'ted by two
things—when you ain’t aling you're read-
ing. ‘They say that Bea Butler is one of the
best read lawyers in your parts. That’s
the reason, I reckon, that he don't have to
stop stealing down here, to read up, as sowme
of the rest of youn do.”

“Well, my friend,” I remarked, *‘you
can’t be accused of hidinz vour sentiments,
or lack of plain speech, can you?’

I had come
from a State where clildren were taught
the awful crime of slavery, and in the

Cabin’' I had read the I!:I'l’:liltg stery of ths
slave and the slave-driver. To me all men
south of Mason and Dixon’s line had the

blood of human beings upon their hands,
the curse and horror of siavery upon their
souls, and, yet, so great is the piwer of
Luman sympathy that I found myself with
outstretched hand, as I sud: *I have no
reason to be homesick when I hear such
woerds as these. It is a poer th'ng to offer,
perha but I can say, how deepiy I sywm-
pathize with you.”

He did not take my hand. He did ro! lonk
toward me.

*“Robbed and ruined by Yun'ea invaders;

While my visitor bad been talking I was
deeply engaged in studying him. [ have
seldom seen a more interesting man.

beard, and al!l his features combined in
making a very striking face. He was
dressed in a suit of homespun gray

cloth that hung loosely upon his slight
frome and gave the appearance of cloth-
ing a very much more ordinary man than I
feit the man before me was, His appear-
ance was no more striking than his words,
I had heard .of Northerm copverbeads, but
this was the first instance of the existence
uf Southern copperieads that had ever come
to my attention. Here was a man distinet-
ively Southern born both by birth and nai-
ural aptitude. All his sympathies were
with his people and their cause was his,
without a question. Still he predicted the
downfall and utter failure of the Confad-
eracy because of his convie'iin that the Gov-
ernment at Richmond was more to be feared
than all the forces of the North.

“Weil,” I said at last, *“if youn have no
contidence in vour so-called Government,
why do you express vourself so bitterly
against us? Suorely yon must see that, from
vour view of the case, the Union is to be re-
established; and that being the case, why
not accept the izevitable and try to get
a correct understaniing ef the relations
between the North and the South.”

*Correct und wding?” he answered
“a correct uude is this: The

standing
Oorthern Yankees should go back where
they came from aud leave us alone; we
don’t waat their company, and we don’t ad-
wit their right to iuterfere in our affairs
That is the beginning and ending of ail ar-
gument about this matter.”

Wtile I was foreed to adinit in my own
mind the uselessness of discussing the ques-
tions involved in the war with the man, I
at the same time could not refrain from
asking him sumas questioss, and the result
was another honr speat in a talk that evi-
dently ended just where it bezan. At its
close my caller took up his pack and said :

“Well, I reckon I had better attend to
business.”

Thereupon he proceeded to open his pack
and offer tor sile a general assortment of
writing materlals, pipes, knives and such
other articles as woul!d paturally find sale
among soldiers. He told me he pureha-el
most of his stock at Alexandria, and made
out, by charging good prices, to save some-
thing. To my suggestion that he might do
better trading among the Confederate sol-
diers, as he sympathized with them and
would naturally secure their trade, he said:

“This is business with me. I am not
ready to pay for my goods in Union money,
as I have to, and seli for Confederate script.
No: shall count Confederate doliars as
dollars when they will buy a dollar's worth
of guods.”

Some weeks later, as we were proceeding
toward the front and had entirely reached
Catlett’s station on the Orange and Alexan-
dria station, we heard sharp firing directly in
our front, and evidently not more than a mile
away. Pushing forward with all possible
speed, we arrived_upan the ground just as
two regiments of Union cavalry had put to
flight, aiter a sharp engagement. a brigade of
revel cavalry, capturing a numbar of pris-
oners, among whom were many wounded.
The day was unusually warm for that time
of year, aud we found plenty to do to attend
to_the wants of the wounded and dyinz.

Hastly convertinz an cld barn that stood
upon the ground into a Lospiial, some of us
did what we could for the comtort uf the
weunded. 1t had Dbeen almost entirely a
hand-to-hand engagemeut, aud many of the
wounded were suffering from cruel sabre
cuts. One poor feliow, I remember, whose

STOLE A WOMAN'S HAND.

Quecr Case That a Maine
Will Tiavae Decide.

A curious case is shortly to come before
the court at Portland, Me., being the trial
of aman for tie theft of the hand of a
woman who has been dead twenty years.
The story in connectiin is a most remarka-
ble one. 1n 1870, Ronald Seaforth, an
Englishman engag:d in the lumber busi-
ness here, lost his mother, Mrs. Anne Sea-
forth. ‘This lady on her death-bed made her
son promise to lay her remains beside those

near Hull. For various reasons Mr, Sea-
forth has never been able to keep this
promise until the last spring, When early in
May he had the bo iy exhumed, proposing to
take it to Engiand.

It was noticed that the coffin was extra-
ordinarily heavy, and to ascertain the caunse
it was opened, when it was found that the
body had completely turned to stone. Mrs.
Seaforth, whose d took place when she
was barely 49, was a rarely beautiful woman,
with hands particularly symmetrical and
smatl, and it 1s szid that her petiified form
seemed an exquisite statue carved in gray
marble. Pendizg his sailing with it the
bodv was left by Mr. Seafoith in the charze
of Lawson, an undertaker of this place.
When Mr. Seaforth called for the remains
he found that the right hand had been
broken off at the wrist and was gone.

He accused Lawson of the theft, and pro-
curing a search-warrant found the haund in
the latter’s private desk. The ecase has at-
tracted a great deal of atiention, as it is
thought by lawyers to be unique, Lawson
wifl plead guilty to the charge. He says
that he wanted the hand as a curiosity and
article of vertou, and did not steal it for the
rinz of gold and pearls on the forefinger.—
Piailadeiphia Times.

A MUKDER MYSTERY .;()L\'ED.

Lnglish Detectives Run Down the Cause
of n Double Tragedy.

LiverrooL Sept. 6.—Another mysterious
and herrible murder and attempted suicide
has just been run to earth and the usual
ubiguitous woman is found to be at the base
of it all, and she is so charming and beauti-
ful in this instance that public sympathy,
whieh is in no sense in her favor, still has
a glimmer of softuess when the public looks
in her direction.

Some time ago Mary Davies, a well-to-do
woman of advanced age, having a son nearly
20 years of age, and living in a handsome
home, was found murdered on her parior
tloor and besid« her the body of her murderer,
who was recognized as Jobn Wise, a well-
conditioned resident of London, in a profit-
able business ana without any then known
reason for this double crime. For some
days the mystery as to why the murder was
dene remained unsolved : then by indefatiga-
ble work it was discovered that the wife of
Wise had cloped with the son of Mrs. Da-

ies, and henee the conflict between the hus-
band and mother.

Wise, it was conjectur.d, had followed up
what he believed o be clews as to the elop-
ers’ whereabouts, and they led to the home
of the mother. That Wise and Mrs. Davies
quarrel:d was known, because their voices
wera heard in angry dispute by the servants.
No scream was heard, however, and so it is
believed that in 2 moment of rage, when the
mother was probably defending her son’s
act, Wise ciioked ber into insensibility and
then murdered her, killing himselfl imme-
diately after,

Wihen it was lezrned that the complica-
tion of an elovement entered iuto the erime
the police began search for the pair but
until yesterday were unable to locate thewm,
The story of the elopement, as the police
have learned it, is that Mrs. John Wise,
whbho is an exceedingly handsome woman of
34, met young Duavies at a fashionable re-
ception.  Davies is a delicate, boyish fellow
of 19 years, dark complexioned and hesi-
tating i1n his actions. He has some proverty
in bis own right and a small anrount of
cash.

At the fir-t meeting Mrs. Wise and Davies
formed an attachwent that grew sironger
when they met the following day, and con-
tinued to increase with each meeting, They
absented themselves for days together and
finaliy disappeared together, leaving Wise
with three littie children and a solemn oath
that he would kill them c¢n first sight.
Search where e would ve could not find the
culprits. ‘The couple had originaily intended
goimg to Auwerics, but for sonie reason aban-
doued the projectand went down in Stafford-
shire, where tuey le il a pasioral life under an
asstmed name.  Mrs. Wise under her alias
had become very popular. She was good
natored and always prepared for any sport
there might be made up, but her pretty
diesses, which she loved so much to see and
wear, were finally the means of ruining her,
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days.
