It is astonishing how nearly the people of
the United States are to being one-third of
the world, The Sun reports our popula-

less than 65,000,000, but of many of

1 30 per cent of production. The
werld's supply of suzar is given at 5,114,620
tons: of this the United States consumes
1,422,900 tons, or 28 per cent of the entire
product. We consume 265,000 tons of coffee
of the 856,000 produced, or 30 per cent of the
whole. The world’s production of iron is
24,900,000 tons; this country consumes
8,000,000 tons, nearly one-third, Thé same
produetion holds good as to steel.
consumption of cotton is about one-
guarter of the world’s product. Now, how
does it happen that the 65,000,000 of people
of the United States can afford to consume
nearly a third of the world’s product of
things which are classed as the necessaries
and luxuries of life? The fact that we do
is congclusive of our better condition, of onr
greater earning capacity. The comparative
consumption of a nation depends largely
upon the equitable distribution of incomes
and earnings among the masses of the peo-
ple. In every country there are a few who
are able to buy everything they want, others
are able to supply reasonable demands; but
the ma-ses have to limit their purchases to
their means. The rich people in the United
States do not consume more than the rich
reople elsewhere, but the sc-called working
lasses are better paid than in any other
large country in the world, and-are conse-
quently better able to sarround themselves
with: the comforts and luxuries of life.

A case is reported in New York in which
the City Court decided that a defendant was
not in contempt becavse of inability to com-
ply with a decree of the court. A woman
bad obtained a judgment against a man for
breach of promise. The man had no prop-
erty with which to satisfy the judgment.
The woman’s lawyer asked the court’s aid
to compel the man {0 marry the woman on
pain of being sent to jail. The court re-
fused the petition. The judpm-nt bte held
was like gny other; it must remain unsatis-
fied until such time as the man might have
the means to satisfy it. The court could not
compel him to marry, a8 the alternative of
being imprisoned until he would pay.

The defendant in this case was fortunate
that he was not tried in some of our Cali-
fornia courts. Judges here nave a notion
that they may imprison a man for contempt
if he fails to pry whatever sum they may

decree in the form of alimony. The law

takes from a man so much of anything he
possesses as may be necessary to support a
wife. When a husband becomes a defend-
ant in a divorce suit the law requires him to
contribute in proportion to his means to
supyort the suit commenced against him,
But the law is satisfied when it bas stripped
the man of all of his possessions. But the
judges step in at this peint and send the man
to jail with the provisc that he may be re-
leased if he will give to his wife of his fu-
ture earnings whatever portion the judge
may deem equitable,

The curious notlon is cropping out here and
there in the vewspapers of the country that the
recent rise in price of wheat is the direct result
of the increase in value of silver bullion, caused
by recent legisiation,

The poltion dees not seem to us so curious
as it does to our contemporary. The price
of wheat in India is recorded on a silver
basis. Silver is the currency of that coun-
try as absolutely as gold is the eurrency of
Eungland. The Indian wheat-grower does
not trouble himself about the relative value
of gold and silver in other partsof the
world, since he buys and sells, receives pay-
ment and pays debts with her silver money.
But in Enzland the Indian silver rupee is a
commodity. The lower the market value of
silver the lower the commercial rating of
the rupee. The English wheat importer
does not take his gold to India, but buys sil-
ver ru; ees with itin London, and with the

silver rupees buys wheat in India. Itis
very clear that the lower the market value
silver on the gold basis the more wheat

of
the English wheat importer can buy with a

aven amount of gold. As Indiais a large
producer of wheat the cheapening of the
Indian ypreduet eheapens correspondingly
the wheat hmported from gold couuntries.

Persons who are familiar with the progress
which has been made in the past few yearsin
the art of making fiue wines in California will
confirm Mr. Eoyd’s statement that some of
our Burgundys are tco heavy, while that the
Mission wine is erude is adinitted, but in the
pas: few vears wine has been made in Ala-
meda and Napa counties which will compare
favorably in point ot lightness and bouguet
with gocd Bordeaux wines, and some of our
Reislings need not fear competition with
Fienceh Szuternes or the hocks of the
Rtine.

Vine-making, like every other industry,
takes time to reach perfection. It requires
vears for vineyardists to learn precisely
what grapes to plant in each particular lo-
cality. When Haraszthy the elder aud the
late Charles Kobler began to make wine,
the only beverage made from the grape was
the Mission wice, which was certainly in-
ferior. They experimented largely with
various Eurorean stocks, largely Hungarian,
and they succeeded in mak.ng frcm one
Hungarian grape—the Zinfandel—a wine
which was a vast improvement on the drink
of the ’\l(wu n padres. Until ten years ago,
Zinfandel “was perbaps the best wine made
in the State. Since then our vineyardists
have p€en experimenting with French and
German stocks. KReaders of reports of
meetings of the vyiticultural societies are
amazed at the multitude of imported vines
which have been planted in this State. Some
of these have yielded very satisfactory re-
sults; though, of course, suflicient time has
not elapsed to tecach all planters what stocks
to cut in each different locality. The
vine is a capricious plant. It is very select
in its cboice of =oil, exposure and surround-
ings. In scme localities a vine will yield
four tons of grapes to the acre, while in an-
other locality near by the same vine will
only yield one ton, The chances are, how-
ever, that the one ton will yield richer and

the

set

more delicate wine than the four. In one
place, grayes will yield a heady wine
heavily charged with alcolol. In ancther

place, a light, pleasant wine is made from
the same grapes. It is all a question of se-
leeting the right vine for the soil and ex-
posure.

Hundreds of highly educated and intelii-
gent men are devoting their whole time to
the study of viticulture with a view to the
improvement of our wines, and are ex-
changing the fruits of their discoveries with
cach other at pericdical meetings of the
Vitienltural and Agricultural asseciations.
That they will end in preducing as fine
wines as are grown in France is not to be
doubted. They are at the stage of the work
which the French occupied some time ago.
Meauwhile, any one who knows how to
choose wines can bny in Napa and Alameda
counties clarets ard sauternes at from 50
cents to 75 cents a galion which are equal to
any ordinary wine that is imported from
France.

FREE l(»\\‘ '\lAll‘ LIAL AND LABOR.

A free-trade jumnal has compilea several
tables from Labor Commissioner Wright’s
report on the cost of production of pig-iron,
steel ingots, steel rails, coke, iron ore and
limestone which seem to show that the cost
of American labor in the production of
these articles is but little it any greater than
the cost of Canadian or Earopean labor. An
example of this free-trade figuring may be
found in the following table, which shows
the cost of converting steel inguts into steel
raiis:

The American cost of material is here
given at $21 10, and of labor at only $1 54,
But labor is the chief element of cost in tifs
material. In the extraction of iron ore from
the earth, in the manufacture of the ore
into pig iron and in the produection of steel

ingots from pig iron labor is the prime
factor of cost. For the convenience of tab-
ulation tiie product at each stage is consid-
ered the raw material from which the next
highest form of product is made. Thus in
converting steel ingots into steel rails the
steel ingot is class@éd as raw material, and
the only labor credited is that employed in
making steel rails from steel ingots. Butin
point of fact about nine-tenths of the cost
of producing steel rails in this country is the
item of labor. At the present time the cost
of making a ton of steel rails in this country
is but a little greater than in Europe. But
how was this degree of cheapness attained?
Does any reasonable man suppose that if
there had been no duties on foreign iron we
would have been able to establish that in-
dustry in this country in the face of foreign
competition? The industry established
here, competition among home mills has re-
duced the prices about to the cost of pro-
duction.

But, leaving tables of fizures ont cf the
argument, why do the New England mauu-
facturers demand free raw material if the
cost of producing it is mo greater in this
country than in countries from which we
import these materials? If we can produce
iron ore and coal as cheaply as Canada why
do the New England iron manufacturers de-
mand the free admission of iron ore and coal
from Cansda? The duty on iron ore is 75
cents a ten: on bituminous coal the same;
on coke, 20 per cent; on limestone, nothing.
The cost of converting these materials into
pig iron is $14, against $10 16 in Great
Dritain. But the labor item in this process
is only 1 32, and the duty on the pig $6 72.
Our free-trade contemporary argues that be-
cause the duty exceeds the labor item in the
manufacture of pigiron from the materials
mentioped that labor receives little or no
benefit from the duty. But the labor em-
ployed in the preduction of iron ore, bitumi-
pous coal and coke is benefited as well as
the labor emploved in converting these ma-
terials into pig iron.

THE TARIFF BiLL. <

The House has r(-fu ed to concur in the
amendnents the Senate made to the House
bill, and tois action will throw upon a con-
ference committee the labor of shapinga
Lill that will pass both houses. It isnot
supposed that there will be any manifesta-
tion of a disposition to delay matters on the
part of either house. The reciprocity
amendment of the Semate is the most im-
portant change in the House bill made by
the Senate and the general uncerstanding is
that the Conference Committee will accept
the Senate’s action in this respeet, though it
is known that Mr. McKinley, who will prob-
ably be one of the Confereince Committee, is
opposed to that feature of the Senate bill.
But conference committees generally act on

the give-and-take principle, and this will

probably be no exeeption to the rule.
DEAD AT LART.

Eund of the Long Career of a

Noted Criminal.

“Yes, old Andrew Schramm is dead at
last,”” remarked Captain Lees, as he read
the death notice of an old convict who died
at Folsom prison last Thursday.

“Was he a hard character ?”" queried a
reporter who heard the observation.

*“Yes, indeed. He was 76 years old when
he died, und it is safe to say that at least
twen!y-five years of his life was spent in
penalinstitutions. That man has cost the
State an immense amount of money, buth
in catching bim and in convicting him, At
last, lm'\(\l'r, he has passed away in his
prison home.

Sehramm, though a notorious burglar and
general robber, was not sufficiently clever to
elude the vigilance of the police. Among
bis most notorious offenses were those of
stealing horses and buggies. He would jump
into a vehicle, drive into San Mateo County
or take the Oakland boat. At the conelusion
of his journey he would dispose of the rig to
thie best advantage and have a high old time
on the proceeds. While intoxicated he would
be captured and made to pay the penalty of

the offense. For several of these irreg-
ularities he served time in the House
of Correction. DLecoming more ambitious
he turned his talents toward _the
calling of a burglar. He was both
a night and daylght operator. Sueh
eccentricitisg  as  thesa cansed hig tron-

l)e-' to muitiply, and he went [ACTOSS the
bay for several serious cases. The police
lr‘(ord\ show that on November 20, 1871, he

was sent to S dll Quentin for two and a hal
years for a burglary committed in San Fran-
cisco.

On January 18, 1875, he was returned to

San Quentin to serve four years for bur-
glary, also committed in this city.

He hud scarcely got out of prison when he
was again captured and convicted of bur-
glary in the second degree on January 25,
1879, This last offense was committed in
Alameda County, and he was given three
years for it. m

On being released Schramm drifted to
Merced, where he experimented until
caught. There he received a sentence of
ten years for burglary on February 19, 1883,

Behaving well while in prison he got the
benefit of his eredits, and served a little
over seven years. On this oceasion he gave
the name of Adolph Sehramm.

Freedom was too much for him, and the
veteran crook was again taken in in this
city for attempted burglary. This was his
laust infraction of the law. He was com-
witted to Folsom for two years on Janunary
20, 1890, and was serving as the boss of the
tatlor-shop until a few weeks ago, when he
was attacked with pneumonia and confined
to his bed, whicn he never left until taken
to the prison graveyard to sleep among
others who had died like him in penal servi-
tude.

MISTAKEN 'IB.LSI

A Young Man Takes Hls Friend’s Money
and Skips.

Simon Sultzberger pleaded guilty to the
charge of grand Jarceny in Judge Van
Reynegom’s court yesterday. The sqlf-
confessed criminal is only 23 vears of age
and the son of wealthy parents in New
York. He arrived in this city several months
ago, coming by the way oj Panama, and on
the m_v:\ge formed the acguaintance of the

steamer’s steward, John Russell. Subse-
quently he met Russell in this city, gnd after
they had spent some time in e other’s

company Russell stated that he had some
business to attend to, and also referred to
tiie fact that he had some money in his pos-
session whieh he wished to send to his wife.
Suitzberger offered to take his money to
Mrs. Russell, a plan that Russell unsus-
pectingly consented to. Once in possession
of it, £350, Sultzberger made himself scarce,
and had npot been seen again until be re-
turned from New York in company of De-
tective Coffey.

His father is a wealthy Duicher in that
city, and it is stated that the man is married
to a very respectable lady.
