The lady spoken of was halt uncoDScious,
and the moment she was takon from the eel-'
lar she took one glance at the work of the
tornado, threw up her haudi, atid exclaimed:

"Oh, where are my ducks and my
chickens and where is my nice soft soap?"

Her soft soap has probably dissolved in-
Lake Gervais tut the remains of her ducks
and chickens were found here and there
within a radius of a mile or more irom tho
house. The idea that a tornado could pluck
the feiithers lroin a fowl as clean as coiild
the most accomplished chef has been laushed
at, but some of the chickens and ducks be-
longing to tlio Good family were stripped of
every feather, But that was not the only
remarkable thing about them.

Soiuo of the chickens found nearly a mile
from the house iiad their necks stretched to
a remarkable lenutli, the necks of some, it
is said by those who saw them, buing at
least a foot long. Another incident of the
storm is that one of the ladies who took
refugo iri the cellar was almost covered
withoats, the sharp needles of which pene-
trated her clothing aud stuck to the -kui.

Th c husband of tho lady vouches for this
occurrence, and says that it took nearly
half an hour to remove the oats.— St. Paul
Pioneer-Press.
