THE FILE IS THE ALUAJIBISA.

The destruction of the Alhambra by fire
would have been an irreparable disaster;
Iapplly, the damage done by the flames
on Monday can soon be repaired. It
is probably less serious than the mis-
chief done by Charles V and Philip
II in endeavoring to Christianize the
Moorish building. That noble edifice,
which iscontemporaneous with Westminster
Abbey and Notre Dame de Paris, willstill
remain— perhaps for centuries to inspire
th- poet and romancer, and to remind the
visitor of the final throes of the conflict be-
tween the Moslem and the Christian in
1. tope. .• The fortress and palace of Die Alhambra
_• renearly 150 years old when the eight
hundred years' war between Moor and
Sp-niard came to an end by the Spanish
conquest of Granada; their surrender sig-
nified the extinction of Moorish sway in
Spain. Their dinned walls symbolize the
subjugation of one of the most ingenious,
intelligent, industrious and thriftyraces that
Europe ever lodged, and the triumph of a
race which has done little for civilization.
'1 in- Moors of Spain were pre-eminent in a
cumber of leading industries; their textiles,
their pottery, their fine work in metals, have
scarcely been equaled in our own day. They
vote successful agriculturists, and bad an-
ticipated the people of tbis century inelab-
rut works of irrigation. They were highly

cultured; their ballads, many of which are
chiefly known by Spanish translations, and
are erroneously called Spanish, are superior
inpathos and fiie to the contemporary bal-
lads of England and France. They exhib-
ited a fine taste in art; and, finally, they
had elaborated a system of government un-
der which the common people enjoyed a
larger measure of self-government than was

dreamed of under the feudal regime in other
parts of Europe. Unfortunately for the
Moors, they were Moslems, and the Spanish

Christians could not abide the coexistence on
Spanish, soil of a race which differed from
them in such essentials.

The expulsion of the Morrs Inflicted a
blow on Spain from which the peninsula
has never recovered. 'Ihe kingdom flour-
ished—to all outward appearance— under
Ferdinand and Isabella, Charles V* and
Philip 11, but tin- prosperity rested on foun-
dations which had previously been laid by

"the Moors. When the last of the Moors
were expelled commerce, industry and agri-
culture were exiled with them. Well-born
Spaniatd- considered no calling worthy of
their attention but that of arms, tThe peo-

\u25a0 ple made a scanty living by menial pursuits.
In a couple of centuries there was neither
commerce nor industry, nor letters, nor art,
nor money, nor agriculture, nor even na-
tional life in a country which had onco led
the worldinevery branch ofcivilization.•

Allthis willpass through the mind of the
beholder as lie looks this morning upon the
ruins of the famous hall of the llatiis. Un-
foitunately the mistakes which men make
cannot always be corrected, jThe gorgeous

affluence and '_ splendid _ prosperity which
Spain enjoyed when the Moorish Kings and
the members 'of ;their families isought a

refuge in those baths from jthe jrays of the
southern sun" have passed away, perhaps

never to return. ,The race which created
them drifted across the Mediterranean into
Jtlorocco

'
and Tripoli,'has almost lost ,its

identity by intermixture with inferior races
of Africa, and is now gradually undergoing
subjugation by Trance. Itis reduced to a
mere handful of people, and presently will
be extinct. Moor, Arab, Carthaginian, Phoe-
nician—whence did they come, and where
are they now? Their place in history is
large; for a time, and that a long time, each
in turn held vast empire, whitened the sea
with its saMs and covered the land with its
armies; trotbo completely did they all vanish
from the face ot the earth before the march
of some exterminating conqueror that the
antiquarian of to-day is puzzled to locate
their cities and their forts and their tem-
ples. The Alhambra remains— a farewell
monument, a memorial castle, desianed to
rescue the history of one race from the ob-
livion which lias overtaken the other-.

ritKCINCT RESIDENCE."

The decision Hint a citizen otherwise quali-
fied as a voter must add to compliance with
the law in other respects a residence of
thirty days in the precinct in which he pro-
poses, to vote is the cause of some perturba-
tion in the Democratic headquarters. One
of the devices by which elections have been
carried Is to filllodging-houses withvoters on
the eve of an election. Quite often the vote

of aman is worth more to the party in one
precinct than in another. The Legislative
licit1 in one districtmay be in doubt, while
that of an adjoining district is certain by a
large majority one way or the other. In
such cases a few hundred votes taken from
one district to another may elect a ticket
which will determine the political complex-

ion of the Legislature. The requirement
that a mnn shallhave lived in the precinct in
which be offers his vote renders colonizing
in any form more expensive, and conse-
quently less likely to be attempt, d. The
Democrats complain that the precinct resi-
d nee requirement may disfranchise thou-
sands of voters. Itis more probable tint it
will not disfranchise a dozen. There is no
apparent need why it should disfranchise
a sinjle one. Vol is who live in the city
can, with little trouble or expense, retain
their r.sidences for a few days, even if busi-
ness should take them out of the precinct
during working hours. The object of the
law is not to disfranchise a v ter, but to pro-

tect qualified voters from spurious ones.
The voters aimed at are the gangs tint go

from one polling-place to another offering

their votes on the ground of ninety days'
residence in the county. When ihe registry
law was passed there were complaints that it

would disfranchise legal voters. The ques-
tion was raised if the Legislature had a right
to prescribe rules as a condition upon which
the franchise could be possessed with which
every otherwise legal voter could not com-
ply, But opposition to registry has ceased
to manifest __.e'f. It is admitted ihat the
registry shuts out fraudulent votes that
could hardly be detected by other means.
The few wh iare for ih- time disfranchised
by reason of inability to register accept the
penalty as unavoidable. Voters are practi-
cally disfranchised by the casting of fraud-
ulent votes. When the registry is stuffed in
the Interests of one party an equal number
of voters of the other parly are disfranchised
in the fact that their votes only count as an
offset to fraudulent votes.

THIS SUBSIDY ItILI..

There is no answer to the arguments of
Mr.Bingham, Chairman of the House Com-
mittee on Pisti.ffices and Post Roads on the
subject of oeei-n subsidies. Doctrinaires
may argue from theoretical standpoints
against the principles of the bill reported by
Mr.Bingham, but he gives facts which can-
not be gainsaid. It willbe a grave misfor-
tune ifCongress adjourns without acting on
the bill.

Forty-two years ago 77 per cent of the
foreign commerce of the United States was
carried in American ships and a considera-
ble proportion of the commerce of foreign
nations. Now we only carry 13 per cent

of our own commerce and none nt all of
the commerce of other countries. The de-
cline in our shipping began thirty years ago,
when England inaugurated the policy of
subsidizing lines of steamers. If we had
followedher example immediately after the
war there is every reason to believe that
we would have bad a mercantile marine as
large as hers and that we should have re-
tained the proportion of the carrying trade
which we held befoie the war. Indollars
we should have been large gainers. _;*__/:-_

Mr.Bingham estimates the aggregate sum
paid out fur freight-money on goods im-
ported Into and exported from this country
during the past thirty years at $3,000,000,000.
Of this over 80 per cent, or 52,4-0,000.G00,
has been paid to foreigners. To have in-
duced oursbip-buiidnrs to build and our ship-
owners to run lines of steamers equal to
those of the English, so as to retain the pro-
portion of the carrying trade which we held
belore the war, would have required annual
subsidies amounting in the aggregate to
about $5,000,000 a year, or 8150,000,000 for
the thirty years. Thus by an outlay of
$150,000,-00 spread over thirty years we
should have retained a business which
would have yielded gross not less than
52,400. -00,0-0. . J-j77j'-77- 7

The carrying tr.-de is only one branch of
business which we have sacrificed. Trade
follows the flag. Ifwe had had American
steamers inevery port that is frequented- by
European steamers, we should have sold
nearly as many g ods in those ports as the

leans have. General Vaudever ob-
served the other day that the attempt to
compete with Europeans in South American
markets would prove futile, because the
Europeans have the start of us. But why
have they the start? Simply because the
only transportation they possess Is Euro-
pean, and their- inhabitants naturally trade
with the nations whose ships ply to their
doors. Chile, for instance, sends one-half
her exports and receives one-half her im-
ports from England. About three per cent
of her foreign trade. is with the United
States. Does any one suppose that the dis-
tribution would, be so unequal if_we had a
line of steamers running between ban Fran-
cisco and Valparaiso? Chile imported, in
the last year for which we have .returns,
$ll,.t;_i,ooo of textiles, $5,fi48,900 of machin-
ery and tools and _3,:'o__o-0 of furniture and
household goods. All of these we can fur-
nish as cheaply as Europeans andiof!better
quality than their goods. Yet Chile got them
from Europe because there are four lines of
steamers connecting Valparaiso with Euro-
pean ports. -

j:'.: '-,-.• There are few measures before Congress

whicli are more important than the Steam-
ship Subsidy Bill. That is a bill which, ifit
becomes a law, will benefit every section of
the country— the merchant, the ship-owner,

the manufacturer and tho farmer. Itis no
secret that parties stand ready to act upon
it ifitpasses. Three steamships of suitable
size, power and speed willbe put on the line
from San Francisco to Valparaiso whenever
Congress guarantees the owners against
ruinous loss while the trade is inits infancy.
Itwillbe a great pity if so valuable a meas-
ure should fail through the antagonism of
bills of far less practical utility.

inEKUFIL SILVEK VIEWS.

Edward Atkinson, the well-known writer
upon political economy, recently read a pa-
per before the American Bankers' Associa-
tion, the especial title of which was "Credit
the Main Factor in Making Trices." Mr.
Atkinson does not think bimetallism possi-
ble, lie doubts if even a universal act of
bimetallic legal tender established through-

out Asia, Africa nnd South America, as well
as InEurope and this country, could prevent
gold from being withdrawn and hoarded iv
preference to silver, if there should be such
excessive production of silver as was at one
time feared. Mr. Atkins incontinues:

OI lliat excessive production 1can, however,
see no prospect, and Ifeel well assured that even
Hie present futile,acts by which the "friends of
silve i,"so called, are hit. ileilug wiibla nominal
mice, and probably keeping it below its normal
value, willcreate only a temporary disturbance,

and willnot seriously impair the great volume of
ciedit, winch is the prime factor inmaking prices
and facilitatingexchanges.

This is the best Mr. Atkinson can say for
silver. lie seems to be really apprehensive
that a broadening of the basis of credit will
impair credit itself. Assuming that there
ate six thousand million dollars of gold in
the world in the form of money, and that
there are six thousand million dollars of sil-
ver in the world in the form of money which
may be added to tho stock ofgold money, he
thinks our credit would be better with six
thousand millions ns its basis than with

• twelve thousand millions as its basis. Such
a bimetallic act as he refers to would blend
the volume of money of the two metals into
a common stock, winch would be available
in payment of the various forms of indebt-
edness which the use of credit assumes. One
can hardly understand the reasoning by
which six thousand millions is made to ap-
pear the bitter basis of credit, but itappears
tobo satisfactory to the advocates of a single
gold standard. All forms of credit are
simply promises to pay coin on demand or at
a given date. The valueof these promises de-
pends upou the probability of their being
kept. The paper evidence of indebtedness
is good until there is doubt ifilia coin can be
had when called for. To a mind not ob-
scure- by a study of financial problems with
a purpose to reach certain results, itwould
appear that the larger the amount ofcoin
from which credit could be satisfied the less
danger of &demand for coin payment. Of
course, it is well understood that there is
not gold and silver coin enough in the world
to redeem all promises to pay with. Finan-
cial chnos is prevented only by the existence
of credit— by making each creditor believe
that he could nave tbe coin if he should de-
mand it. The United States began to redeem
greenbacks witha reserve fund of £100,000,-
--000. There was $3-5.-00,0-0 0 greenbacks
afloat. But witli (100,000,000 incoin to pay
but, and with the known ability of the Gov-
ernment to provide more coin if it should be
wanted, there was no considerable demand
for coin. To this day the volume of legal

tender has not been greatly diminished.
The same rule will apply to the world's
credit generally. The larger the stock of
coin with whichpromises to pay may be re-
deemed the less likelyare piomises to pay
to be presented. fcKS
