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THROWN INTO JAIL.

Arrest of John Dillon and Will-
iam O'Brien.

Great Surprise Manifested at the Action
ol the Authorities.

Warrants Ont for Otber Irish Leaders—Na-
. tionalists Under Close Police Surveil-

lance— It Means.

Dublin, Sept. 18.—John Dillon was ar-
rested this morning at his residence near
this city, and conveyed on a special train to
Tipperary, accompanied by a largo military

escort.
William O'Brien was arrested at the hotel

at GleDgariff and taken to Cork.
Warrants have been issued for the arrest

of Sheedy and Condon, members of the
Commons, and Patrick O'Brien and Rev.
David Humphreys of Tipperary.

The charges on which Dillon was arrested
are conspiracy and inciting the tenants on
Smith Barry's estate not to pay their rent.
The charges against O'Brien are similar to
those under which Dillon was arrested.
O'Brien was immediately carried to Dublin.

Inaddition to those already mentioned, it
is ascertained that a warrant has been is-
sued for a man named Dalton, who has been
active in the work of the Land League.

Here in Dublin the police are keeping a
strict watch on the headquarters of the
Land League. Dispatches from Tipperary
report that the organizers of the local
branch of the league there are under close
police surveilance. This leads to the belief
that the authorities are contemplating fur-
ther arrests.

The Irish Nationalists had no suspicion
of the impending blow,and are at a loss to
know what it portends. Mingled surprise
and indignation are the predominant feel-
ings. Despatches from various parts of
Irclr.nd indicate that th_ Nationalists
everywhere are excited at the arrests.

O'Brien and wifearrived at Tipperary to-
night. They were enthusiastically cheered
during their passage through town. Incourt
the prosecutor asked that O'Brien bo re-
manded until Thursday in £1 I0 bail. This
was done. The Police Inspector denird on
examination tbat tlio mission to America
had anything to do with the arrests. Dillon
was also received by a large crowd, and after
rivingbail addressed the people from the
steps of his house. The warrant mentioned
ihe offenses as occurring between March and

.September. Aronstabe served a warrant
on Sbeehy, but did not arrest him.

, Sept. IS. The one topic in

London to-day is the news from Ireland.
The general feeling is that of profound
surprise that the Government has kept its
secret so well. No hint of the intended
action has reached the public.

No explanation of the reasons for tha
Government's course is vouchsafed. On all
sides doubts are freely expressed as to the
political wisdom displayed, but it is too
early to predict the effect on the public of
England.

Speaking of the failure of the potato crop
and the gloomy outlook, he said the tenants
should meet and consult as to what propor-
tion of rent they could pay, and abide by the
dee cm. Ifthe tenants would absolutely
refuse to pay a penny of rent until every
family that tilled the soil was placed beyond
the reach of starvation, then, if the Govern-
ment evicted the starving people, it would
be swept out of existence by a torrent of
English indignation, and the whole civilized
world would send money and assistance.

Robert Mc-
Millan, who is Secretary of the Irish Na-
tional League In Belfast, and who is at
present on a visit to this city, said that from
an Irish point of view the arrests would not
pave any permanently injurious effect upon
the national movement. lie says the Gov-
ernment hopes to postpone the arrival in
this country of these twoIrishmembers of
Parliament, who are personally more popu-
lar in this country, as well as in Ireland,
than any other Irish leaders in the British
Government

Tim Minister said (lie Government
was prepared to frustrate the strikers' ef-
forts to establish a reign of terror, and if
necessary the colonies would combine and
take vigorous measures to secure the free-
dom of labor. •

BAD FOR THE LOTTERY.

It Will Now Have to Depend Upon Ex-
press Companies.

Washington, Sept. 18.— days of the
Louisiana Lottery, so far as it is tolerated
by the United States Government, are num-
bered. The Anti-Lottery Bill now having
passed both houses, only awaits the Presi-
dent's signature to become a law. Thero
does not seem to be any doubt that the act
willbe indorsed by Mr. Harrison at an early
date. Louisiana men say that it willbe im-
possible for the lottery to be conducted on
anything like the same profitable basis that
ithas hitherto been.

The friends of the measure believe that
the lottery company willmake seme arrange-
ments with the express companies by
means of which they will be able to
communicate with the public in a
manner which will be adequate to
conduct their nefarious business. The
constitutional lawyers who have found
so much difficulty in bringing tbe bill
through willbe likelyto raise further objec-
tions if the attempt should be made to in-
terfere with what will be called the private
business of express companies. The friends
of tho Lottery Billinsist, that the business
of the express companies would not more be
interfered withby an enactment which would
prevent them from becoming the agents of
lottery companies than is the business of
newspapers interfered with by provisions
which prevent them from publishing lottery
advertisements, under the penalty of being
excluded from the mail. T lie bill does not
prevent newspapers from publishing lottery
advertisement-*, provided they are willing
to depend on the express companies or some
other agents ti an the United Siatcs mail for
the distribution of their circulation.

Many friends of anti-lottery legislation
objected to the measure before it was passed
by Congress because it was not strong
enough, inlha_> it does not prevent tlio in-
troduction into the Unite! States of foreign
newspapers which may contain lottery ad-
veiti.enimts. The point is raised that it
will De possible for ihe lottery-owners to
print newspapers directly across tbe north-
ern or southern border and to place these
newspapers under foreign stamps in the
mail addressed to the long listof patrons of
which ihi: lottery companies arc undoubtedly,
possessed, and by this means, under the
protection of what is cailed international
comity or international law. they willbe
able to reach the public through newspaper
advertisements. But the constitutional
lawyers saw only complications in an at-
tempt to amend the bill Inthat respect and
believed that in its present form the measure
will very greatly circumscribe tho opera-
tions of the Louisiana and other lottery
companies by putting the brand of national
condemnation upon them. I. willnt all
events prevent national banks from bcCom--
ng the agents of lottery companies.

Deliberate Suicide of a Crayon Artist ard an

known crayon artist, ascended the steps to
the Canal -street Station of the Fourth-
avenue Elevated Road, walked to a point in
front of the second-story window of 140

Canal street, nodded and said: "Yes, I
have come, Kmilie; are you ready?" The
answer was not heard, but Koch drew a re-
volver from his pocket and shot himself in
the bead, dying instantly. As he fell there
came what seemed the rcno of his shot from
the direction of the window toward which
he had locked, and ina few minutes a mes-
senger came running saving a woman had
shot herself at 140 Canal street, ...

Investigation revealed the fact that Emilie
Rossi, an actress, aged it', lay a corpse in
th. bed in her room, witha bullet in her
heart. She was attired in her night-robe,
with a bunch of heliotrope pinned to
her bosom. It was ivident that she
bare l"*lierbosom for tin fatal shot, for her
garment was unscorched. There was noth-
ing to show the cause ofdeath, except a little
red spot over the heart where the ball
entered, for not a drop of blood flowed from
the wound. Death evidently was as In-
stantaneous a" in the case of Koch, lt was
evidently irearranged that they should take
themselves out of tho world together. The
girl evidently had made every preparation
for the event. On the chair by the window-
lay her clothing, carefully smoothed out.
She bad been writing, and the table was
covered with small sheets of paper, filled
with her thoughts as she sat waiting. The
handwriting was neat and feminine, and did
not appear in tire least tremulous. She and
Koch were lovers. The cause of the tragedy
is supposed to be the opposition of the girl's
mother to their marriage.

Kmilie Rossi has been on the stage since
babyhood. Her father and mother lived at
Berlin. He was au Italian tenor, singer of
note but is now dead. 'Ihe girl's mother,
who is still alive, is a German writer and
novelist, and was ambiiio is for her child.
She hoped she would make a good marriage.

A HUGE LENS.

The Glass for tbe Mount Wilson Telescope R-
c»iv*d at Cambridge.

Cambridge (Mass.), Sept. 18.—Yesterday
tie glass for the University of Southern
California telescope was unpacked by Alvin

Among this; present were
Judgo K. 11. Widney, President of the
University Bank of Los Angeles and a
Trustee of the University of Southern Cali-
fo.nia, George Clark: and Hubert Widney.

Although itis '2Y_ inches thick at ihe center
and I]_ inches at the edge, it was as trans-
parent as a bit of thin plate glass. Clark's
hands fondled it as be would a baby while
be murmured: "What a beauty itIs. No
one ever saw its like before." Itis nearly
five inches wider in diameter than the Lick
telescope glass. Clark says that its curve
on one side i-almost perfect, as he ascer-
tain,d by the aid of a spheroid; but that the
itlier will stand a great deal of cutting
down. Hehas nut yet decided whether ho
will have the work done at his manufactory
in Cambrjageport or put up a new plant to
complete it near the scene of his future
home in California.

A VIGOROUS "KICK."

Strong Opposition to a Don-is Site for the
World's Fair.

'

Chicago, Sept. 18.—The session of tha
World's Fair Commission this morning re-

solved to vote for the selection of Director
General to-morrow morning.

Mercer of Wyoming presented a resolution
calling on the World's Fair Directors to fur-
nish a single site. Mercer is an alternate
Commissioner. He declared that "the site
had been dragged back and forth along the
lake shore until the skin had been raked off
it. Stockmen who had no more sense than
to bring fine stock here and have itside-
tracked at South Chicago ought to le
hanged. The double site .moiled to heaven.
Itwas worse than the sores of Lazarus, ami
it was the duty of the National Commission
to remove the offensive thing." He declared
the local board put itself en record three
weeks ago when one of the Directors did
nut want the fair taken from Jackson Park
because it would causa real estate specu-
lators to lose money.

Commissioner Mark McDonald of Cali-
fornia rose after Mercer and supported the
lattr-r's resolution, lie said California was
unanimously opposed to a dual site. He
always opposed i', but voted for it last July
because lie did not know what better he
could do at that time. He now wanted an
undivided site and he did not favor anything
else. He sat down amid applause.

After much discussion the resolution was
laid over until the report of tho Committee
on 'titles was received.

Aresolution was passed, calling upon the
local directory for an immediate report as
to what extent the consent of the authorities
having jurisdiction over Lake Front and
Jackson Park as sites has been obtained,

the cost of preparing both places, ami out of
what fund they proposed to pay this cost.

From to-day's action of th. .National
World's Fair Commissioners and from a
canvass of the commission itcan bo staled
that a majority of that body is finally and
irrevocably opposed to a double site for tho
World's Fair, and that on Saturday next a
resolution will be offered and adopted, re-
questing the Chicago Directory to tender
Washington Pari; (or what is generally
known as South Park). In case this is re-
fused the commission will report to Wash-
ington that no adequate site has been of-
fered. There are also indications of a change
of sentiment in regard to the Director-Gen-
eral-hip, and from indications to-night, tho
local directory will select ono man as Di-
rector-General, probably George R. Davis,
while it is thought tire National Commission
willelect a ip 11 of their own, with the title
of "Connnis <,ier-Gcneral," and pl_ee*r,_m
in charge of... "'o foreign and interstate
exhibits in conn .tion with the fair.

UTAH'S EXHIBIT.
P. H. Lannan of Salt Lake, World's Fair

Commissioner fr> in Utah, has applied to the
Committee on Site for ten acres of ground
for Utah's display. He says all of that
space willbe utilized and no State or Terri-
tory willmake a more interesting or varied
display. They propose the main building to
consist of a mineral palace, constructed
whollyofUtah mineral and building mate-
rials. Insula of ihe central court, 100 feet
square, will be a series of galleries. 'Ihe
floor of the court willbe an exact reproduc-

tion of the surface of Utah, mountain.,
lakes, cities, streams anil railways, every-
thing reproduced on a Proper scale. Four
wines will contain agricultural, mineral,
manufacturing and art exhibits. The wails
ofthe g illeiies illbe decorated withpaint-
ings of Utah scenery, bird's-eye views of
cities, historical and prominent buildings.
Models of mills and mines will he
constructed, and a prominent feature will
be an ingeniously contrived imitation of the
great Ontario silver mine. Free concerts
ami other entertainments will be given by
various and other organizations ol Salt Lake
while the exposition lasts. The grounds
will be laid off in the highest art of land-
scape gardening, and irrigated in such a
manner as to show the system of irrigation
and its superiority over all other systems.
Allthe agricultural aud vegetable products
known to Utah, from silk and cotton to
sugar and corn, will be cultivated. One of
the most unique features will be Hiprepro-
duction of about an acre insize of the Great
Salt Lake. Bath-houses will be provided,

anil visitors afforded an opportunity of baths
exactly similar to the baths of Great Salt
Lake. '

A DUPED OFFICIAL.
Virginia Vaccarino, superintendent of

men, who claimed they had known himin
his uaiive land. 'ihey told him that they
were wine merchants and owned large
stores in San Francisco, in addition to an
extensive vineyard at Los Angeles. Their
conversation constantly turned on large
financial transactions, until Vaccarino be-
came very pioud of his acquaintance with
such wealthy men. In a short time, how-
ever, remittances became slow with these
men of money, and they were frequently
sorely distressed in Vaccariuo's presence
about the tardy habits of their agent inSan
Francisco. But an old priest at their Cali-
ornias vineyard died opportunely and left
them his fortune, $7000 ingold.

FILLED WITH BUCKSHOT.
This fact they related to Vaccarino, and

one night they appealed with a mysterious
looking valise, which they said contained
their fortune ingold money. They incited
him to feel its weigh",aud afterward allowed
bim just a little peep at four £20 gold pieces
which snugly nestled at the top of one of
the stockings in the valise. They borrowed
$5000 in convenient paper money from the
credulous Italian, leaving the valise depos-
ited withhim while they went to transact
some business. When they had gone Vac-
cariuo got the valise out of its hiding place
and opened it. His lingers itched to handle
the shining, slippery gold, and he lilted one
of the stockings out and critically fellits
weight. Then he took a peep at the con-
tents, dropping itwithan agonizing groan,
for the slocking was filled with buckshot.
He tore open another one which had con-
tained the gold pieces, and be found in their
Stead a heap of bright copper pennies, somo'
Chinese money and some more buckshot.
The savings of five years were gone. The
police think the rascals • were from San
Fraucisco. They were veritable prototypes
of Cadeaux and Ravenneso. One of them
was a large, stout man, wiih a false beard;
and tho other was short uud slim, with a
roving eye and an uneasy, suspicious man-

THB SENATE.

Plumb Wants Information Regarding the
Manner of Paying for Silver Bullion.

Washington, Sept. 18.— Inthe Senate to-
day, the resolution offered yesterday by
Plumb to recommit the Bankruptcy Bill
went over tillto-morrow.

riiimb offered a resolution directing the
Secretary of the Treasury to inform the Sen-
ate whether the rule or policy of his de-
partment which requires the pay,; eit of
checks for silver bullion over the counter of
the Sub-Treasury, instead of through the
proper clearing-house, docs not nsili in
paying out notes of larger urnations,
instead of those suited for ciicu a inad
lino in ordinary business transactions, and
whether such method of payment docs not
result in tho payment of gold instead of
Treasury notes.

As a reason for offering the resolution,
Plumb sent to the Clerk's desk and had
read a letter from a member of a New York
Danking-house staling the facts as to [he
payment of such checks and venturing the
prediction that the silver question has not
been finally settled, and that New York
speculation and the accumulation of silver
threaten to arouse it. "Bank withdrawals
of Treasury gold," the writer says, "will
be used by certain influential journals here
unscrupulously to cause a break in the mar-
ket price of silver."

Plumb spokeiof the conspicuous illustra-
tion that had taken place withiu the last
few days of the impolicy of allowing the
Treasury Department to obstruct or accel-
erate llio business of iho country' For
years the Treasury Department has
hoarded money, and during all that
lime the volume ot currency has constantly
been decreasing on \u25a0 account of the with-
drawal of national bank notes. The Secre-
tary of the Treasury bad seen the business
of the country hampered on account of that
lack of money, but waited until a panic was
impending; not a brokers' panic, but a
stringency of money that affected the banks
of all the cities, and seriously interfered
with the operations of ordinary business,
and then the Secretary had given money to
the holders of Government bonds under such
circumstances as to enable them and not him
to coutiol the money supply of the country
during their pleasure. The money which a
few days ago had been in the treasury, and
which could have been put out at the willof
the Secretary, was to-day in the hands tf tire
men who owned bonds to the amount of
Sl!0,CO0,00O. Itwas perfectly safe to say
thai these men having that money would
use Itto benefit themselves and not in the
interest of the people. Nothing but an over-
whelming calamity would ever divorce the
treasury from such a malicious interference
with the business ot the country.

Sherman said that while he had no ob-
jection to the resolution, that which had
been done had been done in the strict execu-
tion of the law. The Secretary of the Treas-
ury had no right to pay for sliver bullion in
anything but Treasury notes. Those Treas-
ury notes had been issued in large denomi-
nations, There had been only a short time
to prepare lor the execution of the law, and
a sufficient amount of Treasury notes of
small denominations could not be prepared.
Those large notes, necessarily, did not enter
intu the general ciiculation of the country.
lie (Sherman) doubted the policyof paying
a year's interest on bonds in advance. The
financial scare was a manufactured scare,
itbad been gotten up brokers, by bulls and
beats and various kinds of animals who
practiced their trade in the exchanges of
New York. Thero was, he admitted, a great
demand for money now for moving the cot-
ton and grain cm; -,and perhaps to pay lor
tho increased quantity of foreign goods im-
ported Inorder to evade tho higher duties
under the tariff law. Allthese things, Sher-
man sail, would settle themselves in a little
while. There was no real serious financial
disturbance in the country, ltwas confined
to the city cf New York. He thought the
Secretary of the Treasury should be permit-
ted to use his discretion.

upon State funds and. fixing the salary for
the State Treasurer; demands the passage
of a just railroad law by the next session of
the Legislature aud the creation of a Rail-
road Commission with the power to revue
the rates of carriage of either passengers
or freight; demands tbo revision of the
irrigation laws; advocates the passage
of a law for the .protection of all laboring
men in the enjoyment of every substantial
right, and to secure to the employes and em-
ployers alike a fair, certain and prompt ad-
justment of all differences that may arise
between them, and the revision of the Slate
