STILL IN SESSION.

Work of the Pacific Const Board
of Commerce.

A Number of Interesting Addresses and the
Reports of Various Important Com-

mittees Listened To.

The Pacific Coast Board of Commerce
reconvened at 1o'clock yesterday afternoon,
withSamuel Collyer in the chair. Delegates
from Walla Walla, Aberdeen and Oregon
City were admitted to membership. The
San Francisco members were, as on the
previous day, conspicuous by their absence,
and the northern meu did all the work.

Geueral John Gibbon delivered an ad-
dress on coast defenses, in which lie
deprecated the idea that the chances of war
wore slight.

Hugh Craig in un address called attention
to (lie fact that at a meeting of the Chamber
of Commerce of the Pacific Coast, held on
the 30th of August, 1889, there was submitted
a report on nn ocean telegraph to Australia
via the Pacific islands, the report itself
with a resolution requesting the Senators
and Representatives Iroiu the Pacific Coast
to use their best efforts to secure a suitable
vessel fro in the United Mates Navy and an
appropriation of $100,000 to equip such ves-
sel for the purpose of making the needed
sounding..

Last month W. W. Morrow was wired to
know what had been done, and in reply he
said that no action had been taken. Com-
ment upon this inattention was unnecessary.

Australia and .New Zealand were already
investigating the matter. lie urged upon
the board the necessity forimpressing upon
Congress the idea of covering the cost of
cables owned by the Uuited States Govern-
ment from our snores lo a number ot points.

Hon. John P. Irish then addressed the
board on the subject of "Interstate Com-
merce," and pioceeded to show the groat
cheapening in the cost of the transporta-
tion of freight in the last fifty years. lie
felt that the great need of the Pacific Coast
was au authoritative voice in the adminis-
tration ol affairs at Washington,

CRUSHED TO DEATH.

Charles Meyers Meets With a
Horrible Fate.

While Superintending Work on the Hew City

Hall He Is Killed by a Falling Der-
rick—The Third Life.

Charles Meyers ol the firm of Simmons &
Meyers, riggers, 17 Howard street, met with
a dreadful death yesterday afternoon while
engaged inhis work at liteMcAllister-street
wing of the City Hall, now in course of con-
struction. A portion of a derrick fell upon
his head and he died almost instantly.

Intense excitement was created by the ac-
cident inand around the building, as rumors
were started that one man hud lost his life
and others were dying. In the first uncer-
tainty of the news large crowds quickly
gathered at the scene of the fatal accident,
anxious to hear mire of what had happened.
and several policemen were required to pre-
serve order among the throng and keep
people from pressing forward to view the
dead body, Husiness In the offices was

temporarily suspended, and workmen on
the unfinished wings ceased their labors lor
a lime, being too excited to do anything un-
til they knew every particular of the sad
affair. ;-..'._;\u25a0\u25a0. ....-;

Meyers had superintended the erection of
a derrick for the purpose of hoisting iron
girders to the second-story lloors aud had
exercised usual precautions for its proper
support and anchorage. Heavy guv ropes
had been stretched in different directions
fiem the top of the derrick to posts driven
into the ground, and when all seemed secure
tue work of hoisting proceeded without de-
lay. His owu riggers bad made all
stanchions and splices. He never suspected
a weak point in the contrivance. Dut a
massive iron girder proved too heavy a
weight for it yesterday leinoon at 3
o'clock, and the result was Meyers lost his
fife.

A GUY-EOrE CAVE WAY.

The unfortunate man was acting as fore-
man of the riggers yesterday while they
were engaged in lifting girders to the top
story. Everything appeared to be in excel-
lent working order, but suddenly a guy-rope
gave way aud allowed the derrick mast to
tip over. Meyers was then standing beside
the mast at its base on the brickwork and
immediately under the boon: or arm extend-
ing from it and holding the girder sus-
pended. '1 lie boom came down upon his
head with terrible force, accelerated by Its
heavy appendage, crushed his skull and
held him where ho fell.

Before the big timber b-'am could be re-
moved from over Illsbody Meyers was death

Dr. Wilson, whose office Is opposite the
new wing, was beside Meyers' body in a few
mini! after lho accident, but lie could do
nt tiling, for Meyers was then virtuallydead.
Only tne convulsive gasps of the dying man
showed that ihere was life in the victim of
the sad affair, and before ten minutes hud
passed all lii.it was leftof the sturdy rigger
was a mangled aud bloody corpse.

In the excitement atelephone message was
scut to police headquarters in the old City
Hallfor the patrol wagon. The information
was added that a terrible accident had hap-
pened and surgical aid was required at once,
as there were several patients for the De-
ceiving Hospital lying in the unfinished
structure. The new wagon was at that mo-
ment undergoing some alight re; airs to au
axle and was not ready until thirty minutes
later. Hut when Itstarted oil from the cor-
ner ofMerchant street nut a second was lost
while ittore uptown to bring aid to the (Sup-
posed injured mem

THE TATP.OL WAGON LATE.
The time required for the gallop up Kear-

ny, Market and McAllister streets Seemed
incredibly short, for nothing on the way

I.caused a stop. Street-cars and vehicles
were passed at a furious pace and pedes-
trians looked at tiie living patrol in sur-
prise, but after all the ran was unneces-
sary, and the Morgue wag_n followedat a
slow pace for the dead.

A bjy was slightly injured In the accident,
but be was taken to a drag-store and then
sent home, more frightened than hurt. One
of the workmen had his toe ciitshe I. Many
men had a remarkable escape from death,
and the injured couple were thankful Hint
their fate was not as terrible as that of their
employer.

Heyets was a native of Spornhohn, Den-
mark, and 48 years of age. Inhis early
years be followed a seafaring life, then be-
came a ship-linger, at which lie worked in
this city since l.iHi. He had been In jait-
liCrship with Simmons for several years
and bore an excellent reputation.
Ho leaves a widow and lour children. Do-
ceased was a member of the K. of 1., A. 0.
U. W. and Viee-i'iesident of the Master
Mariners' Association, and lived on Guy
place, offFirst street.

Already there have been three fatal acci-
dents on the Larkin-street wing of the City
Hall. A workman fell from one of the walls
Intothe basement and died from his Injuries.
A teamster while helping to unload a sieel-
girder from his truck bad his legs horribly
crushed by the girder slipping and holding
lilm down upon the giouud. lie died a lev
hours later in the Receiving Hospital.

THE STEWART MANSION.
Its Massive Furniture Carted to the Auc-

tlon-Itoorn
—

Grant's Bed.
The last material glory of the Stewart

mansion had departed forever on September
Gth, when the massive rosewood furniture of
its sleeping apartments was carried to a
Fifth-avenue auction-room. A year ago the
Stewart cellars gave up their stores of wine,
ami the mansion itself was sold to the Man-
hattan Club with all it contained. The price
was $800, and hardly any part of the
magnificent furnishings, the bric-a-brac and
the statuary could be utilized by the new
proprietor. So a few months ago the collec-
tion of statuary was sold to Judge Hilton.
There still remained furniture enough to
furnish almost any two other New Sort
mansions. Each article was a masterpiece,
Constructed by hand after special designs,
but useless to the club. A good deal of it
would be out of place in almost any other
residence in the country, because the beds
and wardrobes were designed with a view to
the size of the rooms, and no other mansion
except, perhaps, some old country house
has such spacious rooms as the marble palace
at the corner of Fifth avenue and Thirty-
fourth street

The great feature of this collection is thebed, which the merchant had made express-
ly for the me of President Grant. Ittook a
dozen skilled workmen nearly six months to
make this bed for the single night's repose
of a President, Stewart's fame was at its
zenith then, no was the greatest merchant
in the world, lie had sent ship-loads of corn
to famished Ireland, he had lavished thou-
sands in charity nt home, he had helped savo
the Union and he was in the confidence of
the President . and his Cabinet. In many
parts of the country there was a great cry
for Stewart for Secretary of the Treasury.
The President was to visit New York and
Stewart was to entertain him at his man-
sion. The date was several months distant
and the merchant immediately gave orders
to a celebrated linn.of lurniture designers
for the most massive and costly bed-chamber
suit ever made for an American residence.
inc- oil time it was finished. The wonder-
ful bed was placed in the state sleeping
apartment of the mansion, and one night,
for six and a half hours, the form of Presi-
dent Grant was stretched upon it. But
there has been no Secretary of the Treasury
by the name ofStewart.
In tiie Filth-avenue auction-mum the

famous Stewart furnituro is arranged with
an effect calculated to impress the pros-
pective bidder with a consciousness of his
exceeding Insignificance. On either side of
the entrance arc the tremendous hall-stands.
The ceiling of the auction-room is seventeen
feet from the floor. Ifit were six inches
lower the hall-stands would have to remain
on tlio sidewalk. Then increasing in mag-
nificence as the bidder advances inward the
desk where he is expected to leave his de-
posit, are the ordinary solid rosewood cham-
ber-suits, the carved rosewood beds of Mr.
and Mrs. Stewart and the Italian marquetry
inlaid bed made for President Grant. Bo-
side these are rosewood wardrobes 15 feet
high, 10 feet broad and a yard deep. But
the Grant bed is the gem of the collection.
The massive rosewood head-piece towers to
the ceiling. Its cornices and pediments are
rich withcarved fruitand flowers, and deli-
cate lines of white '__ and \u25a0 black Italian
marquetry are traced everywhere.— Y.
