However, the Sacramentans com-
fort themselves now with the old adage

of "Inner late than never," and
Vive determined to make all the

hay possible during the brief period of the
sun's shining. The hotels are now over-
crowded, and at last there is a chance to use
the cords of cots provided for corridor use
at _150 a night. There was the usual stock
parade and balloon ascensicn at the track
this morning, both of which, like their
predecessors, were entirely successful,

ami completely pleased the visitors from the
rural districts. Ifevery day's attendance
at the ti.M bad been as good as to-day's the

Directors would have risen en masse and
called themselves blessed. As it is, they

have no further remarks to make over the
small numbers of visitors both at the
pavilion and track. To-day's card had three
events fordecision, all harness races, two
trots sn 1 a pace as a dessert. A yearling trot
wa» added. Itproved extremely uninterest-
ing, and the details can be condensed in a
few lines, as willbe found mentioned later
on.

Cricket, A. McDowell. ever in
the annals of the truck has it
been more clearly demonstrated that there
is no such a thing as "a sure thing" in the
course of horse-racing. Equally applicable
is ittoremember that every horse in every
race has a chance; that it is nonsense to pay
$25 iv silver for a twenty-dollar gold
piece; that it is the unexpected that
always happens, and that the only sure
thing about horseracing is that it is mighty
uncertain. Even a mule would have a
chance, of course only a chance, in a race
with Salvator, and once that chance
ia sure to win. Reasoned the horse talent:
"Here's a mare that has beat the best
Eastern cracks in the hottest kind of a race.
She has gone late heats in tho hardest
sort of contests in 2:12. This morning she
shows a half in 0:61%, a 2:03 gait. That
must-win. Lo! we have a pudding. Hurry
up with the spoons that we may make away
witli it." And re-enforced by the good
opinion of the mare entertained by her owner
They shoveled— literally shoveled— their
money into the pool-box at the opening
rales of $80 for Cricket to $lo for the field;
theu £100 for C: Icket aud £-0 for the field,
and finally, so that not a single innocent
should \u25a0' escape .from the slaughter,
at the preposterous odds of Cricket
|200, Pate hen 925 and the field SG,
with a few cool-headed exceptions,
everybody jumped in bare-paled to
get some of the pie. But curious
to say, there were always Patchen
buyers ready to take the odds.

At a steady gait
he went under the wire a winner of the heat
inl:t6V., Winslow second, and belle third
and four lengths behind. But where was
Cricket? Driving like a steam-engine to
beat the distance flag. Her terrific efforts
were of no avail, for when it fell she was
one and a half lengths short ofbeing safe,
and thus was the dead moral certainty of S'2oo
queiched iv perhaps the most sensational
heat ever paced in the State. When the
judges called out the placing for the heat a
solemn hush of holy awe fellover the crowd.
Not a word was said. McDowell, when ho
left the sulky, looked like a corpse. He
claimed tbat he was not distanced
and that he was well inside the flag, but his
objections bore no fruit. Horsemen who
kept their heads state to-night that the
mare was either off or very much overrated,
and that her people did not take into con-
sideration that California tracks like the Sac-
ramento one, which are used one day for
running, and the next for harness events,
cannot be as fast as the Eastern that are es-
pecially prepared for fast sulky work,and
that this, also, was against her. After
Cricket's withdrawal tbo next two heats
were entirely at Patchen's mercy, and he
won them both in 2:20% and 2:25. Winslow
was second and Kelle Button third ineach
heat. A few pools sold in the second heat
at Fatchen $110, field $17. After that there
was no more betting, and Belle Buttons
showing in the first beat was a remarkable
contrast to her work in the Hummer race
last Tuesday, and itwillpay judges, horse-
men and the general public well to.keep it
in mind. San Jose owns Sacramento to-
night. Such a killinghas not been made by
the country division for many a day, aud
the staunch friends of Fatchen are rolling
in wealth. Fveir the smarte-tof tlio smart
horsemen were dumped into the bath-room.

Saratoga Hall, on Geary street, near
Larkin, was simply overcrowded last night

with an elbowing, enthusiastic crowd, all
anxious to do honor to Colonel Matkham
and John li. Reddick, who were given the
warmest reception they have had in -fan
Francisco, with the possible exception of
that opening the campaign at Odd Fellows'
Hall.

Every seat wns occupied, even to the plat-
form, and the aisles and galleries were
crowded with hundreds of spectators, who
were compelled to staud throughout the en-
tire meeting. Hundreds, tio, were turned
away, and many hung around the halls and.
the entrance to hear as best they could.
Shortly after 8 o'clock Colonel Markham and
John 13. Reddick entered, and their appear-
ance was the signal for a perfect storm of
cheers.

Again and again the deafening applause

broke out and swept through the hull until
an ex-Democratic Judge, who occupied a
front seat, looked ns iflie were ready to
throw his hat inthe air withthe Kepublicans
around hinr.

On March 4th she was spoken in
latitude 18° north, longitude 37° west On
May 21st a dispatch was received from Lon-
don at the Merchants' Exchange, staling
that the ship had put into Montevideo, dis-
mantled, i'esterday James Garvin, the
shipchandler, received the following letter
from Captain Shaw, giving a vividdescrip-
tion of the terrible experience the vessel
had off Cape Horn:

Montevideo, fune 23, 1890.
