UNITED STATES SUB-TIiKASUIiY.
Mouey I'ut In Circulation by the Pay-

ment of Interest.
John P. Jackson. Assistant United States

Treasurer at San Francisco, lias prepaid the. interest, under instructions from Washing-
ton, on about 87,000,(;uu Of United .States
bonds, besides redeeming several thousand
dollars iv bonds.

The time for prepaying the interest on the
four-per-ceut bonds for the three quarters
ending October 1, 1891, willexpire on the
loth prox. Every bondholder who desires
to collect his interest should bear the date in
mind. Under the call for the redemption of
810,000,000 of four-per-ceuts offers to surten-
dcr amount to $28,000,000.

The tuna forredeeming 4%-per cent bonds,
under tba August 30th call Of trie .Secretary
of the Treasury, will expire to-day. This
call was for $20,000,000. The time of re-
demption of the previous call for a similar
amount expired September Ist. -Checks for
the prepayment of:ihiOctober Ist interest

on four-per-cent bonds will be mailed on the
2"Jd. This willenable the most distant hold-
ers of these bonds to get their interest in ad-
vance of the date on which it is legally pay-
able.

The prepayment of the interest on Govern-
ment bonds has put out over $200,000 .in gen-
eral circulation. Sub-Treasurer Jackson has
also sent $100,000 in imperfect half-dollars to
the local Mint to be coined intodimes. The
$5000 innickels recently received from Wash-
ington has all been paid out.

The. new ordinance submitted to the
Beard of Supervisors (iiMonday evening
lust by Supervisor Bingham providing for
the removal of all disreputable houses
within the limits described by Kearny, Pow-
ell, Bush and California streets was before
the HealtrTand Police Committee for con-
sideration yesterday. The means by which
ilia bill alms to purify this district is to
make the leasing of houses fur immoral
purposes a misdemeanor.

Clerk Buss Itsaid a similar ordinance is
already In existence, but simply is not en-
forced" No one seemed able to answer Mr.
Barry's question, "Where would those
establishments go to ifdriven out of the dis-
trict named ."

Desiring more light as to the full purpose
of the bill, it was decided to lay itover a
week or two, in order to give Mr. Bingham
an opportunity to explain its purposes.

Committee, a delegation of South San Fran-
cisco citizens appeared to complain of a
nuisance caused by the overflow of the
sewer In Illinois street into Napa.

SEA AND SHORE.

Launch of the New Steamer Sunol
at North Beach.

Heavy Gales Encountered by the Ship Kaliane.
A Survey Held on the Queen Victoria.

A New Missionary Ship.

The British ship Rahane, Captain Passif vi,

arrived late on Thursday night, after a pas-
sage of 15!)days from Antwerp. The vessel
encountered some heavy weather on the
passage, as the followingextracts from the
captain's report willshow:

Sailed from Flushing April 13th, anil on the
next day passed the Isle of Wight. After cross-
ing ilieline, on Sunday, May 11Hi. between lati-
tude .'V and 5°south and longitude '-".iJ west, ex-
perienced a strong gale with hard squalls and
blindingrain from southeast to northeast; split
several sails, and bad to reduce sail to lower top-

sails and foresail, which isunusual 111 those lati-
tudes. Next day bad very squally weather with
a sboit cross sea. When In Latitude 36 south,
longitude 40 west, experienced strong westerly
gales, which lasted/Until June lfltli.when we
reached latitude 40° south, longitude 46° west.
Hounded St. John's Point on June 241b, and had
the u«ual westerly gales and high seas until July
1"tli,in latitude 50' south, longitude Sir west.
During the past two days had northwesterly
winds. OilStaten [aland spoke lie bark Noddle-
burn on June "I'd, and in latitude 503 south,
longitude or,3 west, spoke the ship S.ilena of
i.ieei.eeks Horn Swansea to Santa liosalta, lifly-
uiue days out.

Tlie weather was foggy at Point I.obos
yesterday, and the wind all day light from
the .southwest. The barometer read: At 8
o'clock in the morning, 29.97; noon, 29.98;
5 o'clock in the cvtiuntr, 30.02.

LAUNCH OF TIIK -tM.il..

The new steru-wlieel steamer Sunol, built
by Captain George Damon for Piper, Aden
& Co., was launched at high lide yesterday
afternoon from the ship-yard at the foot of
Mason street A large crowd of people
were in attendance and cheered as the vessel
slid gracefully off too ways. The Mtnol is
built of Puget Sound pine, oak and tannin i
wind, and, Damon rays, is the iinest vessel
li-over built. Her dimensions are: Length,
135 feet; beam, 28 feet; depth of hold, 7 feet

LASSOING A 25-FOOT SHAKE.
Cowboys, Mounted on Mustangs, Come

In The Rescue.
Returning from a short visit to Chiapas, I

met a Mexican peon, an old acquaintance,
named I.>-< m Carrlzo, who had just arrived
from the coffee plantations of tlia South-
west.

"Anything worth seeing down in your
country?" J asked.

"Nothing specially interesting," lie an-
swered, "except that at this season itis the
worst country on the face of the earth for
spiders and snakes. There is a sort of hoop-
snake in the Vera Cruz country called
'conilito,' a slender but exceedingly active
fellow, crimson in color, which has a vicious
bite which is almost as deadly us that of
your terrible rattler.

"About three weeks ago Iwas passing
the coffee plantation of my friend Sandoval,
near Pacbucba, when in the hot broiling
sun Iwas astonished to see the natives drop
their work and rush about as ifthey were
mud. Fretty soon an Intelligent peon shouted
for me to go as fast as Icould from the s|iot."

"The cowboys and the crowdmoved slowly-

WANTED TO BE HANGED.
James Gray, Weary of Life, Pleads Guilty

to n Murder He Never Commit toil.

There Is in the IllinoisPenitentiary at
Chester, 111., a convict serving a ninety-nine-
year sentence for murder under the name, of
James Gray. His name is not Gray, and
there are the best of reasons for believing

that he tells the truth when he says he is not
guilty of murder or any other crime. Judge

WilliamC. Jones, of St. Louis, Mo., is now
trying to secure a pardon for the man, and
has been at work on the ease for over a year.
Ho Is convinced, in fact knows, that the
man is innocent. The story is a sensation-
ally romantic one. InOctober, 1883, a man
was found murdered in a box-car at Cen-
tral)* 111. Ho was never identified, and
there was no clew to the murderer. Throe
day afterward a man walked into the office
of a justice of the peace at Centralis., said
Ids inline was James Gray, that he was 30
years old, and that he had murdered the man
in the box-car. Ho refused to tell who he
had killed, or to give any di-taiß except
tint lie had killed the. man for an old grudge,
lie went to jail and four mouths later was
called for trial. ,

lie proposed to Judge Watts that he would
plead guilty if the Judge would promise the
death penalty. The Judge refused to listen
to any such proposition. '1hen Gray withdrew
his plea of guilty and said lie was innocent,
and that lie did not know who the dead mail
was or who had killed him. He had, how-
ever, built up against himself a strong case of
circumstantial evidence by leaving the cape
of his overcoat by the tody, and lie went up
for ninety-nine years. After three years of
service he began to think of trying totret out
and interest some influential persons in his
case. But here comes in a strange complica-
tion. lie is a cultured, refined young man,
and comes of a good family who think he is
dead. He disappeared mysteriously about
six years before ihe murder, and now lie does
not want to let his family know that lie is a
convict. As a result, those who are trying to
get bim out of prison have a very delicate
task to pursue. James Gray, in a lengthy
statement, says his only object in confessing
himself guilty of murder was to get Himself
hanged, as he hail been a homeless wan-
derer for a year and wanted to die, but could
not tolerate the idea of suicide. There is
every reason to believe that he willbe par-
doned.—Chicago Inter Ocean.
