Itwould be an interesting fart, DOW, to

£nd how many, who have been familiar
with this old uursery fairy tale from baby-

hood up to manho d, and have seen it pre-
sented inboth lyricand spectacular shape on
the stage, are aware that "Cinderella and her
littleglass slipper" were the victims of a mis-
translation wiien it was changed from
Charles Terrault's French to its present
English text. Cinderella never wore such
uncomfortable things as glass slippers-
called "crystal" in the spectacular version
to be given at the Grand Opera House— she
had too much rrspect for her pretty little
toes. What she did wear, according to the
old French original, were "pan tonnes de
vair," or. freely translated, "fur-lined slip-

pers." Vair, as any one may find, is the
skin of the squirrel, much used in the four-
teenth century as fur for garments, and fre-
quently mentioned by writers of that
period in describing the costly dres«es of
kines, nobles and prelates, and therefore
comes properly in for the dainty footgear of
the fairy godmother's protege. "Van is
represented in heraldry by a series of small
shields placed el se together, and alternately
white and blue. That "vair," by the trans-
lator's slip, should have come down to us as
glass can only be accounted for on the

-rround that his car was deceived l>y its
jKtgiilarity of the sound, in French, to

'•'wire" (glass), and that he wrote from
dictation, and Dot sifter personally scanning
the original text.

"A Man From Mnine."
Mr.Harry Meredith's war-drama with this

the months of April and September, 1864.

When "The Creole." Miss Granger's own

version of "Article 47," was produced at the
Bush-street, it was expected the audi-
torium would be crowded. There was a
largo attendance, but nothing like the num-
ber anticipated. The performance was a

good one in its main features; but the prin-
cipal figure upon which the eye rested, and
the one who thrilled every heart by her
speech and action, was the olive-cheeked
daughter of the Atlantic tropics, the adven-
turess personated by Miss Granger. One of
the most difficult episodes for an actress In
this exciting play is the mad scene, where
George Duhamel, the Creole's dune, curses
aud quits her. Few actresses, although
dramatically accomplished in other respects,

can sustain the unnatural condition of mad-—
There may be a spasmodic attempt,

but it locks the reality that Granger gave to
the mental horror; the wildand at times gib-
bering lauijb, the frenzied manner, and, anon,
the cunning of the crazed, that made one
shudder. We felt inher presence as ifnear
the actual inmate of a madhouse, with her
mind really out of tune, "tike sweet bells
jangled."

An Old Friend 10 tli*Fore.

When "The Midnight Bell" has ceased
ringing at the California, the old Sin Fran-
cisco favorite, Mr. Thomas Wallace Keene,
willcome before the footlights, and begin a
brief engagement in the strictly legitimate.

This willbe on the '-"Jth lust. Mr. Keene
needs no introduction to our public. lie
was a San Francisco favorite long ago, when,

yielding to the temptation of versatility, he
boxed the dramatic compass, running from
grave to gay, from lively to severe in his
personations

—
and remained poor. For

several years past, he has called a halt in
this dissipation of his stage talent, confined
his attention to one line, the legitimate—
and grown rich. The public must place an
actor before they begin to appreciate and
reward him. Itis needless to say that since
we last saw Mr.Keene he has had his usual
measure of success, a full one, and that
he personates a group of characters
not attempted by any one else in the the-
atrical world with the. same certainly of
making the histrionic picture complete in
all Its parts. He will open his engagement

with "Richard III." In this difficult part

the actor was a little shaky at the outset of
his legitimate career, but his natural flexi-
bility and dramatic aptitude soon settled
the question of the "crook-backed tyrant
in his favor.

Dlibandad.
The Duke of Saxe-Meintneen has been

forced to dissolve the celebrated theatrical
company which bears 'tis name, and which,
for many ye-.ns, his been recognized as one
of tlie greatest dramatic forces in Germany.
Tlie reason of this step is that he fears the
further cost of its support" will make him
bankrupt. The Duke, who contracted a
morganatic marriage with r'iauiein Franz,
an actress, 111 1873, has dropped a million
marks, about $260,000, in th« manngemeutol
tin1company, losing money Irom the time of
its starting. Itdepended for its monetary

success 011 its drawing powers in outside and
foreign cities, derived from the prestige
which it acquired at home. Lately, how-
ever, the Saxe-Meiningena have been unable
to draw paying audiences in any of the out-
side cities, and the Duke has been compelled
to mortgage his private resources inorder to
please ins wife, who acted as business man-
ager of the organization, ami who was anx-
ious thai the enterprise should not be aban-
doned because of the influence it exerted on
dramatic art throughout Germany.

On Hi' Old Site.
The architects are busily engaged, says the

construction of McVicker's Theater, and
the public may rest ais 11red that the
new edifice willin many respects excel the
one destroyed.

Anthony Bursts I?iot-J. O'C, City.
It was in the tombs, in the basement of tho
Comity Court-house onCvturt street, Boston,
Mass., that the "AnthonyBums Riot," in
May, 1854. occurred. Burns was a fugitive
slave, who had been taken into custody by
United Spates rfticers on the evening of
May 'J4 l11. under a warrant issued by United
States Commissioner Edward G. Loring and
temporarily lodged in the tombs. The anti-
slavery people were in a fever of excitement
over this action, and meetings were held in
Pineal! Hull and el*o«hpre "to prot-st
nK.iinst the outrage on liberty," at which
such men as Wendell l'uillips, Theodore
Parker, Francis \V. Bird and other anti-
slavery leaders of tlie day were the princi-
pal speakers. Two evenings after tho arrest,
when a great meeting was in progress in
Faneuil Hail, and while Phillips wa< speak-
iug, word was brought into the hall that a
party of negroes were in Court square,
trying to etlect the release of Burns.
The uieettns at once dissolved, and
the crowd pressed to the Court-
house, where it attempted to break
in the doors. A tiiht ensued between the
just-appointed policemen and the populace,
in which one constatile was killed ntid sev-
eral persons seriously injured. Indictments
were afterward found against two of the
persons above uamed and others, but they
were quashed and the cases dismissed.
Burns was remanded to slavery, after an ex-
amination on the nth, but afterward bought
by Northerners, given his freedom and sent
into Canada, where he died at St. Catherine's
on the 27th of July, ISKJ. After his remand,
on the 27th of May, is."i4, he was conveyed
by the revenue cutter Morris to Virginia.

Opal and Mooxstoxe— L.IT., City.
(1) The opal is a mineral species presenting
ninny varieties and known by a number of
Damns. Its composition is silica (sand),
combined with 7% to 11parts in 100 of wa-
ter, which has apparently hardened from a
gelatinous state. The flashes of rainbow
tints are reflected from surfaces of irregular
dimensions at different depths in the trans-
lucent stone and intersecting at various an-
gles. The colors are not due to the presence
of any material pigment in the. mineral, but
are optical effects due to certain structural
peculiarities. The opal is sometimes white,
but is also found of various shades of red,
yellow, brown and gray. In the precious
opal a play of rich colors is exhibited; in
tire opal, bright hyacinth red, with yellow
reflections. Changeable red and green col-
ors are the most highly prized, while one
variety called the hydroplianct is remarkable
for becoming transparent when immersed in
witter. (2) The moonstone is a variety of
feldspar of a pearly white, not properly
a precious stone. It was formerly much
in fashion, but now is of trilling value.
The best come from Ceylon, and an opaque
and green variety, deriving its tint from an
admixture of copper, conies from Siberia,
where itis known hs the Amazon stone. The
moonst'ine is sometimes known by the name
of Water ox Ceylon opal. Feldspar, as com-
monly seen, is the light-colored ingredient of
granite, distinguishable by its pearly luster
and of a hardness little inferior to that of the
quart/, with which it is intermingled. Com-
mon feldspar is a silicate of alumina anj
potash, though lime and oxide of Iron are
commonly present in small quantities, ami a
portion oi the potash is often replaced by
soda. Labradonte, said to have been first
discovered by Moravian missionaries on the
island of St. Paul on the Labrador coast, is
a beautiful variety of pearly luster, often ex-
hibiting a play ot blue, green, yellow and
red colors, lime and soda in this replacing
the pota-h with \u25a0 little oxide of iron. This
labra<lorite is sometimes s> beautiful fromits
changeable colors that itis employed in Jew-
elry, its having been found in meteoric
stones probably suggested the name ••moon-
stone." (3) Tin* Q. C. does not know of any
superstition alt -died to this stone, but tue
opal is considered by those who believe in
such tilings sacred to the month of October
and denoting Hope and sharpening the sight
and faith of the possessor, or as put in the
versified form:

October's childIs bnrn for woe,
And lire's vicissitudes must know:
Hut lay an opal on tier breast
And Uupe willlullUiom wues to rest.
