Loss of the Pilot-Boat Governor

Hoody.

The Captain and Crew Barely Escaps With

Their Lives.

Rescue of the Cook After Hanging to a Cliff
{for Honrs—The Schooner Theught
to Be a Total Loss.

Speclal Dispatches to THE MorNING CALL.

AsSTORIA, Sept. 20.—The pilot schooner
Governor Moody went ashore at North Head
at 4:30 o’clock this morning during a fog.
The vessel is a total wreck. P. Cordiner,
Lounis Olsen and Gustave Me-

wreck of the Governor Moody lies at the
base of the cliff at Wills Prairie, three miles
north of Fort Canby. George Solvely, the
colored cook, who was reported drowned,
was discovered by the life-saving crew on
a rock under the cliff and was rescued, The
life crew boarded the vessel and saved
nearly of the clothing of the men, and also
the books and sextant. It is thought there
is not the slightest chance of saving the ves-

sel.
News of the disaster reached here at 9:30

this morning, and Pilot Commis-
sioners Weeks and Montgomery immedi-

ately chartered the steamer Eclipse and left
for the scene.

on for dear lite, while each successive
breaker was shaking the craft to piezes.

*“In one of these lurches the mainmast
came down with a fearful crash, earrying us
with it. When I struck the deck 1 received
a cut on the head which stunned me fora
and wnhen I recoversd myself

for the forerigging, which
was still standing. We could now
see that the schooner was close up
against the eliff. Iclimbed to the masthead
waves. Slie was
rolling considerably, and in some way I got
between the mast and the cliff and got my
arm and shoulder bruised and was knocked
my feet, bat in falling I managed to
strike in the eroteh of the jib-halyards and
slid down the jib-stay.

1 then climbed up the mast and man-
aged to reach the overhanging rocks and

pulled myseif up to a place of safety, and
Gustav McCorda, who was with me in the
forerigging, tollowed me. Louis Ols#n, who
had been hurt ig the hip, was elinging to the

| down, but before leaving the fore-rigging

we had to cut the jib-halyards, and we low-
ered one end of them to him and hauled him
up. All this time the colored cook, George
Salvelsy, was nowhere to be seen, and we
thoughy he had been washed overboard., 1
then started for Fort Canby, and on reaching
there notified the life crew, who promptly
went to the seene of the wreck and saved
what they could, a few clothes and a sex-
tant being all that could be recovered. Whie
going down to the wreck, one of the life
crew discovered the cook hanging to a nar-
row sheif of rocks. An overhanging shelf of
rocks prevented his elimbing further up and the
waves were boiling beneath him, he being
in this way, with the surf throwing spray
over him for nearly six hours. He was ter-
ribly exhausted when rescued.” ;

The Governor Moody was built in 1883
and cost £15,000, The insurance is §$11,000.
She was owued by the State of Oregon line
of steamers.

[Advices received at the Merchants’ Ex-
change yesterday morning give further par-
ticulars of the loss of the steamer Ajax.
She left Coos Bay for San Francisco on
Wednesday last, and on Thursday, Septem-
ber 18th, at 9 o’clock in the morning, struck
on Blount’s Reef, off Cape Mendocino, in a
thick fog, and sunk ten miles north of
Sheiter Cove. The passengers and crew
were all safely landed at Shelter Cove. An
endeavor will be made to have the steamer
Newport call there and take the passengers
and c¢rew to San Francisco. The vessel was
partly insured and cost originally $120,000.
She was due here early Friday mornivg.
The Ajax was an iron steamer, built here
in 1888. She was 212 feet long, 33.2 breadth

of beam aud had a depth of 15 feet. Her
net tonnage capacity was 534.42 tons.]

CITY POLITICIANS.

Both Parties Desirous of a 'Gen.
tlemanly Canvass.

A Quist Fight for the Nomination for Mayor,
Buckley’s Reported Plans—Precinct
Boards Appointed.

In local political circles the week has been
one of unusual dullness, in view of the fact
that the campaign is well under way, and
men who have had the experience of years
as politicians unite in declaring this the
dullest campaign ever fought in the State.
A casual observer would find it hard to be-
lieve, from surface indications, that a great
political battle is on hand, and both parties
seem, as if by common consent, to be ctudi-
ously refraining from making a bitter on-
slaught.

Tne Democrats evidently realize that
Mayor Pond’s connection with Buckley is
too notorious to admit of their tempting fate
by an attack upon Markham, had they the
material at band for such an assault, and
they are maintaining a dignified silence on
the subject. Said one of Mayor Pond’s
managers yesterday:

“ We have no attack to make upon Colo-
nel Markham. We believe him to be a man
of irreproachable character, and we think
the affairs of the State would be safe in the
hands of either one of the two gentlemen.
Both are men of the highest standing, and
are worthy of every confidence.””

The general opinion is that the Demoerats
are afraid to proveke an attack, and for
that reason ave pursuing their present pol-
icy.

CLERKS OF ELECTION.

Their Names Must Be Upon the Assess-
ment Roil,

The Board of Election Commissioners
met yesterday morning, Auditor Strother
presiding. City and County Attorney Flour-
noy and T ax-Collector O’Brien were present.

About 100 applicants qualified for posi-
tions on the Precinet Boards of Registra-
tion. The application of Daniel S. Witherby
to be appointed an officer of election in the
Seventh Preeinct of the Forty-seventh Dis-
trict was accepted.

D. R. MeNeill was awarded the contract
at $18 per booth of supplying the election
booths with necessary furniture and keep-
ing them eclean while they are in use.

A compiaint from the residents of the See-
ond Precinct of the Fortieth District, that
the polling-place is about twenty-five feet
from a saloon, was negatived.

The Registrar was directed to summons the
rersons who will serve on the election boards
with the members of the precinct boards
who must be qualified by the commission. It
will be necessary to appoint one Republican
clerk and one Democratic clerk, when the
boards will be completed with equal repre-
sentation.

In reply to a question as to the eligibility
of applicants for clerkships who are not on
the assessment roll, Auditor Strother said
tlw‘ applicants must be on the assessment
roll.

The appointment of William Wilson as
judge in the Second Precince of the Thirty-
third District was revoked, Registrar Smiley
having proved that he had served a term in
the State Prison.

Villiam Collins, who had also been ap-
pointed to serve in the Second Precinet of
the Thirty-third District, was objected to by
Registrar Smiley on the ground that he had
been an associate of ex-conviet ‘‘Brick”
Butler. 7The matter was laid over for further
inquiry.

A special meeting will be held to-morrow
morning to determine whether ownership of
property is a necessary qualification.

They were each held to
answer before the Superior Court, with bail
fixed in each case at $2000 cash or $£4000
bonds. Eagleson, a trusty in the County
Jail, gave important testimony. He said
Morrison let the five Chinese into the jail
and put them in cell 8. After five or ten
minutes Morrison (assistant jailer) ordered
him (Eagleson) to let out five Chinese and he
did so, but they were not the same ones who
went inte the cell, It is said that Lem
Share, the highbinder, who was in the
County Jail serving his sentence for false
imprisonment of Yit Gen at the time of tha
exchange of the five Chinamen, has confessed
to seeing the exchange made.

Some time ago tue Southern California
