When the Republicans
gained control of Congress, the Democrats
attempted to force the Government to enact
a free coinage law, in the face of the fact
that such an enactment would have created
two standards of value—a silver one for
trade and a gold one for payment of debts.
The Republicans saw that such a law would
work hardships upon the debtor class, and
wisely determined upon a policy which will
bring the two metals to their legal ratio as a
condition of free coinage. When silver is
worth as much in the market as gold in the
legal ratio, there will be no disturbance of
values resulting from free coinage. Voor-
Liees does not expect his resolution to pass,
but he wants the credit of having offered it.

CHINES THE KITCHEN.

Philadelphia ladies are about to experi-
ment with Chinese in their kitchens. A gen-
tleman named Williams, who conceived a

liking for Chinese in California, has given
his pets such admirable qualities that Phila-
delph iies are much inclined to let their

girlsgo and putJohn in their place. This Mr
Williams is a man of a playful imagination.
He does not let facts spoil hisstories. Ie
tells the ladies of his eity that the Chinese
are patient, docile and honest. They are coon
taught and never forget anything. When
they become tired of a place they go, and do
not stand uvon the order of their going.
I'heir indifference to money is such that
they pever ask for any balance of wages that
may due them. There have bLeen iu-
stances in this city of Chinese servants
leaving places without a declaration of in-
tention to quit. There have been instances
also where no attempt has been made to col-
lect the balance of wages due them. But in
wost cases discoveries have been made which
acecounted for such extraordinary conduct.
When “*John” dces not collect his wages it
is beeause he is afraid that if he shows him-
self he will be the party collected. Asa rule
he does not serve in a- white woman’s kitchen
for his health.

W()\lhh AS TEACHERS.

MARRIED

A resolution has been introduced into the
Cincinnati Board of Education to discharge
all married women now teaching in the pub-
lie schools of that city. The 1esolution pre-
sumably makes married women ineligible to
future appmmn ent, Whether this resolu-
tion is in the interest of the unmarried
ladies of Cincinnati or in the interest of the
schoo!s is a matter upon which there will be
a division of opinion. The married ladies
will probably take the sffirmative and the
single ones the negative. The assumption
in such cases is that married ladies have
other duties than teaching, which, to an ex-
tent, affect their efficiency as teachers. Most
of them have a home to look after even if
they do not perform the drudgery of house-
keeping. Unmarried ladies will in most
cases live at home or board. If the teacher
is one of several sisters the care of the home

will mlurall\ fall upon the sisters. There
are obvious reasons why young wives should
not undertake the duties of school-teaching
but these do not apply to the middle-aged mar-
ried lady who may be compelled to do some
kind of work to keep her family together
and educate her children. DMarried women
between the ages of 35 and 50 are the most
efficient teachers in this city, especially in
the primary

grades.

THE CBICAGO FAIR.

The condition of affairs in relation to the
World's Fair is discouraging. It perhaps
too early to assume that the fair will be a
failure if it is not taken out of the hands of
its present managers, but things look that
way. The Chicego Commission have got
control, amd the commissions from other
States are in the sulks. Whether the Na-
tional Committee at fault in permitting
the Chicago Committee to usurp its func-
tions or whether l'l" conditions are such that
the National Commission yields to a seem-
ing necessity does not much matter. The
f nnot prove a success unless all com-
missions work in harmony.

Fair plan was in permitting any State or
city to subscribe a dollar to the guarantee
fund.

But the incident is typical of everything
that is Turkish. There is no finer country
in the worid than Eur pean and }:nls of
Asiatic Turkey; it is peopled by one of the
most robust races that ever lived; it has
passed into a proverb that the owner of
Constantinople is the master of the world
Yet so wretchedly is the empire adminis-
tered that its total revenue is only about
€00,000,000, some $10,000,0C0 less than its ex-

pendifi

ire, and the last time it went into the
markets of the world for a loan, the best
bid it eculd get for its five mer cents was 52,
That every department of the Gov (~'x.nn-nt
is saturated with corruption is no pee
ity. The cchesive power of nationality
seems to have ceased to operate, and prov-
ince after province of the empire slonghs off
without a reason, and witbhout nee.
Even in China, where the national author-
ity seems to be on the point of deliquescence,
there is as much national feeling as in the
outlying pash

resist:

1aliks of the Puarte.

On the map, the Tur 1 Empire spreads
from the Balkans to the southern limits of
l‘ultﬁim', and from the Adriatic to the
Tigris; but in this vast stretch of territory—
equal in area to that of the United States
east of the Rocky Mountains—there are
tribes which acknowledge no allegiance to
the Sultan, others which have been for
vears at open war with him, and others

which accept the runle of a British resident.
This disjeinted and fiagmentary empire
unevertheless claims to be able to put 800,000
soldiers into the field; so that of the scanty
substance of the State the lion’s share is de-
voted to the barren busipness of feeding
troops.

It is curions that so strange an anomaly
as the Porie should continue to cumber the
earth. DBritish jealousy has thus far pre-
vented the absorption of the Turkish domin-
ious by Russia; but how long can Great
Britain keep life in a power which seems to
have no capacity for renovation? When the
extremities die of gangrene, the trunk can-
not ' ng retain existence. Turkey has lost,
since this century began, nearly all its
African possessions; it is an object of deris-
ion at Tripoli, which still retains the name
of a Turkish villayet; in Asia, it has lost
Kars, and the recent Armenian revolt will
probably end in the secession of Erzeroum
and Trebizond; Enzland is only waiting for
a convenient excuse to annex Bagdad and
Bassorah. It would be better for the Turks,
and infinitely better for civilization, if some
power—not mueh matter which—divided up
the empire, and brought it into line with
modern ways and modern thought,

EDITORIAL NOTES.

The new military law of France has con-
siderably Iucreascd her forces. The Miuister of
War estimates that on a war footlng the army
numbers 4,500,000 trained soldlers, The same
spirit manifested by France 1s shown by ler
neighbors. Never has such mllitary activity
been displavea in Europe in times ol peuace as
during the past few months. No sooner has one
serles of maneuvers terminated than a rival dis-
play is presented across the border.

Emperors Wiillam ana Francis Joseph have
exchanged views, indulged in complimentary ad-
dresses, embraced, Kissed and departed. Bis-
marek  evidently does not like the turn
ol affairs, for he is ecredited with making
an attack on the Government through the Ham-
burgher Nochrichten for its departure from his
policy, and muintaining it will be a grievous
fault it Beirlin statecraflt makes Anstria’s East-
ern trouble with Russia Germany’s own.

Canadians are lamenting the faet that some of
their capitalists interested in maonufacturing en-
terprises have staried similar operations in this
country in order to seciire the beunefit of a mar-
ket afforded by a population of 65,000,000,
When the Canadians witness the benefits of pro-
teetlon it is not surprising that the annexation
aud reciprocitly movements gain strength.

The growing impression that the Torles are
going to surprise Parliament some day or an-
other with a Home Rule Bill of their own 1s
strengthened by the rumor that the Prince of
Wales has suggested a ¢ompromise on the Irish
question lo Premier Salisbury, on the theory that
some Kind of home rule is inevitable. 2

The obstructive tactics that caunse the deadlock
In Congress are likely to have a marked effect
on the result of the Novewmber elections. The
people will not be slow in plaeing the responsi-
bility wheie It belongs, and some of the proml-
nent oflenders are likely to be signally rebuked.

France’s proposed expedition against Dahomey
to punisb the brutal King for his offenses against
bumanity bas been deferred by orders from
Parls. Iuis calculated that these military oper-

ations would cost 50,000,000 francs, a financlal
responsibility the Minister of War hesitates to
assume without the approval of the Chamber of
Deputies. In order to make an effective cam-
paign, it is ealeulated that France would have to
provide and equip an addtiional force of at least
4000 white and black troops.
