thai Mate in 1818. His wife, formerly Miss
Elizabeth Daniels, wan bom lv MoDtKomery
Couuty,Ky.,May 30, lSlilj. Benjamin Ely aud
Elizabeth D.inieN weie mariieo. iv Missouri,
September 16. 1840. Mr. Elycame to California
soon alter aud regained here for some lime,
finallyreturning. He brought bis family to the
Coa-t In1857 and seltled about live aud a half
miles northeast of Winters, In this county,
where he has continued to reside ever since.

The town of Buckeye sprang up sjon alter his
arrival here, the tile o.' the town being near
wbeio Mr.Ely's hou-e now stands. Buckeye
was one of the liveliest towns in the couuty
duiiugIts day. Uucle Hen Ely was the principal
rn^nof that place, and for ye..is has been one ol
the foremost men of Yolo County.

When me question of celebrating the golden
wedding was being discussed, continues [lieac-
count. Aunt Hetty proposed toInvite the chil-
dren and a few friends and neighbors. Uncle Ben
said, "By jiugs, If we Invite any of ihe uet^hbois
aud friends we will invite them all."

RETURNED
IN DISTRESS.

Terrible Experience of the Brit-
ish Ship Yen him.

Af:cr Beinj Out Forty-four Days Shes Comes

Back to Fort, Having Been Crippled in

a Furious Hurricane.

Shortly before dusk last evening Captain
Ilyslop, tie Merchants' Exchange outlook
at Point Loins, sent word in that the snip
Ventura was passing in. In tow of a tug.
There was considerable excitement among
tins shipping men who happened to be on
'change when the news was received, as the
vessel left here forty-four days ago bound
for Westport, Ireland. She is a British ves-
sel, commanded by Captain Liilia,and had
on board when she left 10.000 centals of
wheat, valued at $14,000, and 25,000 barrels
of flour, valued at {95,000, shipped by Starr
&Co.

The vessel came to anchor about 7 o'clock
and Captain Liliia sent to the Exchange a
comprehensive report of the terrible ex-
perience the ship hail undergone since she
left here on August Gth. The report was
evidently written by one of the apprentices
from the captain's lug, and while the spell-
ing is somewhat faulty itis very well writ-
ten, and insome places the language usi d
would do credit to the most sensational re-
porter en a sensational daily paper. The re-
port is headed all ready for the press:
"Dreadful hurricane encountered by the
British ship Ventura of Glasgow; the ship
capsizing and turning right over," and the
following is a verbatim copy of it:

I.LAVING the ror.T.

The British steel ship Ventura, Captain
X.Li/lia, Bailed from San Francisco, August
6th, bound to Westport, Ireland. Allwent
well withus until the evening of the 18th
inst., when about 7 o'clock the sky was
observed to have a most peculiar appear-
ance. The wind was duo northeast) blowing
amoderate breeze, and the ship making a
south-southeast course, barometer standing
29.95; position of ship, latitude 20° 4S' north,
longitude 128° 57' west; midnight, still a
moderate breeze, steady at northeast, but a
heavy swell eeltim? vi) from the southeast;
ikyclear. At2 o'clock In the morning set
in cloudy, breeze freshening; took in royals

and sill light sails. Noticed a singular moan-
Ins in the wind, barometer standing 29.90.
At3 o'clock in tlie morning it was blowing
bard mid getting squally, but the sky was
quite clear at intervals. Called all hands on
deck and furled the topgallant sails and
mainsail.

At5 A.M. furled the upper trps^ls and
foresail ana inner jib, the ship now being
under threo lower topsails. Blowing very
hard and the wind veering to the north.
Made sure that Iwas in the left-haud semi-
circle of the storm. Consequently hove the
ship to on the port tack, Barometer down
to 2!>.70. Thermometer -"-

At '.< a. M. blowing a fearful Kale. All
hands on dock battening down and making
everything as secure as possible. The fore,
lower and mizzen lower topsails blew away
in the fearful squall. Wind at >\\"W.,
witha mountainous sea; barometer down
to 29.10. Ship bowing the seas well, but
laying down to the leeward to the main
batch. Tried to take in the lower main
topsail, and, with much danger, got itfast,
itbeing blown to pieces.

A TEKKIFIC HtTKRICASE.
After half-past 12 o'clock itwas blowing a

terrific hurricane, the ship was almost on
her beam end-:, with a most dreadful sea at
times threatening to engulf the ship. Nut
a rag of canvas was left on the yard- but
shreds, when a mountainous wave was seen
working its way toward the ship about 100
feet high. Itstruck her on the port beam
and passed completely over her, carrying
aw ay everything before it and washing right
over the lower yards. Two men were
washed overboard fro:n the poop deck,
namely, Paul Vos, able seaman, who was
unfortunately drowned, and John Snoto,
sail-maker, who was washed back by the
wash of tho sea.

This poor man was last seen out on the
weather quarter clinging to a piece of boat.
We tried all we could to save him, biit lie
was far to the leeward and the ship soon
d:ilted out of his reach. This sea took
away the two after boats ani bridge and
rails and two hen-coops nnd meat-safe and
smashed in the lee cabin iron doors, gutting
out the lee side' and half Biting the cabin
with water. On the poop it washed away
the wheel-box and gratings and steering
compass and lee wash-board and washed
away the bucket-rack and one life buoy.

Forward it took away the life-boat and
destroyed and smashed the port-boat,
smashed the ventilators on top of the house
am! shifted the spar?, tearing the rinebolts
clear out of the deck; washed away tbe lee
forecastle ladder and gutted out completely
the lee side of the forecastle tie.-.d and the
lee light-house, washing away paints, oils,
tanks and side-lights, and in fact everything
moveable on board thn ship. Gutted out
the crew's house and washed away most ol
their ellects.

is A.WFTTL SEA.
The sea was now something awful to look

at and we could not tell whether the ship
was not foundering, as the blow she received
was enough to break her in two. About 2
o'clock in the afternoon the hurricane was
raging withfearful force and the ship v.as
enveloped inone mass of foam right up to
her trucks; barometer down to 27.90. All
hands had to hold on for dear life when, ina
most dreadful burst of the hurricane, the
ship capsized, tnruinariahtorer and burying
the lower yards in the sn. She took a sud-
den plunge and. almost put the fore-top un-
der.
Itseemed then that our last moment had

come, and the crew scrambled up the
weather rigging. There was nothing then

'

above the water but the weather bilge, ami
the ship's keel must have been out of
the water at times, Tho iron bulwarks to
leeward instantly tore away like so much
match-wood, right along from the fore tig-
ging to the after part of the mainmast; not
a thing was left, stanchions, or anything;
the main rail, being of iron. it almost tore
away the lower main rigging in its efforts to
breakaway. It at hist broke off and bent
the lee screws badly, nearly breaking them.

The sea was then making fearful havoc
all over the ship. We could not cut the
masts awaj as they were fitted with screw
rigcing, and we expected every moment that
tins ship would to down, as nothing could
hardly stand the thousands of tuns of
water that were constantly washing right
over her from the lee side. The sea was
now running in pyramids, and gave the ship
no chance to live.

IN the CENTER OF TUB HURRICANE.
About 5 o'cl ck In the afternoon all of a

sudden itfell dead calm for ten minutes,
showing that the ship must have been fair
in the center of the hurricane. The wind
then without any warning shifted to east,
orabout ten points, and then the hurricane
came on, if possible, with redoubled fury,
raving in a most dreadful manner, so that
one could fancy there were thousands of
voices screaming iv the air willi a most dis-
tressing moan. .About 8 o'clock in the even-
ing the ship was over to the main top in the
water and one had to turn his eyes away
from the fearful sight, the topgallant and
royal yards almost dipping. Wo were pre-
pared to see her go down, but she hung on
wonderfully, and now and again the tops til
yards would come up nnd show themselves
just fora second or two. It was a fearful
sight as the night closed in, nothing but a
mass of foam, the ship appearing to be en-
tombed in a vast crater. Everybody was
fist to the mizzen rigging end occasionally
the would send the poop clean under up to
half the mizze.u mast; there was nothing
but her weather bilge above all tho night
and itIs a mystery how sho did not tuin
bottom up and founder. Everything in the
cabin was washing about to leeward and
the appearance of the ship from where wo
were lashed to the rinsing was truly awful.

Atabout 3 o'clock in the morning we were
no»*a littlerelieved to think that it showed
some signs' of breaking, which gave us some
hope of yet caving the ship ai,d ourselves.
When at last daylight came, it had moder-
ated a great deal. The ship presented a
fearful sight, nothing but a mass of wreck-
age below and aloft. We sounded the
pumps but found no water; the ship being
over on her beams ends the water could not
get to her well. We sounded the fore com-
partment and found eight feet of water
there. At8 o'clock in the morning it was
quite moderate and the sea going down very
fast.

A LOW BAROMETER.
The barometer is now up to 29.30; there

can be no doubt that itwent down to27.50
in the worst of the hurricane, but it could
not be watched after 2 o'clock ia the after-
noon, as itdid not seem of any use watch-
ing itlonger. At10 o'clock in the morning,
soa going down fast, but the ship is most
danger, over r.nd the sea is making a
complete breach over her amidships, where
the bulwarks are gone and all along the
fore rigging. Started all hands to jottison
the cargo all over to leeward, breaking
through the shifting Irani- five inches thick
in the main hatch ;threw over about fiftyor
sixty tons and then started to clear away
the wreck as the yards were adrift; the
bridge compass and the steering one were
both washed away;Bet about baling out the
fore compartment; found that the sea had
washed the plugs out of the lee yardarms ;
the main hatch bars were also torn away ;

found the main deck smashed in before the
after batch. Atnoon the wind is now north-
east and the sky is clearing fust.

Thursday, 21«t—Moderate northeast winds
nnd fine weather, getting some sails bent. At
7p. m. fresh Dre ze and the weatli-r looking
threatenin;r, and fearlnK another Imrriiane,
started allhands to jettison moro cargo;
threw over should say about forty hns or
more nnd trimmed over to windward abiait
2--0 ton?. Friday, 29d. The weather has now
iinprovdl in appearance and la much better;
nil sail sit. From ther.ee to :!•"> north latitude
had nothing but light air.sandcalms, the wind
Hying about fr"inall directions. On the 16th
eucountcrrd a gale from the north with a
very heavy sea. From the 17th to port light
airs from northwest to southnest aud thick
weather.

DID SHE TI'HN OVF.It ?
When the report of the Ventura was re-

ceived on 'Chaiue a number cf pilots and
shipping men were present, and they smiled
whin they read its beading: "The ship cap-
cized and turned ruht over." I'ort Admiial
Barber and Captain Stewart Menzies said
that they would not believe it unless they
saw the clews of tlie sailors' hammocks
turned < ver.

The Ventura no doubt encountered the same
hurricane that was met by the British ship
Qn> en Victoria, which put into thisport in
d stress on the 17tb inst. while bound from
Tacoma for Europe. The following vessels
left here about the same time th« Ventura
did, and it is pot improbable that they en-
countered the same storm, and some ol them
may ytt come back in distress: Ship In-
diana, September 2d; bris I.inline, Septem-
ber <<th; City of Papeete, September sth;
Melanesia, September 6th; German bark
Ann i, Sei teniber 7th;S. I".Hitchcock, Sep-
tember 7th; Andrew Welch, September 10th,
nnd the Eudora, September iit.li. The An-
drew Welch iiiiuhlkeep mure to the west-
ward as she wa.s bound to Sydney.

COUN'IiSUPERINTENDENTS.

The lileunlnl School Convention Called
for December Next.

Superintendent of Public Instruction Ira
G. Hoitt has given notice that in accordance
with Section 1532 of the Political Code,
Subdivision 14, a biennial convention
of the County School Superintendents
of California will be held at the State
Capitol, Sacramento, commencing Tuesday,
December 2, 1890.

Under the provisions of said section each
County Board of Education may be repre-
sented in said convention by cine delegate
elected from nnd by its members, and the
suggestion is made that each County Board
of Education elect its delegate as soon as
possible. Said delegate should present to
the Superintendent of Public Instructions
copy of ihe resolution appointing him, signed
by tho President .md attested by the .Secre-
tary of his board uuder the seal of s;iid
board.

"The convention is called early," says Mr.
lioitf, "that it may not interfere with the
county examinations of teachers, and that
there may be ample time to embody tho
amendments recommenced in a proper bill
to be presented to the Legislature. Itis also
hoped that each County Superintendent and
each delegate will come with his proposed
amendments to the school law prepared, to
the end that the deliberations may be to the
point, cover all needed changes, and result
in tlie greatest possible amount of goud to
the school system of tho State."
