A XOOTJUFDL MUEDEBEE.

The Terrible Charee Against Theodore
Parsons of Shannon County.

Slieri ffFreeman ol Shannon County was
seen at tlie Four Courts in reference to the
circumstances connected with the case of
the boy Theodore Parsons, who was placed
in the St. Louis jail yesterday morning for
safe keeping. Tbe case appears to be a ter-
rible one. The Parsons boy is under two
indictments for murder Intbe firstdecree.
On the morning of June 21st last neighbors
of Den Collins in Shannon County found
the farmer dead in his house with three
bullet boles in h;s head. In tlie bed in the
s;ime room lay tlie body of Collins' three-
year-old son. The little fellow's head had

been crushed and a Moody pine knot lay on
tin' floor Bear by. The house bad been ran-
sacked from tup to hottoui and over Jlii'ti
iv cash had been taken.

The boy, Theodore Parsons, was at once
arrested. As yet the evidence against him is
purely of a circumstantial nature, yet so
strong that nothing short of a conviction on
the most serious charge is anticipated. The
boy live" with his parents in Carter Comity,
.about sixteen miles from Collins' place.
STonng Theodore had worked- fox Collins
during March ol the same year and knew
of tlie farmer's habit of keeping.large
sums of money about the place. It devel-
oped that aliout 4 o'clock on the afternoon
preceding the night of the murder he lefl
his work in the held anil went to tbe house.
Alter saddling a hor.-:e he told liis nmther
that he was going to bait a "deer lick" and
rode away. A man arid a buy eight miles
from Parsons' home and on the way to d>l-
lins' place, saw Theodore ride past while
they neru hiding in tlie. bush at a
deer lick. 'Hie boy's jinny wore a
peculiar shoe, the marks of which was
found on the road about half a mile from
the scene of the shooting. When the arrest
was made the Parsons house was searched
and a revolver was discovered under the
iloor.

WRECK OF THE AJAX.

One of (lie Officers Tells How tbe
Vessel Wns Lost.

Daring a Thick Fo» She Ran on Bluntt Beef-
Arrivalof the Psssenpera and Crew on

th9Steamer Newport.

The Pacific Coist Steamship Company's
steamer Newport, Captain Green, arrived in
port at 8 o'clock yestarday from Eel Hirer,
from whichplace she made the tripin thirty-
six hours. On tho way down she put into
Shelter Cove, and from there brought down
the passengers and crew of the wrecked
steamer Ajax, which struck a reef off Cape
Mendocino on Thursday last and afterward
sank. One of the officers of tho Ajax was

seen yesterday afternoon by a Cai.i, re-
porter aud cave the followingdetails regard-
iug the disaster:

I.EFT -WITH CI.EAK WEATHER.
"We leftCoos Bay at.1o'clock outhe after-

noon of September 17th, having ou board
fifteen cabin and six steerage passengers,
adults, and several children, a crew of
twenty-six and a cargo of 7W) tons of coal.
Tlie weather was clear when we left and
remained so until 7 o'clock on the morning
of the 16th, wheu a thick fog set iv. We
thought we were well off shore, but, as an
extra precaution, at 8 o'clock tho course of
tbe vessel was altered half a point off, and
that course kept till S:uf>. At «:^0 o'clock
the fog liftedsome, but at.l o'clock itset in
very thick again and we could not see the
length of the ship.

"The patent log we had must liave 'over-
run,' as it is called, for we thought we were
to tbe southward of the cape, when at 8:50
o'clock the course was changed to the regu-
lar course from the cape to I'oint Arena. At
9:18 o'clock the Steamer struck heavily on
Blunts Keef, which lira about four miles
vest half south (magnetic) from Capo Aieu-
docioo. t-he was going at tbe rate of eigut
and a half knots »t the time and struck
heavily. The captain and second officer
were on deck at the time.

BTOPPKD ASH EEVEItSED."
As soon as the steamer struck Captain

Donaldson gave orders to stop the engines
and then ru full speed astern. The. vessel
did not hang a second as the rock rises sheer
out of the. water. One or two ol the passen-
gers yelled whin the vessel struck, but
there was no confusion. Just after the
engines were reversed weheard the whistling
buoy, which is located outside the reef. We
steamed out to get around the buoy, and, at
the same time, made an examination of tlie
ship, set nil pumps at work, and got tlie
coven nil tho bouts and swung them out-
side ready for use.

"An examination showed that tlie vessel
was badly strained allover, but the water
was nut gaining very rapidly, and it was
thought at first that we could get her to this
port. The water began to [our inmore rap-
idly,though— faster than our pumps could
pump it out

—
and we hauled in toward theland. At3 o'clock in the afternoon the wa-

ter got so liish it put the fires out aud
stopped the engines. The four boats were
lowered into Hie water, and at 3:15 o'clock
all bauds left the ship. All the personal
effects of the passengers and crew were lost,
we left in such a huiry. Captain Donald-
son did not even save the ship's papers and
his Instruments. Wells, Fargo & Co.'s
treasure, amounting to nearly S7OUO, was,
however, saved. There was no excitement
and no confusion when we left, as the sea
was smooth.

FOI.I.OWINO THE BEACH,
"We could bot see, the shore, but could

(li-ci-rii the breaker? on tin: beach. Wo
judged we were about ten miles to the north
of bnelWr Cove, but we afterward found we
weru only about einht miles. We pulled in
a southerly direction, following the beach,
and at 6:30 o'clocK we putted alongside the
wharf: at Shelter Cove and ail bands went
to the hotel. Next morning Captitiu Don-
aldson obtaiued tlie sei vices of Mr. Smith,
who is ageut at Shelter Cove, as a guide and
went across country thirty-five miles to
l'etrolia, from which place he sent a dis-
patch to tlie. owners. Some of us pullo'i out
in a boat and found that tlie Ajax had sunk,
and her mastheads were just showing
above tho water. She had sunk in about
eighteen or nineteen fathoms. At8 o'clock
yesterday morning the Newport came along-
side the wharf aud we all got on board nnd
arrived ht'ie at b o'clock this morning. We
were treated most kindlyby the people at
Shelter Covo and by tho captuiu aud oilicers
of the Newport."
