REAL ESTATE.

Some Facts Concerning Boomhiß
Cities in the North.

G. H. Umb3en Diecutses Their Present Posi-

tion and tlie Outlook Here— The Auction-

Eoom Yesterday— Sales— Notei.

Mr. G. H, Umbsen of G. 11. ITnibsen &
Co. returned recently from a trip to the
Northwest, and in reply to various questions
he makes tbe following statement which is
based upon facts gathered l>y him during
his absence:

The love of something new and strange is
very strong in tlie human breast, mid par-
ticularly so in that of the average American
citizen. Itis to this feeling and to it
alone that the rush of settlers to the North-
west cities, Seattle, Tacoma, etc., can be
attributed. Allthat these cities can boast
of is a fine harbor; rents are high, and the
water supply for household purposes bud,
while living expenses are considerably
greater than in this city.

Besides the above drawbacks these towns
are fullof discontented people and much of
the rilt-ratl' of society, which naturally finds
its way to new towns, can be found there.
Notwithstanding this, real estate on the prin-
cipal streets of Seattle and Tacoma brings
SlOOOafront foot, without auy grading ot
sewering having been done. Nearly all im-
portant improvements have been made with
Eastern capital, and the towns are, in
fact, mortgaged to Eastern capitalists.
There is really 110 settled value
to real estate; the market is
feverish and Inflated, while prices on tho
outskirts are imaginary. Lota are laid off
in the woods, tlire« or four miles from town,
and sold for 8200 to StiOO per lot, upon the
installment plan, and most of these lots will
cost as much again to clear them. Pleasure
resorts there are none, and the. heavy growth
of timber prevents driving, so that in tlie
matter of recreation thore is a great want
felt by the inhabitants. The climate In
winter is abominable. Then are six months
of snow, slush and rain, and mud is ankle
deep. During the summer the heat and
dust render the towns in question undesira-
ble as places of residence. Taking allthings
in consideration, 1believe the present state
of things in the Northwest is caused by a
boom, which is bound to break, as a similar
boom did in the south, and leave business
almost at a standstill. Then willcommence
an exodus of those now rushing to these
towns, and the lots which have cost so dear
will be sacrificed to supply traveling ex-
pense?. In my opinion it will he twenty
years before ether Seattle or Tacema will
have a population of 100,000, ifever they do.

Compare this state of things with the
steady growth of real estate values in this
city, particularly those of outside lands.
My trip to tho Northwestern towns has
more than ever impressed upon my mind
that the real estate of this city and county
is the best investment to be found on th«
Pacific Coast. Livingexpenses are prolia-
lilycheaper here than anywhere else in the
world. There is plenty of recreation, parks,
theaters and concert halls being worthy of
the city. Inspite of all this, outside prop-
erty can be bought for but little more than
a lot in the wooIs three or four miles from
Seattle or Taconia.

According to the last census the popula-
tion of Seattle amounted to between 42,000
and 43,000; that of Tacoma is reported to
be 40,000; Portland, by far the most sub-
stantial town in the Northwest, has only
35,000. Considering the stability of the
business interests of Portland, and the
superiority ofsuch Interests over oilpossi-
ble nt Seattle or Tacomn, excepting, of
course, the lumbering interest, this dis-
crepancy in the population of Portland is
very strange. That it exists points to the
fact tiiat the phenomenal growth of the first
mentioned cities is not grounded on natural
causes, but simply upon )>o;iular excite:
mi-lit, worked up by railroad competition.
This competition has brought about the
boom, attracted settlers, and raised land
values to their present huh li^ures, and not
the business possibilities enjoyed.

With San Francisco the matter is entirely
different, Our city is undoubtedly the me-
tropolis of tha Pacific Coast, and while rail-
road competition is necessary to increase
the volume of business, the business itself
exists here, with unlimited possibilities for
the future. The same remark applies to th"
State at large, which possesses far greater
resources than that of Washington. That
the great want of the people of California is
more railroad accommodation is true, but it
is not wantei to build up a boom and intlite
property value?, but to populate the valleys
of the State and carry the merchandise of
this busy and enterprising \u25a0 city. With a
competing trans-continental railroad, it is
my belief that the outside lauds of this city
will be rapidly improved, population will
flock to California, and by means of scien-
tific irrigation every cultivable foot of
land willbe put into use. Itisunnecessary
to add that this means the rapid growth and
development of Sau Francisco.

A demand was made iipDn him
by Controller i>imii fur tilts shortage, and
upon his refusal to pay it suit was coui-
menced agninst him and his sureties to re-
cover the entire amount, with interest aud
ueualty. This was inFebruary, HSS4. SiiK'e
then both Heller and tiarratt hive died, and
the suit is now prosecuted against the
estate. Meanwhile John S. Gray lias been
convicted of embezzlement and servi-d a term
inthe Suite Prison. O'Brien, his assistant,
was als itried on the same charge, bat never
convicted, and liually died ia the County
ll"s,ital.

Ivopening the case for the people it was
stated tint no attempt would he made to
show that Phillips took the missing money,
but itwould be shown that be as Commis-
sioner was responsible for auy deficiencies
resulting through the neclicence or criminal-
ity of his a^ent. The defense set up by
Phillip) is that he faithfully discharged the
duties of his office; that tee missing money
never came into his hands and that he never
retained one cent of the State's money.

ISLE OF MOKMOTU.
Address hy Mr*. I.mid ISefore the Gen-

£rn]iliiealSociety.
A meeting of tho Geographical Society of

the Pacific wa? held last evening at 430 Pine
street, Professor George Davidson, Presi-
dent, in tliejchair, and nt the conclusion of
the routine business Mrs. Emily 8. Loud
read a most interesting paper on "Tliephy-
sical and social aspects of the Isle of
Moemotu" (South Pacific Ocean). The lec-
ture was illustrated by maps nnd photo-
graphs and by samples of the products of
the. island.

Mrs. Loud described how twenty years
ntfo she and her husband were living at
Tahiti, Society Islands, and her husDsnd,
who was in tlie employ of a mercantile firm,
made frequent trips ainoiii; the islands of the
Sooth Pacilic Ocean. On one of Ins trips to
the, I'omoutu Islands he sighted a small
group in an unfrequented Dart ot the South
Pacific and landed there to find that although
covered with veeetation Ihe islands ap-
peared to be uninhabited. Upon his return
to Tahiti, hu made inquiries about them aud
fouud that no one there knew anything
about them.

ft occurred to him, however, that could
he have a lease ol the largest island, which
seemed to be well covered with cocoanut
trees, and manufacture copra, etc., for the
European and American markets, and also
raise pij;s aud poultry for the Tahiti market,
the result would be a pecuniary success,
with but littlnrink, as the expense of living
there winId be small. Mr. Loud secured a
lense of the islaud i.f Mnemotii from Queenromare, to whom it undoulit-dly belonged,
giving the exclusive control of itwith all its
products for teu years.

The island is in latitude lu° south, longi-
tude 150' west, and to it he went with his
wife to live, and the latter told in her lec-
ture how they went there and thn life they
lived there. In the course of her remarks
She described many features ot human and
brute life m the island, including the man-
ner in which the frigate aud other birds se-
cure their food, the n live manner of plant-
ing cocoanut tree*, of cooking their food, of
making their bark cloth, of wearing their
scanty clothing, ol preparing copra or dried
cocoanut pulp for the market und of gather-
Ing the phosphate guano of Polynesia. She
also related several legends of tiie natives,
and iit tho Conclusion of her lecture was
awarded a hearty vote of thanks.
