PROPRIETOR MISSING.

Ths Chico American Cach Store in the Hands
of the Sheriff.

Cuico (Cal), Sept. 23.—A wholesale at-
tempt at a swindle and fraud was unearthed
here yesterday by Sheriff Ball. The facts
as given a correspondent are: Two years
ago one J. G. Wright came to Chico and
opened up the American Cash Store. It was
a gents’ furnishing goods store, with a stock
of hgte, caps, boots and shoes. Wright ad-
vertised a cash store and did a eash business.
By reason of low prices he built up a good
trade and was doing well. In his employ
was one D. K. Smith, who acted as chief
clerk. Less than one year ago the store
changed hands, Wright selling out to W. M.
Early. Early was for a short time engaged
i the real estate business and suddenly wen?
East., The general ramor was that he lLad
fallen heir to 88000, and that he had returned
here and paid Wright that sum for the store.
Wrignt left and stated that he was goinz to
the State of Washington, and Early assumed
management of the store, retaining Smith
as chief clerk at a salary of §125 per month,
Inquiries show that within the past six
months more eclothing, boots and shoes
have been received by the American Cash
S‘ore than by all the other stores in Chico
jointly. Within the past three mnn}hs
Eﬂl’ly bas obtained heavy credits from San
Fraucisco and Eastern firms. All the goods
ordered wers addressed to W. M. Early,

Chico. They were received here, freight ‘
charges paid, and many would be carried to
the store, taken in the back way, boxed and
directed to J. G. Wright, Redding. Many
cases would remain unopened, Vfgex;ht to
Chico paid and then ship ped to Wrizht.
Already telegrams have been received by
attorneys here from fieeced creditors, repre-
senting bills aggregating over $1500. The
claims will ron.up to 40,000 or $£50,000.
Goods have been arriving almost daily, and
as fast as they reached here have been at-
tached by the Sheriff. Many goods are now
being stopped in transit by consignors.
The store is now in the hands of Sheriff
Ball. The San Francisco Board of Trade

have M. Nickelbury examining into the
affair. Three of our leading attorneys have,

within the past three days, received tele-
grams from New York, Chicago and Boston
to look after claims amounting to many
thousands of dollars. The store presents,
upon examination, a very peculiar appear-
ance. 'To the casual observer it isseemingly
well stocked, but there are 2000 empty boxes
of all kinds in the store—all the shelving
being filled with them. ‘I'he stock of all in
sight inventories at the cost price of $3850
and will, perhaps, sell for £3000. Early’'s
whereabouts at present are not known.

Wright will show himself clear by being a
purchaser from Early. His store has been
attached at Redding. Smith has left the
county. No one knows where he is.

The whole thing was vlc\'nrly.managcd.
Early stands in the condition of being a pur-
chaser who buys goods and promises to pay
in sixty cr ninety days, but is anable to meet
the demands. His credilors attach every-
thing he has in sight, He is insolvent.
Wright was a purchaser from FEarly and
Smith his employe. Sc, each is likely to go
free—in fact, cannot be molested.

Recovery of Dietrich's Body.

Carsox (Nev.), Sept. 23.—Fred Dietrich,
the ‘millwan who, while repairing an old
well at the Morgan Mill, was caved in on at
2 o’clock Monday afterncon, was taken out
at 4:10 o'clock Tuesday morning. Decexsed
had been working there all the morning on
Monday and had nearly completed the job.
James Larsen, an assistant, stcod at the
mouth of tne well, watehing Dietrich, who
was serewing up the suction on the pump
and was just giving the lasp turn. He
placed his foot against the rocky wail of the
side of the wel! for support, pushingiti
when the rocks around and above beg:
fall, ‘king him off the timber into the
water below. Larsen immediately secured
assistance, went down the rope and made
an examination of the deposit on the imy
one'dl man. Small fragments of rock begar
to fall from above, and Larsen called to the
men at the top to pull up gquick. He no
suvoner reachea the surface th.n a crash
came, and fifty tons of roek and dirt fell on
Dietrich, shutting out for a surety what
spark of life might remain. Superintendent
J. P. Wocdbury put ready men te work and
timbered the sides. Men stood around in
groups begg ng to go in the shaft to reach
the prisoner. The work eontinued all the
afternoon and night. The body was found
in an upright position in good state of pres-
ervation, withi two cuts on the liead. He
leaves a widow and three children. He was
insured in Bodie Lodge, A. O. U. W., for
$2000.

A NONSUIT ASKED.

The Molders’ Union Not Connected With
Laboeuf’'s Grievance.

The case of Frauncis Laboeuf against the
Iron-molders’ Union of San Franciseo oeccu-
pied the attention of Judge Garber and a jury
all of yesterday.

The plaintiff in his complaint alleges that
in October, 1887, he was in the employ of the
Oak!and Iron Works and Foundry, and that,
in consequence of representations made to
the proprictors by Frank Dawe, an officer
of the union, he was discharged by no fault
of Lis own; that subsequently, in his ef-
forts to gain employment at his trade in this
city, he applied for work at the various foun-
diies, but, in consequence of the coatinued
representations of the union, he was refused
a pos:tion and had ever since been unable to
gain a livelibood at his trade,

Laboeul’s troubles with the union began
in June, 1886, at a time when he was himself
a union man and foreman of the Oakiand
shop. At that time a strike had been de-
clared against the Union Iron Works in this
city and the firm sent some of its work to be
done in Oakland. The union discovering
this fact ordered Laboeul not to work on the
job; bat he, claiminz the striks to ba ille-
gal and unauthorized by the constitution and
by-laws of the sociely, refused to comply
with the mo'ders’ demands.

In ernsequence he was summoned to ap-
pear before his union, was found guilty of
breaking its laws and ordered to pay 850 fine
and $24 as **strike tax.” e refused to pay
one or the other, and for his contnmacy was
suspended.  His suspension still operates
against him, and by the rules of the union
he cannot work in union shops until he is re-
instated. Plaintiff, who was the first witness
called to the stand, testified to the foregoing
state of facts.

H. T. Scott, Vice-President and Treas-
urer of the Union Iron Works, testified that
Leboeufl applied for work to him and he
would have employed him but for the “Shop
Committee,” which notified him that it could
not work with him.

Frank Dawe, a member of the Molders’
Uuion, testified that he spoke to the propri-
etors of the Oaklaud foundry about Laboeuf,
but did so selely on his own n-sll»onsibili:y.

Edward Clarke, proprietor of the Oakland
Foundry, testified that nedischarged Laboeuf
on account of Dawe’s communication, as
he was afraid all the men would quit work
unless he did so. He could not remember
whether Dawe represented the union upon
that ocecasion or not.

F. G. Cantrell of the National Iron Works
and G. A. McCormack of the Industrial Iron
Works both acknowledged that Labosuf
had applied to thew®for wovk, but in conse-
quence of their fear that the other ien
would strike they did not employ him. Both
said they had not been notified directly not
to employ Laboeuf, but they knew the rules
of the union and understood what the result
would be if they did.

After the by-laws and constitution of the
local union and international union had
been identified, W. W. Allen announced the
case for the plaintiff closed.

Mr. Reddy immediately moved for a non-
Ssutt on various grounds, chiefly that the
test mony did not conneet the union with
the transaciion complained of, and that if

lainuff had a case at all, it was against

POWDERLY’S CONCLUSIONS.

Resulls of the Recent Strike on the New
York Central.

ProiLADELPHIA, Sept. 23.—Powderly has
issned a circular to the Knights of Labor, in
which he reviews the late strike and draws
some conclusions. He acknowledges it
was clearly evident after the first week
that the men were beaten, but adds: * It
was necessary to teach the power that
controls Judges and Legislaturgs that it
would be an expensive undertaking to at-
tempt to destroy the manhcod of those who
created the wealth that went to bribe public
officials.

Bags of Game.

Hiil-Climbing Under a Scorching Sun—Excel-
lent Sport to Be Had in ths Vineyards.
The Suisun Marshes.

Sportsmen who tramped the hills last Sun-
day in quest of fur and fe.ther report hav-
ing enjoyed a genuine warm outing.

Old Sol bad apparently banefited by a
good night's rest, tor his face beamed brille
iantly when it pceped over the eastern
horizon and shed its rays like a halo over the
country.

As the luminous orb ascended t» its zenith "

the heat became exceedingly oppressive, and
the gentlemen who had anticipated a ples-
ant day’s shooting on quails and 1abbits be-
gan to seek the comfort afforded by the wil-
low trees whose branches shade the bab-
bling brook from the scorching rays of a
September sun.

Of the many dogs of high and low pedi-
grees that accompanied their masters on
pleasure bent, there has not been a single
instance mentioned of either pointer, setter,
spaniel or cur having completed a half day’s
work on quails or rabbits. The very hunters
who Dboast of their staying qualities
“pelered” out even beford™their faithlul
canines felt disposed to take to water.

“SNOOZE"” HUNTERS.

At this season of the year, when Jupiter
Pluvius is busily engaged iubricating the
rusty hinges of his aged finod-gates prer ara-
tory to the grand opening which is annuaily
welcomed by the inhalers of nauseating and
deathly sewer-gases, the average metrovoli-
tan 8 crtsman finds that *“the pleasure” to
be derived from quail-shootinz can b2
more thoroughly realized in a quiet snooze
‘neath a weepiug willow during the heat of
the day than stumbling on the hill-sides
over rocks and brambles in the vain attempt
to keep pace with a headstrong pointer or
setter.

1f
closely questioned this noble disciple of the
trigger will acknowledge that his shells are
invariably loaded with * wind” in lieu of
powder, and '*silver” in the place of lead.

The wedding occurred, however, and
Langdon and his bride came to Clinton
County. Bevanare arrived here at 8 o’clock
in the forenocon of September 16th. He
went immediately to the home of Langdon.
His successful rival appearing at the door
in answer to his ring Le asked for Mrs.
Langden. The husband at first refused to
let him see her, as he knew of the previous
trouble and threats. He finally consented
to their having a talk. He himself went up-
stairs and secured a loaded revolver to use
in case of trouble.

As he was returning downstairs Bevanare,
who had been having hot words with Mrs.

Roth men were hurled through a
doorway to the gtreet. Dr. Thomas, blm(le(l,
his clothing ablaze and his Iace&;resemmg a
sickening mass of cooked and blackened
flesh, staggered across the street into the
residence of Mrs. Charles [Tuffman. He was
unrecognized, and his appearance was SO
frightful that the inmates fled in alarm to the
street. Assistance quickly arrived, however,
when tbe extent ot his ipjuries was re-
vealed. The flesh on both arms was burned
from the shoulders to the finger-tips, leaving
the muscles and surface blood-vesssls bare,
His clothing from his hips down was also
burned to a crisp and part of both shoes,
His breast, though, and eyes escaped. His
fiee and beard presented a horrible disfig-
urement. The skin bad peeled and burned
into erisps, which broks off at the touch.
The lips were burned black, his mustache,
whiskers and eyelashes were singed into a
crisp, and his hair burned to the roots in
the scalp. Despite his sufferings aund until
placed under the influence of morphine he
was able to relate the incidents of the terri-
ble affair. IV
lungs were all right, and that realizing on
the instant the dangers of the explosion he
had stopped inhalation. Dr. Thomas’ con-
dition continued to grow worse untilshortly
after midnight, wihen hLe died.
