Score a Point.

Branch _ of the United Brewery Work-
men indorsed last night the action of the
Executive Committee in expelling Charles
Kossbach from the union. Bussbach was the
boss cooper in the Fredericksburg Brewery
at San Jose, and the charges upon which be
was expelled were that he was unfair and
abusive to the men under him. He will be
discharged from his position at once.

The member of the union who works in
the Philadelphia, and who had the bar
privilege at the Schwaben Veroin ball and
picnic in Woodward's Gardens a short time
ago, was suspended for three months by the
Executive Committee for employing non-
union waiters on that occasion. Atthe end
of three months his name will be placed at
the foot of the list of workmen. This pro-
ceeding of the Executive Committee was
also approved by the branch.'

Two men have been sent from the union
in this city to Portland, Oregon, with a
trunk-load of boycott circulars directed
against the Welnhardt Brewery.

Lnbnr illAlnin. -in.
The Alameda Federation of Labor is agi-

tating the project of establishing ageneral
labor headquarters somewhere in Oakland.
Itis proposed that the members, as individ-
uals, organize a stuck company and secure a
hall, suitably located, which would be leased
for a term of years and fit'ed DP especially
for the meetings oflabor organizations, and
sublet it, using the proceeds to maintain a
reading-room and library of periodicals and
literature of trades organizations and social
and political reforms.

A committee from the Retail Shoe Clerks'

Association waited on the Boot and Shoe
Makers' White Labor League last night and
received the assurance of complete sym-
pathy andco-operation In their efforts to se-
cure early-closing hours. The union pro-
poses to change its by-laws so as to require
applicants for membership to appear for in-
itiation within thirty days after the appli-
cation has been accepted or it willbe can-
celed and the applicant refused.

Independent Musicians.
The Musicians' Independent Union re-

ceived six candidates for membership last
night. Their union now numbers about 175.
Itwas reported that letters had been re-
ceived froiji members hi otlier unions ex-
tending encouragement and expressing the
belief lhat they would soon be recognized by
the Federated Trades. They regard the
fact that they hud three bands in the Native
Suns' parade as virtually a recognition.

Sin Jose Labor Scores One.
The awarding of the city printing to the

Times in San Jose Is looked upon by the
Federation of Tabor in that city as a
triumph. The Times has been a staunch
supporter of that body, and this act of the
City Council, through the Influence of the
federation and against powerful opposition,
is not only a return compliment but a sure
evidence of the federation's strength.

A
Call Sustained.

At a meeting of the presbytery at Leb-
anon Church, on Tuesday evening; Rev. J.
Q. Adams, one of the commissi ners to the
late General Assembly, gave an interesting
review of the proceedings of the body, and
also presented a report from the Committee
on Systematic Beneficence. After reading
his report he tendered his resignation from
the committee. Thereupon Rev. J. W.
Kills, D.D., was appointed in his place.

A call from the Fust Church of Oakland,
asking for the pastoral services of Rev.
Thomas L. Hughes, I)., of Shelby ville,
Ind., was sustained, and permission granted
the church to prosecute the call before the
presbytery of Whitewater, of which Dr.
Hughes is a member.

Rev. Dr. Matthews of the Committee on
Education reported five candidates for or-
dination, three of whom are pursuing their
studies in the theological seminary in this
city. In the course of his remarks he cen-
sured fourteen of the churches connectiod
with this presbytery for not contributing to
the Board of Education during tlie past year.

The report of the Committee on Home
Alissions, presented by Rev. Air. Adams,
showed that the last ecclesiastical year
closed with a debt upon tbe board of more
than £80,000. and ureed the employment of
vigorous measures for its extinction, as well
as for securing funds to carry on the work
during the current year.

Key. J. B. Stewart. D.D., or the Presby-
tery of Los Angeles, Rev. Thomas F. Day
of the Presbytery of Utah and Rev. D. S.
