TAcoMA, Sept. 25.—The Republican State
Convention was called to order at 2:30
o’clock this afternoon by J. T. Gowey,
Chairman of the State Central Committee.

LOCAL POLITICS.

Reform Democrats Nominate
Cator for Congress.

Americans Indorse the Republican State Judi-
cial Ticket—A Day Set for the Demo-
cratic Primaries.

The Reform convention reconvened at 8:35
o’clock last night, with Barclay Henley
in the chair and a good attendance of dele-

gates and spectators.

No sooner had the chair rapped for_order
than John H. Grady arose to a question of
privilege, and taking the platform stated
that he had been surprised to read ip Tae
MorNING CALL, under the caption of
“ Buckley’s First Capture,” a letter from
. P. Dcolan, in which that gentleman an-
nounced that his name bad been usedin
the convention without his sanction.

T was surprised,” continued the svez\l{er.
“hecause of the circumstances surrounding
the case, and for that reason I desire to make
an explanation. As several gentlemen will
know, I and Mr. Donovan called upon Mr.
Doolan at the Palace Hotel, and suggested
that he accent the nmomination. He replied
that before giving a definite answer he would
consult with his father, and see us at
another time. On the evening of his nomi-
nation he came on the floor of this fcon-
vention, where he was introduced to a num-
ber of gentlemen, and went away with the
understanding that he was to be nominated-
I regret the necessity of this explanation,
but it is not a question of veracily between
Mr. Doclan and myself, for there are present
a number of reputable gentlemen who will
know the circumstances.”

COROBORATIVE TESTIMONY.

When Mr. Grady resumed bis seat J. B,
(G artland announced that lie would substan-
tiate all that Mr. Grady lad said, and would
go further and state that when the cenven-
tion adjourned on the evening of the romi-
nation he, accompanied by A. J. Donovan
and J. W. Silk, had gone to Mr. Doclan and
had notified him in person of his nomina-
tion. He made the statement merely to off-
set the assertion on the part of Mr. Doolan
that he knew nothing of his nomination un-
til it bad appeared in the papers.

C. J. Swift was then recognized, and said
that he hud an explanation to make, and
proceeded to deny most emphatically a state-
ment emanating from Colin M. Bovd, in
which the latter claimed to have been
offered the nomination for Maysr. He bpar-
rated the circumstacces of his ioterview
with Mr. Boyd, in order to show that no
such censtruction could have been put upon
his remarks, He then paid his respects to
the Examiner, and denouunced it as a libel
upon Demaocracy.

“I would hke to ask the Examiner,” he
continued, *if it has any Democracy left in
it? Stephen M. White seems to think not.”
[Cheers.]

" Mr. Swiit having resumed his seat, John
. Grady claimed the attention of the con-
vention, and moved that the action of the
convention 1n nominating R. P. Doolan be
rescinded. This motion Was greeted with
loud cheers, and was carried without a dis-
senting voice, whereupon the Chair an-
nounced that the place would be filled
laeter on.

EDUCATIONATL PLANKS.

The educational plank which was laid
over last night was then taken up and after
a brief discussion, in whieh James H.
Barry and Joseph Nougues joined, it was
adopted, having be:n amended so as to
sirike out the compulsory education clause.
It roads as foilows:

That there be introduced Into our public
schools a system of ethics, a course of manual
training and pbysical culture. That the Kinder-
garten method of education become a part of ovr
public sehool system, as it lays the foundation
for moral, physical and mauual tralning, ‘That
as both puptls and teachers are now overtaxed
by the longz hours and excessive labors, that the
sehiool hours be shortened and the time saved be
devoted to manual trainlng.

FOURTH CONGRESSIONAL DISTRICT.

James . Barry created a ripple of excite-
ment for a moment by arising to move that
the rules be suspended so as to allow the
convention to proceed to the nomination of
a candidate for Congress for the Fourth
District.

Mr. Swift thought the motion ill-timed,
and, so far as he was personally concerned,
was opposed to any effort to interfere with
the regular order of business. He felt that
any action of the character indicated would
be a mistake, and would lead, he feared, to
bad resuits,

Mr. Barry came to the defense of his reso-
lution wi'h a denunciation of the methods
pursued by Buckley in allowing the railroad
to dictate the nominations in the past, and
he believed he could name a man so clean
that if elected no one could own him.

Peter Roberts supported Mr. Barry’s posi-
tion with a brief speech, in which he de-
nounced the railroad in particular and a
great many other institutions in general.
He believed the idea a most excellent one,
and hoped it would prevail.

Mr. Swift made apother public attempt
to kill the motion by moving that further
discussion be deferred until the matter came
up in the regular order, but he was voted
down by an overwhelminz majority.

The original motion was then put and
carried by an aye and no vote, but Mr. Swilft,
who was still dissitisfied, demanded the
caliing of the roll. Alter some little discus-
sion, however, he consented to a rising vote,
which showed 80 for and 50 agaiust the mo-
tion as made by Mr. Barry.

CATOR THE CANDIDATE.

The Chair announced that nominations
for Congress were in order, and Mr, Barry
placed before the convention the name of
Thomas V. Cator, whom he extolled for his
many amiable qualities as a lawyer and as a
citizen.

Stewart Menzies took pleasure in second-
ing the nomioation of Mr. Cator ana Dbe-
lieved, he said, that he would be elected if
chosen by the convention to make the race.

There being no other nominations, Mr.
Cator was chosen by acclamation, there
being but one dissenting voice, which came
from the direction of Mr. Swift.

Following the announcement of the nomi-
nation there was a scene of great enthu-
siasm, which ended with three hearty
cheers for Mr. Cator, followed by
loud calls for his appearance, ke was not
to be found at that moment, however, and
the convention procecded to tha task of se-
lecting a nominee for the Superior Judge-
ship for the short term.

(. J. Swift namea for that position Daniel
T. Sullivan, a man whom he balieved to be
the peer, either in point of ability or in-
tegrity, of any mzn in the Unicn. Mr. Sulli-
van won without a struggle, and in less time
than it takes to write it he was declared to
be the choice of the Reform Democracy by
acclamation.

For Public Administrator Joseph Nougus

leaded the cause of Joseph Nounan, and
ﬁis remarks in behalf of that gentleman
were ably seconded by John H. Grady, who
had known Mr. Nounan for many years.
III~t too, was chosen without opposition.

Thomas Quackenbush placed before the
convention, for their ¢ nsideration, for City
and County Surveyor the name of George
H. Rodgers, and without the slightest hesi-
tation or display of oratory he too was se-
lected as the nominee with perfect unan-
imity, as was also Thomas D. Riley for As-
sessor, the latter name being presented by
Peter Roberts. .

EXPRESSED HiS VIEWS,

At this point in the proceedings Mr. Cator
entered the hall in company with James H.
Barry, and was received with thrice re-
peated cheers and waving hats and hand-
kerchiefs. It was a splendid receplion,
and he was compelled to bow his acknowl-
edgments again and again.

When the applause had died away, he
thanked the delegates for demonstrations of
welcome, and said that any man could be
proud of such a nomination at the hands of
a body of free men. A nomination coming
from the hands of slaves was not even
worthy of consideration. He proceeded to
a discussion of the platform and announced
that he pot only believed in a postal tele-
graph,but favored the Government ownership
of railroads, as well as the election of
United States Senators and Presidents by a
dircet vote of the people.

In closing he stated that if elected to C on-
gress he would make it his duty to oppose
with all bis ability the loaning of §179,000,-
000 to the Union and Central Pacific rail-
roads at 2 per cent for seventy-five years;
or, for that matter, the loaniug of any sum
for any period.

Mgre cheers greeted him as he descended
from the platform, and the nomination of a
Coroner was announced as the next order
of business.

C‘IVJ:‘.VELAND FOR CORONER.

H. D. Wagnon made a brief plea for Dr
Cleveland, and that gentleman received the
unanimous vote and was declared the nom-
inee. He also addressed the convention

PROGRESS AND REFORM.

The Convention Campletes Its Ticket and
Adjourns.

Chairman Ryan of the State Committee
called the State Convention of the Progress
and Retorm party to order at 8 o’clock last
evening at Central Hall Sheridan Will-
jams and Clarence T. White were elected
permanent Cbairman and Vice-Chairman,
and Calvin Redding and Martin Boyce Sec-
retaries.

In the main the resolutions adopted by the
State Committee, and published in Tue
CALL last week, were indorsed as the plat-
form. It was decided to confine the cam-
paign to San Francisco, but the State Com-
mittee was empowered to fill all vacancies
and to indorse such candidates of the other
parties in the different districts as may be
deemed worthy of the organization’s sup-
port.

From an interview with several leading
members of the organization a CALL repre-
sentative came to the conclusion that had
a vote been taken on the choice for Gov-
ernor, Markham would have been the maun.

PANHANDLE CLUB.

The Dollar-Limit Law Discussed
and Referred.

Last night the newly organized Panhandle
Improvement Club held a meeting with Dr.
C. D. Salfield in the chair. The club takes
its name from the resemblance of Park ave-
nue to the handle of a pan. This avenue 13
the most prominent feature of the district
the club wishes to have improved.

A set of resolutions was presented as a
plan of action to be pursued by the club.

The report on resolutions was taken up ad
seriatim, and all except the one on the dollar
limit passed unanimously. ‘This one caused
considerable discussion, and a misunder-
standing of the meaning of the words *'vala-
ation”” and *‘assessed valuation.” &

Joseph F. Rothsehilid moved that action
be deferred until the delegates to the feder-
ation can investigate the question of taxa-
tion and assessments, so that all could act
together.,

. H. Bartlett of the federation read a re-
port of the finding of a committee appointed
to louk into land values, aud stated that the
committee had found some land texed for
75 per cent of its value and others as low as
10 per cent.
