FINDING OF FORTUNES.

Some That Have Been Discovered
in Old Furnitere.

A few years ago, says the Manchester
Times, a gentlciman bought a eabinet at a
salesroom for five shiliings. The piece of
furniture was put on one side unexamined
for some time. After the lapse of about
two yvears the owner agreed to sell it to a
purchaser—anxious to buy a cabinet of the
kind—for just double the sum he paid for it.
With this intention he took it out of the
corner where it had been standing in order
to dust it. He pulled out a drawer and dis-
covered that it was shorter than the hole
into which it fitted, and there was a bundle
of what at first looked like £5 notes inside.
On taking them out he found there were
two bundles, one containing fourteen £100
notes and the other twenty-six notes, also of
£100 apiece. They proved to have been
lost twenty years ago by a gentleman in
London, to whose representative the money
was restored and the finder rewarded.

It is not so satisfactory to the discoverer of
hidden wealth when he has to refund his
suddenly acquired treasure to the rightful
owner, as happened also in the next case.
A carpenter, not long since, in Vienna, re-
ceived from the wife of a tailor an old chest
of drawers to be repaired. On esamining
the back he discovered a secret drawer, in
which were several rolls of paper. These
proved to be various binds and shares, all
with their conpons attached. The finder at
once honestly deposited these valuable pa-
pers with the Coniissary of Police, It ap-
peared that the former owner had died sud-
denly, and, as he was a parsimonious man,
his relatives were not a littie surprised to
find that he had only left a small amount of
property. He kept his savings in a secret
drawer, which he had not mentioned to any
one. As he died without making a will
nothing was known of this hidden treasure,
the value of which amounted to over 10,000
florins, The chest of drawers passed to the
next of kin.

Another interesting discovery is said to
have been made by the executors of the late
hereditary Princess Caroline of Denmark.
An.old ehest, which, like the caken cne in
the mourning ballad, ** had lonz been hid,”
was found among the miscellaneous curios-
ities of a lumber room. Not ¢ven the oldest
servant remembered ever having seen it
opened, and as no keys were found which
fitted the lock, the lid was forced, when, to
the surprise of every one, the box was found
to contain a collection of rich furs, loose
briliiants, pearl and diamond necklaces, vel-
vets, pieces of richly embroidered satin,
canes and riding-whips with handles of
beautifully chiseled gold or silver, inlaid
with precious stones, gold cups—in short, a
quantity of valuables worth many thonsands
of pounds. Apparently the existence of
this treasure had been entirely forgotten by
the late DPrincess. Doubtless the secrets
revealed by such bureaus would be consid-
(:rguf much greater importance by most
fir . s than any divulged by political cab-
inets.

An old oak chest, which was bought for
four shillings in Derbyshire, turned out to
be worth a great deal more moncy, even
from its appearance, for it was very old,
clumsy and nicely carved. The purchaser
was still better pleased with his bargain
when he found a secret drawer in the bot-
tom of the chest and forty spade guineas in
the secret drawer. With the gold was a
memorandum written in faded ink. It was
to this effect: *“When my uncle Brown
gave me fifty guineas at Christmas as a
present for waiting on him during nis ill-
ness. ANNIE L—, 1793 Of this reward
for the lady’s attention to her kinsman she
had spent but ten guineas. ‘I'he rest lay for
sixty-five years untouched in her desk, while
the world 8o strangely altered from the slow
old days to the bustle and hurry of modern
times,  On the old Jady’s death the husband
of her niece became the possessor of her

goods, and it appears that he sold the
chest. Asthe chest had been out of the

original owner’s keeping for nine years, it
was legally decided that the guineas be-
longed to the gentleman who bouglit them
ana the chest for four shillings.

The fifty shares of capital stock of the
First National Bank of this city, belonging
to the estate of the late Mrs. Maria K. Fay.

LATEST FROM
AUSTRALASIA.

A Valuable Race-Horse Stolen in
New Sonth Wales.

Frightful Loss of Stock by the Flocds—A
Bapk Clerk in Trouble for Forgery.
Hawaiian Matters,

The Royal Mail Steamship Company’s
steamer Mariposa, HHayward master, arrived
from the Australian colonies, via New Zea-
land and Hawaiian ports, about noon yes-
terday. She brought a valnable cargo of
tin, sugar and £245,000 in treasure. From
Sydney papers of September 3d and from
fonolulu exchanges as late as September
20th the following summary is taken.

New South Wales.

A shipment of Zante currants was made
to Sydpey frem the Corowa Distriet of sev-
eral hundred pounds weight.

The Director of Agriculiure estima‘es the
cost of eradicating the phylloxera pest for
this colony at §£50,000.

A sculling mateh for £200 a side took place
on the Paramatta River, August 19th, be-
tween Roberts and Couche. I'he latter won.

The famous racer Craubrook was stolen
from his owner’s stables at Havilah on the
night of August 19th,

borses and 367 cattle.

The wharf laborers, at a mass
held August 21st, unanimously de
unload the fruit ex Waroonga, which is val-
ued at £50,000, and also any other perishable
cargoes already under way, The money
thus received will be devoted to the strike
fund.

It is reported that the sum of £20,000 per
week has been prowised by the labor organ-
izations of the varivus colouies toward the
strike funds.

The Sydney Herald of August 25th says:
The consignees are making good headway
with the diseharge of ecargo, and all the
leading merchants are working in their
shirt-sleeves, to the disgust of the wharf
laberers, who refused to allow any one but
the consignees to work.

Notwithstandiog the strike, the customs
collections at Sydney for the month of
A ugust were more largely in excess of the
figurcs for the corresponding period of last
vear thun in the cese of any previous month,
amountiog to £109,434, agalust £165,100 in
August, 1889,

The Melbourne Geographical Society has
accepied Baron Nordenskjold’s offer to com-
mand an expedition to the south polar re-
gions on conditions that the other Australian
colonies contribute £3000 toward the ex-
pamses,

n Victoria the member for Warrnambool
has issued a writagainst the Minister for Jus-
{iﬁe‘ claiming £5000 damages for alleged
ibel.

A book-keeper of the Union Bank of Aus-
tralia at Melbourne was arrested on August
20th on.a charge of conspiracy with nis
brother, a stock-broker, to defraud the bank
of £3590 by means of a forged check.

During the voyage of the Avenger from
London her master, Captain Ferguson, died
on June 21st. Also during the voyage one of
the crew died from arserical yoisoning. An-
other was killed by falling from aloft.

The bridge spanning the Campaspe River
at Axedale, Victoria, the largest in the dis-
trict, and the one which carries all the traffic
of-Sandhurst to Heathcote road, has been
burned, and two out of the twelve spans de-
stroyed.

Queensland.

Four F rench refugees from New Caledo-
nia had reac hed Hinchinbrook Island.

The news of the great strike at Sydney
and Melbourne caused intense excitement in
the colony.

It is reported thatdistress isalready being
felt in Newcastle by many families that have
nothing to do with the shipping trade, but
whose business is yet brought to a stand-
stgd by the dispute. Should the miners
cede work, the direst distress will be felt
on all sides.

Four new steamers of 5600 tons each are
being built in England for trading to this
«colony.

Cardinal Mcran laid the corner-stone of a
new catledral residence at DBrisbane on
August 24th. Tle attepdance was very
large and £3150 was laid on the stone.

The Queensland Shearers’ Union has
struck a levy of £1 per man in support of
the strikers. The Typographical Associa-
tion has done the sange and has also voted
£100 on account. Large sums have also
been voted by other bodies,

South Australia.

At a meeting of members of the variou:
schocl Loaids of advice in South Austraiina
resolution was passed in favor of educut on
being free up to the compul:ory standard.

A large deputa‘i'n waited on the South
Australian Commissioner for Works to urge
the Government to proceed at once with the
constructirn of a branch line from the
Great Northern Railwayv to the Queensland
border, The commissioner said that he
symupathized with the movement and would
see that it was considered by the Cabinet
without delay.

Miss Adela Knights, B. A., bas won a new
scholarship in England.

Anartesian well at Bourke, 1200 feet deep,
struck a fine flow of water that gives 3,455,000
gallons every twenty-four hours.

New Zenland.

The Auckland Chamber of Commerea is
urging the Government, in the event of the
discontinuance of the San Francisco mail
service, tomake arrangements wifh the Union
Company to dispatch boats from Sydney
immediately on the arrival of the English
mauil there.

News from Auckland states that the vol-
canie island, Torfua, in the Tongan group, is
in an aetive state of eruption.

The Parliament has recommended .that a
bonus of £10,000 be offered for the encour-
agement of the flax industry.

West Australia.

Lord Knutsford has announced that the
Western Australia Constitution Act will be
proclaimed about the 20th of October, on the
arrival of the Governcr, Sir Wiltiam Robin-
son.

Hawailan Kingdom.

The old home of Dr. Lowell Smith was
destroyed by fire in Honolulu on September
11th. It was built nearly fifty years ago.

A letter from Manager Maby of the Volea=
po fHouse, dated September 11th, says the
crater of kilmlen is showing signs of activi-
ty. A large flow of lava from Dana Lakes
tock place, as well as from a smaller cone on
the east side of the crater.

The sessions of the Legislature were de-
void of special interest. Eighty-two days
were spent without accomulishing anything
of real benefit to the tax-payer. Already
bills had been introduced calling for more
than $2,000,000 of appropriations, which
were carried in spite of vigorous protests
from the best men-of the country. A speci-
men of the reckless manner of the native
members and their supporters occurred on
September 19th, when a reso ution was in-
troauced to appropriate $70,000 to pay the
King’s debts. ‘lhis, too, after the tax-
payers have alrexdy paid 60 per cent of the
royal spendthrift's debts. One Conservative
member said it was commonly reported that
the King owed $30,000 or £40,000 in addition
to the proposed $70,000. Finally the bill
was referred to a select committee.
