amount of crooked work on the running turf,
which has of late become so barefaced as to be
the =ubj-ct of ceneral remark among turfmen
who have the welfare of racing at heart. It
seems that the executive hauwds of the different
jockey elubs are tied through absence of auvy
actual |vmnn-( cilminal collusion between cer-
lain owners, trainers, jockeys and the betting

ring. By tuls we mean that whiie the e\oculh'u
wotlld certainly be willing to stake their own
ieputations as geotiemen .lhd upright turfimen
upon th ulc-mx* of such coliusion in g juarters
on wl cau very easily lay a mu.el in
priva ey are not yet possessed of ma-

terial evidence which would hold good in a couit
of lnqui:y. That they are diligently searching
tor such evidence, however, we are in a position
to aftirm. More than one owuer, trainer,
Jockey and book-maKer are at this moment un-
consciously operating directly under the
eve, Perhaps it is Dbest that
d know this, anad certainly it
is preferable that where crinnnality does exist it
shiould be stamped out without a public scandal
which must otherwise ensue atid which, when it
does ensiue, will be an ineffaceable blot upon the
turf, Noman can be gullty ¢f dishonest deeds
and still be ignorant el the risks he runs of ex-
posure and its 2 ant punishmeunt, Therefore,
siuce it is absolu v certaln that the Sportsman
is read weekly by almost everyone wlo is ac-
tively assoclated with ractug, perbaps our timely
‘warniug may be accepted as a forerunner of the
inevitable resuls of elose and unflagging luvesti-
gation. Heretofoie exposure has been unknown,
just as fear of it has been foreign to the reckiess
operators who consider the turf their legitimate
and natural prey. Tralners think nothing of
spending whole days In the bettiug ring, iu close
confabulation with the very book-makers to
whom the finger of suspicion points as their part-
ners in the game of fleece. The old custom of
tratuers remaining in the neighborhood of their
stables seems to be followed no longer in many
quart .
3 What a lasting shame that thousands of honest
lovers of racing should be made the dupesof a
confederation of unprincipied scamps, who care
not how it is done so long as their bank aceounts
keep on swelling by the dally addition of stolen
funds! What an outrage that the betrer class of
racegoers aire debarred from enjoying fair and
square speculation, simply because they know
that their winning or losmg depends solely and
entirely upen the sweet wili of a select coterle or
wen who came on the tuif penniless, and who,
when they bave been founda out and expelled
from the society of decent turfmen, will put one
finger to their nose and laughwgly point to the
huge wallet 1o their pocket with anotber! What
a disgrace to the name of honesty that tair deal-
fug men must questton the aavisability of shak-
ing the outstretebed hand which 18 proffered on
Lhe racetrack, because they cannot be sure that
by deing so they, too, ma not be unconsciously
the victims of misdirected suspielon! And yet,
this is the state of uffairs existing on the Ameri-
can running turl at present; this is the cancer
which is worinlng its devastating way to the
beart of racing, and which will be the death of
bonest sport unless its conrse is quickly ehecked.
The remedy is only to be found in piompt action
by the autborities.

For a long time Tne CALL has been advo-

raling the u.»l) real remedy for this state of
lh'n'm 1t is eastly applied and would ef-
fectuall ly stop the robberies. Whenever a
job is detected without any dmxbz rule off
thie owner, trainer, jockey, horses and all
others connected with the job for life with-
out any possible reinstatement.

CITIZEN SOLDIERY.

Heavy Reerniting Necessary in
the N. G. C.

Tales Reminiscent of Camp Waterman—Sigral
Corps Dinner—Alameda’s Military
Club Almost D:ad. i

One of the monthly features of general
orders from the Adjutant-General’s office of
the State of California is a tabulated lists
giving the so-called * figures of merit” of
every organization in the National Guard of
this State, now comprising sixty companies
and four signal corps in as many brigades

In the N. G. C. a company is composed of -

not less than 50 nor more -than 103 officers
and privates, - and a regiment of not less
than siX nor more than ten companies,
though as a matter of fact there is not one
regiment of ten companies, ‘the Third In-
fantry having the greatest xmmber of com-
panies—eight. 'lhme is also a.cadet com-
pany attached to the First Infantry, making
the total number of companies six, but it is
not included in the figures of merit.

When onelcompares, however, the figures
of the National Guard of California as it
might be, ana as it is on paper, the “‘fizures
of merit” are reaily not longer such, and
one cannot escape the conclusion that the
State is not receiving the worth of its money.
Take the Second Brigade, which i3 the
flower of the division, and were it recruited
to its authorized strength there would be
sometining like a Dbrigade of 2990 company
officers and men, yet it numbars only 6 per
cent of that number, or 1805. The follow-
ing table shows that the National Guard of

California is only recruited up to a little
above 58 per cent of its authorized maximum

strength. It will be of more interest, rer-
haps, 1'x.m the moathly “‘figures of merit,”” at
any rate it will have the merit of Aln-‘ll‘

by presenting a feature to which attention is
seldom directed :

REMINISCENT OF CAMP.

All the things in connection with Camp
Waterman have not been told by the news-
paper wllca]mndmxh who mainly retailed
the gossip gathered at hes adquarters, and of
course ignored or did not condescend to
record the doings and trials and tlie priva-
tions of the enlisted men, without whom
there could no more have been an encamp-
ment than-could the play of ** Hamlet” be
produced with Mr. IHamlet left out. Who
has told of the pitiful despair of the rear
guard of cne of the regiments ¢ sonfronted a8
it was for a time with the cheerless pros-
pect of marening homeward over the Santa
Cruz \L untains on empty Slwllu\'ih and
pockets?

As long as the caterer was m camp yet,

gathering up the “‘impedimenta’ of the com-
m ssary de mutm(‘nl~n,\ur) thing \\ as “in-
pedimenta’” in Santa Cruz, for ‘*‘paggage”
and “stores” \\ew terins too vulgar for a
brigade camp—the rear guard had no care
for the morrow, but lad encugh to eat.
The boys were sadly numon«lcm however,
with their mouney left them for their meals
by tlw quartermaster, or paid lln m in ad-

vance for work. When all the Lieavy bag-
gage had been placed on the freight train, a
d iy or two after the breaking up of camp,
they themselves boarded the passenger
train for howe, with tickets provided them.

This rear guard had procecded some five
or six mllcs when the conductor appeared
to gather up tne tickets, and the awful dis-
covery was made that they were overdue
by as many .days as had elapsed since the
homeward departure of the brigade. Not
one in that rear guard had eaten that day,
and not ono hml money enough to buya
square meal, and all but one were incounti-
nentiy bounced from the train and dumped
with a box of apples (all the commissary
stores with them, and stolen at that) soime-
wlhiere in the wilds of the Santa Cruz Moun-
tains. That one is a corporal, and a son of
a ratlroand ofticiai, and as he had a pass cver
the road, he volunteered to consider himself
an expedition of one for the relief of the
bankrapt and stranded rear guard.

For over twenty-four hours thatrear guard
had a precarious existence. Itwe b itself
marching back to Santa Cruz lugging that
box of apples; slept that night inoui-houses
or did not sleep at ail; appeased hunger al-
togethier on the appies stolen from a Chinese
orchard afrer braving the teeth of faithful
watclhidogs, and every minute of the day and
night bewailed their lack of economy. Tid-
ings from the relief expedition were received,
however, on the following day with u shout:
the quartermaster’s telegraphic money or-
der was caslied and empty stomachs were
filled ; his arrangement with the railroad to
transport them home at the cost of the regi-
ment was carried out, and vow the Iaymas-
ter is kicking over a bill of $70 for that rear
guard.

GRAND ROUNDS OUTWITTED.

One of the Grand Rounds wascleverlyout-
witted one morning. A certain company was
on guard, with its First Sergeant acting uas
sergeant of the guard as well as ofticer of
the guard for all practical purposes, the
Captain being officer of the day and the
Lieutenant of the company in camp detailed
in charge of the provost guard tent, where by
day one had to salute officers and swallow
more than the rezulation peck of dust kicked
in the air by horses, and where by night one
had to keep warm and fight off sleep and
moesquitoes,

The officers composmg (xrnnd Rounds
presented themselves at 2:30 o'clock in the
morning, and the sergeant of the guard es-
corted them on their rounds. The sentries
were all comparatively new recruits, who
had never done guard duty and cer-
tainly were not over confident as to the
character of Grand Rounds, notwithstand-
ing all the instructions given them. The
sergeant was therefore in (‘unnnnwl trepida-
tion and verily “sweating blood” that his
men would make some bad break or betray
their ignorance by not making the proper
challenges. Dut every sentry was on the
alert, dark as it was, and challenged in a
firm voice and strictly according to the
book, like so many tried veterans.

Grand Rounds over and around the camp-
fire, the sergeant was telling with just pride
of the superior intelligence of the men at
the posts and their adwirable soldierly
qualities. ‘There was a general laugh at

his expense and the reason for it was not
apparent to the late sergeant of the Grand
Rounds, until he was informed that while
he was marching the Grand Rounds around
the camp, the Licutenant, who had trudged
in from the provost teat ior some hot cotfee
and pie, had taken in the situation at a
glance and by a shorter route through the
regimental street and between teuts pre-
ceded him and warned every sentry aud
brushed him up on the challenges,
ON BRIGADE DRESS-PARADE.

Another amusing experience befell a cer-
tain well-known Drum-Major—the same one

who told every one m camp that he “‘crossed
the Alps with Napoleon.” It was early in

camp and the D. M. was out that afternoon
in charge of the consolidated bands on the
brigade dress-parade. Down he marched
the line of the brigade as erect and proud as
one of the llllllloll.lls that *‘crossed the Alps
with Napoleon,”” and back again he marched
at the head of the four bands and the drum
and bugle corps, the cynosure of all eyes.

There was nothing remarkable in this
fact, but there was in the circumstance that
a miserable and scrawny little yellow dog
followed his every step on that bngado
dress-parade and back to quarters after the
ceremony. Not one of the hundreds who
saw him knew why that miserable- looking
cur should exhibit such fondness for the
man who ‘‘erossed the Alps with Napoleon.”

RODE HOME ON THE BRAKES

af train time. The homeward train with the
regiment was at the depot at the appointed
hour ‘sure enough, but no young warrior,
who found himeelf without money enough
to pay his fare to San Francisco. He came
to town, however, a day after the regiment,
having rede up on the brakes of-a , fre vrht
train. That young warrior’s uniform will
probably be accounted for by the Captain at
the next annual mustér and inspee l-uu un-
der the head of “damaged in seivice.”

WATER IN THE AIR.

Public Test of the Tower Made
by Fire Wardens.

The new water tower of the Fire Depart-
ment was given a public test yesterday
morning at the corner of Fremont and Mis-
sion streets in the presence of Supervisors,
Fire Commissioners and about 1000 other
people. The exnibition was satisfactory
and astonished the eye-witnesses with what
can be accomplished with proper appliances.

“Everything worked well,” said Chief
Scanneil aiter the test was made. ‘‘The
tower raalized all we expected from it, and
now we are prepared in case of a big fire to
throw a solid stream of water two or three
inches in diameter over the highest building
indhie city.

“We nad three engines pumping six

streams into the tower, and threw the com-
bined streams through a 2%-inch nozzle a
distanee of not less than 230 feet. And this
was done when thestower stood up 65 feet,
its fuil height.

* Just imagine that volome of water ponr-

ing into a building from the top. Why we
could deluge a building with it in half an
hour. -
* First we raised the tower with chemi-
cals, which are placed in a valve and push
upward the different sections by the torce of
expansion of gases in a cylinder. This test
was also satisfactory, and then the tower
was lowered. The second time it was run
up with water.

“For the present we cannot orzanize a
company for the tower, because the funds
are short; nor have we a house for it yet.
I have it in the corporation yard, and can
man it from different engine companies if
we have a biz fire. Otherwise, it will not
be in active use for some time.”

I'ne exhibition was an interesting sight.
Such a volume of water rushing with great
forca and sound through the air like a tu-
muituous cataract held spectators spell-
bound. Its noveity, too, was doubly inter-
esting, as it promised great things in the fight
of men against the fiery elements.

A novel device fcr placiog hose-pipes upon
a temporary bridge ten or twelve feet above
the strect, to allow street-cars and general
traffic to pass during a fire, was shown. The
inventor is B. E. Henrikseo, a young archi-
tect of tlris city.

Dr. Joseph Wolf resigned from the posi-
tion of Assistant Police Surgeon, and in his
place Dr. A. I’. O’Brien, a young practitioner,
has been appointed.
