Presidio Gossip—Battrry Practice—Toe
Morrow’s Review.

The Presidio and its surroundings pre-
sented-a lonesome appearance yesterday, as
the soldier boys took advantage of their
weekly holiday to come into town and the
citizen element was deterred from visiting
the post cn 2ccount ot the evident approach
of a rainstormm. The gentlemen of brass
buttons who happened to be around lave
not yet got over their homesickness, and
while the artillerv still regret their parting
from New York friends, the cavalry, strange
as it inay seem, sizh for the sandy plains of
Arizona and New Mexico. The moist hieezes
of the Golden Gate are to blame for much of
the lingering trouble, as there are but few
of the men who are not sufferers from colds
and kindred ailments.

Battery practice with the heavy guns and
mortars has been going on all of the week
with most gratifying results. So far each
of the four batteries stationed here has
fired twelve shots, and the targets have been
repeatedly demolished. This has been the
case reveatedly when the mortars have been
fired, as shells falling within twenty-five
feet of the target work 1ts complete destruc-
tion. “fue artillery practice begins at 8
o’ciock each morning, aud is a very interest-
ing sight.

The cavalry have mounted drills every
morning from 9:45 to 11:15 o’cleck, but ar-
tillery drills have been abanduned since
battery practice began. :

To-morrow morning at 9 o’clock the regu-
lar monthiy muster and inspeciion of the
garrison wiil be beld, and the interesting
ceremony of a review will take place, in
which the artillery, light artillery and cay-
alry will participate.  Lieutenant-Colonel
Graham wiil be the reviewing officer.

I was then a young midshipman, and en-
joved the leave on shore in a foreign port
with Doyish delight.
