TRANS¥ERS ARE NEEDED.

The Dates When County Great Ilegisters
Were Canceled.

It happens almost daily that persons apply
to be registered at the new City Hall, whose
pames are already enrolled on the great
registers of other counties, and it takes a
deal of explanation to make them under-
stand that in a great mauy instances they
cannot register in this county without ob-
taining a transfer. 5 ?

Now, if there are many in San I'rano:lsco
who need a transfer before they can 'regh'ter
here, they cannot afford to lose any time, for
registration is nearing the end and unneces-
sary delay may cost a man his vote. It
should be nnderstood that a name once en-
rolled on a great register must remain there
until it is transferred or the register is
canceled. 2 X

1n San Francisco the Great Reg\ste.r is can-
celled every two vears, but not so in many
other counties. For instance, in Alpine and
Contra Costra eounties it has not been can-
celed since 18663 in Marin, Nevada and
Siskivou, not since 1878; in  El Dorado and
Lake, not since 1831; and so on all over
the State, and whoever has registered in
those ecounties since the dates given cannot
register elsewhere without obtaining a
transfer.

As it takes time to do this, none should
be lost. The registrar keeps blanks pre-
pared for that special purpose, and appli-
cations to him will secure the transfers as
quickly as the mails can make connections.
Below isa table showing when the Great
Registers were canceled in  the several
counties of the State, and any one who has
registered therein since the dates given
must secure a transfer before registering
elsewhere,

WATERMAN'S CALL.

The Proclamation Issued From the Ex-
ecutive Mansion.

Governor Waterman has issued his elec-
tion jroclamation calling for the election of
Governor, Lieutenant-Governor, Secretary
cf State, Controller, Treasurer, Attorney-
General, Surveyor-General, Clerk oi the Su-
preme Court, Superintendent of Public In-
struction, six Representatives in Congress,
threa Railroad Commissioners, four mem-
bers of the State Board of Equalization, one
Chief Justice of the Supreme Court, two
Associate Justices to serve twelve years,
one Associate to serve the unexpired term
now filled by Justice Fox—making a total of
twenty-six State officers.

An election is ulso called in ferty-three
counties for Superior Judges, for twenty
State Senators and eighty Assemblvmen.
The total number of the officers to be
eldeted is 191.

In conelusion the proclamation says:

‘ite Legislature, atis twenty-eighth session,
nroposed an amecdment to Seetion 8, ,a(ruq‘o
X1, tatz iul £ 2t e mdinntinn af eieiccdd UL Cluls.
Tne Coustliution provides that the Legislature
shall submit amendments to the people in such
manner aod at such thne as is expedient. The
Legislature havivg failed to provade for the sub-
misslons of the above amendment I am not justl-
fied in calling upon the peopie to vole thereupon.

FREE TO ‘HE POOR.

So far as
learned no coal or free meals bave been dis-
tributed, but Bueckley has seen to it that
xlm:-p of his followers should suffer with
thirst.

According to the meager accounts which
have reached this city of the sprinting mill
Joseph will present a decidedly knolby
countenance when he faces the stern Judge.
Slavin’s attractive mug, if reports are reli-
able, has not been much disfigured by the
six-ouncers which *our bqv” planted on it
during the first round; consequently he may
escape with a nominal fine or a light sen-
tence.

CROSS-COUNTRY RUNNERS.

The Alpine Athletic Club is evidently
very anxious to hear from the Olympic
Club's cross-country runners. A few weeks
ago the Alpines issued a challenge to the
Olymbpies to meet them in a run from two to
ten miles: the race to be contested at any
desirable place: the number of contestants
to be limited to six men oneach side. When
the chalienge appeared the “Alpiners” ob-
jected to Skillman, who is now a member of
the Olympic Club. Seeretary Bouton of the
latter club states that no notice will be taken
of the challenge as directed, adding that if
the Alpine Club desires a race of this kind
it must meet a team chosen by the captain
of the Olympies, barring none.

George W. Jordan, who has been the coffl-
cial handicapper of the Olympic Club, re-
turned a few days ago from an extended
tour through Oregon and Washington. He
says that only a passing thought is given to
athletic sports up north, but that horse-
racing, prize-fighting and gambling ate ex-
tensively patronized. He speaks highly of
the beds he bas slept in, and as regards
table board recommends all corpulent men
to go north and become lean.

Some of the professional gymnasts have
been -negotiating with Frank Jones of the
Golden Gate Athletic Club for a lease of
the gymnasium, which is now idle. It is
said that Jones is contemplating a trip to
Aunatralia ta intradose in thet eanessey hio
newly patented coffee-kettle.

Six athletes who had entered for the
Alpine Club’s road race, on Sunday last,
misscd the boat, but arrived at San Leandro
in time to witness the finish., Among the
tardy ones was Bishop, who, it is thought,
would have won the contest_had he been on
time.

QUAIL AND RAIL.

Last Sunday was a very poor day for rail-
shooting on the Alviso marshes. BEetween
thirty and forty hunters took possession of
the pieces of marsh which were not covered
by water. The tide was high and the game
scarce. John Stack and Judge Rix took
possession of the ducking skiff Mudhen and
sculled through several miles of slough
water without meeting any success fo speak
of. The Judge perspired quite freeiy in the
depressing atmosphere and acknowledged
that the “outing’ was a failure,

Mr. Aguew, a well-known local duck-
hunier, visited ‘“*the bridges’’ last Sunday,
and reports rail very plentiful and that sev-
eral large bags were made. He says that
Stack and Juage Rix remained in a boat all
day expecting the birds would come to them.

Wiien the Supervisors of thiscity ehanged
the game law relative to the sale of ducksin
this city the Supervisors of Sacramento
County found that some such law had to be
passed or there would be a sad falling off of
ducks in the Sacramento markets during
the winter months. Consequently a change
was wade io the general game law, mmaking
it unlawful to kill any species of ducks un-
til October 1st.

When the Blake tract of 100,000 acres in
the Adairondacks was purchased, it was un-
derstood that it was to be maintained e¢x-
clusively as a game preserve. It is now
stated that a syudicate has secured the right
to the timber on this territory, and that dur-
ing the winter 10,000,000 feet of pine and
spruce will be cut and turned info lumber.
In order to secure a sufficient head of water
to fluat out this stuff, a large dam will be
built, which will overflow a great area of
low land and kill every tree in the section
flooded. The Blake tract is one of the finest
hunting sections of the Adirondacks, but if
it is denuded of trees it will no lenger be
available for that purpose.

To-morrow it wiil be lawful to shoot quail
in Marin County. The birds are said to be
very plentiful this year, and all sportsmen
may have a pleasant day’s shooting with
the permission of the owner of the land on
whose property they intend to shuot.

CHOKE-BORES,

A correspondent of the London Field, a
sportsman who has a reputation of being
one of the best all-round shots in England—
gives some very instructive information on
the merits of choke and cylinder guns. The
following, from a long article on the above
subjeet, will interest sportsmen.

A eylinder 12-bore gun should, if it is properly
bored, place 131 to 135 pellets of shot on Lhe
30-lnch elrele at 40 yards with a charge of 113
ounces of No. 6 shot, contalning 304 pellets, or
270 to the ounce. A full choke should place 200
Lo 220, and a modified choke 150 10 160; and it
shiould be borne in mind that a constant regu-
larity of pattern and even distribution of the shot
all over the target is a sine qua non in the shoot-
lniz of a good guun.

Lis a sign of a badly bored gun when It places
a high patiern on the target at one shot and a
low one at another; and the gun isequally faully
if it places a thick cluster of shot on one part of
the target, though the cluster be 1 the very cen-
ter, and spreads the peliets thinly over the rest
of it; for It Is a mere chance IT the shooter places
the thick ciuster of peliets on his mark; and I
may point out that when the peliets are close
togetier In one part ot the shot circle, they are-
proportionately scattered, and hence more or
less useless in another part,

If a shooter is a good shot—a man, for in-
stance, who, at ordinary ranges, with a eylinaer,
and firing only one barrel, can pretty reguiarly
kill seven out of 1en paitridges rising before him,
and perhaps five oul of seven pheasants passing
overthead at a fair height ana pace, and say
thiree out of five driven grouse—ihen he may, if
he fancies bis shooting will be Improved thereby,
use a modified choke making a pattern of one
bundred and sixty on the thirty-inch eirel: at
forly yards. Should be find that with the latter
gun be Kills pear shots as weil as he did belore
making a change, he will be a declded gainer in
the matter of long shots; but should he advanee
another step, and take to a full clhioke, he will
surely notice, though he is still successful at the
long shols, the ones at ordinary aisiances will
be not seldom missed!

No game Dbirds should, as a rule, be fired at
with a cyllnder or medium choke beyoud 45
yards or pround game at over 40 yards. Of
course a large bird fnku a vheasant, that offers a
good-sized tlarget, may sometimes with a full
choke be killed clean at 55 yards If a crossing
shot; but it Is far more likély to be wounaed.
Pariridges and grouse, however, being smaller
birds, will not recelve so many peliets at 65
yards as the pheasant does; and though they
night be struck every time., yet they llkely
enough would not drop drad oues "o ball’a dozen
hits, cven with a full choke. Filty yards isa
long distance at which to drop birds dead with
any certainty; and It Is dead, never wounded
game, a Lrue sportsman tries to bring down.

People who taik of Killing thelr game regularly
at sixty-five to sevenly yards simply talk non-
gense. L have never seen the man or gun that
coulld do tnis, The seventy-yard shooter should
test bis gup for penetration at this range and
note the result; for, even should his gun be a full
choke, aud make a falr patiern on h.o turget at
sixty-five to seventy vards, yel Lhis is no proot
whatever it will Kill at these distances, though it
may pepper the game all over. The patiern of a
gun is very misleading at a long range—at sixty-

five yards, for iustance—as in reallty only a part
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of the *hot-charge then reaches a moving mark;
ihe re...inder—quite one-third at sixty-five yards
—straggles weakly ur, probably after the bird
aimed at is out of the line of fire.

In the case, however, of a stationary target all
the charge 13 shown thereon, as if it arrived sim-
ultaneously, and the shooter is too ready to ac-
cept this non-reliable patiern as evidence of what
a pumber of peilets his gun can place on game
at sixty-five to seventy yards. It is the shots
under forty yards that add up the bag. Let me
se@ a man Kill these regularly and neatly, and I
do not care what he does over forty yards; for
the latter are the exception and the former the
ruie.

TOM KELLEY’S ABILITY.

Commenting on Tommy Kelley’s ability to
compete against any wan of bis clnvss mvthe
land, a eritic on pugilism in a New York
paper says:

It Is said that Kelley will be taken to England
and there pitted against the best 7-stone-10
man to be found. II this is true, I predict a sen-
sarion among the bantams on tue other side.
Kelley is a phenomenon, and when well and fit he
can give four pounds in weight to any lad that I
Kvow of at present in the ring. However, the
question of his going depends, I opine, a good
deal upon the manner Joe McAulifle is treated
in bis fight with Slavin. If he is permitted to
battle on his merlts, and the fight 1s won by the
best man, without favor from the club, it will be
a great inceuntive for American fighters totry
their fortunes on the other side.

Should otber tactics prevail no American
fighter with an ounce of brains In his head will
go to the other side to box unless before the
Pelican Club, which is an up-and-up falv play
organization beyond doubt. I an neclined,
though, to think McAuliffe will get fair play,
though the cabled fact that Slavinisa2to 1
favorite in the London bettlng has a bad look.
Englishien as a rule are very conservative in
the matter of offering large odds, und unless
they bave information that McAuliffe cannot get
into condition there 18 nothing in the records of
the men'tbat warrants Slavin being such a fa-
vorite.

Ihat they belleve Lhat Joe will not be in pro-
per fettle is shown by the claim that Slavin’s
backers make that he will be over a stone¢ too
lheavy when be enters the ring if he fights at 210
pounds, as Madden says Le will. They may be
mistaken in this matter. We have bad more ex-
perience in Queensberry fizhting on this side of
the Atlantic than our English cousins anda we
Kuow that if a mau’s wind 1s all right a few
pounds of flesh on a man is often an advantage
raiber than a detriment.

CALVARY CHURCH.

Election of Trustees — Trouble in the
Sunday-School.

Last night the congregation of Calvary
Presbyterian Church held their adjourned
annual meeting in the Sunday-school rooms,
Moderator Aifred Clark presiding.

The principal business of the meeting was
the election of a Doard of Trustees for the
coming year., Thirteen candidates were put
in nomination, and.after a ballot thé follow-
ing nipe were declared elected: M. P. Jones,
Angus Cameron, G. W. Prescott, A, Craw-
Zord, James IHogg, Benjamin Romaine, Will-
iam Montgomery, 1. H. Henshelwood and
W. J. Thompson.

After the result was
Meeker stated the conditions upon which
Dr. Easton, the pastor, had accepted the
call to the ehurch ten months ago upon a
salary of $4000, and urged that as the con-
gregation was a rich one his salary should
be made more nearly commensurate with
his ability than it was. On motion the sug-
gestion was approved of, and -it was decided
to increase the doctor’s salary to $5000 per
annum from to-day.

Thus far the church affairs seemed to be
particularly barmonious and pleasant, but
the veil was suddenly lifted by the remarks
of Mr. Murtin, one of the. Nominating Com-
mittee, who called upon the church officers
present to declare whether or not they co-
operated with their pastor.

For some mowents there was no response
to the question, and only when Mr. Martin
made bhis query more jersonal did any
answer come, Then several of the congre-
gation, answering for themselves, said that
their efforts always went to sustain the
pastor. But the replies did not suit the
questivner, who explainetl that complaints
of lack of co-operation had reached him
and he wanted to know the facts of the
matter.

This brought Clerk of the Sessions Dunn
to his feet, and in very vigorous English
he declared that the >Superintendent of the
Sunday-school had been acting in an un-
friendly way to the pastor, and after par-
ticularizing 1nstances of his conduct, de-
clarad that this conduet had prevented Dr.
Easton from entering the Sunday-school
for a long time past—thatin fact he was
made to feel his presence was not wanted
there. He coneluded his remarks by stating
that unless some changes were made in the
Sunday-school management it was most
likely' they would lose their pastor: and he
made it plainly understood that to prevent
the latter’s loss he wouid like to see a
change in the school management.

s remarks were greeted with applause,

Mr. Horsburgh rose in his own defense,
and claimed that he always acted as he
thought the good of the church demanded,
and had endeavored to make the Sunday-
school the nursery of the church. He did

Aot explain bis antagonism to the pastor or
il LN FUlCdL LUy,

but stated that he had, in accepting the posi-
tion, reserved the right to resign at any time
that he felt his services were not conducive
to the good of the ehureh.

A letter from the pastor was then read in
which he suggested the creation of an en-
larged Board of Elders, an increase in the
number of deacons, the division of the par-
i1sh into districts, the crextion of a Board of
Ushers and a Pew Committee; and the re-
vision of the list of church members.

The suggestions met with general ap-
proval, but in consequence of the lateness of
the hour the consideration of the letter was
postponed until the next regular meeting.

DR. BARROWYS’ CASE.

Found *‘* Not Guilty’’ of the Charges Al-
leged Against Him.

The church council convened for the pur-
pose of considering the proposal of the three
governing boards of the First Congregational
Church to vote the usual letter of com
mendation to the Rey. Charles Dana Bar-
rows was in session all day yesterday in the
parlors of the sacred edifice on Post street.
A -strict inquiry was held as’to the charges
whicih rumer had pliced against the pastor’s
name, and after each individual item had
been thoroughly eanvassed the council re-
tired for consultation.

After the lapse of a few minutes it was an-
nounced that Dr. Barrows had been unani-
mously exonerated from all blame, and that
letters of commendation would be granted to
him.

T'he clerical members of the council then s
proceeded to draft a preamble and set of
resolutions covering the matter, but as these
did not meet she approval of the full coun
¢il, the meeting was adjourned for a week.
