MOSBY’S DEATH LOTTERY.

War

One of the Iucidents of
Virginia.

Captain Charles Brewster of this city,savs .
the Kansas City Star, while serving as.com- -
missary of subsistence for the Michigan
cavalry brigade during the war, was cap-
tured November 1, 1864, in the Sh ‘nandoah
Valley by Mosby’s guerillas, and was one -
of twenty captured Union soldiers who drew
lots to determine who should compose.the
seven whom Mosby had announced he would’
hang, as he said, to atone forthe hanging by
General Custer of seven of Bosby’s m#n
who were spies, and who had been caugh.
within the Union lines.

Captain Brewster was found by a reporter
for the Star yesterday in a reminiscent
mood, and was pessuaded to tell thisstory of
a minute, which, to the twenty men io-
volved seemed an age, and which meant
death to the lucky number of seven and life
to the unlucky number of thirteen.

After detailing how the\' w«,ro captured,
the Captain continued: Near Rectortown
Mosby’s minions asaembleal, coming from
all points of the compass, They came
quietly, singly, and by twos and threes,-.
making at least 600, When all had assem-
tb)led, the prisoners, who by this time num-

ered twenty, were directed by the guard
to fall in, the officer in ordinary eclothes be-
ing excluded. We were told that seven of
our number would be selected by lot to be
hanged, in retaliation for men hanged and
shot by General Custer. Having had fore-
bodings of this fate, this depressing an-
nouncement was not unexpected. It was
bravely received, although the solid faces
along our little line of twenty Union soldiers

gradually turned pale as a full realization of
u.o ordeal before us passed through each
mind during the preparatory pause. To this
feeling was added the horror of the ignowm-
inious death of being hung up to a tree like
a traitor or murderer by these miserable
highwaymen. ;

“By virtue of my rank I received the
empty honor of being placed upon the right
of our little line, On my left stood the only
commissioned officer of the party, First
Lieutenant J. C. Dissomay of the Fifth New
York Heavy Artlller}, who had joined us at
Paris with 'umllu or squad.  Along that line
I saw bowed heads and lips moving in silent
prayer. Visions of dear ones at home, of
hopes and ambitions blotted out, flitted be-
fore our eves. A tall man, with head un-
covered, not reverently, but beeause he then
bad other use for his hat than asa head
cove ring, raised his hat above a point of
vision of its contents, and allowed each man
to draw a slip of paper fromit. Those who
drew bLlanks remained in line and those who
drew numbers were considered condemned,
and immediately taken out of line aund
placed under speclal guard. My action in
bcle~11|1;.. a ship was slow, and I was ordered
to ‘hurry up.” I picked up three slips, and
gradually let two of them drop, and at
the same time raised my hand with the re-
maining slip to decide my fate. It  was
taken quickly and pronounced a blank.
Five had already drawn numbers, and one
of them, who was young, gave vent to loud
lamentations. He was a drummer-boy, and
was ordered by Mosby to be released.
Private George Soule said tome: ‘Captain,
I shall be one of the men havnged.” This
was the second premonition among the
seven. Lieutenant Dissomay drew the
seventh fatal number. Raisinz his hat
with one hand he passed his other hand over
his fevered forehead, and half tnrnm,z to
me be simply s ‘This is touzh.” The
Lieutenant was a Mason, and I reasoned
that a way would be found tospare his life.
At the critical moment one of Mosby’s men
whispered to Lieuntenant Dissomay and
asked him if he wasa Mason. He replied
in the aifirmative, and immediate efforts
were made for his release, which m'uwd
suceessful,

“The scene of the hanzing was near the
Berryville Turnpike, whereé the bodies of
the men were found by the Union troops
within the Federal lines. The executioners
were drunk, and made a horrible job of it.
They began by tying one end of a rope
around a so dier’s neck, throwing the other
end over the limb of a tree and drawing
him up. The feet of the victims were left
80 close to the ground that their toes dug
holes in the earth in their death ntruge.l(«
After the job was finished the ranzers placed
a placard on one of the beodies informing
General Sheridan with much flourish ot
words and phraseology that these men were
hanged in retaliation for seven of Mosby's
men killea by General Custer’s orders,
‘measure for measure,” that he *would raise
the black flag’, ete. 1 mademy escape, and,
disguised as a negro, managed to re-emnter
the Union lines.”
