Itis evidently a foolish joke on
the part of some idiot, for the bark Koyal
Tar only left Newcastle, N. S. W., for Eu-
reka on August 20th, and could not have yet
arrived in that locality.

The tug Robeits, Captain Smith, went on
a fishing excursion to the banks offDuxbury
Reef yesterday, leaving her berth at 7:30
o'clock in the morning and returning at 5
o'clock In the evening. There were thirty-
two people on board, and they all made good
catches. About 800 pounds of Bah, chiefly
rock cod, were caught, Mr. Dolllver being
high hook with seventy-one fish.

The weather was thick at Point Lobos
yesterday and a calm prevailed up tillnoon,
when a light breeze sprang up from the
southwest. The barometer read: 8 o'clock
in the morning, SO 07; uocn, 30.04; s o'clock
iv the evening, 29.09.

Alt.'ilVAl,OP THE I.AKME.
Among the vessels that arrived yesterday,

JAMES DOHERTY'S GON.

Tbe Crazy Admirer nf Mnry Anderson
N.v.lmi Stirs Up Things.

James M.Doherty, tho Washington crank,
who became notorious a couple of years ago
by reason of his infatuation for Mary Au-
derson, and who was finally committed to
the Kings County (N. V.) Asylum as a luna-
tic, after ho had made a boisterous exhibi-
tion of himself at a theater in this city
where Miss Anderson was performing, dis-
tinguished himself again on the 24th of last
month. A couple of weeks ago he made his
escape from the asylum by means of a false
key. He left some clothing, money and
jewelry behind him. The police were noti-
fied ol his flight, hut no trace of him was
discovered untilFriday afternoon, when his
tall form was seen striding aero :s the lawn
infront of the asylum. Nodding familiarly
to some of the keepers, lie ascended the
steps leading to the main hall and con-
fronted an astonished clerk, who nervously
suggested that the returned lunatic should
sit down and tell them where he had been.
With a wild look in hi. eye Doherty drew a
bigglittering revolver, and, raising it in a
threatening manner, made his way through
the hall to thi1ofliee. Dr.Fleming and two
attendants were there, and th« former rec-
ognizing the visitor, remarked,

"
Hello

Doherty." r' I*'"Don't1 *'-
"Don't hello me," Doherty replied, "I'm

no telephone," and at the same time he
raised his revolver and aimed at the doctor
with cool deliberation. During this little
colloquy the two attendants had slipped out
of the ofliee, and Dr. Fleming, seeing his
peril, adopted conciliatory tactics.

"Why. what's the matter, Doherty?" he
said. "We don't want you. You need not
be afraid, but put that ugly thing (pointing
to the revolver) down."

"ButI'mnot going to putitdown until I
get my tilings," Doherty sa:d, "aud 1want
them quick.

"
He cot them inquick tim? and receipted

for them, having transferred the revolver
from his right to bis left band, He then
quickly took his departure, backing out
through the hall to the door, on reaching

which he swore he would go to Canandaisua
and killDr. Hoyt,the Secretary of the State
Charities Board, who had been instru-
mental inhaving him committed to the asy-
lum. Doherty disappeared from the grounds
without any effort being made to capture
him.

Dr. Fleming said afterward: "Iquickly
comprehended the situation and m-ido up
my mind not to attempt to struggle with the
mil Ido uot call myself a coward, but 1
am rather careful when lam compelled to
look int ia self-cocking revolver in the hands
of a man Insane enough to commit murder
and sane enough to know that he would not
die for it. Iwas not going to ask anyone
else to do what 1would not do myself. Ido
not believe that Doherty will do any harm
outside, unless it may be to Dr. Hoyt, at
whom he is enraged."

The police have been notified of the inci-
dent, and Doherty willprobably be arrested
on sight. Doherty is a tail, fine-looking man,
and was formerly well known in Washing-
ton. Ho went crazy in bis admiration for
Mary Anderson, and followed her over this
country aud toEurope. He wrote hundreds
of letters to her during his sojourn at' the
asylum, but his love for the favorite at-tres*
seemed to have cooled after the announce-
ment of her marriage to Mr. Navarro.

DEADLY CATERPILLARS.
A Mnu Dead -nd n Vounir Girl Very 111

From Their HltcS.
Edward Bambrick, 32 years of age, of La-

grange, rear Bustleton, died on Wednesday
of blood poisoning, caused by the bite of a
green caterpillar, says the Philadelphia
Press. Nearly a fortnight ago Bambrick
told Policeman Asliton of Bustleton that be
had been bitten on the neck by a green cat-
erpil'ar as ho lav on lha crass in front of his
own home. The cieature indicted what
seemed an insignificant puncture, which
bled freely.

Bambrick did not heed the wound until
some time after, when Dr. Bever was called
in.

21 years, 4242 Thomas street,
Frankfort, is ina dangerous condition, also
from the bite of a green caterpillar. A week
ago yesterday, while sitting ina grape arbor
peeling potatoes, Miss Weiser felt something
creeping on her neck. Itgot on to the right
side of her lace, whence she attempted to
displace it with her band. The creeper hell
on, and then she got hold ifit with a piece
of cloth. The caterpillar, however, retained
its hold of Miss Weiser's lace, and she had
considerable difficulty in freeing hersell of
its grip. Itbit her severely, and she lost
enough blood to thoroughly saturate a pocket
handkerchief.

The wound soon became very painful,
and Miss Weiser rubbed her face with cos-
nialiue. On Tuesday she became thor-
oughly alarmed and consulted Dr. Ellis,
who told her that she was suffeiiug from
blood-poisoning, and that if the swelling ex-
tends to her throat her case willbe almost
hopeless. The young lady is about the
house, but her face is very much swollen,
and last evening the swelling was extend-
ing under her chin toward her throat.

Miss Weiser had a hard lump on her face
where she was bitten, as large as a silver
dollar. Slight suppuration set in yesterday,
but Dr. Ellis says his patient willhe in dan-
ger of her life in til suppuration censes and
the pi.is. has been driven out of her body,
and that her health will notbe completely
restored until some time after. He lurther
said in conversation : "Iwould not like to
be in the position of Miss Weiser. Her
case is similar to one which occurred In
New York, ln that case the patient died."

MORMON METHODS.

The Story of a mer Salt Lake School-
Teacher.

New York, Oct s.—Miss Inez Coultre
called at the barge office yesterday for the
purpose of lending her assistance to the
Government Inputting a stop to the im-
portation id Mormon women. Miss Coultre
for a couple of years past has been engaged
as a school-teacher iv Salt Lake City and
is connected with the Presbyterian mission
in this cily. She was introduced to Lev.
Dr. Drumm, Port Chaplain of the Protestant
Episcopal Church, to whom she told what
she knew of the life Mormons lead. Among
other things Miss Coultre says one -of the
chief arguments of the Mormon elders to get
converts is that the Messiah is soon to ap-
pear in the '/Aouof the Latter-day Saints and
that all who are not these are lost. Inci-
dentally a large amount of money is shown
to the people whom the Mormons are trjing
to capture. The gold catches the eye and
they are ready to do almost anything to
get it. Nothing is said about polygamy.
The elders, when abroad, take rare to select
the best looking young women they can get.
When Utah is reached sometimes the people
are turned adrift by the elders for the sake
of getting tli*-in more fully in their power.
The best looking of the women are then
taken by rich old Mormon elders aud be-
come "sealed wives." After hearing the
story Dr. Drumm told the gist of itto Gen-
eral O'Belrne, aud the latter requested Miss
Li.nitre to make a statement, which she
promised to do. It willbe forwarded to the
Attorney-General of the United States on
Monday, who will be asked to decide
whether or not Mormon converts are crimi-
nals. Dr. Diiiiiiin claims they are. lithe
Attorney-General decides that they are then
the Superintendent of Immigration willbar
them from landing.
