The Alcezar's New Melcdrama—Carleton’s
Opera—Hoyt's “Trip"—Mr. Keene—""Life
in Paris” at the Tivoli,

By arrangement with Mr. A1 Hayman a
new melodrama, “The Bells of Haslemere,”’
was, after a good deal of preparation, pro-
duced at the Alcazar on Tuesdayevening. It
belongs to the same school of the dramatic
work that has been a feature of the Ameri-
can stage at short intervals for several years
past. The same motive is apparent in all.
In this instance a “‘conibine’” of swindlers
brings to grief Squire Frank Beresford of the
village after which the piece takes its name,
and throws him on the world to battle for a
living first, with the remote contingency of re-
couping his fortunes. After a variety of ad-
ventures (svmie of which are undergone in
the United States), for dramatic purposes,
the Squire comes to his own again, and the
swindlers are defeated. The castis quite a
lengthy one and afiords nearly every person
in it a chance to do some individual business
that takes the notice of the audience.

Mr. Beach’s Squire is in his best style,
and he opposes his breast to “‘the sea of
troubles™ that threatens to overwhelm him
with true dramatie heroism. He is tender

in his love-making, strong in his denunci
ation of wrong and brave in danger. Silk-
stone (Mr. Leo Cooper), a pretended London
finaneier and the real chief of the swindling
organization, in love with Evelyn, betrothed
te the impoverished Squire, was well pre-
sented, as was the charaeter of Cuptain
Vere (Mr. James E. Wilson), an adventurer.
Wilson bas been deing some very good
work since he joined this company, aud that
which he gave us on Tuesday night was not
the least in werit. The gentleman seems to
move in a mimetie aura, so to speak, to be

The Chairman, the
report continued, wiekedly and maliciously
aceused & member ef the Executive Comumiz-
tee of insincerity in his expressed desire to
have Market street straight, which aceusa-
tion he knew to be false when he made it,
and furtber that *tte Chairman oi the Ex-
ecutive Cowmmitte thredened to vielently
as-ault said mewmber, and apparently would
have doue so had it not have been for the
overwhelming opposition against him.”

The report of the connuitie- further states
that on the Ist inst, a meeting was held at
which it was decided that the Chair of the
committee shouid be deciared vacant., Mr.
Dolan, the Chairman who was by this un-
seated, was abseut. R. E. Doran was made
Chalrman.

After the report of the minority was read,
M. O’Brien moved that both reports be re-
celved and the matter of the chairmauship
oi tue Executive Counuittee be referred back
to the commiitee,

After a half hoar’s storm, in whieh Cush-
ing and his parliamentary rules were lost
sight of, an adjournment was had until
alter election day to allow the political ten-
dencies of the delegates from the various
clubs to covl down
