FOREIGN MISSIONS.

Proceedings of the American
Board of Commissioners.

Animated Debate Over the Report of a
Committee on Methods.

A Series of Resolutions Regarding the Quali-
fications of Candidates Unani-

mously Adopted,

Special to Tiik Mornino Call.

Minneapolis, Oct. 9.— A most interest-
ing paper to come before the American
Board, and one which called forth an acri-
monious debate, was the report of the com-
mittee of nine, appointed a year Bgo to ex-
amine into the method of the administia-
ton of officials of the board in Boston,

especially the methods employed by the
Ilosue Sec re tary in ascertaining the qualifi-
cations of candidates for the missionary

field. The Chairman of the committed is
Astor Walker of New York, ami associated
with him lireothers representing the two
great wiups of the braid, but they are not
extremists inany sense. The report made
a detailed showing of the finances of the
board, and compared what the board has
received yearly for its work with what is
giv<n to other large benevolent societies of
the church. The figures showed that while
the contributions to these other bodies had
been inert* sin-; year by year as the church
grew, there has been practically no increase
in the donations to the American Board,
this ktite of affairs the paper argued,
showing a dissatisfaction inchurches ending
in

quarrels, that have come as a

result (if the present system of ad-
ministration. 'ihe report, which was
a lengthy one, was summed up in the
form of resolutions at the conclusion. These
provide that a committee on the Treasurer's
report be appointed by toe board at the an-
nual meeting next previous to the meeting
at which the committee is called on to act;
that the Treasurer's report be. sent as soon
as ready to each member of the committee;
that the by-laws bo amended so as to pro-
vide that the Auditors shall annually em-
ploy an expert in examining the Treasurer's
reports and accounts; that thorn be a sub-
stantial increase of tlie force employed by
the board to bring the interests of its mis-
sions and the cnii-a itrepresents before the
churches contributing to its support

The resolutions further provide withref-
erence to missionary appointments th.it
questions 1ana

-
for candidates be amended

to read:
Question 1. What are your views respect-

ing c eh of the leading doctrines ol the
Scripture commonly he d by the churches
sustaining this bour.l? In answering this
question you may u»<; your own language or
refer to any creeds of acknowledged writ.

Question 2. Have you any viewal variance
with these doctrine*, or any views of church
government which would prevent your
cordial co-operation with the missionaries
of this bo.ud?

These questions beii c so amended, all
applications for appointment shall Of made
as now to the Corresponding Secretary of
the board. A communication shall be pre-
sented forthwith to the Prudential Com-
mittee. Incase the committee di.sire fur-
ther scrutiny into the theological opinion*
of the c»Ddidiitr» it ail be bad through an
interview with the committee as a body, or
if this is Dot practicable with a sub-com-
mittee consisting in part of laymen. At
such examination tho doors shall be open
for tbe presence of any member of the board
or personal friend of the candidate.

'1he debate on this matter was a most
animated one. Dr. Joseph Cook opened th«

New Yoke, Oct. 9.— The Mail and Ex-
press has a Washington special say ins: It
is stated on good authority that President
Harrison willcall an extra session of Con-
gress on November 11th to consider and pass
the Federal Election Bill.

The "extra ses-
sion" rumor has again been set afoot, and
is circulated widely, despite an array of facts
that ought to convince, any oue of its empti-

ness. The date for ths assembling of this
supposititious extra session is given as Tues-
day, November 11th. Itis hardly probable
that the President willcall an extra session
while he is away, yet that is what lie must
do if Congress is to assemble ou the 11th
prox., for it must convene within thirty
days after the call. Another phase of tho
story is that an extra session willbo call<\l
if the Democrats should chance to be vic-
torious in the November elections. These
elections take place on November 4th, to that
if an extra session was called on the day
following ie would be several days later in
Utembling than the regular session. There
are no Senators in the city at this time, and
the existence of any responsible pcrsiii who
knows there will be au extra session is to
be doubted.

Ottumwa (Iowa), O^t. 9.—When an As-
sociated Press representative Informed Presi-
dent Harrison of the report current intbe
East that be contemplates calling a special
session of Congress to consider the Federal
Election Bill, the President said he was
sorry he could give no expression on tho
subject, as it would be improper.

to escape imprisonment and returned to their
own command and made applications for
pensions. The decision rescinds the ruling
niade by Commissioner Black, May L's, 188%
in which the Commissioner held that, regard-
less of circumstances and ot motives, pris-
oners of war so enlisting in the rebel ser-
vice, even us a device of e;>cape iroin starva-
tion and Imprisonment, should be held as
b;ivilii; "voluntarily" Hided the rebellion
and are debarred from pen-ion. After pre-
senting lilts full legal Hs]>ects of the ques-
tion, thu Assistant Secretary says: "The
department must be conir< lied In all cases
coming before it for adjudication by the
fuii'iamental rule that tho rights of soldier
and citizen alike can never bu taken away
nor foriiiled except by the express terms of
the law, the actual and obvious meaning of
which should bo taken without retort to
subtle and forced questions. Irespectfully
overrule the former decision of your office
and grant pension sought."

DECLINKS HIS SALAKY.

Emperor William Determined

Upon a Peace Policy.

He Desires to Reward Alsatians for Their
Acts of Loyalty.

Farcical Trial of Tipperarj Policemen for

Their Brutal Assault Upon a
Crowd of People.

Paris, Oct. 9.

Gil Bias prints an
account of an interview alleged to liavebeen
bad with Emperor William during his re-
cent visit to Austria.

POIiIOBfItBN ON TRIAIj.

The Attack on the People ofTipperary Ventil-
ated in Court. ,

Dubj.ix, Oct. 9.—The hearing azainst the
police for assaults upon a number of per-
sons at the Court-house inTipperary on the
occasion of the opening of the trial of Dil-
lon and O'Brien commenced at that place
to-day. Timothy Henly opened the case for
Harrison, member of the House of Com-
mons, who was severely injured.

Hetty declared that on the occasion in
question for every adult in the crowd out-
side the Court-house there were four armed

policemen. lie told of the assault on Har-
rison. The latter then took the stand ami
testified that them were fewer than fifty
civilians outsidu the Court-house when he
arrived, while there was a large force of
policemen oil each side of the Kates. The
policemen used great ami unnecessary vio-
lence. Colonel Caddell addressed the police,
saying something to the effect that they
must go inout of that and not make a dis-
turbance. This command not being obeyed
witness asked the policemen why they dis-
obeyed orders. Then the assault was made
upon him. During the disturbance he saw
a constable strike and fell bheehy. The
civilians threw no stones and struck no
blows except inparrying blows from the po-

licemen's batons.
In opening ihe case Healy asked that the

ordinary justices should be replaced by five
resident . magistrates of the bench. The
application was refused. While P. O'Brien
was giving his evidence Healy questioned
him regarding the photographs he had
taken. The Presiding Magistrate ruled
this was irrelevant. A heated discussion
ensued, at the end of which Healy told
O'Brien to leave the witness-box. All of
the complainants and their friends left the
